A Republican journal, speaking of the neces-

sity of direct taxation to support a system of

debt, says:
What could be realized from such a tax? From

the best data accessible, the aggregate wealth of
the country amounts to sixteen thousand millions
of dollars, of which three fourths is iu the States
which still recognize the Union.

A tax of four mills on the dollar upon this
amount would oroduce at once forty eight mil-

lions of dollars, leaving a claim for twelve more
upon the Cotton States, which, perhaps, under
martial law, might be levied on their cotton as
our troops advance. We might reasonably rely
upon fifty millions from a four mill tax.

Three fourths of 16,000 millions is 12,000 mil-

lions, which would shrink somewhat wheu the

tax gatherer applied his touch stone to it. But,

accepting this, what are the other resources? We

quote from the same authority:

An additional duty of two cents on sugar, four
cents on coffee, and ten cents on tea, and twenty
per cent, on other free articles that do not enter
into manufactures, will add about $21 ,000,000 to

If the English and French capitalists were

Can the North west, with the blockade of the

Mississippi cutting off its trade, pay the interest
on a new debt as well as an old? It can pay in

domestic currency doubtless, but can it meet, the
demands of a foreign creditor?

When Congress meets, there will be these prob-

lems to solve. By that time circumstances may
arise which will forbid us having recourse to the

foreign market; and the whole of the vast sum
may have to be raised at home. Albany Argus.

Preliminary Examination of Warren
Lunar.

Warren Lundy, charged with the killing of the
soldier Maloy, on Sunday night last, was brought
before Esq. Sullivan Wednesday to undergo an ex-

amination touching the affair. Fishback appear-

ed for the State, and T. D. k R. L. Walpole for

the accused. The investigation was held in prim-

itive style, under the shade of the trees in the
Court house yard. Some hundreds of eager lis

teners were in attendance, as well as epauletted
Majors, Captains and Lieutenants, and high pri-

vates with muskets and bayonets. The accused,

ijuite a young man, is of the flash order, and has
evidently taken degrees in fast city life. He was

quite d throughout the investigation,
and frequently put questions to witnesses, and

continually prompte! his counsel.
The testimony was very full some ten or fif-

teen persons being sworn. We give the substance
Of it.

Dr. Mason, Surgeon of the 17th regiment, made
a medical examination of the deceased. He found

a wound in the left side of the abdomen, the ball
lacerating the bowels and lodging in the spine.

The wound was necessarily fatal. The deceased

survived the shot some twenty or thirty minutes.
He lived only six minutes after he was brought to
quarters. He died Sunday night about I o'clock.

Sergeant John Cowan stated that deceased,
himself, and four or five others, were going along
Washington street on the night indicated, and af-

ter passing the house kept by Mrs. Harris, two men

came out and called to them to stop, which the
party did. One of the men came at witness as if
he was going to strike him. Witness struck the
person who immediately fired. The accused was

the man that did it. The accused was the man
who struck at witness. Three shots were fired
by the accused. Witness got out of the way as

quickly as he could. Witness admitted that he
was intoxicated on that night. Some of the
company with witness had muskets and bayonets.

Allen Study, a soldier, and one of the party
from Camp Sullivan, testified that Sergeant
McCowan (the last witness) tapped at or jerked
open a window of Mrs. Harris' house that they
were ordered awav bv a woman that deceased
used some very rough language when the win-

dow was opened, threatening to shoot into it, and
bringing down his gun. Deceased was very
drunk. The whole party of soldiers were dru:ik.
After they left the window and had gone about
twenty paces, two men came from the house,
called to them to stop if they wanted to it.

The party went back and Maloy, the deceased,
pointed his gun, cocked, directly at the accused.
Witness told deceases! that he was a fool, as his
gun was not loaded. Ilturd Sergeant Cowan
tell his men to charge bayonets upon the men
who had approached from the house. When the
accused fired the deceased bad his gun pointed at
him. Three shots woe fired one at Segeant
Cowan, one at Maloy and one after the party ran.

Lieutenant Striker corroborated the testimony
of the last witness with reference to the bad con-

duct of the soldiers at the window. Saw the ac-

cused in the house and heard him tell the soldiers
to go away. The conduct of the soldiers was
very bad.

Frank Kessler (a soldier who admitted that he
had broken guard but was not of the party) heard
from the other side of the street the order of
charge bayonets and the instant shooting there-
upon.

Jacob Kyle, a soldier, testified that Sergeant
Cowan ran up to the windows of Mrs. Harris'
house and hallooed. The shutters flew open, but
he did not know whether he jerked them open or
not. Saw the two men coming from the house
toward the party of soldiers. Heard Sergeant
Cowan's order to "Charge bayonets!" These
cueed asked wituaat if the guns were loaded?

Witness said he did not know whether they were
or not. Immediately the accused fired. Saw a

policemen accompanying the accused pull him
back, and heard him tell him that he must not
fire. Witness was not of Sergeant Cowan's
party, but had been down town and was returning
to camp, and happenel to arrive o the ground
jnst at the time of the fracas. Witness was not
at all intoxicated. He had only taken a dram.
He arrived opposite the window of Mrs. Harris'
house just as Sergeant Cowan was making the
noise. Witness said to him, "Don't do that!"
Witness admitted that he himself had taken a

"fence furlough" that night, and was making the
best of his way back to camp. When Sergeant

Cow hi gave the order to "charge bayonets" the
point of Maloy's bayonet was some six feet from
the accused. Witness did not know whether
Sergeant Cowan was detailed for any particular
duty or not. Sergeant Cowan was drunk, but
Maloy was not so drunk as to be unfit for duty.

William Fitch, policeman in the Fourth Ward,
testified that he had asked the accused to serve

with him on the night in question. Had been
down in the Fifth Ward, and arrived on the

ground about the time of the fracas. Accused

was already engaged in it. Heard accused say
o the soldiers that they had no right to break

nto peoples' houses if they trere soldiers. With

that the Sergeant, who appeared to have com-

mand of the men, struck the accused and ordered

his men to charge bayonets. The deceased
obeyed the order and made a lunge at the ac-

cused, when the accused fired. Another of the

soldiers said that his gun was loaded with buck-

shot and he would shoot the accused. The men,

when they obeyed the Sergeant's order, were
within shooting and bayoneting distance. They
obeed him as if they were determined to execute

the order. Mrs. Harris' house is regarded as a
house of ill fame. Had seen the accused go out
and in there frequently. Accused boarded at

Mr. Bender's immediately opposite, and h id lived
here about six weeks. Took hold of the accused
after he had fired first, and had hold of him when

he fired the second shot. Accused tried to get
away, saying don't you see they are trying to

shout me? But two shots wüe fired.

George Douglas was on the ground of the af-

fray. Saw Policeman Fitch running toward the

parties. Heard the man who appeared to have
command of the soldiers, give the order to form
in line and charge bayonets. Saw one of the

soldiers point his guu at accused. Heard accused
say he is going to shoot me. Heard the click of
the cocking of a musket. Saw the accused im-

mediately fire. There were some ten or a dozen
soldiers iu the squad. Fitch interfered before

either shot was fired, ai.d told the soldiers that
the accused was his partner, and whoever had

command of the squad had better take them
away. Heard one of the squad say he had a load
in his gun and would shoot the accused.

Frank Glasier, engineer at No. 1 Engine
House, happened to be on the ground. Saw the

soldiers drawn up in line under the command of

an officer of some sort. Saw them present their
bayonets and heard the cocking of a musket

Saw a soldier make a thrust at the accused with

his bayonet, and defendant turned his gun aside.

Saw one of the soldiers strike accused and knock

him, witness thought, upon his head. Witness
seized accused, who called out. "let me go, let

me go, or they'll kill me." The man shot was

the identical man, in witness's opinion, that
was advancing upon the accused with his musket

and bayonet.

Here the testimony closed, and the case was

submitted without argument. Justice Sullivan,

who presided throughout the tedious and trying in-

vestigation with marked patience and impartiality,
siid that he desired time for review, and that,
meanwhile remanding the prisoner to jail, he

would render his decision to-da-

The future.
The New York Tribune of Tuesday last con-

tains the following comments upon the present
aspect of public affairs which we reproduce as the
impressions of the leading Republican organ of
the North: "We once again call attention to the
strictures of our Washington correspondent upon

the course of public affairs. He states that the
reason why Harper's Ferry was not occupied by

the national troops a week ago is that the Gen-

Not-

withstanding this, no investigation has been or-

dered nor any reprimand administered, any more
than in the case of the blunders aud the slaughter

I a Cireat Battle at Hand near Wash-ington!

To persons unacquainted with the science of
war, it may appear strange that the two contend
ing armies now in the field, in sight ofeach other,
do not immediately come into collision; and no
duiibt many have come to the conclusion that
there will be no great bnttle after all. That is a
very unsafe conclusion. It is evident that the
generals on either side are maneuvering in order
to obtain some important point which would
throw the chances of victory in favor of the army
which gained the vantage ground. The risk of a
general battle with so many troops is immense,
and neither side seems willing to take the initiative
at a disadvantage, though either would gladly
give tight on their own ground.

The responsibility is great, and the generals
are naturally cautious. Davis, it appears to us,
is too much so for success. He seems t have
lost his opportunity. In revolution and in war
the assailing party are, for the most part, anima
ted with greater courage and fight better than the
party who remain on the defensive. Napoleon
never waited to be attacked.

That there will be a great battle, however,
there seems to be no reason to doubt. When
General Scott is ready he will make such an at-
tack as will prove successful. At present he is
outnumbered by the enemy; but that will not
long be the case. There is only one thing can
prevent a battle, and that is that the rebel Gen-
erals lay down their arms and submit the ques
tions at issue to the arbitration of the people, or
their representatives to the United States Con-
gress, or to a convention of t..e people of all the
States. By adopting this course they may save
their necks from the halter and the country from
the effusion of blood. But if they will persist in
settling the question by the arbitrament of the
sword, then they must perish by the sword. The
integrity of the Union must be maintained at all
hazards. But General Scott, secure with his in
trench menu at Washington, as was the Duke of
Wellington within his famous lines of Torres

The bankers of Milwaukee, following the ex
ample of those of Chicago, threw out the Wis
consin money last Monday, and this so exaspe-
rated the peop'e of that city, that they, in the
shape of a mob, destroyed the banking houses
and contents, producing immense excitement,
which had not diminished at the last advices.
The city military were called out and tired on the
mob. Some of the bankers and their clerks
were rather severely handled. We think it is a
great mistake to suppose that bankers or brokers
are the cause of such trouble as this in Milwau-
kee, as the trouble is iu the banking system which
the people of that State, through their Repre
sentatives, adopted, and by which they, in turn,
have been fleeced to the tune of fifty per cent, of
their hard earnings. It would seem that the peo
pie do not consider th it money dealers are Of!
exposed in such a state of things, vastly more
than the people, and they have great trouble and
anxiety in saving themselves from heavy loetet,
in cases like this currency trouble in Wisconsin,
when the entire basis upon which the fabric is
erected, is crumbling out with fearful rapidity.

About 3,000 bushels Illinois spring sold w ithin
the week at 80 cents.

Corn has not changed, and has been in fair de-

mand at 28 cents.
Oats have been in large supply and declined to

23 cents iu bulk, closing dull at this rate last
evening.

Rye declined to 4546 cents.
Barley Prime fall barley is offered at 50 cents

without buyers.
Whisky advanced to 13 cents, but again fell

back to 12' i cents, closing rather heavy. There
has been a fair export demand.

Cheese retails at 66l cents. The demand
is chiefly local.

Butter is in good supply and dull at 8(910
cents for prime to choice. The lower grades are
not saleable.

Cotton yarns, cordage, kc, have advanced to
2 cents per pound, with an improved demand.

Hay has declined $1 per tun, the best timothy
selling at $89. Some new has nrrivod by
wagon, but meets with a limited demand at
$7 per tun. This article i lower now than for a
long series of year.?, and little more than pays the
expense of bringing it to market.

There has been a good business done in sugar
and coffee, and prices rule very firm and a shade
higher, fair to good fair sugar selling at 6(a6.2c,
and good to prime coffee 1414J'c, and choice
14c. The receipts of coffee have been large,
and the stock in the Eastern markets very heat y .

From the best sources of information it was
evident there could not be less than 30,000 Con
federate troois in and around the immediate

of Richmond, all well armed and thorough-
ly drilled.

The place is fortified in the strongest manner
on each side and at every point likely to he ap-
proached by the enemy. More troops, from States
further South, were ottering than could be accept-
ed. The New Orleans Zouave regiment is ;ud
to be incomparable aud terrible in appearance.

Rut one feeling runs through the entire army,
animating equally civilian and soldier, including
men, women nnd children, and that was to strilu
at the hazard of life, fortune, honor, everything
for the defense of their homes and w hat they con-

sider to be their inalienable rights. The troops
are represented as being in good spirits, with
plci y to eat, drink and wur.

Conflicts with the Government forces w ere ex-

pected daily. It was sup;xsed in Richmond that
engagements would take place very soon near
Laajburg, Williamsport, and other places w here
the Federal troops front the West were preparing
to penetrate. Large forces of the Confederates
had gone out in that direction. The citizen-o- f

Richmond, with few exceptions, remain in the
oity.

It is said the soldiers are anxious to meet th ir
foe, and think only of victory at whatever sacri-
fice. As with the Government at Washington,
great secrecy is observed with reference to the
movements of troops, military designs, kc.
