make the **wheels of their chariots of war sink so
deep in southern soil that the prints shall be left
for a century to come.” Others equally loyal
and equally angious to maintain the Government,
without a star representing the constitution of
States stricken from the flag, may think thata
willing submission to the laws and public policy
of the nation constitutes its strength and is its
crowning glory. This class may likewise think
that while the sword is drawn to maintain the in-
tegrity and vindicate the honor of the Govern-
ment, that the Olive Branch of peace should go
with it—that mercy should be tempered with jus

tice. Is it the intention of ““the free speech and
free press” party to promptly suppress or extir

pate such conduct or utterances by speech or
press? The elder Pirr boldly and eloquently
denounced the British Governmen: for its attempt
to subjugate the British Colunics and predicted the
consequences that would follow such a war. Has
it ever been thought by any American that such
“utterances’” should have been suppressed or that
such “free speech” was n “pestilent heresy?”
Although Cuartuax opposed the policy of his
government and the prevailing sentiment of
the British people, the result verified his
sagacity and statesmanship. If his policy had
been adopted, the American colonies might yet
have been the brightest jewels in the British
crown. The constitutional rights and liberties of
the citizen in this free Republican Government
will prove but a shadow if the Chicago Platform
interpreted by a public meeting is to determine
his loyalty or dislovalty, or his right to discuss
the policy of the Government.

The Object of the War. ]

We copy the following extructs from the press |
of the North, to show the views entertained by
the conservative sentiment of the country in re-
gard to the objects of the war. The Uhieago
Times says:

War for the supremacy of the Counstitution is a
high and holy work, but war for the emancipa
tion of negroes would be the blackest crime of
civilization. Commence it and see how soon all
Christendom will array themselves by the side of
the South. Exgeration, as universal and as deep
as the atrocitiea 8f the Sepoy rebellion aroused in
this eountry and Europe will be thunderald into
our ears, and the whole moral weight of hu-
manity will be hurled against ns.  In every re
spect the Lovejoy resolution, and the policy of
which it is a premonition, il finally adopted by
the Government, is unwise, eriminal and incendi-
ary. Let the Administration adopt it as the ani
mating spirit of the war, and we will oppose the
war and clamor for peace as fervently as any
man in the Union; for then the Democracy will

be insulted and betrayed into support of everything
they have in the past held to be unpatmotic and
wicked. Lovejoy and men of the abolition stripe
make the mistake of sapposing that Democrats
sustain the government through fear. Greeley
has intimated the same thing. He amd they seem
to think we are disarmed and subdued, with cour
age and strength alike broken, at the feet of the
anti-slavery Moloch, and that, thereiore, the grand
abolition opportunity is now presented. We warn
them of their mistuke. We call upon the coun
try to mark the warning, and to witness the mis
take. We have supported the administration
against treason, and shall continue to support
them so long as they observe the Constitution,
and seek the ultimate pacification of the country;
but the Lovejoy policy is itsell as treasonable as
disunion and secession.

The Chicago Post says:

This war is one for the preservation of the Con.

to the reyuirements of the Constitution and the
laws of the land, and to regain possession of the
forts and other property belonging to the Govern
ment which have been wrongfully taken from it.”

The respectability and intelligence of the
gentleman from whom the facts are obtained is
vouched for by that paper. These statementa but
confirm the previous accounts from numerous
sources, that the cause of the rebels is growing
more desperate every day. When a rigorous
blockade shall be established, and =ll hope of
European interference shall have vanished, and
the people of those States can be made to under
stand and believe that this is not a war to abolish
slavery, the contest will soon be closed. Note
the closing paragraph of the article referred to.
It says:

“Finally, our informant thinks if the North
could make known t6 the South in some unmis-
takable way, that it does not make war to abolish
slavery, the war might he considered as almost
over. The cecessionists feel and kuow they have
entirely mistaken the case amd their remedy, and
the leaders tremble for their own personal
safety.”

It 12 to be regretted that the President did not
find space in his message to present this point in
elear and emphatic language, so that the whole
people, North and South, might understand it, in-
stend of devoting so much in argument against
the exploded doctrine of the right of secession.
That would have done much in strengtheningz the
Union men at the South and in paralyzing the
rebellions arms now raised in resistance to the
Government. They rally their hosts by charging
that Lincoln and bis administration have made
war upon them and their institutions. That this is
an Abolition war for the destruction of slavery.
Mr. Lincoln, in his message, does not unde
ceive them. A leading fepublican member of
Congress from Lincoln’s own State, on the first
day of the session, makes u motion of an aggres.
sive anti-slavery character, which is sustained by
a majority of the Republican members. A por-
tion of the Republican press ring out the cry,
“down with slavery.” “when this war is ended
let there not be a slave left in the land.” While
this course is pursued, how long must it take to
make the people of the South believe that thiz is
not & war “to abolish slavery.” We readily do
Mr. Lincoln the justice to say we haveas yet seen
no act which leads us to believe that he has any
such object in view. The mass of the Republ.-
ean presses have as yet given no indieations of
such a policy. But il the radical Abolition ele
ment of the Republican party, the Beechers, the
Greeleys and the Lovejoys are to run this war, or
are to be allowed to pervert it from its true objects
into an aid to their anti-alavery crusade, the canse
of the Union will receive a blow from which it
can not recover. The spontaneous, majestic up-
rising of the people of the North was for the ac-
complishment of a single object. That object is,
to put down rebellion, v asure obedience w the
requirements of the constitution and the laws of
the land, and to regain possession of the forts
and other property belonging to the government
which have been wrongfully taken from its pos-
session.

Men are abundant, and means are voted with
unanimity, and will be forthcoming so long as the
war <hall not be perverted to the baseness of
Fanaticism. When that time shall come, ifit
ever does come, thousands of arms now  uplifted
in defence of the government will drop neverless,
Discord and division will take the place of unani
mity in our counsels and disaster will await us on
the battle field. The result is in the havds of the
conservative republicans; let them chain the tiger
before they feel his claws.

low, where their bagzage train was at rest, and
their infautry drawn up to protect it. The ad |
vance regiment halted till Domont’s and the |

| artillery came up to their support, when the un.
| lucky firing of a gun by one of our men set the

whole body in motion. |

The chase now became highly exciting, The |
rebels pitched the rest of their camp eguipage
into the bushes; the olficers threw their trunks,
containing their personal effects, into the ullies |
amd ravines, and the privates gave up their blan- |
kets, knapsacks and canteens to the inexorable |
necessity of fighting or retreating, and they pre- |
ferred the latter, Our ndvance pushed them so |
hard that they formed in line and commenced a |
seattering fire, when our artiliery opened on them,
and they instantly renewed their stampede.  This |
stand, however, had given their baggage train
time to get under way. The pursuit was hotly
kept up for three miles, and they showed as won- |
derful an agility in flight as Porterficld’s army at
Phillippa, .

Within a mile of the next ford, the mountain !
recedes on both sides from the river. The most
of this comparntively level bottom Lund is com |
prised in the farm of Mr. James Corrick, and the |
fords are known by his name. In crossing the
first of these fords to the right side of the river
(as we were advancing) one of their wagons
mired, and those in the rear had to halt until it |
covld be relieved. The rebels meantime drew up |
in line on the opposite side in an oat field, and |
were concealed by a rail fence and the trees and |
bushes fringing that bank of the river. The blufl'|
is from fifty to eighty feet higher than the land |
on the opposite side, down which the Ohio 14th |
was advancing, with Capt. Mow's company thrown |
out as skirmishers. As the skirmishers pressed 'l
ou toward the ford, the teamsters cried out, |
“Don’t shoot! don't shoot! We wre going to
surrender.” The Captain then ecalled w the
Colonel, *“Come on, Colonel Steedman, they |
are going to surrender,”’ and the regiment was |
ordered to advance at a double guick. As he |
came opposite the bank where the rebels were
drawn up, General Garnett cried, ' Three cheers |
for Jeff. Davis,” and that instant the whole
line was a blaze of light, as they poured a |
destructive volley upon the l4th. The men |
came to an instant halt, and returned the
compliment wituout changing position, and then |
adranced nearer the river, taking position behind
a worn out fence. The rebel battery then opened
fire, and Barvett's artiliery was ordered up.  The !
action became general. illroy s regiment came
up to Steedman’s support, but were compelled Lo
deliver an oblique fire. Capt. Benham then or-
dered Dumont’s six companies to cross the river
about 300 yarls above the ford, pass obliquely |
up the hill from our right, and take the enemy in |
the rear. The bank was exceedingly steep,
almost perpendicular, but two companies had sue-
ceeded in clambering up, when the onder was |
countermanded, and Col. Damont ordered down |
the river to the ford, under eover of the height on
their side, and protected by the fire from Steed
man's and Millroy's regiments, to take them in
front at the road. The Colonel executed this
order in gallaut style. His line instantly formed
and marched down the bed of the river, where the
water was (requently wuist deep, and the moment
the heal of hiscolumun appeared the rebels ceased
firing along the entire line, and stampeded through
a wheat field down to the second ford, the officers |
vainly trying to rally them. !

Gen. Garnett was the last to cross the ford, |
which he did on foot, and stood by the river shore |
waving his handkerchief, and eolling them m!
come back and dispute the passage of the ford.
Major Gordon, of the U. 8. army, at this mo-
ment appeared on the oppesite side which the |
rebels had jusi left, and seeing them huddled in |
the road, ealled to the advance of Dumont’s com-
mand, which was rushing along like a whildwind,
to comeon. Gen. Garnett directed the attention |
of his panic-stricken rear to the Major, and a volley |
of bullets fell thick as hail around him, muny
lodging in the sycamore stump on which he was
standing. The Major at the same time saw Gar |
nett, and pointing him out to a squad of Captain |
Ferry's company, Sergeant Burlingame drew a
deliberate sight on the General and fired. He
was seen to throw up his hands and fall back on |
the sand. At the same instant, almost the only {
man who had the pluck to stand by the General, |
(a Georgian, be it said, to the shame of the chiv. |
alry of Virginia,) fell dead by his side. Du |
mont's regiment had come up in much less time |
tnan it has taken to recond this event, and poured
a raking fire Into the enemy, who made a stand
of some ten minutes, during which the fire was
sharp on both sides, and then they ran, erowding |
upon ench other in the wildest confusion. Du-
mont's regiment crossed the fond, and chasal |
them two miles up the St. George road, where |
they gave out from absolute exhaustion, and b
vouacked for the night ‘

Major Gordon had eroszed the ford in the mean- |
time, and came up to General Garnett, who was
in the last agony of death. He discovered lis
stk by the star on his shoulderstrap, closed his |
eyes, and seizing a linen handkerchief from an !
Indiana boy, tied up his face and composel his |
limbs,

The action wasover. The reserve of the army
came up soon after, and each regiment was ns
signed guarters on the battle field, built ronsing
fires and proceeded to dry their clothes.  The
wounded of cur own and the rebel forces were
carried off on litters to hospital quarters, where
they received immediate surgical aid, while the
dead were collected and a guand placed over them
for the night.

The loss in killed and wounded fell entirely
upon the Ohio 14th; they occupied the post of
danger, and behaved like veterans under the fire
of infantry and artillery. There was no flinch-
ing, but on the conteary a eoolness and determi-
nation not only characteristic of the men, but
their gallant Colonel, who rode up and down the
rauks cheering them on, as regandless of danger
as though by his own fire side. Captain Benham,
in hi= plain brown suit, walked his horse up and
down the ravks, giving his orders clearly and
calmly as in the terrible day of Buena Vista,
while the chivalric Col. Milroy chafed like a lion
hecause his now famouns regiment could not be
brought into direet eollision with the enemy.

We captured two stand of colors, one of the
Georgia regiment; one rifled cannion, forty loaded
wagons, handreds of muskets and side arms, the |
army chest, but how valuable I did notlearn, with
any amount of personal effects and military equip- |
Inents,

This action must speak for itself. To pursne
and overtake un enemy having twelve hours the |
advance; making a forced march of nearly thirty
miles in less than twenty-ftour hours, over the
worst of roads, and with scarcely a mouthful of
food for the men—some, indeed, being thirty six '
hours without nourishment; fight a battle, cut off
the baggage train, capture the cannon and rout
the enemy, is not a feat of every day record, even |
in times of war. All honor to the gallant ol
diers from Indiana and Ohio, and the true men
ot Virginia! They prove themselves worthy of
the inheritance their futhers bequeathed to them,
and as ready to sacrifice their lives to preserve as
their sires were to establish the independence of
the people and the Union of the States!

Mr. Lincoln's Messagess=An U'nfortus-
nate Expression.

In the message of the President the following
sentence oecurs:

“It i= now for them to demonstrate to the
world that those who can fairly carry an clection

can also suppress a rebellion ; that ballots are the

that when ballots have fairly and constitutionalls
decided, there can be no successful appeal back
to bullets; that there ean be no successiul appeal

Commenting upon thia the Boston Courier re
marks:

“The implication here certainly is, that the
party which elected Mr. Lincoln is to suppress
the rebellion! The indulgence of such an idea
would be attended with the most disastrous con-
sequences.  The means and the men raised for
the support of the Government have been [fur-
nished for the Union eanse, and not to sustain
any party dogmas. A very large proportion of
the funds must have come from opponents of the
Republican party—there is reason to believe
that a large majority of the army did not vote on
their side. Of the generals in command, Mc
Clellan, Cadwallader. Patterson, Butler, and we
dare say others are Democrats. Most of the offi
cers of whom we know anything are either Dem
ocrats or of the Old Whig line. The Lieutenant
General is an old Whig, ten vears ago the can
didate for the Presidency of that party. Mr. Lin
coln was himself chosen by about a third of the
votes thrown in the election. His party could
make no head against the rebellion.”™

We regard this 0s a very unfortuate, and ill
timed expression of the President. If he relied
aniy upon those who elected him, the end of the
rebellion would be somewhat more indefinite than

it now is.
