The New York, Philadelphia and Boston banks
have agreed unanimously to take the second filty
willion of the National loan, which, with the
large amount siready taken by the people, in-
sures the entire success of the $150,000,000 ask-
ed for. This confidence in the Government in
the very face ot disaster is remarkable, and dem-
onstrates beyond a doubt the faith the monied
men of the nation have in the ultimate suc
cess of onr arms, and the final triumph of our
cause,

Sterling Exchange has again declined at New
York to a safe specie importing point, which is to
be attribnted to the greatly diminished foreign
importations and increased exports of our pro-
duce. There seems to be handly any dount now,
that the deficiency caused by the absence of cot-
ton and tobacco exports, will be more than com-
pensated for by the falling off in the imports of
toreign goods, and the increase in the exports of
the produce of the loyal States. The consump-
tion of foreign goods was enormous in the South
ern States, and this demand not now existing,
will render the wants of the country quite small.

We give in our present issue extracts from the
English and French journals, regarding the wants
of England and France for breadstufts, growing
out of a deficient harvest in these countries, to
which we have called the attention of our readers
in previous numbers of our paper, and these ex-
tracts fully cormborate the accuracy of the state
ments we Lave made. We presume there is no
longer any doubt that the extraordinary foreign
démand which existed for our breadstuffs last
vear will be continued this season also, and that
prices will rule fully as lugh In this country as
ther did last season. The average price of su-
pecfine flour in this market last year, was $4 45.
We think there is no doubt of the average of the
preent season being as high as this, so that the
price now ($4) is 45¢ beluw what may be reason-
ably etpected to ber the average. England will
not need a= mach this year as last, but the want
of France will fully make up this deficiency, and
perhiaps more than this, whilst we have less to
spare.  The facilities for trausportation from the
West 1o the seabound. to which we alluded in our
last, wili be a great druwback n prices, as the
varions railroad companies will not only be en-
abled te obtain such rates of [reight as they may
see fit to ask, but their railways will be whally
inndequate to do the business, and hence New
York will be the great field for ulators this
year, as the supplies from the West can not be
sent forward during the winter months, and thus
will prodnce a short supply in the Eastern mir-
kets in January und February, and consequently
light shipments to Europe and bigh price<in Eng-
landd and France, and consequent high prices in
the Eastern markets.
