As the population of Great Britain is about
29,000,000, it will oe seen that the actual expenses
are equal to a little over ten dollars for each per-

son. In France, with a population of 35,000,000,
a little less than ten dollars a head; and in the
United States.with a population over 31 ,000,000,
a little leas than three dollars for each individual.
Now it is unquessionably true that, take the pop-

ulation of the three nations, those of the United
States even if we include the slaves and all,;
are better able to pay the sum of ten dollars each
than the people of either England or France.

It is evident that we must draw upon the expe
rience of both Prance nd England. From tbeui

we can learn how te raise such a revenue as will

meet all our present wants, and to restore our
finances to that condition which will enable us to
set at defiance all the croak ings of the enemies

of the country, that we are on the verge if not
already in the votext of bankruptcy.

But while we are looking to the means or

sources from whence a sufficient revenue cen be

raised to meet our present wants, we require the

most rigid system of economy established every-

where. No sinecure offices, no extravagant sal-

aries, no such commissions as were paid to Mr.

Mokgam. Every department should be thorough- - j

ly examined, and the pruning knife used without ,

fear or favoritism, to cut off every extravagance.
We have no fear but the people will freely pay

the most euormous taxes if they are necessary

to support the Government, but they will not

submit to such burdens if the money is to be
squandered.

The Gukat Battle at Foat Doxklso. A

correspondent, dating his epistle at Cairo, Feb.

17th, writes a most interesting letter, from which
we extract the following:

On Wednesday our army left Fort Henry, and
during the ensuing night slept upon their arms
within eight hundred yards of the enemy's re-

doubts. Duriug the night the rebels, who occu-

pied a illicitly timbered ridge, worked ioduairi-ousl-

upou their breastworks, and otherwise to
place themselves in the best possible state of de-

fense. Thev had previously prepared extensive
rifle pits and rendered all approaches difficult by
felling heavy timber.

On Thursday morning at 8 o'clock the battle
opened, nd was continued during the day with-

out material advantage on either side. About
noou the 17th and 4ith Illinois made a gallant
charge upon one of the redoubts, bt the rebels
opening upon them a heavy cross fire of artillery
and musketry,

this encounter, among them the daring Colonel
of the 4'.Hh. W. XI Morrison. The total loss in
these two regiments is put down at SO killed and
wounded, au undue of them being
commissioned officers.

This was the bloodiest skirmish of the day.
Succeeding this the rebels made a despernte sally
against the i."Ui Indiana, Col. James V eaten, but
were driven back with considerable slaughter.
Thirafon of the lndianians were killed and sev-

eral wounded. The rebel loss is reporteJ much
greater.

Our total loss in killed and wounded during
Thursday is estimated at 225. The enemy's loss
is reported somewhat less, owing to their really
formidable defenses. As uight approached a
heavy rain set in, and as our army were compel
led to lie out without tents and without fires, they
suffered severely. Courage, firmness, and a will
to endure, never forsook them, however; on the
contrary they all seemed impatient for the mor
row, not so much to escape the severities of the
night as to again resume the battle.

s
Never, perhaps, on the American continent,

has a more bloody battle been fought. An uffi
cer who participated and aas wounded in the
fight, informs us that the scene beggars descrip-
tion, and must ever be beyond the conception of
those who were not present. He says that he
scarcely thinks he exaggerates when he says that
so thickly was the battle field strewn with the
dead and wounded that he could have traversed
acres of it. taking almost every step upon a pros
träte body. The rebels fought with desperation,
seeming to be inspired with what will prove
measurably true, that their hopes for success in
this rebellion were intimately connected with the
result of the battle then raging. Their artiller
ists were skillful, using their pieces adroitly and
with most fearful effect. On either side could be
heard the voices of those in command cheering
their men on, using every means to fix them in
the purpose to die rather than yield the contest.

rived at Cairo this morning. The churches and
all suitable and available rooms in the city were
taken possession of and used as hospitals.

Financial ana Commercial uaantary
for the Pail Week.

The attention of the whole business communi-
ty has been divided between commerce and finan
ces on the one hand, audthe past and prospective
achievements of our arms on the other, the past
week ; but toward the close the latter absorbed
the entire thoughts of our citizens, and there has
been but little business of any kind done since
Saturday. Tbe political horizon has become
brighter and brighter from day to day made so
by the star of our Republic rising from the dark
ness of despondency with which this fiendish te
bellion had enveloped it, am' the hearts of all
loyal citizens have been cheered, throughout the
land.

A great abundance of capital and an easy
money market for good business paper continue
to be the leading features of the money market.
Thirty and sixty day paper, of the character
named, is wanted at 8(2$ 10 per cent. Govern
ment contractors' paper is in better demand st
1218per cent., owing to the passage by the
Senate of the Treasury note bill, though amend-
ed so as to be objectionable to the House, and it
is clear that the passage of it will be delayed in
consequence of those amendments. There is no
doubt that the people of tbe loyal States are as
nearly unanimous in favor of the bill as it passed
the House as they cau be well, yet the Senate
knowing this, have tacked on amendments calcu-
lated to retard its passage, and keep the finances
of the Government in jeopardy, and suffering
contracters out of payment of their just claims.

Exchauge has ruled steady at '4 premium,
Gold declined to 3(83 premium; owing to
the decline in New ork, where it has declined
from 4 !.j to the last few days.

The victories of our troops hare produced a
buoyant market for public securities generally.
The 7 Treasury notes which were down to
98c have advanced to iW1., . and the demand notes
have become scarce in New York. There is no
doubt that these notes will be tbe best currency
and will be hoarded by bankers and their own
notes put into circulation. The Legislatures of
all the States ought to provide against this if pos-

The True Policy.
The New York Herald, after referring to the

recent triumphs of the Union armies, makes the
following suggestions as to the policy of the
Government under the present circumstances:

What ought to be the policy of the Govern-
ment under these circumstances? The admirable
proclamation of the President, announcing an
amnesty to all political prisoners, ought to be
followed up by declaring an amnesty to all now
in open hostility to the Government, upon laying
down their arms and submitting to the authority
of the laws of the I'm to execute which is the
sole and single purpose of Die war. Such a pro-

clamation would operate asatalisman upon what
remains of the insurrection, and dissolve it like
the snow of winter before the genial rays
of a vernal sun. There is no vindictive pur-
pose to gratify on the part of the President,
and there ought not to be on the part of those
in authority under him. Certainly there is
not on the part of the officer? of tbe army or
the citizeu soldiers who enlisted for the war.
For what war? The war to restore the Union
and the Constitution, and not a war for ven-
geance, nor a war for any Utopian ideas of philan.
thropv for negroes at the expienre of white men.
i he President s proclamation of pardon to politi
cat offenders cau not faii to produce a powerful
effect upon the misguided dupes of the insurgent

j chief. Its wisdom is obvious to all men not
not blinded by fanaticism and blood-thirst- v re
venge. Another proclamation, offering a free
pardon to the rebels in arms, upon their submis
siou, would crown this policv, and afford the
most practical refutation of the enormous lying
of the leaders in the rebellion and of the misrep
rtseiitations of the British press. It may disap
point the rabid Abolitionists in and out of Con
gress; but, standing ou such a broad platform,
tbe President can afford to despise their enmity
and their friendship both alike The plaudits of
a nation redeemed will compensate for tbe Satan-
ic hate of a disunion faction, who are the primal
source of all our troubles.

What do the fanatics propose to do when the
war is over? To rule the Southern States as
conquered provinces or territories, and to eman-
cipate the whole negro population? Didtbey ever
seriously consider the effect of their insane propo-
sition? In many districts of the South the blacks
outnumber the whites. Now, if they are are eman-
cipate.! they will be entitled to members of Con-
gress and Ouvernor of States. In a brief time,
therefore, we might reasonably expect to see
some hundred negroes in the House of Represen-
tatives, it not even in the Senate Chamber. What
sort of ludicrous figure would such a piebald Con
grens present to the ryes of wondering nations?
Such a l iugh ng stock, indeed, has Jamaica al-

ready become Nor would the absurdity atop
short here Ai the negroes in a Southern climate
increase more rapidly than white men, it would not
be long till they would have a preponderance
in numbers, and then perhaps the idea would
occur to Sambo that he ought to have the en
tire South to himself, and that it would lie wall
to get rid ot the whites, after tbe fashion of St
Domingo, so earnestly recommended by the Abo-
lition tribe. In the North the negroes can be
politically free with impunity to the white race,
though social freedom is further from thc-i- r reach
than it is at the South. But in the cotton States

the case entirely different, and enlightened hu
miinitv revolts at the thought of emancipation.
Vs Jefferson truly said, it is impossible that the
.wo races can exist together free at the South.
But the impractical visionaries think little ot the
consequences of their tbeorie. The President,
however, u a man ol strong common sense as
well as of a genial nature, and they cannct make
him the instrument of their silly and destructive
designs. This rapid succession of decisive vic-

tories will enable him to bold out the olive
branch with grace, and to guarantee to the Citi-

zen of every Southern State the same rights of
property and all the blessings which they enjoyed
under the Constitution before the war.

To fill out
the section it would read thus: "A surviving
wife is entitled, except when the real estate ex
teeds $10,000, when she shall have one fourth
only, or when it exceeds $20,000. when she shall
have one fifth only, as against creditors: to one
third of all the real estate ofwhich her husband
may have been seized in fee simple, during the
marriage, and in the conveyance of a'hich she
may not have joined, in due form of law; and
also of all lands in which her husband had an
equitable interestat the time of his deith: Pro-
vided, That if the husband shall have left a will,
the wife may elect to take under the will instead
of this or the foregoing provisions of this act."

j

These two sections regulate the interest that
the surviving wife shall take in the real estate of
her husband, and in the real estate owned by him
during marriage, and in which she has not re-

leased her interest, as also in any equitable in-

terest in lands held by her husband at the time
of his death, whether or not the husband has

j

made a will. But the last section also provides
that she may elect to take under the will and not
uuder sections 17, 19, 20, 21, and 27, under

Inch or some of which she must take, unless
she "elect" to take under the will. All of the
sections referred to provide what interest iu either
real or personal estate, or both, the widow shall
take, whether the husband die testate or intestate.
When a will has been made, the wife still takes,
not under the will, but under some of the pro-

visions contained in these sections, unless she
affirmatively elect to take under the will.

The statute provides that so tar as these sec-

tions apply she can take as though no will ex-

isted.
It is, however, insisted that when a widow does

not elect to claim under the will, as to her no will
exists, and she may and does take under any sec-

tion of the law that regulates descent as though
no will had been made, and the petitioner claims
a distributive share in the personal estate of her
husband under the 24th section of the same law.
This section reads as follows: j

"If a man die intestate, leaving a widow and
child or children, not exceeding two, the personal
property of such estate shall be equilly divided
among the widow and children, the widow taking
an equal share with one child; but if the number
of children exceeds two, the widow's share shall
not be reduced below one-thir- d of the whole."

This is followed by a proviso relating only lo
real estate, and having nothing to do with the
provisions of this section.

lt will be observed that by express language
this section only can apply to the disposition of
an estate where no will has been made The
other sections, by terms equally express, appiv
whether the husband die testate or intestate. So
far as they are involved the wife takes as though
no will existed; but this is not by construction of
the Court, but by the terms of the law. The
Court can not legislate awav an express restric-
tion of the statute. Tbe hardship of the pro-

vision, if there is any, is for the consideration of
those who make the law, not for those who ad-

minister it.
The husband having died testate, the petition-

er can not claim under a provision of the statute
limited by its terms to a case where no will has
been made. She has no claim to any distributive
share in the personal estate of her deceased hus-
band.

The demurrer to the petition will be sustained.

perative teachings ot the Book of books.
These principles Charles Sumner persistently

and consistently advocated until his eye caught
the first light of the coming conflict between the
two sections ot his own country. As he snuffed
the battle afar off between the North and the
South, his devotion to the principles of peace
grew lukewarm. It was his hate of one half the
States in one side of the scale, and his life long
principles in the other. The latter kicked the
beam, and the uncompromising advocate of peace
enrolled himself among the advocates of war a
war which he would make relentless, bitter, de-

structive, and exterminating, in spite of the Con-
stitution and the rules of civilised nations.

Such is a chapter in the history of a man whose
counsels are now listened to by a portion of the
people with open ears and mouth.
