Twenty five pieces heavy
artillecy, twenty-four poanders und rfled thirty-
twos; two batteries field arrtillery; su immeuse
quantity of mized amunition, several thuusand
stand of small arms, butkireds of buses of mus
ket cartridges, three hundred mules and horses,
tents for sn army of 12,000 men, and an immense
quantity of other ty of not Jess value thun
one million of dollars, have fallen into our hands,
Men only esesperd. The enemy’s whole force ia
democalized and dispersed in swamps on the op
posite side of the river. The enemy abandoned
their works 5o burriedly a8 to leave all bageage of
officers, knapsacks ol men, their dead unburied,
thewr suppers ou the tubles, nnd candles burni
iu their tents. A luriogs thunder storm whic
raged all night, enabled them to get scross the
river without being discovered.

Our heuvy bauery was established during the
night of the twelith, within eight bundred {arﬁl
ol the enemy's works, and opeved at daylight on
the thirteenth, just thirty-four hours afler the
guns were delivered w usat Cairo.

During the whole day, vesterday our lines
were drawp closer arvund their works, under a
furivus fire of sixiy pieces of artillery; fear of
an assauit on their works at daylight induced
them to flee precipitately during the night.
