digunity, eqanlity and rights of the several Statea
cnimpaired,” and W assure the Administration
that u generous scppurt will be given it, as the
representative of the Government, in all neces-
sary, prompt, and vigorous measures to overthrow
armed rebellion against the Union, w0 sus-
tain its legitimate aathority anl ceash out Aboli
toniam, which is equally hostile to the Constitu-
tion aa Secessionism.

The Committee are impressed with the neces-
sity of the People assembling en masse at the
time proposed, for the following reasons:

We see that some of our Republican exchanges

are attacking Mr. Voormess because he inwo-

wounded and suffering soldiers. The facts are

these. The following editorial article appeared
in the New Albany Ledger,of June Tth:

A Uvion man, a citizen of the Valley of Vir-
ginia, the scene of the recent conflicts, who was
compelled to abandon his home and accompany
the Union army on its retreat across the Potomac,
is now ou a visit to some of his relatives in Har-
rison county. Huving suffered much, and been
imprisouned more than once on account of his
Union sentiments, which he never attempted to
conceal, and being now an exile, he of course
feels exceedingly bitter toward the rebels, and
hopes for their speedy and thorough subjugation,
and the punishmeut of the leading traitors. One
circumstance occurred during Banks's retreat,
which he states caused much hard feeling, not
only amoug the loyal Virginians, but amongst
the Union soldiers also. The gentleman says
that in his retreat Gen. Banks furnished Govern-
ment transportation for negroes who accompa-
nied our army, while the white people—men,
women and children—who were fleeing from
their homes, were compelled to walk; and he saw
stout negroes riding in Government wagons,
while sick and wounded soldiers were walking.

Such things as this are calculated to produce
the most anhapoy effect, not ouly upon the Union
people of the rebellious States, but upon our
own soldiers; and this gentlemun states that the
Western troops, particularly, were greatly an.
gered at seeing such partiality manifested for the
negro.

On this article Mr. Vooraees based a resolu-

tion instructing the “committee on the conduct
of the war’' to inquire into the facts therein al-
leged and report upon them.

Mr. Vooruers is also justified in his course by
the following editorial article taken from the

| Pittsburg Poat on the same subject:
l Many of the men were justly indignant at the
fresh trials they were sthject to by reason of this
| stampede of “contrabands.” The wagons were
nearly all driven by colored teamsters and into
these vehicles the alarmed negroes crowded, while
the sick and worn out soldiers were compelled to
trudge along on foot. If they sought refuge in
the ambulances they were driven away by the
colored driversonly to see their places occupied
by the blacks soon after, or if they attempted to
get in without permission from the drivers found
| themselves kept out by those already in the ve
bicles. The mules were also taken possession of
by the “colored population” who rode along in
comfort and safety, sometimes obliging the jaded
animals to earry double.

Thus were our brave men compelled to make
this disastrous retreat, many of them in a debili-
! tated condition, while stout, able bodied blacks
followed the armv quite at their ease, This re
port comes not from one, but from several, and
} we ouly wonder that our soldiers restrained them-
selves from laying violent hands upon the slaves
on being obliged to lag behind subject to the ten-
der mercies ol the enemy. Some who belonged
to Col. Buckley's, called as they say, the “‘aboli-
| tion” regiment, declare they bave had quite

enough of “contrabands.”

In the course of the debate which occurred on
| Mr. Vooruxes's resolution in the House, Culonel
| Ricuarpsos of [linois, whose high character for
veracity has never been questioned, said, **1 bhave
| beard thiz same charge made by soldiers.”
| Now, if with this evidence before the country,

Whatever be the fate of the new Constitution,
! it is certain that the following propositions, which
| were submitted separately, bave been carried by
| immense majorities, and will herealter stand asa
part of the organic law;

“Secrion 1. No nefro or mulatto shall mi-
griate to or settle in this Suate.

“Sgc. 2. No pegro or mulatto shall have the
right of suffeage or bhold any office in this State.

*Skc. 3. The General Assembly shall pass all
Iaws necessery to carry into eflect the provisions
of this article”

The old Constitution of this State and the Con.

stitution of Indiana, and perhaps ilie Constitutions
| of one or two other free States, contain provisions
| prohibiting vegro immigration, but those pro
visions have been practieally inoperative because
the Legislatures are not required by the Consti-
tution to pass laws giving effect to them. The
people of Illinois have now clinched the nail.
*“The General Assembly shall pass all laws nec-
essary to earry into effect this article,” and these
laws will doubtiess embrace provisions inflicting
punishment upon railway and steamboat compa-
nies and other public couveyunces who shall bring
negroes into the Suite, and upon all persons who
ghall harbor the proscribed race.

The adoption of thiz article is one of the most
siznificant signs of the times. It might not, and
| probably would not, have been sdopted a few
| months ago. Its adoption now, by so large ma-

joritiez, comes of the popular alarm at the effect
of the war upon slavery inthe South. The same
alarm is felt in all the border free States, and
| similar action will be taken by all of them, and
| we believe every ather Northern Siate will tuke it
1.juat; 80 soon as they shall feel the fear which the
border States feel of negro immigration.
This is natural and inevitable fruit of abo-
litionism. The decree of emancipation of the
| glaves of the South will be a decree of exclusion
| of negroes from every present loyal State, and
eventually from every State. Missouri and Ken-
tucky and Tennessee and Maryland will no more
become asylums of free negroes than will 1lli-
| nois become such an asylum.
Abolition is, then, expulsion of the negroes
| from the United States, not by any system of
colonization, but by proseriptive laws. From a
| condition which God and nature seem to have
designed for them, and only in which has the
| rice evef made any progress in civilization, they
| will be driven out to shift for themselves wher-
| ever they may, and to relapse into the barbarism
from which they are incapable of riging by their
| own volition.

Six thousand millions of property will have
| been wiped out, the productive power of the cot-
{ ton and sugar Statez will have been destroyed,
| the nation will have been involved in debt which
will weigh like a millstone upon the present and
future generations, tens of thousands of lives
will have been sacrificed, the character of the
Government itsell will have been changed—and
the negro, concerning whose welfare all this will
