The Tax RBill —'The Machinery for
Collecting the Taxeos.

Every one will be interested fu it in some way,
eitver s & lax-payer or oflice-seeker, or a politi-
cal economist,

To carry the act into effect a small army of
officers will be appointed, over whom a Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue will be placed. The
salary of this oflicial i« fixed at $4,000 per an.
uum. The officers undder his direction, and their
duties, will be. in briel, as follows:

First—A collector for each collection district,
to be appointed by the President, with the con-
sept of the Senate, whose duties will be to col-
Ject Tor the Government the taxes to be paid in
snid distriet. The compensation for his services
is in the form o! commissions on the amounts
collected.

Becond— An nssessor for each nsgesament dis
trict, to be also appointed by the President,
whose duty it will be to furnish the collector with
u list of the persons (o be taxed and the articles
on which the taxes are levied. His salary is to
be three dollars per diem when engaged in prep-
aration, and five dollars when in the actual per-
formance of his duties us nssessor. He is also to
receive s commission of one dollar for each
hundred mames on the tax list.

Third—Deputy enllectors, to be appointed snd
puid by eollectors. Their duties are to be to net
AS Assistants,

Fourth—Assistant nssessors, 1o be appointed
by nasessors. Their siary is fixed at three dol.
lars per day, in addition to which they will re-
ceive the same commission as as=essors.

Fifth—1nspectors of liquors, &c., tu be appoint-
ed by collectors, whose duties will be 10 measure
and examine the proof of liquors removed for
sale, lor which they are to receive fees from the
owner thereof, the extent of which is to be fixed
by the Commissivner of Internsl Revenue.

The officers above uvinssified are to earry into
effect the provisions of the bill, and are to be held
strictly accountable for their actions. Collectors,
through whose hands must pass very large ‘ums
of money, will be required "to give vy bonds
for an honest pecformance of thewr duties. In

“l have never hesitated to say, and I do not
now hesitate to say, that [ thiok, under the Con
stitution of the United States, the people of the
Southern Sustes ure entitled to a Congressional
fugitive slave law. Having said that, 1 bave had
nothing to say in regard to the existing fugitive
sluve law, further than that I thimk it should have
been framed so as o be [ree from sowme of the
ohjecticns that pertain to it, without lessening s
eficiency. And inasmuch as we are not now in
an agitation in regard to an alteration or modifi
cation of that law, 1 would not be the man to
introduce it us a new subject of agitation upon
the general question of slav: ry.”

lu relation to the “barbarous order of Governor
Stanly,"” which the Tribune praises the President
for revoking, Mr. Lincoin, in October, 1854, said,

| in u public speech in Peoria, in commenting on
slavery:

“] trust I understand and truly estimate the
right of self government. My faith in the prop
osition that each man should do l,ll!"':.\t_‘l_\ as he
pieazes with all which is exclusively his own, lies
at the foundation of the sense of justice there is
in me. 1 extend the principle to communities of
inen, az well as to individuals., | so extend it be-
cause it is politically wise in saving us from broils
about matters which do not concern us, Here, or
at Washington, | would not trcuble myself with
the ovsater laws of Virginia, or the cranberry laws
of ladiana.”

The regniation of schoola are purely loeal and
municipal, and in rezacd to these, Mr. Lincoln,
1554, would not interlere in either slave gr free
States. Gov Stanly so understood him, hence
hig “barbarous order.™

Here is another quotation from the same

speech:

He (Judge Doughas=) sw w8 that when it
wus incontemplation for t lonies 1o bhreak off
from Great Britain sud set up a new Government
for themselves, several of the States jnstructed
their Jdelegates to go for the measure, provided
each State should be allowed to regulate its do
mestic concerns in its own way. 1 do not quote;
This was right, 1 see
nothing ui-jerhulmhh! in it. 1 also think it prob-
nble that it had sowe reference o the existence
of slavery among them. I will not deny that it
had.”

Now, whatever may have been thouzht abaut
what should be done with fugitive slaves, there
eertainly eould be no doubit about schools in the
South being **domestic concerns.’”

In regard to the snail pace’ of the conserva
tive Republicans in opposition to the President’s
views ¢n slavery, we quote the following from a
speech delivered by him in 1853, at Columbus:

“The chiel and real purpose ol the Republican
| party 15 l-.‘lluia(fhll}' conservative. It proposes

nothing save and exeept to restore this Govern-
ment to it3 original tone in regand to this element
of slavery, and there to maintain it, looking lor
| no other change in reference to it, than that which
the original frminers of the Government expected
aud looged forward 10.”

1 have no purpose directly or indirectly, to in
terfere with the institution ol slavery in the States
where it exists. | believe | have no lawlul right
to do so."”

Again, in a speech in Cincinnati, in the full of
1559, he said:

“I believe we have no power under the Con-
| stitution of the United States, or rather under

the form of Government under which we live, to
interfere with the iustitution of glavery, or any
other of the jnstitutions of our sister States, be
they free or siave States. 1 declared then [re-
ferring to a previous speech] and [ re declare,
{ that 1 have as little inclination to interfere with
the institution of slavery, where it now exists,
| through the ionstrumentality of the General Gov
ernment, or any other instrumentality, as I be-
lieve we have no power to do so.”

In addressing Kentuckians, who about the
| same time waited ou him as a deputation, if we
! do not mistake, he said, among other things, in

regard to slavery:

“We mean W leave you alone, and in no way

to interlere with your. institutions; to sbide by
all and every compromise of the Constitution,
| and, in a word, coming buck to the original propo-
gition, to treat you, so far as degenernted men
(if we have degenerated) may according to the
examples of those noble futhers—Washington,
Jefferson and Madison.”

“] say that we must not interfere with the in-
stitution of slavery in the Btates where iy exists,
becauvse the Constitution forbidsit, and the gen
eral wellure does not require us t do so. We
must not withhold an eflicient fugitive slave law;
because the Constitution requires us, as | under-
stand it, not to withhold such a law.”

On a previous oceasion he pledged himself to
not “war upon this principle.,” He said:

“Applied to Government, this principle would
be that the General Government shall do all those
things which pertain to it, aud all the loeal Goy-
ervmwents shall do precisely as they please in re-
gpect to those matters which exclusively concern
them. 1 understand that this Government of the
United States, under which we live, is based upon
this principle; and 1 am misunderstood if itis
| supposed that 1 have any war to make upon that
| principle.”

On the 27th of February, 1860 Mr. Lincoln
delivered an address on nationsl polities at the
Cooper Institute, New York, when he said:

** Repubiliean doctrines and declarations are ac-
companied with a continnal protest against any
interference whatever with your slaves, or with
you sbout your slaves.”

And furiher on:

“Mr. Jefferson did not mean to say, nor do I,
that the power of emancipation is in the Federal
Government. Hezpoke ot Virginin; and as to the
power of emuneipation, I speuk of the slavehold-
ing States only.”

And stil again:

*But vou will break up the Union rather than
submit to a deninl of your constitutional rights.
That has somewhat a reckless sound ; but it wouhl
be palliated, if not fully justified, were we pro-
posing, by the mere force of numbers, to deprive
you of some right plainly written down in the
Constitution, But we are proposing no such
thing."

Here is apother remnrk:

“Wrong as we think slavery ig, we ean yet af-
ford to let italone where it is, becanse that much
is due o the necessity arising from its actaal
presence in the nution.”

In bis innugueal address he saide

“If by the mere force of numbers, a majority
shiould ve a minority of any elearly written
eonstitutional right, it might, in & moral point of
view, justify revolution; it certainly would, if
such Fight were a vital one.”
