THE CONDUCT OF THE WAR.

Curious and Sarcastic Letter of Emer-
som Ethelridge.

Wasniserox, May 18, 1863

Gestremey: 1 bave just received your letter of
the 7th inst., inviting me, in behalf of the Wash
ington Union Club of Memphis, to join in a pub
lie celebration of the anniversary of the surren
der of that city to the Federal srms.  You also
speak kindly of my past efforts to induce the peo
ple of West Tennessee to consent cheerfully to
**therestoration of the national authority through
out the Soutk.”

If I believed that by meeting you on the occa- |
sion relerred to, I eould be of service 1o » single
honest, law-abiding citizen or truly repentant
Rebel, or that [ could contribute to the least ex
tent in eadine the war and restoring (e blessines
of pesce under the Constitution, I would eertain-
Iy attend; but [ have nosuch faith in mysell, and
therefore | shall not ro.

In your letter you express the opinion that, by
a “direct personal appeal,” I might “encournge
the loyal or reclaim thedisloyal.” 1 eonfess my
astonishment at such & statement: and I can at-
tribute this opinion of yours to nothing but a fail-
ure on your part to comprehend the masterly pol- |
iey of our great and gooad President and the wise |
statesmen who aid him in shaping and directing |
the civil poliey of the Government
