duce him to accept a position which at one time
in dignity and impudence was not second to the
Presidency.

Mr. Chase delivered himself of a speech in

this city a few weeks ago which doubtless ex
pUined his ideas upon finances. lie said it only
required "counte," meaning weuppose audacity

or impudence tu accomplish just what he ha
d ne 1j directing the financial aff.-.ir-s of the
country. To make money, or rather currency
cheap, according to Mr. Cuase, it only required
the "courage" to issue "greenbacks." He em-

ployed the engravers aud purchased the paper,

millions of dollars a day. That is the extent of
Mr. Chase's financial Kktll. He furnishbs credit,
paper promies to pay, to meet indebtedness.
That experiment has been often tried. England,
and Frauce, and Austria and Russia have alike
resorted to that expediency to sustain exhausting
wars and what has been the result 1

The answer is immense public indebted-

ness and heavy taxation, which f!
heavily upon the laboring and producing
classes.

made no -- discoveries. As all indebted nations
bare done, be has mortgaged the resources and
the producing labor of the country for all time to
come to meet the exigencies of the hour.

It is really refreshing to know that at least for a
brief while, we are to march no more. The
mountains before us five us the heartache wheu
we view them and review the events of the late
campaign. Some of us were born and reared
upon the mounUins, sported upon them in youth
and In manhood their tall shadows swept over
us so oft that we looked upon them with grate
ful revereuce. loved them, and often whilst jour-neyiu- g

upou the sandy and sterile plains in dis-

tant countries, we have affectionately sighed for
the companionship, the shelter and protection of
the far distant cloud banks in the horizon so
often mistaken for mountains. Now al,s, the
ideas of them are horrible dreadful; even the
memory of the silver brooks that play among
the moss covered rocks, the sedgey and vine-cla- d

banks alonsr the darkly shaded ravines which
has so often elad'lened the heart of the thirsty
aud toil-wor- n soldier, is not remembered with
that degree of pleasure that in less toilsome days
we prized so much The poetic fancy of the rine-cla- d

cot beneath the hill has lost its charms, es-

pecially the hill.
Well, sir ! On a little hill upon the south bank

of the Tennessee river, near Bridgeport, you
could see, if jour vision should stretch this far,
a neat little village composed of neat little log
houses, constructed by the industrious oc
cupanta in. less lime than an army contractor or
quartermaster would require to deride upon the
feasibility ot spoils, or how much less a starred
soldier could bear of hard tack and live. The
population of this aforesaid village will not ex-

ceed one thousand men. "all men," none of the
geutler sex dare intrude their gei.tle persons
among those merry boys, however muchsoever
their sweet and cheering presence might serve to
enliven the scene, it would be highly nnmilitary.
And inasmuch as these inhabitants are not all
stared upon the shoulders, the thing would not
Uj tolerated even for a moment, in consequence
of which, the unspeakable presence of "God's
last pift to man," has, according to the revised
regulations of the army, to be eschewed by the
members of the 1st brigade of Palmer's divinion.
When we first camped here we were entirely des-
titute of means and shelter, and almost so of
clothing and food, but by the untireing energy of
our excellent Brigadier General Cm ft, we can
now sit by ourowu firesides in comfort ud se-

curity from the peltings of the pitiless storms
without that so often made fearful havoc upon
our unfed sides, smoke our pipes, and receive
our full daily ration of sow belly and hard tack.
Such a 'consummation but twentv days ago at
Chattanooga, (however much we dreamed of it)
was devoutly to be desired, yet could not for
love or be attained. Our sick, through
the consideration of the U. S. S tnitary Commis-
sion have been favored with a sprinkle of Onions
and Potatoes for which favors, though small, we
ail do pray. Each regiment of this brigade is
now engiged in constructing hospitals. Do not
imagine deal reader that we are all going to be
sick, or are suffering from lle numerous ills that
hampered flesh is heir to. Oh. no! Our diseases
are as simple as the diet on which we live, and our
sick list is (thauksto the beuencient Providence)
correspondingly email Indeed the medical fees
of the whole brigade would not furnish one of
vwur home physician. with two five centers daily,
to say nothing of the colateral luxuries on which
we are told that they subsist. No, but hospit tls
are a part anil pi reel of the institutions of war
and must be maintained.

I am told upon very good authority that Chat-
tanooga is still a question of much eerious doubt,
as to whether General Thomas will hold it or
General Brasg.

Lookout Mountain appears to be a property of
joint partnership between two very contentious
occupants, wlust Ren. Hooker holds the valley
ami its base and a moiety of the acclivity, Bragg
persistently maintains Ins position on the end
next the clouds, where he was when we left the
town. 1 hat place give s him excellent rauge over
very part of the town, which he manages to

keep in a constant state of uneasiness by sending
solid shot end shell among the hungr inhabitants
from some sixty four pounders.

1 be wounded men are being removed as fast
as the means of transportation and thecondition
ot the patients will permit, so that shortly there
will be but lew inhabitant there except soldiers.
Whether the place will then be held remain yet
to be seen. It Las cost more lives aod suffering
already shan any human power is capable of es
timating.

Two roadd are now open from here to that
place for wagons; one locomotive and two cars
plies daily near half way, and a steamboat is
making regular tup within a short distance of
the town, so that plenty of provisions and supplies
are being forwarded. These means of intercourse
are not fiee from the depredations of rebel sharp
shooters who, secreted upon the mountains, make
themselves verv troublesome, but our forces are
so strong along the lines that their operations
cannot become serious or interrupt the communi
cation ihjw permanently otened.

The weather has been delightful here for the
past ten days, and altogether-w- e are enjoviuz
ourselves hugely. Wixden.

From Chatlnaeosa
A correspondent writiug from Chattanooga,

under date of the Nth, thus alludes tu the proba
bility of Beago evacuating Lookout Mountain
and withdrawing from the immediate Iroutof the
Federal armv:

Movements on foot will possibly cause the
evacuation of Lookout by lragg. It is of little
consequence to him vow. By holding it he com-
pels us to haul supplies a lew miles that could
otherwpe come to the landing by the river; but
this in uo wise cripples us, or makes our occupa-
tion dangerous or doubtful. His detachment on
Lookout can only retreat on the mountain road
southward, and are liable to be cut off by a flank
movement by Gen. Hooker's position. They
cannot go down the mountain side to their line
around the town, but must travel several miles to
the rear to find a practicable descent. This in
creases the labor of getting ammunition and r- a-

.loiis op to them, and makes it worthless. It
would be much better for Bragg if Lookout was
a level plain. He now would have to march
clear aronnd its rear if he wished to attack Hook
er, wnii.--t we could reinforce tue latter from here
by our pontoons in half the time.

Bragg s chances of winning the least advan
tire here are so hopeless that I have for some
time been of the opinion he is engaged with-
drawing his armv from our immediate front.
This opinion is not based on any reports of what
be is doing We are always safest in attributing
to rebel Generals ordinary military sagacity, if
no more, and this would certainly dictate his re-

treat, unless his army is much stronger than we
have any reason to believe it, or than it bas ever
been represented. He can gain nothing by re-

maining, and may lose a great deal. All hopes
of retaking this place by direct attack on Gen
Grant are confessedly given op by the rebels.
All fears for the safety of this army, if any are
entertained, should be immediately dismissed. It
will be able to resume the offensive in due time,
and refight the battle of Chickamauga, if Bragg
remaii , with results aa widely different as day is
from uigtit as defeat is from victor- - as Itose-crau- s

is from Grant, which exliausts comparison
to th-m-

e who know both.

Financial and Commercial Summary

for the Past Week.
There bat been increased firmness !n the

money market during the week, and more de-

mand, but chic flv from pork dealers and packers,
and outside of the National Bank the rates are
up to 6(310 per cent , but the .bauks take the
greater portion ot the paper offered by the regular
customers at 6 per cent. There is no unusual or
inconvenient pressure, however, and currency is
in good supply, as the drain from the East to the
West continues.

The pressure in New York is unabated, and
the depositee with the baDksjrunning down atead
ily, but rates of interest are not higher than they
were a week ago.

Thompson's Reporter briefly but clearly states
the case, as regards the New Yoik market, as
follows:

"Among the banks, stock gamblers and gold
speculators, money has been, and i yet, veiy
tight; while with the merchants, money brokers
and dealers in Government securities, money is
quite easy.

"The pinch began with the banks. They bad
overtraded on their deposits, so that when depos-
itors drew money to invest in the Government
bonds, the banks soon found legal tenders 'on
hand' insufficient for the demand, aud 'call loans'
were called in. This blocked the line to the stock
speculators.

"The merchants, generally speaking, are free
from bank discounts, and are not in a situation
to reqnire discounts. This, fortunately, will ward
off any general panic, though, from present ap-p?- a

ranees, the money market, as measured by
the Wall street standard, will continue close for
some time to come."

The supply of exchange continues large, and
the market dull at our quotatious, which are the
rates charged and allowed by bankers to cus-

tomers.
Ou the whole, gold is higher than it was a week

ago, but bas been quite steady, nevertheless, and
the market for it free from excitement.

Monday. "the desire
to buy, on the part of packers, increased, aud
an advance of 25 per cental was established, the
market closing buoyant at $R I05fi 75 for 200
uounds average and upward. .

They must be signed by
the writer's name in full. They must be sent
with five cents enclosed (in coin), if to go to
Itichmond, and ten cents if they go beyond that
point. They must be seut enclosed to tho Com-
manding General of the Department of Virginia,
at Fortress Monroe. If not so directed, they will
be returneJ to the dead letter office. The letter
for the prisoner must sot be sealed.

- Tue National Debt. According to the esti
mate of Mr. Dawes, Republican member of Con-
gress from Massachusetts, the average cost of
the war is $3,000,000 per day.
