troops, while, with the main bpdy ot the Confed-
erate army in the West, Gen. Johunston will
strike at opce for Tennessee, and move rapidly
into the heart of Keuntucky. Forty thousand
troops will be left at Dalton, probably under
Lieut. Gen Hardee, to hold that poivt, or to
retire Lelind the Coosa river, as circumstances
may render most advisable.

LONGSTREET TO JOIN JORNSTON, AND INDIANA AND
