Whisky bas been greatly unsettied.  An effory
to add an amendment to the bill now before Con-
gress, taxing the stock on hand, depressed the
market, and, on last Wednesday. sales could not
have been made at more than §1.05. Thursday,
intimations eirculated that the amendment would
be rejected by a large majority, caused tex
citement, and the price advanced to §1.30; but it
closed firm at 1 25.

The bill now betere Congress taxes all whisky
distilled after the first of next month, §1
gallon, but does not tax the stock on hand. m
indications are that the rate will not be less than
this, but may be more—it ought to be more, and
there should be no sliding scale. If a tax wis
placed on the stock on hand, 50 13 to put distillers
and speculators on an equal footing, then distilla.
tion would go on, and the Oovernment would re
ceive a revenue from the commencement; but as
the bill now stands, no revenue of consequence
will be derived from it, for six to nine mooths,
as there is now on band a six to nine months’
supply.

A= it is, however, Congress has made rapid
progress toward getting a correct business per
eeption of taxation, but there is ample room for
turther progress in this direction. We will simply
suggest that it does not require much logical
#kill to perceive that there could be no injustice
or unfairness in taxing the whisky in the hands
of speculators 40¢ per gullon, in case this nmount
is ndded to the tax on distillers; or we will say
in order to make allowances_for anticipated pro!
its, reduce the tax on the stock in the hands of
sneculators to 30¢  Independent fortunes have
been made out of the whisky speculation, by nu-
merous parties alresdy.
