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Secretary Äthan t. Gev. .Tler ien.
Tbe Journal (aZtaj 0. P. M.) ia its issue cf

Monday morning, contains a violut attack upon
Iba Secretary of State, aud it appears to be en-

tirety gratuitous. There is no apology for its
labored effort to misrepresent that officer and
prejudice the public min J against bim unless it be

to icflueuce a cue now pending in tbe United
Circuit Court, io whicb tbe Governor and

tbe Secretary are pirties litigaLt. We propose
briefly to examine the complaints of His Excel
lency.

The Governor pronounce it an offense for the

Secretary of Sute to "regard it as his business to

issue cum missions." What ujs ihe'act pre-

scribing the duties of that officei t (See O. k II.
1. p. 563):

'He shall keep a register of and attest all the
official acts and proceedings ol the Governor,
and affix the Real of the State with such attesta-
tions to ill com millions, pardons, and other .

Dublic instruments to which the signature of the
Governor is required."

So it appears that tbe laws of the Sute make

it the duty of the Secreury to attest the signi-tureu- fth

Governor to every coro roissiou whether
military or civil.

During the Administration oi Judge PakXLE,

the predecessor of Dr. Athox, the documents
bow that all the military commissions issued by

the Governor were attested by the Secretary of
State, and a record of tbe commissions kept ia

his office. In other States a simil tr rule ia pro-

vided by their laws. Iu tbe fifteen loyal States
of Rhode Island, Iissachusetts, New

Jersey, Pennsylvania, Maryland, Delaware, Ken
tucky, Ohio, Michigau, Wisconsin, Illinois, Iowa,
Kansas and California, all military commissions
issued by the Governor are attested by the Sec-

retary of State, in tbe si me minner a3 the laws

of Indian provide, and as ha been the custom
heretofore. In the Statesof Vermont, New York,
Minnesota and Missouri, it is provided by law
that tbe military commissions shall be attested
br the AJjul ii't General of the State.

And it is interesting at this point to inquire
what motive iuSuenced the Governor to change

tbe custom ol his predecessors iu office, for which

the laws of the State provided? The Governor,
Secretary, and Auditor of Sute, us the Coloniza-

tion Board, had little patronage ab their be-

stowal the appointment of Colonization Ageut.
The Secretary and Auditor voted for the ap-

pointment of Jadge Wick to that position, but the
Governor desired the selection of a Reverend
Mr. Bitot st, whom it appears bv the records of
of the office is a defaulter. For relusing to vole
for the Governor's choice, the Secret try and
Auditor were threatened with retaliation by His

Excellency That threat was immediately put
into execution. On the Ifckh of January, lfc63,

one month after Dr. Athos was sworn into
office, the Governor Usued au order directing all
commissions signed in blank by him, then in the
Secretary 's office, should be forthwith returned.
It had been the practice of Governor Morton up
to that period and during the two years term of
Judge Peiclh to fign commissions in blank for
the convenience of that office. Such too had

ben the custom of Governor Morton's prede-

cessors in office. The object in so doing was to

facilitate business, as it frequently happens that
the Executive is necessarily alx-e-nt oo public or
private business. During the term of Secretary

Pekllk Governor Mo&iox raided no 'question as'
to the duty of that officer to issue and attest the
commissions Usucd to the officers iu the volunteer
rei'irueuts, ior which he received the fee of one
dollar each. It appears from the records that
Secretary I'kclle is.-u-ed ov- - fourteeu thousand
commissions, Tur the issuing of which be
received as many dollars. Dr. Athox had

been ia office one month and had issued about
one hundred commission1 to volunteer officers, .

when His Excellency for partisan reasons, trans-

ferred the duty of issuing com missions from the
Secretary of Sute to the Adjutant General. But

if Dr. Atho.v had conse'ited to become the pliant
tool of Uis Excellency we h ive every reason to
believe th it no ch inge would have been made by
the latter in the m tuner ot issuing comnTusious.

Not a word ever passed between Gov. Moetos
and Dr. Athox oo the subject of tbe commis-

sions, nor did the latter ever imagine even that
he had the right to change the order of the Gov
ernororot the Adjutant General as to the date
of promoted officers acting accession to theoffice,
or as to the date of any officer's appointment.
In this connection it shoul.l be remember d that
every commission tve tint date of the officer's
commission in the service, and that the dale of
the attestation does not affect the oflk-er'-a seniori-

ty of rank or time of promotion. How reads the
commission:

"Iu the name and by the authority of the State
of Indiana, I do hereby comm'uMon the said
John Smith First Lieutenant of said comp my, low
serve as such for the term of four ytars from
December 2 Hh. Is63 "

Suppose this commission is issued three
months afterward. How reads the attesta-
tion

In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my
hand, and affi xed the seal of the State, at the city
of Indianapolis, this 2:th day of March, 18Ü3.

By the Governor. 0. P. Moarow.
Attest: James 3 Athox, Secretary f State.
In this case a commission wn dated before

Dr. Atuox became Secretary of State, and would
it hare been leal for him to have ma le the date
of attestation correspond with the date of the
commission? All that Dr Athox ever insisted
upon waa that tbe date of attestation should cor-

respond with the time that the record was made
and with the order of the Adjutaut General for
commissioning the officer, whose rank ia fixed

by the Governor, and wbo ia also ranked accord-
ing to the date designated in both the order and
tbe commission. The Secretary of State only
attests th - Governor'a signature and the date it
was affixed to the commission. For example:
The Adjutant General issues an order to the Sec-

retary dated .May 1st, to commission Joiit
Thomas Captain, irom January 1. 1SG4. The
Secretary attests the Governor'a signature on the
1 Ith of May. The date of his signature is noted
on the record to show when it was issued, wbich
does not regulate the rank The date fixed by
Governor iu the commission alone controls the
ragking privilege.

The Journal aays that after, and not till after,
be it remembered, the accession of Dr. Athox to
the office of the Secretary of State, "the com-rr.isaio-

were ordered to be issued by the Adju-
tant General, icüJutut feet." We happen to know
that fees (or commissions were paid to that off-

icer, and over Jo art rem lkuuamd commissions
wereiseued by the Republican Secretary of State,
Dr ATHox'a predecessor, for which he received
asmmjf dollar.

Now comes the climax of the Journal's attack
upon the Secretary of State. It say that offi-

cer sum Governor Moarox for fees "which the
rmJtexxlrvunl law poiilieely declare hs thmll not
have." How does the Journal, alia O. P. M.,
construe that act? It says:

"That act forbids any state officer taking, or
converting to bis own tue, any fees or perquisites
whatever, and punishes bim with impri-onme- nt

in the Penitentiary if he does not pay them into
tbe State Treasury. The biil increasing the sal-

aries of the State officers was based explicitly
cpoo tbe policy of making all the pay of offi
cers' salary, and taking all fees away from
them, and the embeulement law executes that
policy."

Sucb ia His Excellency's construe lion of the
embezzlement law, and in what position does it
place bim? It is made bis duty to see that tbe

laws be fJthTullj exfeyret jTov two years be
permits Jitdge (tie Kepubltcan Secretary
of Stato, Ut take fcfca or perquisites to which he
8a Ai n id no rhr. He also states thrt "the
bill hicreaMLg the eaUtieaoi State officers was

based explicitly opoo the policy of mkii2 ail
tbe pay of officers salary.' and taking all feel
away fiom tl.em.and the embezzlement law exe
cut that policy.'' - Placing this t'nstrucüon
upon the two act, the Governor not only permits
Judge Pkeliz to take, lees to which he Is not
entitled, but issues all military commissions
through bim so as to give him the means of con
verting these perquisites to bis own use. That is

the position in which the Governor places himself.
He says it Is right for a Republican Secretary of
Sute to pocket illegal fees, but it is very wicked
for a Democratic officer to receive the same per
quisites. But the Journal has not the candor or
fairness to state that the Supreme Court decided
long before Dr. Athox came into office, that the
Secretary of State bad the right to convert to
his owu use the fees received by him for issuing
commissions.

In the language of tbe Journal, we conclude
by saying this case is worthy tbe attention of
the people, as an exhibition of Pewterhead policy

and the partisan meanness of our Pewterhead

Governor.

A Few Word.
The Journal denies our report of Governor

Mobtox's speech, at M sonic Hall, one week ago
Monday night last. It is a little singular that
it took & whole week before it denied its truth
fulness. We may not have used the exact lan-

guage, but tee know, as do hundreds of others,
that in substance he said that he had saved thia
office twice from mob violence "and he
would not say be would do the sme thing
again." And not until the forre of the
sentiment, and the outrage, taking into
consideration the source Irom whence it came,
were appreciated, that the denial is made. The
fact is, the angry excitement of Hi? Excellency
was such that he did not know exactly what he
did say, and as his "sober teuond thought" in-

duces bis organ to deny the statement, we are
willing to give him credit for even that kind of
retraction.

The Journal says we 'should not attsck the
Governor except when we know we have not
manufactured the subiect of the attack. If we

told Just what we do know in regard to His Et
cellency it would place him iu a very unenviable
light before the public, but our respect for the
office, if not for the man, restrains us from so
doing.

FORTIFICATIONS AROUND THE BEF.CL CaPITAL
XKARLT FIFTY FORTS IX THK V1CIN1TT OF TH E

citt iE-rirri- ox of the ixtrxvchmexts
DIFFICULTIES OF S AVAL MOVEMENTS OX TUE
JAMES RIVER.

Norfolk, May 3.
In view of the fact that the campaign just

opening is directed almost solely againt the reb-
el capital, a few observations with reference to
the defenses of Richmond may not only be op
porlune, but prove of decided interest. The city
is defended by a series of fortifications of the
most elaborate construction, and erected under
the engineering skill of such able men as Beaure-
gard. Lee, Johnston, and 'other prominent offi
cers in the rebel service, who, by the way, learn-
ed their profession through the liberality of the
government they now seek to destroy.

TtlKElE LIXES OF TTORKS.

They have caused to be erected three distinct
lines of defensive works, each as formidable iu
its character as it is possible to be made, and so
constructed that the fall of one would not in-

volve the los of the other, The works are of
earth which has been pioven the best material
for fortifications of great extent, upon positions
naturally strong, mounted with ordnance of the
heaviest caliber, and, on the whole, are trulv
formidable, as will be proven should an assault
upon them be made.

The reports of rebel deserters, spies from our
own lines, and escaped prisoners from the Libbr,
all agree in the statement that the defense of
Richmond are of the most extensive character.
General Grant hs doubtless full information re-

specting them, is therefore acting advisedly, and
I cannot conceive what harm can arise in relating
all that I can Mther in relation to them.

THT JAMF5 RIVER

is defended with every appliance which humin
ingenuity or the most profound engineering pkill
can devise. Fort Darling may be considered its
prinvipit battery' snd this is retllv formidable,
situated as it is, upon Drnry'a bluff, out of the
reach of the gnns from our monitors or other
craft, and absolutely impregnable to a naval at
tack. Besides this fort, there are minor points
upon the banks of the river which will prove
almost as difficult to take as Fort Darling. There
are torpedoes almost innumerable within the im-

mediate vicini'y of Richmond, which are planted
with the intention to cause the immediate de
struction of any gunboats which might possibly
force their way above port Dirling. There are
aKo Detractions in the river consisting of sunken
birge. cmal bats, and other vessels which
mii't cause immediate delay to the attempt of
any hostile veel to pass up, and during which
guns could be brought to hear upon the approach
inj; craft, which, by their plunging fire, would
almost instantly cripple, if not sink her. The
channel of the James is exceedinglv tortuous.
Indeed, in this respect its equal enn scarcely be
fotind on thi continent. The portion of the
river within the enemy's country, po to speak,
or that part which is naturally capab'e of de
fense bv reason of the in'ricicies of the channel.
19 so formed that anv hostile fleet would stand
but a poor chance if it were possible to keep the
bank of the river well defended, and even then
t is not improbable that the torpedoes and other

infernal applimces would perform their work at
the bidding of even a solitary individual. There
fore it is conjectured that the naval npproach to
Richmond by tbe James river is not practicable.

THE TEXIXRCLA ROUTE

in this exigency becomes an important matter for
discussion, but not all important, for the move
ment thereupon s considered entirely secondary.
Since General McCiellan operated on that line of
approach .M tbe weak points in the defenses have
been guarded, and defects which were then ap-

parent have been remedied; so that the line of
the peninsula is quite as impregnable as the
highest engineering skill can make it. It will
not be contraband to state in this connection that
Gen W. F. (Baldy) Smith is moving upon this
line. It is certain that he will meet with the
most formidable obstructions, exceeding--, in fact.
thoe encountered by General McCiellan, and it
i not supposed that be will do more than menace
the rebel capital from thi point. But as h's
movements, subsequent to his arrival at the field
ol active noeration, will depend upon a state of
affiirs which cannot now be roniectured.it is
nscless to speculate noon the probable movemen s
of Gen. Grant's favorite engineer.

THE OTHER APPROACHES TO RICHMOXD.

As in other cases, whatever weak point were
revealed bv Gen Kilpafrick in bis late raid have
been guarded at the approach to the
rebel capital, a also the avenues leaimj thereto
in a more southerly direction The exterior line
of fortifications, upon which Kilpatrick when a
colonel planted one of bi gnidons, will scarcely
be recognized now, so formidable have they be-

come As the southeastern approaches are nat
under consideration In the approaching campaign
we will not discuss them.

A SIEGE OF THE CITT

I not immediately probable, for ihe re i son that
before the investment ran take place Lee'a army
mnt be driven inside the lines of fortifications,
and bis retrograde movement will be attended
with such results as will perhaps materially alter
(Jen. Grant's plans, and open entirely new theo-
ries of the pregnable points should such exist--to

dicusion.
Richmond la capable of being defended by a

very small force The fortification, wee con
structed with this view, and if the garrison is
increased in number to the extent of Lee'a army
the siege of the city will be a matter of far great-
er moment than even that of Vicksburg, and
Gen Grant will require all the talent and forre
at hi command in order to crown bis efforts with
sueeess Datixort.

I've struck. Every body in rav neighborhood ,
has struck, and I don't intend to be behind the
epoch in which I live, nnlcss the strikes produce
a battle, and tuen I am willing to get behind an
epoch or anything else. IVe struck I say it in
all candor, with all due regard for the feelings of
my fellow beings and the beings of my feeling?
fellows I've struck. Do you want me to repeat
it? I won't do it I'tö strack. Everybody
about my house has struck, from the partner of
my bosom down to the chip-mai- d who kindles w

the fires all tho year round for a new dress on
Laster and a red, white and blue stick of candy
on tho Fourth of July. My wife struck last Fn--

lay andtiotincd me or the fact through a com
mittee of hot water, chairs and broomsticks. The
chambermaid has struck; also thcrxMrit, and the
utility woman, and the boot-blac- k; and two
young ladies next door to me are struck after n

a young fellow that lives up town. The ap
pearance of the neighoorhooa in which 1 reside is '

at present peculiarly striklrg. Hnsbands and
wives, fathers and mothers and brothers and sis-

ters are all on a strike; young1 lovers are on a
strike, too; the beaux esecialiy, and there never
was a time when the bells wouldn t strike. In
my own domicil the epidemic has extended to
inanimate objects, and yesterday at noon the old
family clock struck. I'm into it, heart and soul.
I stood out against the temptation as long as
I could and then I did'nt stand out anv longer.
I've struck. Yesterday I struck out for home
at au earlier hour than usual, with my appetite
cocked and primed for the enjoyment of a splen-
did dinner. I struck Randolph street just in time
for a street car going west, and I struck mv pa--
latial cottage at half-pa- st twelve precisely. '

When I entered the door I was struck by the dis--'

ordered and unnatural apperanco of everything.
The house looked as though it had been struck
by lightning. The entrance was completely bar-
ricaded with chairs, footstools, stovepipes, wash-stan-ds

, queenaware, and ottomans enough to fill
the Turkish empire. On the top of tie Leap

stood the cook, with a broom ia one hand and a pot
of hot water in the other. From ono end of the
broomstick floated in grim and sullen defiance
my wife's be6t black silk apron, wbich was in-
tended to answer the purpose of a "death or vic-
tory," flag. . I retreated in amazement before the
awful spectacle and sought to enter at a side door,
where I was met by the bootbla ck and the cham-
bermaid, armed with old umbrellas and boot-brushe- s,

and a bedstead hat! been planted in
front of the doorway for a breastwork. There
was no chance for admission anywhere. At one
window stood ray wife, the commander-in-chie- f,

eauug rtuMus anu issuing oruers.
At anotner window were two of my wife

nieces who came up from the country nine weeks
ago to pay us a short visit and hare not gone
hone yet. They were the aids. One of them
had a carving-knif- e for a sword and a red win-
dow curtain tied around her waist for a sash;
while tue other was content with the pomposity
and appearance of authority which the derived
from a lon rooster-feathe- r, or rather the long
feather of a rooster which was stuck in her hair.
They both looked terribly defiant, which thev
had a right to do, considering they pay no board.

I stepped meekly out upon the sidewalk and
demanded an explanation of tho mysterious con-
duct of my household. My wife, who was spokes-
woman, sung rut in a fine soprano voice "We've
struck l" It struck mo they had.

"What's the matter? what do you wantl" I
ventured to ak.

"Oh shame, he asks two questions at once,"
chimed one of my nieces-in-la- And then a
murmer of "oh shame" ran along the whole line
of tho brave defenders of my cottage, and the
hot water in the cook's tea-po- t hissed.

"You must accede to our demands," said my
wife firmly, "you must comply with our scale.
"Scale! thunder. and lightning!" I replied, "if I
could seale this pile of chairs and dilapidated
stove-pipe- s, I would make some of these domes-
tics wish they had been imported."

At this crisis my wife undertook to explain the
meaning of "the scale." She commenced reading
a long Kit, and tbe first item was one silk dress
every month. I would hear no more. I was
satisfied and asked if a compromise could not
be effected. At the mention of " compromise',
there was a peal of thunder or something like it.
The cook screamed and hurled the pot of hot
water at me, but fortunately she missed her aim;
tho nieces roared, and tbe eldest flourkbed her
carving-knife- , and fairly danced with rage. The
boot-blac- k come down with a heavy brush on my
devoted head, and the chambermaid charged um-
brellas "till I couldn't rest.

I resolved to defend myself. " I was determined
the strike should not be carried if I could help it.
Bashing at the furious cook I seized her bv the
understanding and turned her a double somersault
landing her in the middle of the back parlor.
I followed np with an elbow of a stove pipe, and
then the footstools began to rattle about her head

I was Drotrrcssinsr finelv. when I saw the Gen
eral-in-Chi- cf mustering her forces in the dining
room and aiming them with table ware. I was
not afraid for my personal safety, but I didn't
want mv crockery broken. I retreated. 1 tied
precipitately. close observer might have de-

tected that I ran a little.
I hurried down town and bolted into a restau-

rant, for I was fearfnlly hungry. Restaurantcr
snid his cooks had all struck. I sympathized
with him and went to hotel; waiters had struck;
went everywhere, everybody had struck. I knew
not wbat to do, and therefore couldn t do it
wandered about the streets till nightfall, and then
I went home again. On the road I met mv fam-

ily physician, who informed me that he had been
called to see my cook. I akcd lum what ailed
her, and he said "nothing but hysteric." I re
plied thai the "high strikes" would be the ruin
of some of my people, I fearvd, and passed on
I hastened home as fast as I could, expecting that
the physician had raised the blockade, and I could
take advantage of it. I was right. I found no
obstructions in the doorway, and so I entered
softly and roconnoitered. I ascertained by list-
ening cautiously that the whole force had gath
ered m oue room and a council of war was being
held. I walked on my toes to the door and tnrned
the key. Then I danced, and capered, and frol
icked, and rolled, and tumbled, and sung, and
shouted, and whistled, and turned flip-flap- s and
hand-spring- s, and stood on my head, and on my
hands, and on my feet, and on the floor, and
felt oh! I 'elt! I went into the pantry and devorcd
everything I could lay my hands upon. I had a
huge time.

13v and by the strikers wanted me to let them
out. 1 laughed. A little later I heard tears shed-
ding, bnt I could'nt help them. I laughed and
respectfully informed wife and nieces and fo forth
that I had struck, and they must comply with
my scale. I kept them imprisoned till midnight,
when the boot-blac- k got hungry and wanted to
compromise. 1 informed the youngster that 1
waa striking against the whole party, and could
not compromise with one of them. After a while
the chip-mai- d had her sympathies aroused for the
boot-blac- k, and said that sho was willing to com
promise. It was not long till they all sympathized
and abandoned their scale. Then liberated
them havinp first exacted a plcdce. Ordcrreitrns
in Warsaw once again, but I have triumphed. The
tide of domestic all airs is now as smooth and
unruffled as a butterfly's dream.

Dut 1 have struck against all the world except
home-folk- s, "lseau, saib an old friend vestcr
day," can you pay this little bill?" My unanimous
response was: "I ve struck.

"Beau, said another, "can you lend me ten?
"I've struck," said I: and " Beau," said another,
"take a drink." I've st "

Mr. Editor, there mnst be a termination to all
things. I cannot see the propriety of running a
strike into the ground. I triumphed once and that
was enough. . Permit mo to say, that despite my
firmness I complied with tho scale of the last
friend who addressed me, and I have no cause to
compuun.
