THE OPENING OF THE LEGISLATIVE
SESSION.

To-day the State Legislature enters upon
the most important session that has been
held since California became a State, for
the work to bo done after the adoption of
the first Constitution was mere child's
play compared to that which the present
Legislature ha9to encounter. Itis not only

that a new Constitution has to be applied
in all its details, but that because of the
folly of the framera of that instrument,

the Legislature will be continually con-
fronted with propositions involving the
most calamitous consequences tothe people.
Itmay be said that the public cannot really

know -what effect the new Constitution
is g»ing to have upon the progress and
prosperity of California until this Legisla-
ture has finished its labors. Its task n.ore-

over is necessai Ily both a delicate and an

unthankful one, for while it cannot
disobey the mandatory prescriptions of the
organic law, it is liable to be held respon-
sible for whatever evil consequences may
attend its statutory enforcement of meas-
ures it is charged to put in operation.
There will be ample opportunity for the
fullest display of abilityand statesmanship
during this session, and the people have
the strongest reasons for hoping that the
new Legislature may prove itself a capable
and judicious body. We believe that its
tendencies are conservative and cautious,
anil in this direction it will be scarcely
possible to err, since the Constitution itself
is so radical that all the inertia of the most
prudent lawmakers can hardly change its
general character and bearing. The work
to be done is so heavy that unless the most
methodical and systematic practice ia
adopted at the beginning of the session it
willbe impossible to complete it within the
allotted time. Itis evident that if the or-
dinary custom of introducing heterogene-
ous legislation by the ream is fol-
lowed, the committees are likely to
become overburdened with business, and
to be thrown into confusioa. Even with
the best management there will be danger
of this, and therefore an effort should be
m.i'ie to clear the ground thoroughly at
the outset. Organization once effected, it
willbe possible to get down to work with-
out the delays which under the old ar-
rangement were always caused by the in-
tervention of the Christmas holidays. It
willof course depend upon the inclination
of the majority whether the most mis-
chievous parts of the new Constitution
shall be given the full force intended by
their inventors, but itis probable that the
evident harm which has already been in-
flicted on the State by the apprehension
of those evils wiHsnftice to convince mem-
bers that their duty to their constituents
lies in the most conservative interpreta-
tions of which the situation is susceptible.

THE APPOINTMENTS OF MR. BURNS.
The new Secretary of State, Mr. Burns,

has been censured very Bharply by ooiue

journals, on the ground that he has ap-
pointed certain Democrats to office. One
paper even goes sb far as to call him"

a traitor to his party," and abuses him
strangely. We ciunot sympathize withor
approve tiiiastyle of criticism. We kuow
of but one vitallyimportant consideration
in regard to these or any other appoint-
ments, and that is, the consideration of
their fitness. Now so far as we know Mr.
Burns has chosen none but competent
persons, and one at least of his appoint-
ments we know to be exceptionally com-
petent. In that case he has appointed
a genileman, who, being a Democrat, and
inoffice, resolutely refused to avail himself
of hi*opportunities to disfranchise a num-
ber of Republican voters, and was then
and thereafter denounced and ostracized
by his old party for his integrity. It
seems to us that the people cacnot have
too many men of that caliber in orijee, and
that Secretary Burus deserves creditrather
than abuse for making such aselection. Fur
the rest, when it can be shown that his
other appointments are open to attack oo
the ground of UEfitaeae, it will be time
enough for members of the party «hkh
claims the parentr^e of CivilService Re-
form, to object to them.

THE OUTGOING ADMINISTRATION.

Governor Wuliam Irwin, being about to I
retire intoprivate life, deserves that gome I

note shou'.d be taken of the manner |«j

which h'j has fulfilledhis high trust. 'Ye
have. \>bserved his official career sharply,
co.i.« tantly, and not seldom jealously. We

have found occasion to criticise and to I
e?nsure some of his acts. We have differed
from him radically and utterly upon all
questions •£ national politros. But we arc
bound in honor to record our opinion that
he lias been an honest aud able Governor,
and that viewing his administration as a
whole, the record i* emphatically credit-
able to hin». Amm of firm will,at times
tending to obstinacy, he has for the most
p:irt exercised tfiis firmness to reprens *1V
raids upon the treasury, to enforce ecoDomy
and effrciency inthe administration, and to
discoimtenawe all corrupt <x>mbinations.
ThoKgh a thorough-going partisan, he is
singularly ttce from the kind of charges
which to« commonly soil the reputa-
tions of partisans ia ofSce. He
has naturally favored hi? own s>arty when
itwas possible, but infew of kis appoint-
ments has fitness bc-eu subordinated to
politi—l exigencies. Ilia appointment of

Mr. V hite as Bank \u25a0Commis* ioner was un-

qu.est.onably the ir.r»st serious mistake of

his administration. Itwa* entirely inde-
fensible, in fact.; but evrn after saying
ail ""-hat can be sarid inreprehension of that
se?°ction, it willhare- to be admitted that
the record in which sroeb a blunder is con-

fessedly the worst featr re, cannot be re-
jjnrded otherwise than as a sound "!*-\u25a0•

Governor Irwm has upheld the dignity of
\u25a0iue office, and has shown a steadily oon-
\u25a0iji'-ntinus determination to do right, ac-
cording to his lights. He has never been
amenable to demagogic influences, save in
the one ca«e already sufficiently referred
to. He nmnfully put away from
him several opportunities which weaker
men would have utilized to secure an
ephemeral j>opularity. He has never
shrunk fromcriticism when hia mind was
made up on any matter, and he ha? held
to his own convictions with quiet persist-
ence, even in the face of strong opposi-
tion. His foibleß and his few lapses have
been enough paraded, but it is the too
general practice to deal lightly with the
c'aims of retiring officials to the esteem of
their fellow citizens. "The evil that men
"do lives after them ; the good is oft in-"

terred withtheir bones
"—might be said

with as ruuch truth over a retiring Gov-
ernor as over .1 dead great man. It is
therefore fittingthat we, who have been
foremost in censure when the oc-
casion demanded it, should be not
less liberal in praise when the
m.'cd has been honestly earned, and
iti3a special gratification to us to feel that
we are inno danger of being suspected of
a tendency to adulation when we delibtr-
ately record the opinion that Califor-
nia has had few better Governors than
William Irwin. He can retire .to pri-
vate life cheered by the consciousness
of an arduous duty well and faithfully
performed, and the people over \u25a0whom he
has ruled willowe him^debt of gratitude
so long as he lives, because he has sus-

tained the high office to which he was
called, with honor and probity, and be-
cause he has set, in a careless and profli-
gate age, an example of purity and fidelity
calculated to strengthen and elevate all
within the scope of its influence.

THE INCOMING ADMINISTRATION.

Governor George C. Perkins is about to
enter upon his administration, and he does
so under favorable auspices. He has earned
and secured the confidence and good opin-
ion of the people of California by an un-
blemished, active, useful and successful
business career. He is a man who has
made many and warm friends. He has
the reputation of being courageous, honest,
tnitbful, loyal, and firm. In the appoint-
ments made by him so far, if common re-
port may be trusted, he has exhibited a
commendable determination to make fit-
ness the first and weightiest consideration.
The gentlemen who have been selected
for his own official assistants are known
to be specially competent and trust-
worthy. He has for State officers men of
high character and proved capacity. All
things considered, therefore, Governor
Perkins is making as promising a beginning
of his administration as the most captious
criticcould desire. He willof course find
plenty of difficultiesinhis path as he goes
on, and he need not hope to escape ani-
madversion. But the disposition to ex-
pect good of him is general, and the
opinion prevails that he has made up his
mind to do his best, faithfully and con-
scientiously. He will have many oppor-
tunities to ingratiate himself with the
people, and he will avail himself of
them, because it ia natural for
him to do so. The temper and
disposition which have popular-
ized him in private life will stand
him in even better stead in his new posi-
tion. The- Record-Union is prepared to
give his administration a hearty and un-
grudging support, so long as itdeserves to
be supported. Should he not fulfillthe
promises of his inauguration, this journal
willbe among the first to criticise hfs de-
relictions. We trust very sincerely, how-
ever, that there willbe no need for the
performance of so disagreeable a duty, but
that the term which opens withsuch pleas-
aut prognostications willend a* smoothly.
Meanwhile we welcome our new Governor
to his official residence, and congratulate
him ou the opening of his executive career.

GARCELON'S WATERLOO.
Governor Gareelon submitted his case to i

the Supreme Court, and that tribunal lias i
decided every point against him. The re-
sult is to render his position untenable.
Itcan no longer be defended on the ground
of technical legality, for the Supreme
Court decides that his technical points are
every one illtaken, and of no validity
It tells him in the plainest and clearest
way that he has no authority to go behind
the returns ; that he lias no authority to
inquire into the constitutionality of a
Board of Selectmen ; that he has noau.
thority to reject returns wherein there may
be some clerical irregularity, so long as the
meaning of them is apparent ; that he has
no authority to disfranchise the people, or
to deny lawfully elected representatives
their seats because the municipal author-
ities maj have blundered. And the Court
anticipates allIhe implications of his cun-
ningly daviscd questions, and answers
theui so exhaustively as to leave him
no loophole of evasion: The duties
of the Governor and Council in canvassing
election returns are, in fact, completely j
and elaborately explained, and it is shown j
that there is not the slightest ground in
law for Uie aaurpation attempted by tliO£«
unscrupulous partisans. The language cf
the Court is emphatic and unmistakable.
It telh the conspirators that "aliepre-
"Eentativse cannot be4ep-ived of his rights
l;bpcause the municipal officers Uave neg-"

lecW their duty;"that toe Constitution
"doe*not»im at depriving people of their

"rig'-atof suffrage or their right of repre-
sentation for formal errors;" that "the

of the constitutional provisions"
is "tocorrectly ascertain and declare the
11 willof the people"—quite a new view to
Governor. Garcelon, we should say; that
the Governor and Council "have no right
"to go behind the returns;" and soon
through the long list of questions. The
Governor is discountenanced and over-
thrown by the Supreme Court, in snort,
and it will be a very difficultmatter
for him to persist in his rascally
outrage in the teeth of this ju-
dicial broadside. Thus far he has

stood altogether upon the plea that the
IConstitution obliged him to <k> what he

had done, and that whoever hatl any com-

plaint to make must therefore lind fault
Iwith the laws, and not withtiim. He has

attitudinized as a upright and
inflexible administrator of the Constitu-
tion, and has fallen back cpon this defense
every time he was attacked, as upon an

iuvalneiublu sin-Id. And now his refuge
I«nd skelter is snatched 'from him pitilessly,

Iand the Court of last Tesort declares that
Iall tlie illegalityand all the unconstitu-
I tonality are on the side of the Governor

and Council, and netl,on the side of the
: people or their muxicipal officers or their
Irepresentatives-elect. It seems that there
,jcan be nocourse open toGovernor Garcelon,
! under these circumstances, but a square

back-down. Certainly ifhe refuses now to
recognize the force of the Supreme Court's
decision, he willplace himself in a position

Ifrom which it willnot be difficult to dis-
lodge him ignominiously. For either he
must avow his deliberate purpose to defy
the Constitution and the laws, and to seat

Iby force a Legislature never elected by the
Ipeople, or he must yield. The Fusionists

who were to have profited by the con-

spiracy willperhaps not now be so willing
to accept the Governor's illegalcertificates.
IFour of them, indeed, have already proyed
Itoo honest to take seats to which they

knew themselves not entitled, and for the
others, it is probable that a prayerful study
of the decision of the Supreme Court will
work conviction. It would have been
Ibetter for Garcelon could he have

kept the business out of the Courts,
but it was the fatal weakness of
Ibis position that he could not

at the same time pretend to relyupon the
Ilaw, and refuse to seek the highest ex-

pression of that law. The necessities of
in- own situation virtually obliged him to

Iaccept Senator Morrill'a challenge, and in
doing so he drew upon himself disaster.
Should he still harden his heart, like
Pharaoh of old, it is possible that the
Maine Republicans willbe less disposed to
avoid recourse to strong measures than
they were while a doubt remained as to the

I technical legality of hia position. He is
now himself the outlaw, and he cannot ex-

pect'the tolerance which even wrongful
Iwrestings of legal provisions are apt to

meet at the hands of an habitually orderly
aud law-abiding people.
