proceeds, Whatever of risk there is then in
regard to the sum of each of these prizes is

| assumed by the pedestrians, while the man-

agement has only to look to the expense, and
the mutuality of interest between the walkers
and the manager is such that both will be in-
clined to do all that can be done to attract
the public and swell the receipts. From the
arrangements made, however, it is evident
that while the pedestrians h#ive a severe
struggle before them, the endurance of the
management will also be tested, and that the
worry and risk of the latter will quite equal
the physical strain of the former,

THE RULES

Under which the contest will take place are
from the Code of the Pacific Coast Pedes-
trian League, an organization of recent birth,
but which is said to number already a very
goodly number of members. The special
specifications are seventeen in number, and
for clearness and rigidity may well challenge
the admiration of the grave and reverend
legislators who are about to engage in the
of law-making. A summary of the
laws of the sawdust track applicable to the
present race may be thus given :

Contestants are to go as they please and
without any assistance. At 9:45 p. M., all
contestants leave their tents, place themselves
in columns of twos—with the head of the col-

| umn under the scoring wire—and at the word

of command given, they will start at 10 p. .
precisely, the start to be made with the left |
hand to the inside of the track. Contestants
will be allowed to reverse their course at any
time, provided it is done under the scoring
wire, by giving verbal notice to the scorers at
the time of reversing; in such case contest-
ants must take the outside of the track.

| Two contestants going at less than a twelve-

minute gait will not be allowed to travel side
by side. A contestant must keep the pole
when more than sixteen feet behind the one
immediately in front, and in passing others
going in the same direction she must take the
outside of the track. Any contestant leaving
the track five minutes or more must notify
the caller, so that the actual walking time
may be correctly ascertained. No contestant
will be allowed to approach nearer than six
feet to another immediately in front of her
witlrout stepping far enough out from the
pole to pass without touching, and after
passing she must not return to the pole
again until she is at least six feet ahead.
No contestant will be allowed to willfully ob-
struct, or in any way interfere with the pro-
gress of another, or in any manner to aid or
assist another on the track. All the contest-
ants on the track must keep themselves neat,
both in their person and dress, and no pro-
fane, vulgar or indecent language will be al-
lowed on the track, nor in or around the
tents. No contestant will be allowed to stop
or converse with any person while on the
track, except on the outside, immediately in
front of her own tent. Contestants, when
taking refreshments while on the track, must
move to the outside, so that their attendants
can keep the space allotted to them between
the tents and track while waiting upon them.
On the first violation of the rulesa contestant
will be reprimanded by the reférree ; for the
second offense two laps will be taken frem
her score ; for the third offense one mile will
be taken from her score; and, for the fourth
offense she will be ruled off the track. The
decision of the referee is to be final, and there
is no appeal from his ruling.
TRACK AND HALL.

The Pavilion appears to be admirably
suited to the purpose for which it is about to
be used. Both halls will be utilized, the
track running out of the mam hall through
one of the arches on the south into the lesser
room and being brought back through a corre-
sponding arch on the north. The track is
very nearly in the form of a true ellipse. The
longer sides are upon the north and south.
It is eight feet wide, and curbed with inch
plank six inches high. Between the curbs is
a layer of three inches of river sediment,
which has been rolled down smooth and
hard. On top of this is a dressing of two
inches of seasoned sawdust. From each curb
rises a stout railing, breast high, with occa-
sional gateways. Yesterday while examin-
ing the track a tall woman, dressed in mourn-
ing throughout, was observed leaning upen
the outer railing and meditatively gazing
over and upon the elliptical walkway.

{ This requires that 13 circuits of the track be
‘ made in order to complete one mile—or, in

the phraseology of pedestrianism, there ace
in this matzh 15 laps to the mile, The match
begins at 10 o'clock to-night, sharp, agd will
continue night and day for 144 hours. Dur-
ing this time the contestants go as they
lease—walk, run, roll, jump or flip-flop—so
ong as they receive no assistance from
other than their . own legs and arms.
As leng skirts are decided impediments
to free locomotion the ladies will appear in
short skirts and adorned as their tastes may
direct. As a rule, the eolors will be so dis-
tinctive that any spectator will be enabled tg
place any contestant at any point on the
track. Generally, jockey eaps will be worn.

Q-STREET RAILWAY.—At 6 o'clock Satur- |
day evening workmen began taking up the
O-street Railway track from Third and K
to Teuth streets, working all night and all
day yesterday. It is understood that this
portion of the O-street line is to be abandoned
and a track laid from X along Tenth street to

either N - or O, and- forming & junc-
tion “with the  O-street Tine at. Tenth
or Eleventh street, from which the branch
will run, to the City Cemetery, At present,
passengers from the southeast portion of the
city are compelled to foot it from Eleventh
street, ‘down town,  The people along
the abandoned portion “of the route are
indignant over the change and unmeas-
ured in their expressions concerning it.
We are informed by Mr. Knox, of the
Board of Trustees, that assoon as he became
aware that the track was being removed he
counseled with the District Attorney, City
Attorney and other legal authorities, to as-
certain by what method it eould be prevented.

He found, however, that there was
at - present no way of obtaining an
injunction - to  prevent the  removal
being made, as the railway company

had chesen a time to do it during the hiatus
between the old and new judiciary systems of
the State, as from December 31st, when,
under the new Constitution, the former
(Courts ceased to exist, until to-day, when,

under the terms of that instrument, the
new judiciary system goes into eifect,
there was no legal authority in the
State having power to grant an in-

junction, and no such power is vested in our
city government. The only manner in which
the matter could be reached wasunder the
city ordinance for digging up and injuring the
streets, but it was also ascertained that the
simple removal of the rails was not suffi-

cient to bring it under the ordi-
nance as working an injury to the street.
It was believed, however, that a

removal of the ties would be such an injury
to the road-bed as to bring it under the or-
dinance, and arrangements were made to
arrest any and all persons who should com-
mence such work. The company seems, how-
ever, not to have considered the ties and
wooden material of the track worth remov-
ing, and the abandonment of the road and re-
moval of the ironrails from the line were suc-
cessfully effected under the judicial darkness
of the State.
