READING THE BILLS.

The Judiciary Committee of the Assem-
li".has reported that in its opinion it is
mmecessary to read bills at length save
uj'Oir their final passage. This view is
ceriainly the one most consonant with
parliamentary practice, the custom of

reading billsat length having been aban-
doned almost ever since the gentral intro-
duction of printing. But in the present
case a particular constitutional provision
ha< to be dealt with, ami in dealing with
it ilui coi deration must be given to the
implications of the context. The fact
that the Constitution expressly prescribes
the mode by which the reading of bills
in y be dispensed with apon urgent, occa-
Ei us, cannot be made to consist with the
theory that the reading meant is only
the rci.iin<4 of the titles. Had that
b< n intended it is very evident
I there would have been no
»••• 1 lor Miy dispensation, for no case of
eu- v urgency as to require the omission of
reading by title only can be conceived.
The importance of a thorough and in no
v v doubtful settlement of this point is
el own in the fact that if it is left opi n it
ni iy invalidate any bill passed, for the
Constitution provides that do billshall be-
(\u25a0•\u25a0 c a law until the. readings itprescril es
\: been accomplished. Inan ordinary
c.".-' we'should have no hesitation in con-

cluding that the reading refericd to was
the usual parliamentary reading, which is
by ;itle ;but the Constitution, by making
provision for the omission of the reading in
ill ent cases, implies the understanding of
the words in another sense, and presuma-
bly in the sense of reading at length. If
this is not what itmeant, it must be held
that the provision in regard to dispensing
w ; ithe reading has no significance.

thrf.-ie rivers. The one thing now clearly
jr. . itied by observation and experience
i- tat the problems of reclamation, drain-
age and the care of the miuing debris
are inseparable in their proper solution.
This makes the question as broad inall its
significances as any measure of State pol-
icy that can possibly arise iv the course of
general legislation. If the few counties
lying along the streams mentioned enjoy a
monopoly of interest in questions of
reclamation, drainage and mining debris,
then a resolution to refer the whole matter
tJ the Boards of Supervisors of these
counties would promise as much in the
\u25a0w.iy of result as that conception of the
importance of the question which narrows
it down to the protection of a few acres of
la.:a in four or five central counties of the
State. \u25a0 The adoption of Mr. Carr's resolu-
tion willbe .111 exceedingly unpropitious
be^'.auing, since itpractically denies tothc
question its right to be considered one of
State importance.

Chinese question, stock gambling, the
State Prison, fares and freights, revenue

id taxation, the debris question, etc., and
on all these subjects he speaks clearly, if
not always with special emphasis or orig-
inality. We do not propose to subject the
I.i.lr.-s to detailed analysis. Itcan speak
for itself, and its merit? and dementi are

sufficiently obvious. We think, however,

that it is worth while to call attention to

the conservative tone which characterizes
it,and which we regard as a good omen.
California has recently had a surfeit of
"progressive and "advanced" ideas.

The promoters of that kind of thought have

landed the State in a slough of difficulty.
Their astonishing originality has for the

moat part been manifested in the energetic
advocacy of schemes which had never been
tried before simply because less original
people had recognized their utter imprac-
ticability. These revolutionary geniuses
have succeeded inso obscuring the princi-
ples upon which republican government
rests that ithas sometimes been ditfieultto
recognize any American kinship in their
doctrines. Governor Perkins now comes
forward as the unconscious representative
and exponent of the old-fashioned beliefs
which we allknow something about, anil
which most of us have learned toreverence
through practical experience of their wi3-

dotn ; and we look upon the change as both

salutarj and seasonable.

The Governoi is sufficiently advanced to
be in sympathy with whatever wise
measures can be devised for the
advantage of the people, but he has
nothing in common with Socialism. He
d • inot believe in an irrepressible conflict
l>et\veen Labor and Capital, or in crusades

against railroads, or in distribution of
private propeity, or in any of the
thousand ami one insane propositions
which ignorance anfl detnagogism nave

put forward of late. On one point alone
we are compelled to disagree with him,
and that is inregard to the wisdom of an

income ta^ Experience shows that there
is no tax at once so oppressive or so easily

evaded .".-: this. Itis almost impossible to
apply it equitabl}-, because it puts a
premium on dishonesty, ami punishes
truth-telling and probity. It falls most
heavily upon those whose incomes are
Sxed, and they are always the poorest. It
is most easily evaded by the wealthiest,
because of the facilities that exist
for the concealment of their sources of
revenue. It is an inquisitorial and irr

-
tating forn; of taxation, and its defects
are so great that in the opinion of the

highest economic authorities it ought
never to be resorted to save as a war meas-
ure, or in a time of absolute necessity.
The Governor makes some practical recom-

mendatioss in regard to the employment
of the convicts in the State Prison, in the
manufacture of burlaps. It is probable
that the present Legislature willbe called
upon to take action as to the employment
of the convicts on behalf of the'State, as
the new Constitution has practically de-
stroyed the contract system, though nom-
inally it is not to be abolished for tv. o

v.ars. The views of the Governor upon
Ciiinese immigration are thoughtful, and
will no doubt be approved by the
public. The unanimity of sentiment
which prevails on this subject
cannot but produce its legitimate
effect upon Congress eventually. In re-
gard to land monopoly he deplores the
evil, but is disposed to think that time
alone can remedy it. Probably strenuous
tff>rts willbe made during the present ses-
sion to solve the problem more rapidly,
though with what effect remains to be
seen. The remarks upon education are
forcible, and have the true ring about
them. The depth of 'the conviction that
the public scho-ds are the true pillars of
the republic, here manifested, is a fresh
illustration of that thorough Americanism
which we have before referred to as a
prominent characteristic of the address.
Whether under the new Constitution it
willbe possible to give to education the
position which belongs to it, is however
another question, and a very serious one.
Upon the whole, we thinkitwillbe felt and
admitted that there is about this first mes-
sage of Governor Perkins a geniality, a
frankness, and a solidity, calculated to en-
courage high hopes for the intelligence and
straightforwardness of his administration.

THE STOLEN STATE.

Governor Garceloa has succeeded in con-
summating his infamy,and Maine isinsulted
and outraged by the spectacle of a shan'i
Legislature. Tlie Fu.-ionists have proved
themselves to be as great scoundrels as
the Governor and his Council, and with
shameful complaisance have lent them-
selves to the carrying ont ot tins impudent
usurpation. The deed was, done at last in
coldblooded defiance of the Constitution
and the laws.

PERU AND PRADO.

President Prado has lefthis seat of Gov-
ernment in a hurried and secret manner,
and taken ship forNew York and Europe.
The account given by himself is that he
goes to purchase another ironclad, to take
the place of the lost Huascar. Itis inti-
mated from other quarters, however, that
he has left because he believed himself no
longer safe, and because he foresees that it
would be impossible to maintain the war
withChile. The fact that I'ierolahas been
appointed Dictator since he 'left Lima ai>-
pears to justify the belief that his depart-
ure was hastened by personal apprehen-
sions. The ill-success of the war has, of
course, made the Peruvians dissatisfied
with the Government. Prado is v man of
much ability, and until recently his aJmiu-
: .ration was quite popular. His successor
is not Hkily to satisfy the people auy bet-
ter, for it is improbable that the war can
be waged more vigorously. The Peruvians
woulddo best for their own interests ap-
parently inopening negotiations for peace,
for unless they can put a Beet npon the sea
capable of met ting the Chilean navy; they
c c not hope to improve their situation
materially.

AN OPPORTUNITY KISSED.
When the recommendation of John P.

Swiftas Minister to China waa mooted in
the Afseinl ly,it was objected to by one or
two members supposed to represent what
liis been called the Suud L-jt element of
San Francisco. This objection was per-
fectlynatural under the circumstances, but
to our surprise the logical complement of
it did not; follow. The opportunity for
moVing the substitution of Denis Kearney
for John P. Swift was apparent, but no
Oiie took advantage of it. This can only
biregarded as a reflection upon Mr. Kear-
qi y. For it, as was argne.d by the gentle-
nun from the Sand Lot, the Ministry to
Ciiiua ought to be given to the man who
has talked the loudest against the Chinese,
itmust 1«j at once evident that nobody on
t! c Pacific coast can compare claims with
the person referred to. It was a tine open-
ingquite missed, and perhaps such another
may not occur again during the session.

A MINER'S SUGGETIONS ON THE DE-
BRIS QUESTION.

C. B. Hawley, of Columbia Hill,NeTada
county, has submitted the following con-
cerning the disposition of tailings from hy-
dranlio mines in that section :

First
—

Throw a stone dam across the
Yuba above Smartsviile and just below
Tiber's ranch, at the Narrow*, and where
the debris is stillshallow. Raise the dam
e.ich year sufficient to hold the debris and
no more. Put in a breaking of timbers,
snd plank the top of the dam, to protect it
.i.aiiiatHoods, removing each year before
raising the dam, and replace. A dam c.in
i.c constructed at this point that willflow
the 'lobris back about six miles, and which
would hold all the debris for twenty years.

Scond
—Buy oat all the farms from S. E.

luiow's place to Dry creek and back to the
foothills. Construct a levee, say five feet
high the first year, aud with proper luice
gates at all the low points to run off the
water after itwas settled. This reservoir —
say ten miles square

—would hold ail the
Smartsviile debris. Run a tunnel to tap
the Yuba at the most favorable point in the
r.ivice nearest .Smartsvilie to get the best
grade to carry the debris into the rtservoir
and obtain all the dump possible. The
clear water tlowing over the dam would
facilitate moving the fSmartsville debris
into the reservoir and keep the dumps clear.

The Bear river section Iam not familiar
with, but doubtless a tunnel through the
foothills to carry that debris into the basin
east of Sacramento would be the most
feasible.
Iconsider the dam on the river of the

first importance for several reasons. It
willcost not more than half the levees in
and around Marysvilie, while it would
at once relieve them by retaining above
and carrying below what is already inthe
river. Iinvite not criticism, but an ex-
armnation of the whole subject. Let itbe
understood that we must have grade to
run tailings. These chimerical flumes
of two or three feet grade to the mile, of
some of our engineers, only elicit a smile
of contempt from any hydraulic miner.

Itir.ay be necessary to obtain legislation
in regard to diverting the waters of the
Yuba to return thtm as far down as Dry
crtek. Ifso, surveys and estimates might
be made, and the matter brought properly
before'the State, sothat operations inigiit be
commenced early next summer.

District Attorney Garoutte
and Coroner Krellenberg went to Capay yes-
terday, the latter to hold an inquest and the
f. rmer to investigate the case. Btnham has
resided inCapay several years, where he was
well known and respected". He wa3 also well
known in Woodland, where he lived before
going to Capay.
