THE INCREASE IN RAILROAD FREIGHT
RATES.

Those whose only purpose is to create
prejudice against the railroads ofthis State
have hastened to utilize the advance in
.freight rates which took [effect on the lst
instant, and have represented the measure
as being simply a manifestation of greed on

the part of the.corporations. The truth,

however, is that this advance has been
necessitated by the hostile legislation di-

rected against the railroads, and that the

public may thank the 'demagogues and ',

anti-railroad bigots for it. . It is necessary

that the actual facts in the case should be

made known, for itis "onlythus that the
people can be brought to realize the mis-
chievous and suicidal character of the leg-

islation established by the new Constitu-
tion. Section^, Article XII..of that in-
strument provides that

"
whenever a rail- i

'•ronl corporation shall, for the
"porpose of competing with any
"common carrier, lower its rates
"for transportation ofpassengers or freights"

from oae point to another, such reduced
rates *hall not be again raised -or in-"
creased from such standard without the

"consent of the governmental authority
"inwinch shall be vested the power to"regelate fares and freights." TJnder. this
provision it wouldhave been necessary for
the -railroads to accept for all-time what-
ever rates the sharpest temporary conipe-

tition might have compelled them totake
on the lst of January. It frequently
happens when transportation is free from

legislative fetters that the natural course

of business warrants the fixing of competi-
tive rates at a standard which, it would
be ruinous to establish as a permanence.
As, however, tie Constitution decreed
that whatever competitive rates were in
force on the lst of January should con-
tinue to be the standard indefinitely,

and as . in many -cases this would
have obliged the roads to do business at a

loss, or wouldhave prevented them from
reaping inthe future the legitimate profits
arising from increase of traffic, they had
no alternative but to protect themselves
against injury by putting all their rates at
a figure which afforded a reasonable re-
turn. Be itobserved that the Constitu-
tion takes the power of fixingtbeir own

rates entirely out of their hands, after
January the first. From that time for-
ward they are debarred from raising the
rates anywhere between competitive points,
and it is perfectly apparent that though
the Constitution gives the Railroad
Commissioners the power to author-
ize the raising of rates, the corpo-
rations cannot rely in - any

-
way

upon this, since the Commissioners arc

practically estopped by the very nature of
their functions and by their relations to
the people, from consenting to such meas-

ures. The framers of the new Constitu-
tion undertook to supersede the owners
and managers of the railroads in the con-
trol of those properties. They interfered
inthe most arbitrary and autocratic man-
ner with the natural course of business
operations, and the recent increase in
freights is one of the first consequences of

their policy. There can be no question
that freight rates would have continued to
be governed by those natural laws which
tend constantly toward the reduction of
such charges, had not this and other ill-
advised assaults been made upon the trans-
portation business.

Itis unfortunately the case that few
people are accustomed to trace cause and

effect with any care or thoroughness. If
they did there would have been no dispo-
sition in any quarter to regard the Consti-
tutional provisions concerning railroads
with approval, nor would the recent valid-
ation of the Thurman Act by the Supreme

Court have been viewed in any other
light than as a calamity to the people of
California. For that Act compels the
Central Pacific Company to take from its
earnings §1,250,000 a year for the payment
of a debt which is not due for twenty
years. Now the Thurman Act is a direct
and heavy impost upon the company, and
forces a large reduction of its avail-
able funds. A railroad has but one
source of revenue, and that is the
public. When, therefore, the Central Pa-
cific is compelled thus to pay its debts
before they are due, itis driven to increase
its charges, to the end that itmay be en-

abled to earn the money extorted from it
indefiance of the express provisions of the
contract between the company and the
United States. If that contract had been
honorably maintained by the Government,
it is certain that the natural growth of
commerce wouldhave enabled the company
to meet its obligations at their maturity
without in the meantime putting any press-
ure upon its customers. Butas . the case
stands itis perfectly clear that the extra
money must be earned, and experience
pioves that itcannot be earned without in-
creasing the rates of transportation. \u25a0 The

railroadis here between twofires. Congress
compels it to pay $1,250,000 a year into a
sinking fund ; and California demands
that it shall reduce instead of raising its
rates of freight and fare. Evidently the
company cannot serve two masters, and as
evidently it must obey Congress, whose
action has received the indorsement of the
Court of last resort. The Supreme Court
decision on the Thurman Act had the effect
of removing the Central .Pacific from the
jurisdiction of the State. This important
fact we have already shown at length, and
now the lirstpractical results of the usurp-
ation are beginning to make themselves
felt. When the Court decided that the
company must pay this money, it really
decided that the people of California must

pay the greater part of it.. It is vain for
this public toimagine that it can traverse
the decrees of Congress and the rulings of
the Supreme Court. . The Thurman Act:
must be obeyed, and iaorder to obey it the
desire of California for still further reduc-
tions in transportation rates must be ig-
nored.

Between the new Constitution and the
Thurman Act", the recent increase of
freights has been forced upon the railroads
of this State. As regards the Central
Pacific there is no reasou to believe that
Stata. jurisdiction willprove effectual *to
compel any reduction in rates, for, as we
have shown, Congress has usurped the
sovereignty over that road completely. As
regards the branch lines which are not

.affected by Congressional interference, the
present indication is that shippers will
have to take their choice between paying
increased rates

'

between .competitive
points, or resorting to other modes of car-
riage. For it ought to be plain to all
by this time that the new Constitution
has destroyed competition, alt has pro-
hibited railroads

'
from competing • with

river or ocean carriage. Sections 20 abut*
21, Article XIL,'have this effect. ? The
railroads cannot help themselves. They
must be content with

'
way business, un-

less shippers are willingto pay the higher
rates which have become unavoidable, in
consideration of the saving in time. It is
both ridiculous and useless todenounce the j

roads for the increase of rates, however.
,They,are acting under coercion, and not at
all to please themselves. What is now
happening is merely a new*illustration' of

what always happens when ignorant, ma-
lignant and perverse people undertake to
regulate matters which they do not under-
stand, and especially when they undertake
to blead interests which derive all their
revenues from the people. We do not
know that there are any present means
of relief. If-.- Congress repealed the
Thurman Act, . and if /the . people
of California amended the Constitution by
striking out the mischievous classes which

seek to regulate commercial transactions in
arbitrary ways, it would no doubt be pos-

sible for the corporations to return totheir
normal habits, and to consult the interests
of their customers, as allsensible business
men invariably do when alone. . As
these remedies are not easily applied, how-

ever, the probability is that the public will

have tolearn the lesson now set before them,

at disagreeable length, and that they will
have ample opportunity to form a correct

estimate of the trustworthiness and
'

wis-
dom of the demagogues and blatherskites
who brought these embarrassments about.

THE MAINE METAMORPHOSIS.

While \u25a0 the eyes of the country have
been fixed upon Maine, that staid and
sober State has undergone a metamorpho-
sis.. Ithas withina few days lost its long-
cherished republican formof government,
and has fallen under a military.dictator-
ship. -

At this moment it has neither a
Governor nor a Legislature, but General
Chamberlain, the commander of the State
militia,has read himself into commission
as acting Governor, and the State is prac-
tically inhis hands. This shows how easy
it is for a State to take all the steps which
lead to Mexicanizajjon wheu once the first
step has been taken. Governor Garcelon
overthrew republican institutions when he
and his Council undertook to disfran-
chise the \u25a0 people and to put in office a

Legislature which had not been elected.
From the momenta that outrage was perpe-
trated everything else in the direction of
anarchy became possible. There were no

longer any checks or balances. The gov-
ernmental machine was broken, and such
parts of itas continued to act only made
the confusion worse confounded. Atpres-
ent nobody knows how the muddle will
end. The attempts of the Fusionists to
cast suspicion of bribery upon Blame are
puerile. Itis no doubt possible that some
fool may have attempted to use improper
methods, but it is perfectly clear that no-
body but a fool would have thought of pay-
ing Fusionists to resign, when they were
making the Republican game by carrying
out their programme.

THK CHOTTEAU COMMERCIAL TREATT PROJECT.

Washington, January llth.—Among the
letters on tile in the State Department which
will be included in the forthcoming annual
volume of "Diplomatic Correspondence," is
one from Minister Kasson, in which, under
date of Vienna, May 3, 1879, he writes to
Secretary Evarts an account of a long con-
versation' between himself and the French
Embassador to Austria, 1Monsieur de Bort,
concerning the questions involved in the
Chotteau • cCommercial •'\u25a0 ;Treaty !project.
The conversation was unofficial hut, Kas-
son's high standing and long experience as
a member of the Ways and Means Commit-
tee of the House of Representatives gives
uncommon value tohis expressed opinions on
this subject, and as the Chotteau scheme dis-
tinctively threatens the California wine-pro-
ducing business, an abstract of the conversa-
tion willbe found very interesting for the
Pacific coast. Minister Kasson reports that
Monsieur Ue Bort opened the conversation by
inquiries respecting the success of the volun-
tary French effort,still continuing, tosecure a
commercial treaty between the IUnited
States and • .Prance,-, by which mu-
tual | special taritf | concessions should
be -- secured. Kassou then continues :"

Supposing at the time that itwas a chance
topic of conversation, Ispoke fully of what I
believed to be the sentiments of my country-
men and of my personal opinions on the sub-
ject, uut inno way attempted to express the
opinion of my Uovernment ;nor did lat
first imagine that he must be expressing the
views or displaying the arguments of his
own; but the information which . I
have -*since .received .renders it iprob-
able that he was sounding my opin-
ions with a view to ascertain (officially)
the chance*, so far as my declaration
wouldindicate them, of including the United
States within the sphere of the system of
tariffs by a bargain. Itseems proper, there-
fore, that Ishould communicate to you a
summary of the conversation, as it was con-
ducted in the French language. Iwillonly
give the general purport, iReferring, as Ibe-
lieved, to the Chotteau proposition, he in-
quired touching the probable issue of that
scheme to . establish a special tariff
exclusively applicable to the commerce
between

-
the twtj countries. Ian-

swered bluntly that it would not suc-
ceed. In the course of the interview
he elicited from me the followingreasons for
that opinion: First, that it had been a
traditional policy of my country to treat all
nations withequal fairness, giving preference
to none, applying the

'
most favored nation.'

rule, and levying duties upon merchandise
itself, not upon the place of its production ;
second, that it had long been the dominant
policy in the United States to keep the
legislative discretion unbound, and free
to change commercial duties according
to the interior circumstances of the country ;
third, that the Uuited States, at the begin-
ning, were largely dependent for manufac-
tures upon foreign countries, and desired to
be delivered from this dependence by produc-
ing at home all of the articles ofcompetition
to which our soil, climate and conditions were
adaptable, and to this end had protected in-
cipient industries by tariffs, in the hope that

i with a limited protection they wouldlater
grow strong enough for independence

—
re-

sult which had already in various manufac-
tures been attained

—
and for this object, also,

they kept themselves free from conflicting
engagements to other nations ; fourtii,
that a most important and permanent' object of the tariff policy of the United
States was the revenue to be derived as
largely as possible from luxuries; and in this
respect, also, they preferred to be free from
embarrassing engagement. .Naturally he ob-
jected to a protective system, that it tended
to increase the cost tothe consumer, to which
Ialso naturally replied that while that
seemed to be its first effect, we observed its
ultimate to be that successful home manufac-
ture produced domestic rivalry and competi-
tion, which fully replaced for the consumer
the lost benefit of foreign competition, of
which Bessemer steel had furnished aremark-
able example. He also objected to our high
duties on wines and silks. Ianswered that
these were regarded as luxuries, which should
contribute largely to the revenue. Iadded
that the consumption of French wines was
not so much title, ted by the duty as
he might • believe, inasmuch as they
were chiefly drank by the wealthier
people, who would have them equally withor
without the duty. Toward the close of our
conversation he spoke of the possibility of
France (he may have included other coun-
tries) imposing nigh duties onour breadstuff*,
provision, etc., in compensation (or retalia-
tion) for the high American duties on French
importations. To this Iannounced that if
Fiance imposed duties, not for the in-
terest of .her own

'people, but I'against
the interest of another people, that
would be initiative of a war of tariff,
which might be carried to any extent. That
was always possible, and its result was not
before seen. Its first manifest effect, how-
ever, would be to enhance the cost of the
necessaries of life to Frenchmen themselves.
Tne general tenor of the viewsIexpressed to
him, founded upon our tariff history, was
that itwould too much hamper our freedom
of action in respect to both revenue
and iprotection, and too much involve
us in difficulties

'
with our friendly

nations should we establish with one
of them an exceptional treaty, granting ex-
ceptional tariff favors." In concluding his
dispatch Minister Kasson expresses the belief
that efforts are likely to be made in some
parts ofEurope to apply a retaliatory taritf,
with a view to drive us into the system of
special

commercial treaties,

adds : "It is our good fortune to
produce and export

leading staples

which Europe must have to sustain her own
industries, and she cannot carry very far a
system of taxing the raw fibers of her own
prosperity or the bread and meat on which
her workmen live."

. Washington, January llth.—The annal
report of the National Board of Health, con-
taining an account of the operations of the
past year, will probably be transmitted to

'.ingress to-morrow. Itis the opinion of the
Board that if during the past winter, at all
points where fever has prevailed during the
past summer, care be taken to obtain thor-
ough ventilation and exposure to the cold of
all houses and inclosed spaces, and ,all
bedding, clothing etc., and if local sanitari-
anism be vigorously and properly carried out,
there willbe little danger of an epidemic of
yellow fever next year from the causes now
existing in • the country. It is believed
that inspection stations for steamboats
should be established on the Missis-
sippi' river at 'Ne'v Orleans, . Vicksburg,'
just below Memphis, and Cairo, at which
allboats should be examined by competent
inspectors and a certificate as to the sanitary
condition of the boat given. The cost of es-
tablishing these stations is estimated at 835,-
--000. The expenditures of the Board from the
date of organization toDecember 31st, 1879,
were 8154,000. The estimate for defraying
the future expenses of the Board was submit-
ted as follows : January Ist, 1880, to June30th, 1880, $284,330; from July Ist, 1880, to
June 30th, 1881, 8202,000.
