ASSEMBLY.
SACRAMERTO, January 10, 1880.
The Assembly met pursuant to adjournment,
Speaker Cowdery in the chair.
Roll called and quorum present.
A BEMI-POLITACAL PRAYER.

The Rev. Mr. Bentley, Chaplain of the Assembls,
offered the following 1 rayer: 3

““We praise Thee, oh Lord, in whom we live and
move and have our being. We praise Thee for the
light and purity of this beautiful day and for the
eheer that it brings to our hearts. We praise Thee
for the comforts of peace, of our hemes, and for the
health that we have to enjoy all the bicsgings - b;
which we are surrounded. Yet tidings come of sad-
ness to us this morning. The beautifui life, the
promising man, the massive intellect, the able ard
distinguished jurist of Southern California, has
puseg away —the Judge Superior into the presence
of the Judge Supreme. We pray Thee that in his
death there may come forth a declaration of his life,
80 esteemed in the circle in which he moved, as that

toaH of them and all of this State, there shall come
_ @ noble appreciation of our State Judiciary. We

ask Thy blessing this morning upon our
country, We pray that Thou wilt blessa Thy
Servant, the Chie{ Magistrate of this nation,

and all members of. his Cabinet. Give unto our
law makers in Con wisdom and discretion, and
grant to all the vernors of the States of the
Union Thy Ebenedictio. And upon that State
farthest to the East we ask Thee, oh Lord, that the
little cloud that rises from the Atlantic seaboard, no
larger than a man’s hazd, threatening to cover the
whole firmament of our nation — we pray ‘that 1t
may disappear; that wise counsel may prevail ; that
the majesty of the law may be vindicated, and that
the rights of every citizen may remain inviolate.
_We pray Thee that to every wrong doer Thou wilt
sT»e_i&' with Thine own divine voice. And now,
Bles-ed God, we praise Thee for the prosperity of
our State, for the future outlook of mnt.erhl ad-
vancement. We ask Thee, in behall of its prosper-
ity, that Thou wilt bless Thy servant the Goveruor,
and pray that Thou wilt keep him in health and
strength; that Thou wilt bless all those who are
his advisers, and those who are the officers of
State ; that Thou wilt bless~these, Thy servants,
who are assemb ed in these halls dedicated for the
construction of just laws. We pray ‘Thee, Blessed
God, that Thou wilt be a terror to evil-doers, and a
praise to them that do well. We beseech Thee that
disloyalty may hide its face; that bere may be no
words that breathe of disrule or anarchy;
that here no hand may be extended to purchase
the honor of a single statesman in Thy presence;
and may patriotism, fidelity, truth and justice pre-
vail among all these the servants of the people.
God gra t to give to all in Thy presence continued
health and strength. May the angel of health pro-
side over the homes of thy servants and preservein
wéfl-being their wives and children. And now unto
Him who is able to do exceeding abuudantly, more
than we can ask or thimk, be praise forever and
ever. Amen.”

The Journal of yesterday was read, and after cor-

rection was approved.

By Mr. CorRCORAN—An Act entitled an Act to pro-
vide for a Board of Commissioners of Examining
Engineers. Committee on Judiciary.

By Mr. SAYLE—An Act to amend Sections 266, 267,
205 and 269 of the Political Code, in relation to com-
pensation of members, officers and employes of the
Legislature. Committee on Judiciary.

By M. Brooks-—An Act to declare valid writs,
processes ani certificates issued by the Superior
Courts of the State and the Clerks thereof, hefore
said Courts shall have been provided with seals.

CONSCIENCE MONEY.

By Mr. MaveELL—An Act authorizing the Treas-
urer of any county, city and couuty, city or town
in the State, to accept any money jmnwd by any
person to such eounty, city and county, city or town.

governing the fund to which the mouey is donated.

Sec. 2. This Act shall take effecl immediately.

Mr. MavBeLL—I move it be reierred to the San

Mr. Bravsuarr—I second the motion, und in ex-
planation I weald state that it has particular refer-
euce to San Francisco, and the gentieman who intro-
duced it desires that r-ference. It is to provide for
the distribution of.funds which may be paid into
the Treasury of the city and county of San Fran-
cizco by persons elected and pl by the platform
of a party.

House. It has no reference whatever to San Fran-
cis-o. I.1sa bill that is found on the statut: books
of nearly every State in the Uunion. There never
happens to have been one passed in ‘this State. That
bill provides that whenever any individual or corpo-
ration may make donations of money or property to
cities or towns, that the Treasurers shall have the
rizht to receive it, and if the donor wishes it to go
%o a pariicular fund he may so designate, and it must
be so appropriated, otherwise it goes to the school
fund. It hasno more reference to San Francisco,
or any matter in connection with San Francisco,
than any other part of the State, and 1 hope it will
be referred to the Committ.e on Judiciary.

The motion prevailed, and the bill went to the
Committee on Judiciary.

MORE BILLS.

By Mr. GRREN—An Act providing for the appoint-
ment of County Boards of Education, and defining
the duties thereof. [Provides that the County Su.

rintendent of Schools shall appoint a County

card of Education, subject to confirmation by the
Board of Supervisors, the number to correapopd
with the number of Supervisors. The County Su-
perintendent shall be ex-officio President of the
Board. Board to hold office for two years, unless
removed for cause  No person eligible unless he or
she is the holder of a first grade teacher’s certificate.
The duties of the Board shall be to examine teach-
ers, gives certificates, select text-books, provide a
course of studies, et>. Members of Board to re-
ceive 83 per day in addition to actual traveling ex-
penses. School teachers in each county shall each
receive $500 for their services, and if any balance is
left in the fund it shall be apportioned to the differ-
ent districts upon the average attendance.]

By Mr. MgCarTiy of San Franeisco—An Act to
pumish persons engaged in selling personal property
upon false representation. Committee on Judiciary.

Also, an Act to declare the soliciting of prostitu-
tio 1 publicly a misdemennor.

By Mr. BRAUNHART—AR Act to amend Section 243
of the Penal Code, relative to battery. [Makes bat-
tery pumshable by a fine of not exceeding $1,000, or
by imprisonment in the County Jail not exceeding
six months, but if committed on the wife of the as-
sailaut, to be punished by imprisonment in the State
Prison not less than one nor more than five years.]
Read and referred to the Committee on Judiciary.

WOMEN IN DIVES.

By Mr. BRAUNHART—An Act to amend Section 303
of the Penal Code, relating ‘to the sale of liquor by
women,

The bill was read. It made it a misdemeanor for
any person to employ women, other than the wife
and daughter of the proprietor, to sell liquors in
auy place connected with any theater, concert
room, dance hall, etc.

Mr. TyLer— 1 move that that bill berejected. I
will give you my reasons. That bill provides that
no female can be employed in any kind of an ar-
rangeneut of that kind—no play or anything of
that kind.

Mr. BRAUNHAKT—NO, Sir.

Mr. TyLer—We have an Act now providing that
no female shall be emploved in any of the places
designated after 6 o'clock in the evening, and it
seems to me that the rights and duties and privi-
leges of the female portion of the community are
restricted far enough. 1 do not believe in restrict-
ing them any further, and I do not believe there is
a half dozen men on this floor that are in favor of
restricting them any farther than they are now,
and 1 believe a large majority of us are in favor of
extending them a little more.

Mr. BRAUNHART—The gentleman is entirely mis-
taken in the object of the bill. The object of the
bill is simply to prevent these dives on the Barbary
Coast being kept open. They now permit them to
be kept open until 12 o’clock, and I wish to prevent
them from being kept open atall. It is only in-
tended to reach at these dives, and if the gentle-
man desires to have the bill rejected on that ac-
count, [ am perectly willing that the House be the
judge of it.

MISUNDERSTANDING.

Mr. Fox—I think this presents a fair illustration
of the benefit of reading a bill at length. Now the
author of the bill tells us that it means one thing ;
my colleague from Alameda and myself understand
it differently. 1f I understand that bill correctly by
hearing it read, i% will cut off the employment of
the actresses of the best theater in California.

Mr. BrauNaarT—I withdraw the bill.

Mr. La~e—I object.

Mr. TyLer—1 hope that unanimous consent will be
given.

Mr. Brauxnart—I hope the gentleman will not
place me in an improper position.

The Sreaker—The Clerk will return the bill.

Mr. LaNxe—I object.

Mr. TyLer—Then I insist upon the vote rejecting
the bill if objection is made.

Mr. BrivsnarT—I desire to state here before that
vote is taken that | see that the object of thisis to
place me in an improper light before the people of
this State.

The Speaker —The Chair will state that a majority
vote is necessary to withdraw a bill. The question
now is, Will the gentleman have leave to withdraw
the bill ? ;

Mr. Fox—I hope the gentleman will have leave.
He thinks I want to place him in a false pesition.
I stated what I understood to be the reading of the
bill. 1do not beheve he intended to do that. If I
misunderstood it 1 say that illustrates the utter use-
lessness of relying on a reading from the desk and
the advantage of relying upon our own reading. If
we are wrong 1n it, why the bill may be all right.
1do not want to deny him the privilege of putting
himseif right.

The motion prevailed, and the bill was with-
drawn.

RESOLUTIONS.

Mr. Savue offered a joint rcsolution relating to
pre-emption and homestead claims. The long pi
amble set forth that many citizens had proved the
mineral off their lands, and that now the Commis-
sioner of the General Land Office had issued an
order directing the officers of the several District
Land Offices to require further proofs. The resolu-
tion is as follows :

Resolved, by the Senate and Assembly of the
State of California, That our Senators in Congress be
instructed and our Representatives required Lo urge
by all honorable means to have the order of the said
honorable Commuissioner recalled or rescinded, so far
as the same relates to our said citizens who have
heretofore made prooi and payment for the said
land through the office of District "and Offices hav-
ing the disposal of the same ; and further, that the
Governor be requested to forward a copy of these
resolutions to our Senators and members of Con-
gress. Referred to the Committee on Public Lands.

By Mr. BravNiuart—Resolved, That House bills
Nos. 4, 5 and 10 be refeired to the Committee on
Chinese Imuiigration.  Adopted.

By Mr. Bravsuarr—Resolved, That Assembly
Bill No. 3 be referred to the Committee on Capital
and Labor.

Mr. Fox— That bill is not in the possession of the
House. It is in the possession of the Judiciary
Committee.

Mr. BravsaarT—I desire to take it from the Ju-
diciary Committee.

Mr. Tyu-r—I rise to a point of order ; that when
a bill has been referred, no such resolution isin
order. I think the only way we can get it back is to
wait until the committee report it back.

The SpEakER—The Speaker will rule that the
committee have fifteen daysin which to report on
a bill that has been referred.

Mr. TyLer—I want to call your attention to the
fact that a motion of this House to refer to the Ju-
diciary Committez, or any other committee, is like
any other motion, and can only be reached by re-
consideration upon notice given at the time by a
man who voted in the atfirmative.

Mr. BRAUNHART— The gentleman assumes a very
strange attitude.. Under the general head of mo-
tions and resolutions I can offér this resolutiun,
and it can be taken from the Judiciary Committee
by a majority vote.

Mr. TyuLer— There has been no such committee as
Capital and Labor appointed by the Chair.

The SPEAKER—A motion is made to refer that hill
to the Committee on Labor and Capital, and the bill
is referred to the Committee on Judiciary. The
Chair will hold that in order to do that there will
have to be a resolution adopted withdrawing the
bill from the Committee on Judiciary and referring
it to the other committee. It will require a major-
ity vote to do so.

Mr. Bravnuart changed his resolution to read as
follows :

Resolved, That Assembly Bill No. 3 be withdrawn
from the Committee on Judiciary and referred to
the Committee on Labor and Capital.

Mr. Tyuer—I call for the reading of the bill.

RIGUT-HOUR LAW.

Mr. BrausHART--I wish to state thatthe tiile of
this bill is for the protection of laborers on public
works, and it establishes the eight hour-law ; pro-
vides what amount shall be received by laborers on
public works—ssmething that it is eminently proper
should be referred to the Committee on Labor and
Capital.

Mr. TyL k—I have had the exquisite pleasure of
reading the bill, and it seems to me that it is in the
exact place it ought to be—the Committee on Judict-

ciary. It provides—
Mr. BravsaArT—I rise 0 a point of order. The
merits of the bill are not up for discussion. The

motion is simply for referefice.

The SrEakerR—The gentleman is in order.

Mr. TyLer—1 was aware o the fact, but the gen-
tleman don’t seem to aware of it. 1 do not
propose to discuss the merits of the bill. I am
simply letting the House know what the bill is.
Now, if this bill was passed into a law and a flood
should come here and begin to tear away the sur-
roundings of this city, and the water was likely to
come in, every man would be guilty of offense that
would work vver eight hours a day, or that propor-
tion. That shows simply the absurdity of such a
thing as that and I hope the bill will remain where
it is. If it i5 a proper bill to become a law, they will
refer it back with or without recommendation and
it can be referred to the Committee ou Capital and
Labor. It scems to me now to be a little urte-
ous to the Committee on Judiciary, after having sent
it to them, to withdraw it before they have time to
examine it.

SHARP CUTS.

Mr. Mavssur—I am perfectly satisfied, for the
Republican party of this State, represented in_this
chamber, to put itself upon record against a eight-
hour law, and also in opposition to the people, or
in opposition to the expressed sentiment laid down
in the Constitution adopted by a majority of the
people of this State.

Mr. Tyrer—I was not aware that there was any
representatives of the Republican party on this
floor. 1 thought we all came here as representatives
of the people. It seems now that 1 am en,
and that the gentlemen themselves understand that
they are here to represent a mere political party. If
they wish to put themselves in that positio , put
themseives on record. 1 represent no political
party. I represent, in part—the whole people of
California.

The resolution was lost.

ADJOURNMENT.

Mr. Tyuer—I hope this House will remain in ses-
sion as long as it intends to to day, without recess,
and 4hen adjourn over until Monday. It is well
known that the Judiciary Committee and other
committees have a large amount of work before
them. The Speaker will not appoint the commit-
tees until Mounday, and I think we might adjourn
at 2 o’¢dlock, and not meet this afternoon.

Mr. MERRY— ] move to adjourn.

Lost by a vote 0f 20 ayes to 40 noes.

Mr. Triee—I move that when this Fouse ad-
journs it adjourns to meet on Monday at 10 A. M.

By Mr. Frasea— Resolved, That the Sergeant-at-
Arms be empowered 1o employ a man to repair the
flagstaff of the Capitol and raise the flag esch day.

Mr. FisLaYsos—I think that belongs to the Sec-
retary of State.

The resolution was lost. 3

Mr. McCarTHY, of San Francisco—Resolved, That
the Sergeant-at-Arms of the House be lut.hqnxed
to supply each newspaper representatives baving a
seat on the floor of the Assembly with stationery,
the value of which shall not exceed $12 50, the
same to beé pald out of the approoriation for the
coptingent expenses of the Assembly.

The SPEAKER put the question and promptly de-
clared it lost. A division was demanded by several
members but not recogrized by the Chair,

By Mr. Brooks—Resolved, That the Sergeant-at-

Mr. TyLER—I move that it be indefinitely post-
poned.

The motion prevalled.

THE BURLINGAME TREATY.

By Mr. McCarTny, of San Francisco—Be it re-
solved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring,
That our Senators and Kepresentatives in Congress
be requested to urge by all cousistent meauns the ab-
rogation of the Burlingame Treaty now existing be-
tween the United States and the goverment of the
Chinese Empire.

Resolved, That they direct the aitention of the
President and his Cabinet to the almost unanimous
vote of the citizens of California against the further
immigra‘ion of Chinese, at the general election beld
September 3, 1879, as an expression of the people
irrespective of party.

Kesolved, That these resolutions be telegraphed to
our Senators and Representatives at Washington.

Mr. Carr, of Sacramento—I do not understand
that a majority of this Assembly, or that a maj r-
ity of the people of this State, have ever desired the
abrogation of the whole of the Burlingame Treaty.
We do desire the abrogation of a part of it, and I
+m willing to recommend to the President thata
portion of that treaty be abrogated, but I am not
ready to vote that the whole of that treaty be ab-
rogated, consequently 1 shall vote against the reso-
lution,

Mr. Fox—My objection to the resolution is not to
the spirit or intent of it, but only to the necessity
of it. It seems to me, Mr. Speaker, that a
larger body than this Assembly, to wit, the people
of California, have already spoken to the Congress
of the United States in tones that reverberate from
one ocean to the other,and that the Governor of
this State, in obedience to the commands of the
Legisiature, has already informed the President of
the United Statesof the result of that yoice. Al-
most the unanimous vote of this State has been
polled in favor of the principles presented in the
resolution, and under the command of the law by
which the question was submitted to the people the
Governor has already informed the official authori-
ties of the result, It seems to me, therefore, that
there is no necessity for repeating that information
from this lesser body and adding to the expense.

Mr. McCarTHY of San Francisco—Believing the
resolutions are not exactly in the form they ought
to be, I ask leave to withdraw them. ;

Granted.

- CHAIRS.

By Mr. CorcorAN— Resolved, That the Sergeant-
at-Arms be and is hereby anthorized to purchase
cane bottom rotating chairs for those members of
the Assembly who may desire them for use during
the session, and thst the same be paid for out of the
appropriation for the contingent expenses of the
Assembly.

On motion of Mr. Du Brurz, it was indefinitely
postponed.

QUESTIONS OF PRIVILEGE.

Mr. Fox—In justice to my friend from San Fran-
cisco (Mr. Braunhart) I rise to a question of priv-
ilege. I have, at his request, examined the bill
which he presented, and I now say that it has not
the scope that I supposed it had, from the reading at
the desk, toprevent the employment of females in
theaters. I think the bill ought to be somewhat
modified, however.

Mr. BRAUNHART—I thank the gentleman, and I
desire to riseto a question of privilege. It hasbeen
charged here that a certain bill meant a certain
thing, and now it will be seen of what particular
value the opinions of the gentleman from Alameda
are.

The SreAKER —The gentleman will come to order.

Mr Tyier—I rise to a question of rrivilege. 1
had no means of knowing what the bill meant any
more than the other gentleman. 1 understood it t)
bave the same scope that he did. ~ Why should the
gentleman make any allusion of that kind to me and
not the other? It simply shows the capacity of some
peaple. [Laughter.]

The SpEAKER—The Chair will state to the House
that all references by members to each other is en-
tirely unparliamentary and out of order. If we do
no¢ stop it here we will get into confusion. The
Chair will promptly stop it in future.

Mr. CoLEMAN—I move that we now adjourn. Lost.

Mr. BravsHART—I move that we take a recess
until 2 o'clock. Lost.

GENERAL FILE.

The Assemby then took up the general file of
the day, as follows:

Assembly Bill No. 1—An Act to repeal an Act
entitled ‘“An Act to authorize the city and
county of San Francisco to provide and maintain
publi¢ water-works for said city and county, and to
condemn and purchase private property for that
purpose,” approved March 27, 1876. (By Mr. Fox).

The Clerk read the bill by sections, and each sec-
tion was adopted.

The question was on the final passage of the bill.

THE WATER BILL.

Mr, May—Mr. Speaker, I desire, particularly for
the benefit of the members who do not reside in
San Francisco, to say a few words in explanation of
this bill. At a former Legislature an Act was
passed, and became a law, giving to San Francisco
the right to condemn three several water properties—
the Laguna de Ja Merced, the Spring Valley Water
Company’s works, and the Water-works of San
Mateo. Soon after the passage of the Act there
arose in San Francisco such a storm of popular in-
dignation against the scheme, that the officer whose_
duty it was to execute the law by the appoint-
ment of Commissioners under the Act refrained
from doing so. It has passed on for a term of years,
and no officers of that city and county have ever
dared to face the people and undertake to enforee
that Act. The gentleman from Alameda who was
upon the floor a few moments ago said that he rep-
resented the people. Well, I do also, partly, and
vet I am a Republican. At the last canvass in San
Francisco, although I live in a district where I be-
lieve I received a majority of 2,700, and I think ran
behind my colleagues, I am sure that I would have
been overwhelmingly defeated if I had not pledged
myself to the people that I would vote for the re-
peal of

THIS INPAMOUS LAW
There is but one sentiment in San Francisco on this
question, and the demand is far and wide over the
city to repeal it at the earliest possible moment.
You gentlemen have noticed spread upon the pages
of the press within the last few days that the new
Board of Supervisors that have just taken their
seats have, to the astonishment of everybedy, un-
dertaken to galvanize this piece of corruption into
life again. It has been dead for years and should
have been buried, but some mysterious galvanic
battery has been applied to it, 1 will not undertake
to define how, and it has risen again into life. A
Commission has been appoinied to estimate the
value—not all the property that the bili covers, the
total properties of Lake Merced, the Spring Valley
and the San Mateo Water Works—but only of the
ove pool of water calied Lake Merced. It is matter
of history within my recoliection, and I doubt not
it may be within the recollection of other gentle-
men on this floor, that the managers of this prop-
erty of Lake Merced offered it to the manipulators
of the Demoeratic party of San Francisco within
the last four or five years for §75,000, and it was re-
fused. Now, the Commissioners appointed to make
a report say that San Francisco shall buv that prop.
erty and pay for it one mllilion and a half of dollars.
Chat is all! " Just a million and a half !
VERY SWEET, THAT IS.

Sugar enough to go round in that! A million and
a half—that’'s all! From 875,000 up to £1,500,000 ;
and these men sit there and undertake to say that
San Francisco, whether she wants it or not, shall
have it at that price. I know what you all think
of that. It may be a new sort of operation tosome
of you, but it is not new to some of us; we have
seen such things before, and it is not unlikely that
we may have to see them again. But I have not
the slightest doubt that this Assembly will, with
exceeding unanimity, say that this steal shali be
stopped now and here. Under this Rogzers Act the
gentieman who owned that property was authorized
to appoint three commissioners to represent him.
He appointed three. He took one of the eonstitu-
ents of my friend from Santa Cr.oz. He took three
gentlemen—all honorable gentlemen—and the three
have been sitting. They have been incubating.
The city was authorized under the Act fo appoint
three: Commissioners to offset the three ap-
pointed by the gentleman who claims to own
Lake Merced. It is not necessary for me to go into
details, but simply to say that by hook and by
erook two men have been enabled to claim seme
sort of authority to sit on that Board to represent
San Francisco. The third position has gone beg-

ing. A gentleman by the name of Crowley,

nown to myself and you perhaps, was honored
with the appolatment, and he very respectfully de-
clined. Then requisition was made upon the Demo-
cratic party fora man, and a very hono-able and
very high-toned gentleman, Mr. Wm. T. Coleman,
received the appointment torepresent San Francisco
and sit upon that Board, and he indigoantly
spurned the offer, and said he was not yet
prepared to engage in any such operation. Any one

. who knows Wm. I'. Coleman, would have known that

that would have been just what he would have said.
It was like him ; a photograph of the man. Then
San Francisco had upon that Board, or pretended
Board, but two representatives. The thing was to
be made right, and three of them being all on one
side and the three others, perhaps, all on the other
side, the Rogers Act provides that the County Judge
of San Franeisco should appoint the seventh and he
should s:t as umpire. He appointed a man and he
sat and he signed a verdict that San Francisco should
buy that pool 6f water in which fish will not die—
the water is good enough for fish to live in it—they
do not die in it unless they are ciught. He signed
an award, within the last two days, for $1,500,000,
As a signatur: upon that award, the only solitary
man on it to give a verdict against San Francisco,
was Dr. Mears, of San Francisco. Not another maun.
There you have an award against San Francisco for
a million and a half of dollars, and the only signa-
ture upon it and the only one to bind her to it as
representing San Francisco, is Dr. Mears of ;that
city. There is the plain unvarnished tale, Mr.
Speaker and gentlemen of the Assembly, and I will
not demand your attention longer, for you know the
whole of it. ~ I thank you and beg heaitily that you
may vote to repeal that Act.
A CONSTITUTIONAL QUESTION.

Mr. Astaoxy—I am very glad that the gentleman
from San Francisco has given us some light upon
this first act of ours as legislators. For the first
time we are called upon to pass alaw. Well, now,
so far as this question is concerned, it immediately
interests San Francisco locally. It certainly is sec-
tional. Thewhole peopleof the State sympathize with
San Francisco. Jt is our great commercial center.
Without going to speak in reference to that Com-
miesion or any other steps that have been taken
under this Rogers Act, we must bear in mind that
it is nearly four years old. There has one Legisla-
ture intervened since this Act was passed that we
are now called upon to repeal. Why wasn't it re-
pealed then ? 1ask that question. Why wasn't it
repealed two years ago? Then they had a Constitu-
tion under which local or sectional legislation was
allowed. I learn, however, that it was not done.
Probably it ought to be done now. I know nothing
to the contrary. I believe, from the iuformation I
have got, that the San Francisco delegation area
unit for repealing that Act. But have not some
rights accrued already? I listened to hea a report
from the Committee on Judiciary. Here we have
this bill that was referred to that committee, but I
have not heard any report on the law question m
this matter. Itis

THE LAW QUESTION

That bothers me. One of the gentlemen from San
Francisen said that a portion of this Legislature was
constitutional lawyers, and that they cousidered
every other mau trying to violate the new Constitu-
tion. 8o faraeam eoncerned Iam here profess-
ing to understand somethirg of the new Coustitu-
tion in my humble way. * A d now I call attention,
Mr. Speaker, to two of the prohibition ciauses of the
Constitution against special legislation, and if this
is clearly against the Constitution, why 1 must vote
againstit. 1f it is not, I will vote for this bill. But
nere, for the first tixe, I think we should take time
and settle this question as to'what is admiss.ble for
us w pass in the shape of a law. Now I read the
sixteenth prohibition as laid upon the Legisiature,
It shall not_pass local or special laws * releasing
ot~ exiinguishivg, in whole or in part, the in-
debtedness, liability or obligation of any corpo-
ration or person to this State or 1o any wunici

corporation therein.” I would like to know whe

¢his bill comes under that. Further, the ninétesuth

prohibition, * granting to any corporation, associa-
tion or individual any special or exclusive right,

rivilege or immunity.” If the repealing of this

ill grants to San Francisco any particular privi-
lege as against the Roien Act or any action that
may have been taken by that Commission to con-
demn Lake Merced, I pretend to say that if it is a re-
lief to San Francisco as against any person or ipdi-
vidual, it strik- s me that it is clearly uuconstitu-
tional. It strikes me it is prohibited here now.

FOR THE COURTS TO SEITLE.

My county has special laws for roads and for salaries
of officers, and for almost everything, and they must
run on until we can reach them by a general law.
It strikes jue that is the intention of the new Con-
stitution, and that we have a right to repeal any law
that may refer to my county or any county that will
conflict with any rights that have been granted to
the people, or to a person er corporation. That 18
the idea I have of this matter, and 1 would llke to
have some light on the matter.

Mr. MavseuL—I will state why I shall favor the
repeal of the Rogers A-t. Ihave read that Act
and I am in favor of repealing it because I believe
it must have been written by a corporation atlorney
in favor of a corporation. 1 believe it is dog eat
dog. I believe that it 1s Lake Merced against
Spring Valley, and Sp-ing Valley against Lake Mer-
ced, and that when rogues fall out honest men get
their dues. But behind this Act of repeal may be a
black cloud of eorruption Probably upon the de-
struction of a lesser cvil it may be sought to build
up a greater one; but the majority of the San
Francisco delegation will be at all times ready to
vote to repeal a corp ration Act, and they will also
be at all times in favor of fighting the substitution
of anything in the shape of a corporation Act. That
is why I shall favor the repeal.

Mr. Du Brutz was perfectly willing and anxious
to favor any bill that was in the interest of the peo-
ple most concerned. If the bill would be to the
advantage of San Francisco he wanted to have it
passed. But he would like to know if the repealing
of this Act, in preventing San Franciseo from pur-

he feared that this Act mght saddle that ny
upon the aity. He would like t0 hear something
more upon that point.

Mr. Harpy of San Francisco favored the repeal,
and gave as his reasons that there was an attempt
to condem and purchase Lake Merced, a pond near
the ocean beach, which would not supply more
than one-quarter of the water demanded by San
Francisco, and which was not" connected with that
city by malns. He slaborated his reasons at length.

Mr. MexRry felt that he would be derelict in the
duty which he owed to his constituents, the people
of the city and county of San Francisco, if he failed
to raise his voice in behalf of this bill and to ask for
its pusage In doing 8o he would answer the ques-
tion of the gentleman from Santa Cruz, as to why
this Rogers Act had not been repealed before. It
was because it bad been ascertained by the opinion
of the Supreme Court that the Commission would
only have power to condemn water or water rights
on the peninsula of San Francisco.

Mr. LANE said that he was the only member of the
San Francisco delegation who had voted

AGAINST THE BILL,

He voted that way on the ground that it was not
right to push any bill through so quick. It had been
stated that San Francisco was in danger, and that it
was necessary to pass this bill so quick because this
Commission had met. He believed that if the Com-
missioners had not condemned the property the bill
would have been brought up anyway,

Mr. TyLeEr favored the repea. of the bill because
he had some property interest in San Francisco
He went back to the pag-age of the Act and recited
the action taken under it since He did not believe
the city of San Francisco could be made to pay the
award, but the passage of this bill would save the
city from much expensive litigation. As to its being
contrary to the Constitution, that was mere sham.
The sections alluded to had nothing to do with it.

Mr. SiNox favored the passage of the bill because
the people of San Francisco wanted it passed. That
was enough for him.

Mr. McDapk favored the repeal of the Rogers Act
because it gave too much power to one man, and be-
cause the people of San Francisco wanted it re-
pealed

IN DOUBT.

Mr. Carr of Yuba was in great doubt about the
propriety of passing the bill, as he had never yet
been able to find out what it was San Francisco
wanted on the water question. The press of that
city never agreed on it, and he could not decide.

Mr. FiNraysox favored the passage of the bill
He recited, at some length, the course of the pre.
ceedings under the Rogers Act, and took the same
gronnJ as Mr. May.

Mr. BrausnArT favored the passage of the bill
because it was universally demanded by the people
of San Francisco. The Workingmen of San Fran-
cisco had not been pledged to the repeal of the
Rogers Act as the Republicans had, but they de-
sired to carry out the wishes of the people of San
Francisco. The sentiment there was universal in
favor of the repeal. No doubt this bill did please
the Spring Valley. It was a case of dog eatdog, as
his colleague had said. It was a contest between
the houses of Montagu= and Capulet, and he said:

A PLAGUE ON BOTH YOUR HOUBES.

He knew perfectly well why Spring Valley desired
the repeal of the Rogers Act, but San Francisco id
not want this pond of water called Lake Merced.
ﬁ:’. CARR of Yuba—I move we adjourn.
t

Mr. Den Vauug favored the passage of the bill be-
cause it was universally d ded by the people of
San Francisco.

Mr. Garpey favored the bill because the people of
San Frarcisco desired it, and for no other reason.

Mr. Mclxrosi did not see the use in taking up all
this time in talking about it. He hoped they would
let Mr. Fox close the debate and take a vote.

Mr. McCaLuiox hoped the bill would pass unani-
mously. He was in favor of it because San Francisco
wanted it. v

Mr. McGuirk felt that the people of San Francisco
wanted the Rogers Act repealed, and that it was his
duty to vote for it.

Mr. Cook was not yet datermined and wanted to
hear from Mr. Fox, the author of the bill, as to what
condition the repeal of this Act would leave San
Francisco in.

THE AUTHOR'S REMARKS.

Mr. Fox—Mr. Speaker, I feel some interest in the
passage of the bill before the House, and I will en-
deavor before I sit down to explain to the members
of the House what it is that we are trying to repeal
and what will be its effect. But before I euter upon
that explanation I feel that in justice to myseif I
should put myself on a fair footing and understand-

ing with the Assembly and with its mem-
bers. Much of the discussion that has
been bad here would lead one to suppose

that the Spring Valley Water Works was repre-
sented, or has a representative upon this floor,
secking to accomplish some purpose for itself. Hav-
ing been, perhaps for a longer period than any other
one mau has ever served one client, the attorney of
that corporation, I could not but believe that the
allusions were to myself. That I was upon this
floor, the author of this bill, representing the Spring
Valley Water Works. Now, I want to say, and I be-
lieve those members of this Assembly who have known
me formany years—and thank God there are some of
them here who have known me for some time—that I
am not upon this floor the attorney of the Spring
Valley Water Works. I am a lawyer, it is true. I
have been the official attorney of that corporation
for eighteen years. I am its attorney to-day, in the
Courts of this State, but, sir, I have ne.er been its
attorney in any legislative or political matter. It
has no attorney in me in the matter of legislation.
My allegiance as a legislator is to the people of Cal-
ifornia and to no other corporation on the face of the
earth. I would hide my head in shame if 1 could
accept a place to legislate my claims or my cl'ents’
claims through the Courts.

1 DESPISE THE LAWYER

Who will ever go into a legislative body to legislate
his own claims through the Courts, or those of his
clients I wish it distinctly understood that I stand
here as the representative of the people. They ars
my clients first, last and all the time, when we come
to make laws ; when we come into the other branch
of the government to interpret laws and find out the
rights of individuals, whether those individuals be
natural born persons or artificial ones, there I ap-
pear and speak for my clients. But here we are
making laws. So much for my personal relation
or position. Now, I have been asked a dozen
times since I introduced this bill, “ What did you,
the attorney of the Spring Valley Watér Works, in-
troduce this bill for?” The attorney of the Spring
Valley Water Works did not introduce it. The As-
semblyman from Alameda introduced it. It was
the Assemblyman from Alameda introduced the
bill, and nobody’s attorney. Why, then, did the
Assemblyman from Alameda introduce a bill
in reference to San Francisco? Because, thodgh
he resides in Alameda and was elected from
that county, he is a taxpayer of San
Francisco ; second, because his own immediate
comstituents who elected him to this Assembly pay
almost one-quarter of all the taxes in the cityand
county of San Francisco; third, because he saw
the danger of delay in repealing this bill and the
necessity of early action. Mr. Fox then proceeded
at considerable length to give a complete history of
the Rogers Act and all that had been done under
it, elaborating what had been sketched by Mr. May.
The Act would have been repealed, he said, by the
Constitution on the 1st of July, but there was
danger to San Francisco in the meantime, and he
did not believe the city could be made to pav the
award, but it could be annoyed by expensive litiga-
tion. E00
PASSAGE OF THR FIRST BILL.

On the passage of the bill the roll was called, and
there was only one vote in the negative—Mr. Lane,
of San Fraricisco—the vote standing, ayes 71, poes 1.
