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" STORM IN OREGOR.

Most Disastrous Hurricane Ever
Known in that State.

A NEVER-T0-BE-FORGOTTEN SCENE

Houses Unroofed, Trees Prcstrated
and Fences Blown Down.

THE FRIGHTFUL VELOCITY OF THE WI(KD.

Immenee Damage to Property and Some
Loss of Life.

PorTLAND (Or.), Janusiry 13th.—The most violent
storm of wind which has vigited this region since its
occupation by white men cccurred on Friday, the
oth instant, between the hours of 11 A. M. and 2:30
p. M., raging with the greatest force at about 2
o'clock. Not even among the traditions of the
native Indian inhabitants of the country is there a
record of a tempest 80 wild amnd furious in its
aspe t, or so 4

DISASTROUS AND TERRIBLE
In its rcsults. The morning was unusually mild for

the season till near 10 o'clock, wher a breeze sprang
up from the southeast. It soon became a gale, an:
av 11 o'clock increased to a storm, sweeping in a gen-
eral direct course, but exhibiting whirls and eddies
similar to the irregzular movements of impetuous
torrents of water,

In half av hour the greater part of the male pop-
ulation of the city were on the streets, busily en-
fm.'ed in the work of protecting property, and view-

pg with fearful anxiety the terrors of thc mad
scene.

By 12 o'clock the wind had reached a velocity of
about fifty miles an hour, with occasional spurts at
the extraordinary rate of sixty mles.

The scene at this time and for the succeeding two
bours was terrible. - The creaking of signs and
buildings, the crash of falling awnings, the rum-
bling of tin roofs, the whistling chimes of the elec-
tric wires, and above all, and louder than all, the
fierce

RAGE AND ROAR OF THE TORNADO,

United in a fearful and terrifying chorus. Men hur-
ried hither and thither, eager, uncertain and fear-
ful. Women, with white, scared faces, peered from
the windows of their homes, dreading to remain,
yet knowing not where to fly for safety. Little chil-
dren from the schools, which were soon dismissed,
ran homeward with frightened haste. Horses
snorted in helpless fear, and even the dogs were af-
fected with the universal terror.

The Signal Office reports that the wind increased
from an ordinary velocity of four or five miles per
hour, to the rate of thirty-nine miles per hour m
less than fifteen mivutes. Its direction at the com-
mencement of the storm was from the southeast,
but later it veered and came with less force directly
from the south. But little rain accompanied the
storm, though black and darkening clouds rolled
overherhead during its entire progress.

THE DAMAGE TO PROPERTY

In this city wiill not fall short of §75,000.
the gale the steeple of the First Presbyterian Church
was prostrated, seven small houses were blown
down, many roofs of large biick buildings were
ripped off by the violence of the gale, including the
roof of the Court-house and a part ot the
New Market Theater. A number of roofs of smaller
buildings and dwelling-houses were torn off. Hun-
dreds of signs were detached from their fastenings
aud carricd away, and many awnings prostrated.
The Willamette river was rougher than ever known
before, buc fortunately littie damage resulted to
boats and shipping. 'I'nere were but few buildings
in the vity which entirely escapedsthe fury of the
storm, either in the way of smashed windows or
damaged corni es.

INJURED AND KILLED,

While the gale was at its hight Bremen Hall, o
large two-story wooden building, was prostrated.
Four men were caught under the ruins. Two es-
mijcd with but slight injuries, the third (Jack
O’'Donnell) sustained very severe wounds, and the
fourth (Harry P. Hinrich) was instantly killed by
falling timbers.

An alarm of fire was sounded whiie the gale was
at its hight, which added to the general terror of the
scene. However, the alarm proved false.

A man named David Worton, in- East Portland,
was struck with a piece of loose timber en the
head and very seriously injured.

In East Portland the new Catholic Church was
prostrated and reduced to & complete wreck. A
number of buildings in the samne plac: were pros-
trated or unroofed.

UP THE VALLEY,

Reports from various poiuts up the valley indi-
cate that the storm has raged with great violence.

Intelligence from various points from Roseburg
to many miles north of the Columbia river, and be-
tween the Cascade Mountains and the Pacific Ucean,
state in each instance that its force was unprece-
dented.

The ecollection of news has been greatly embar-
rassed and delayed by the prostration of the tel-
egraph lines leading from this city, and the impas-
sable ¢ondition of the railroads and highways, and
many localities are not represented because commu-
nication of any kind is simply impossible.

The storm has played sad havoc with the timber
in many parts of the valley. Millions of trees have
gone d..wn before the fierce blast.

UNIVERSAL HAVOC,

Later reports from the iunterior state that the
storm has done much damage in the prostration of
fences and barns. The telegraphlizes in every di-
rection have been prostrated. Some of the lines of
the Oregon Steam- Navigation Company between
here and the Dalles were buried under a mass of
fallen timber so deep that new lines will have to be
constructed.

News from up the Columbia states that the storm
raged with varying violence East of the Cascade
Mountains.

At Umatilla much damagé was done. The gale
attained for a short time the velocity of eighty miles
per hour. A number of houses were blowa down.

leports from various sections 'of Eastern Oregon
and Washington are not received. It is believed
that the storm did not rage with the same general
fury as in Westen- Oregon. The Dalles escaped
with but jttle damage.

So far as known there has been but little loss of
life from the storm.

Great numbers of cattle are reported killed from
falling barns and trees.

The wind-storm did not visit the western part of
Washing on Territory as violently as other sections.
Very little damuge is reported from there.

Uwing to the heavy snow and land-slides on the
Northern Pacific Railroad, trains have been delayed
for the past three days, but throagh connections
were made to-day.

Two men named Mason and Kandle are reported
to have frozen to death Saturday night near Young
Station, on the Northern Pacific Railroad. The
bodies of both men were found near the track.

QUTSIDE THE STATE.

At La Center, W. T., a large tree was blown
azainst a school-house, demolishing it. Twenty
children were in the building at the time. A son
and daughter of Yobn W, Bartlgtt were instantly
killed, aund another daughter dangerously injured.
Three other children were slightly iujured.

The steamer Elder had arough passage up, but
crossed the bar and was safely anchored ten miles
up the river when the gale commenced.

The river steamer Dixie Thompson, caught by the
storm, lost her rudder and was tossed about for an
hour twelve miles above Astoria. She was rescued
by the Elder without much damage.

No damage to shippiog at Astoria.

At Vancouver considerable damage is reported.
Several houses at the Garrison were prostrated, but
no lives we ¢ lost,

Much damage was done at Salem. A portion of
the roof of the State House was torn up; also the
Academy of the Sacred He yt. As the wind storm
was followed by & beavy ruin ani snew, these build-
ings sustained great damage from l.akage,

VIOLENCE OF THE STORM.

On Friday the barometer was the lowest (28 556)
at 1:20 p. M.; at 1:30 p. M., 22.559. The lowest the
barometer had reacied in Portland since the Signal
Service office was established until this storm was
20 085.
