Ai-v-fA,January 17th.—Both houses met at 9

o'clock, according to adjournment, and after reading

the journals took a recess until 1 o'clock.^

cation to Congress fir aid in repelling attempts,

under decisions of the Supreme Court, to drive this
body from the State House.

George F. Hillof Coriuthia said: We stand to-
ay in a very critical condition. The clergy, the

money power and Courts are against us. He be-
lieved some measures should be adopted fjrthe sub-
mission of further questions to the Courts, giving a
fair statement of the case, and he hoped some mem-
ber would suggest means A'hcreby this might be

effected. He noticed that several members who yes-
terday expressed their willingness to shed their last
drop of blood in defending our rights were absent
to-day. [Applause raid laughter.] But he believed
there were sensible men enough left to treat this
question with the gravity itdeserved.
• Ingalls, of Wiscasset, offered a jointorder for the
appointment of a committee of five, to be joined by

such as theSenate may see fit,to take into corsddcra-
tion the situation of affairs and report to the House

the best method of procedure. The Supreme Court

has decided ona set of questions, submitted by an-
other and irregular body, that this body was not le-

gally constituted. He thought a statement of the

case might bo submitted. We want peace, but we
want our rights. Let us consult together as men
knowing our rights and determined to maintain
them.

Knowies, of Naples, said he believed the decision
of the Court was a partisan one, but he did not want

to resist by force. There were other and peaceable
means of meeting this crisis.

Benner, of Woldero, said his position was the

same as Hill's, and he heartily indorsed his remarks.
Bradbury, of Norway, said : We are here legally

and lawfully,but are inperilous times, and should
act with caution. It was the part of a wise and

brave man tosubmit to the inevitable. Ifthe Court
has been used as an instrument to deprive us of our
rights, itis a crime not for us to stand as holies^
men. Revolution has come by the action of the
Court. Against this Court we have no appeal ex-
cept to the people. Let us go back to them. The
ballot-box is still left tous. To that we must ap-
peal.

He heartily approved the proposed order, and
hoped it would pass.

Robinson, ifThoiuastoD, also favored the passage

of the-order.
Cushman, of Sherman, still advocated a resort to

Congress.
Perry, of Camden, favored the order in a speech

of some length. Perry's 6|>ceeh was greeted with
applause, mingled with hisses, from the rear of the

Bradbury, ofNorway, protested against hisses as

abreach of decorum, and hoped for the good name
of the State that the sound would never be heard
here again.

If
you are the lawful Governor, you can easily relieve
all embarrassment by affordingme an authoritative
decision of the Court, to which Iam and always
have been ready toyield prompt obedience. Ican-
not but add that courtesy and the custom of the
service, to say nothing of the grave complication of
the present situation, give me the right to expect

REPUBLICAN HOUSE.
Boston, January 17th.— A Herald's Augusta spe-

cial says : The Republican House was called to or-
dor at '2:1<1 by Speaker Weeks, and prayer offered.
Representatives' Hall was packed withmen, every

inch of space surrounding the seats being occupied
by standing men, while the galleries were a solid

mass of human beings. The taking up of passes at
the outer doors was abandoned at this time. Police
are being removed to tbe foot of the stair-cases and
the doors of the two houses. Just as the prayer was
ended Blame came upon the floor of the House, and
was received with the utmost enthusiasm, men get-
tingup*n chairs and desks, ai.d waving hats and
handkerchiefs, while they rent the air with cheers
and shouts. Business was entirely suspended for a
few minutes, and it was some time before anything
likeorder could be restored. Lot Morrill and Eu-
gene Hale [fallowed Blame, and received a greeting
scarcely less cordial, though not so loud. The Re-
publican members were all present witha few ex
captions.

Knowles of Bradford, and Temple of Edingn.to

Fusion members, came in and took the seats they

bad occupied in the first House, and were greeted
with applause.

The reading of the House journal concluded, on
motion, the Speaker appointed fourteen members,
withsuch of the Senate as may join,a Committee
on Gubernatorial Votes.

Knowles of Bradford wished to he excused, and

Cutler of Bangor was appointed inhis place.
The rules uflast year were adopted. Also ordered

that the House bold one session daily, beginning at
10 A,. M.

ized, and if denied access to the State House, has
clearly the right to meet and hold its sessions else-

where.

There is considerable opposition to allowing the

Fusion Legislature to meet in the State House to-

morrow afternoon.

The Cloverdale Reveille says that quite
an excitement is just now shaking up the
inhabitants of Hoplaud and country over
the recent discovery of gold in paying
quantities in that vicinity; that prospect-
ing is livelyand flumes are being put in;
that dirtin many places yields from two
to fifteen cents to the pan, and that one
wagon load of dirt which was washed
yielded in the close neighborhood of $5 of
the precious metal.

On Tuesday last the Indians of Jackson

(Amador) and vicinity mustered, to the
number of between twenty and thirty,for
their annual migration to Jackson valley,
They generally go there once a year to
hunt rabbits and other game, and stay
usually from two to three weeks. As they
filed away to the hunting ground they
formed a grotesque picture. They were of
allages, anil of both sexes, and dressed in
every style of superannuated costume.
The majority had to foot it;but a few
were mounted. Amidthe yelping of the
dogs, and the yellingof the papooses they
moved like the fragment of a demoralized
army, their tattered garments flapping in
the breeze, and keeping time to the sighing
of the wind among the trees.

low. He started, in company with Miss
Minnie Neighbor, eldest daughter of Jacob
Neighbor, from her father's house, near
Mountain Pass, on a buckboard, to go to
Chinese Camp.

Harlow drew heavily on the reins, break-
ing the bit. The horse started at full
speed. Mr. Harlow directed the lady to
get out behind as quick as possible, which
ishe did without serious injury. He held
ion to the horse until they came to the top
of Sims' hill,when the horse turned out of
the road, running over rocks and brush,
throwingMr.Harlow from his seat. The
reins became entangled in his legs and he
was dragged 253 yards, breaking his skull,
from which injury he died in about six
hours. • . - . '...

DOMESTIC NEWS.

Affairs at tlic National Capital.

Washington, January 17th.
—

The House
Committee onEducation anil Labor held a

special meeting of four hour's duration this
afternooD, which was wholly devoted to the
consideration of the Chinese question. The
committee this session consists of Goode, of
Virginia; WalHs, of Kentucky ; Tillman,
of South Carolina ;McMillan, of Tennessee;
Hutchins, of New York;Page, of Cali-
fornia,Ballou, of Rhode Island ;Barlow, of
Vermont ;Osmer, of Pennsylvania, and Van
Aernain, of Xew York. All the members
were present to-day except Barlow, who has
been called out of town by private business.
Horace Davis was also present by invitation
during the greater part of to-day's meeting,
and participated ina very thorough discuss-
ionof the subject.

In the course of tho discussion, Tillman,
of South Ciroiina, who spent some time in
California last year, intimated that some of
his friends there had repeatedly intimated to
him that inspite of the popular clamor, they
were in favor of Chinese immigration, and
he added that although he believed this ought
to be a white man's government, yet as the
South had to put up with the negro, he also
thought California might, perhaps, as well
be left to wrestle with the Chinese.

Waldo Hutchins, a newly-elected Demo-
crat from New York,.also incidentally re-
marked that he had carefully observed the
results of the last Congressional election in
California, and he had noticed that although

President Hayes vetoed the bill passed by
Democratic votes for the restriction of Chi-
nese immigration, the people of California in
that election had not condemned the Repub-
lican President's action. .'.- « v-_

This called forth a prompt and pertinent
inquiry from Page, whether Hutchins pro-
pped to vote against a similar bill because
California had not gone Democratic ;where-
upon the New Yorkmember disclaimed the
apparently logical inference, and said nothing
more on the subject. \~',

Page and Davis were warmly supported in
their views by Willis, C.oode, Callcn ami Mc-
Millan, and they agreed that the sole thing
to be done was to piss the fifteen-passenger
billagain in the same shape that itpassed the
House in the last Congress, omitting the sec-
tion which required notice to be given of the
abrogation of the fifth and sixth articles of
the Burlingame treaty, this being the section
upon which President Hayes mainly based
his veto.

Other members of the committee, except
Tillman, said they were not ready to record
their votes upon the subject at this meeting,
as they wanted more time to examine and
discuss itor some of its details.

Page at this point called attention to the
fact that the committee may very possibly be
called for reports before they have another
opportunity for meeting, and he therefore
suggested that without calling the roll in
committee, Mr. Willisshould be authorized
to report the measure above indicated as the
action of a majority of the committee, and at
the same time ask the House to set a day for
its consideration. The motion, being formal-
lyput by Chairman Goode, was unanimously
carried, and the billwill therefore be renorted
whenever the committee is reached inthe fu-
ture order of the case.

The House has passed the billreported by
the Ways and Means Committee, blending
together two measures introduced by Repre-
sentatives Davis and Cox, especially for the
benefit ot night inspectors of San Francisco
and New York Custom-houses, increasing
their pay hereafter to S3 per diem.

The policy of the Interior Department in
negotiation with the Ute delegation in Wash-
ington appears to be one of delay, based upon
the consideration that incase of their failure
to secure a surrender of the prisoners the
troops willhave to operate, and that iti- not
advisable to undertake campaigning before
spring sets in. Itis not unlikely, therefore,
that the Indians' visit willbe prolonged some
time, in which event they willnot be hurried
to give their final answer, although no pains
are spared to press upon them daily the abso-
lute necessity in their own interest of comply-
ing with the Government's demands.

The lte Question.
\u25a0Washington, January 17th.— Ouray had

a second interview with Schurz to-day. It
has been about determined to send Ouray,
Jack and other chiefs back to Colorado in
charge of an agent, for the purpose of bring-
ing, ifpossible, the twelve Ute murderers, or
as many of them as can be induced to come.
Itis believed by those who are informed in
Indian matters, that it is the intention to
play upon the fears of the Indians, with a
view of settling on as good terms as possible.
Ouray has persisted from the first that he has
no power to bring in these Indians. He as-
sures the Secretary that he cannot compel,
them unless he can kill them first, which he
is personally willing to undertake. After to-
day the embargo on the Utes '

will be re-
moved, and they willbe allowed to see visit-
ors. Itis understood that General Hatch is
already on the way,or about to start, from
the Indian country with a second delegation
of southern Utes, who will come here in a
few days. Itis not likely they will be
allowed to go home until they have come to
some agreement which willbe satisfactory to
the Government.

Leeds, formerly Chief Clerk of the Indian
Bureau of the Interim Department, was be-
fore the House Committee on Indian Affairs
to-day. He assigned, among the reasons and
causes of disaffection, the failure of the In-
dian Bureau to send to the Indians subsist-
ence supplies and agricultural implements, as
ithad agreed to do ;the prohibition by the
Department of the sale of arms and ammuni-
tionupon their reservation, leaving them un-
der the necessity of traveling ninety miles to
obtain (to them) the necessaries of life, as
without the means and ammunition for bunt-
ing they were unable to sustain themselves

;upon their reservation ;the delay of the De-
Ipartment in furnishing supplies to the
Istarving White River Utes, and the notice

given in two successive annual reports by
IIndian Commissioner Hayt that he proposed
itheirremoval to the Indian Territory, without
Imaking any mention of any proposition to
!compensate them for their lauds.

Russia's Preparations for War.
Vienna, January 17th.— Notwithstanding

all the peaceful professions of Russia, she is
secretly continuing her preparations for war.
The directors of her rifle manufactories have
been directed by the War Office quietly to
prepare as many breech-loaders as possible ;
therefore 70,000 will be manufactured at
Sestioirilz, 80,000 at lsevczz, and 500,000
abroad. A very trustworthy correspondent,
who has just visited all the larger towns in
Russian Poland on his way via Warsaw and
Wilna-Terija, writes that not only all the
larger towns in that district, but also places
which previously had either a small garrison
or none at all, are now crowded by troops of
all arms. This is chiefly the case in respect
to those places lying west of Warsaw, on the
route from Czenolow to Wilna and Dunaborg.
In three places bordering on Germany and
Austria, viz.:Warsaw, Wilna and Kieff, are
quartered nineteen foot and nine horse di-
visions, besides a great force of fullyequipped
batteries, and they are being constantly in-
creased by fresh arrivals.

London, January 17th.— A St. Petersburg
correspondent, commenting upon the reported
Russian armament, says that some of his
American friend?, who have been here for
weeks pa»t on busiuess connected with the
War Department, have been told that not a
single rifle would be ordered from abroad.

The Disorder in Hungary.

Judge
Kelley, of Pennsylvania, expects to get the
floor in the House of Representatives to-
morrow., to offer his resolution declaring that
any and all commercial treaties providing
for changes in the rates of tariff duties must
receive the approval of the House, as well as
the Senate, before they can go into effect;
This resolution, which is aimed at the Chot-
teau project, will be offered for adoption
under a suspension of the rules, and Kelley
is sanguine of its receiving at least the neces-
sary two-thirds vote, and perhaps considera-
bly"more. Leon Chotteau is again in Wash-
ington, industriously distributing documents
in support of his project, and apparently
prepared to

"
fight it out in this lineif it

takes him all summer." Itdoes not as yet
appear that the scheme has made any
progress in Washington since Chotteau was
here last year, but itwilldoubtless be unsafe
to assume that no progress is being made be-
cause none is visible ina matter of this sort,
as the movement is to a large extent likely to
be conducted under the surface.

The Senate will to-morrow take up the
billreported from the Committee on Com-
merce to regulate the transportation of cat-
tle by railroads. This measure will doubt-
less give rise to considerable discus-ion, and
when itis disposed of the financial debate
willprobably begin upon the Bayard resolu-
tion, concerning which nearly all the mem-
bers of the Finance Committee have already
prepared long speeches.

The publication of such portions of the
diplomatic correspondence for the last year
as the State Department considers advisable
to disclose, has now progressed alphabetically
so far as to include China, but nothing is
given to the public on the subject of Chinese
immigration.

Considerable correspondence is published
concerning the refusal of Collector Higby
last summer to accept as sureties on to-
bacco manufacturers' bonds wealthy Chinese
merchants, unless they owned real estate,

which was complained of by Consul Bee and
others as persecution towards the Chinese
manufacturers, by compelling them to pay a
bonus to white owners of real estate to be-
come their sureties. Secretary Schurz
brought the matter to the attention of Secre-
tarySherman, and he toCommissioner Rattm,
whooverruled Collector Higby's action, anil
informed Secretary .Sherman on the 20th of
October, that "assurance can be given to
his Excellency, Yung Wing, Assistant Chi-
nese Minister at Washington, that the inter-
nal revenue service in California will
be so administered as to give Chinese resi-
dents the equal protection of the laws."
Chester Holcombe, then in charge of the
United States Legation at Peking, writing to
Secretary Evarts about a year ago, trans-
mitted a dispatch from the Consul atHankow,
complaining of the action of Chinese officials
iv the interior of the province of Chuen, in
refusing to acknowledge the validity of tran-
sit passes issued to an American merchant,
under which he was bringing native produce
to that port, and Holcombe adds: "Itis
hard to conceive of a more flagrant violation
of treaty obligations than that narrated
above, nor a better illustration of the readi-
ness and freedom with which local authorities
in China ignore the agreements and instruc-
tions of the central Government. The officials
in charge ofthe taxstationat KeveChov have
long been notorious for their conduct in this
direction, as the correspondence between this
legation and the Department abundantly
proves. Itis not likely that a change for the
better will occur until the Government at
Peking is driven by the decided language of
foreign Powers to assert and exercise itslegiti-
mate authority."

Woman Outraged am. ItSitrdrrt-d.

Mrs. Maria
L. Crew, twenty-eight years of age, wife of
Joseph Crew, living on the Libby farm,
Graton Ridge, in this State, was outraged
and murdered yesterday.

PHOTOGRAPHY BY GASLIGHT.

Ithas often been a subject of comment
that while other arts have steadily ad-
vanced in development and kept gradually
approaching perfection, and in some in-
stances reached it, the art of photography
has remained at a comparative standstill.
The fact that artificial light has just been
called into requisition with the" most suc-
cessful results in connection with it will,
therefore, go a great way to remove that
apparently well-touuded reproach. Experi-
ments in photography by gaslight, by
means of the patent burner invented by-
Mr. Wighani, of the well-known firm of
Messrs. Edmundson &Co., of Capel street,
Dublin, were made last evening at Mr.
McFarland's studio, 79 Grafton street, ami
certainly they must be described as highly
satisfactory in every respect. The idea of
utilizinggas inthis way originated withJ.
McFarland, who, as a practical photog-
rapher, has studied every braflch of his
profession witha closeness and an intensity
of interest almost bordering on enthusiasm.
The Dublin Alliance lias Company are also
entitled to a share of the credit due to the
discovery, for it was by attentively ob-
serving the great illuminatingpower of the
lights placed in front of their office in
Grafton street that Mr. McFarland's
inventive genius was turned into that
groove of thought which led to
the application of gas to such a
useful purpose. Mr. McFarland felt, as
everybody in his line of business must
feci, how seriously the fickleness of sun-
lightaffected his daily receipts, especially
iv the winter season. Ho accordingly
placed himself in communication witu

Messrs. Edmundson ft Co., and the adap-
tation of Wigham's patent burner as an
efficient substitute was soon arranged.
The appliance is easily described. A
truncated cone, containing about forty-
eight ordinary gas burners, closely packed
together, is placed wjthin a large circular
reflector. This cone is surmounted by a

false funnel, which, while fireproof, cre-
ates a powerful draft. The gas is conduct-
ed into the burners through a pipe leading
from a carbureter, where it is previously
purified, so that when ignited the flame <s
intensely white. In its passage through
the carbureter the gas becomes charged
with carbon, and increased in illumi-
nating power. The ordinary gas sup-
plied inDublin is equal to about 10 can-
dles, and by this simple process it is ren-
dered 'equal to 32 or 33 candles. The
saving thus effected in consumption is so
considerable that the quantity of gas con-
sumed on

a sitting

is computed to cost

a fraction of a penny. The reflector, which
is adjusted to turn in any direction, of
course is used to cast the light on the
face of the sitter, and as the full flame is
only required during the brief period of
"exposure," as it.is technically termed,
the waste of gas is' inconsiderable. The
burners employed are the same as those
used in the Howth lighthouse, though of
miniature dimensions, and the 48 are equal
toabout 1,000 candles. By means of this
novel contrivance cartes can be taken at
any hour, night or day, which is unques-
tionably an incalculable advantage both to
the artists, who willput .money in their
purse thereby, and to the "photo-
loving

"
public, ho will be spared

much anxiety and annoyance. The
likeness produced by gas

-
light is

quite as good as those produced by the aid
of the natural luminary. Another novel
idea in this connection must be mentioned,
as itbids fair to introduce a little revolu-
tionin an important branch of industry.
Mr.McFarland is now enabled to produce
Christmas and Easter cards,, which are
veritable photographs, embellished with
devices suitable to the particular season.
When people receive the "counterfeit
presentment" of their friends indelibly
imprinted on the customary card wit.i
which they are all so familiar, they are
likely to treat the '"delicate reminder"
with more ceremony than it usually re-
ceives.—[Dublin Paper.
