A SENSATIONAL STORY.

The telegraph yesterday astory
of a woman seventy years of age who, in
Cincinnati, lived thirty days without
food or drink. We are unable to repose
any faith in this statement. Itis no doubt
true that tinder exceptional circumstances
persons have in a few cases maintained
life without food as long as this, but we do
not think there isa case on record where life
was maintained thirty days without food
and drink. It is or ought to be a well
known fact that the lack of food can be
endured much longer when water is access-
ible than when it cannot be obtained. The
average period during which a healthy
man can live without food or drink
ia from eight to ten days, though
it has frequently happened that the
deprivation of all sustenance forthree days
has been attended with fatal consequences.

Where brain disease is present prolonged
fasting is endured more easily, and with
less exhaustion, than by sane persons. It
is said in the account under discussion that
the last words of the dying woman were
"Bread! Bread! Bread!" This too we

are compelled to set down as imaginative,
for we do not believe it possible that, even
supposing a woman of seventy able to fast
for thirty days, she would be able to speak
at the end of that time. The whole story,
indeed, bears a suspicious resemblance to
the accounts of those "fastinggirls"whose
impositions have at various times cauted so
much useless controversy. Of one of these
ithas been gravely asserted that she fasted
for six or sevenyears, and her friends stoutly
maintained that during this time she never
once tasted food. A really scientific test
of one of these cases was once made, and
then the girl did actually die of starvation

at the end of nine days. She was ob-
stinately determined not to confess the
truth, which, of course, was that she had
taken food secretly ; and her infatuated
parents actually permitted her tokillher-
self. They wire very properly prosecuted
and punished, but for all that there have
ever sines been plenty of simple and credu-
lous folks who were ready to believe in
wonderful stories of fasting. 'Since we

under: toteach physiology in the public
schools, however, this clas3 of fables ought
to be laiden the shell with other relics of

barbarism.

CABUL.

The news from Cabul during the past
week has been more indicative of success
for the English arms than for some time
previously. Despite the gloomy predictions
of opponents of tho Government it appears
that General Roberts has succeeded ines-
tablishing himself firmly at Cabal, and
that he is inno danger whatever, and well

furnished with supplies. The late com-
bined attacks upon him:having failed so

conspicuously, the Afghans appear to be
realizing that it is useless . for them to

maintain so unequal a contest. The recent

successive disasters sustained .by Russia
have doubtless exercised an important
influence upon the \ Afghan leaders, more-

. over. Twice within the. past four months
have 'Russian

*
forces *been defeated by

the Turcomans, and- the inference cer-
tain to be drawn

-
from these de-

feats will be that it is not "safe
to trust to the alliance or the promises of
bo weak a power. • The Oriental mind re-

spects nothing so much as physical force,

and it measures all European powers by
their militaryprowess. If the Afghans,
therefore, think that Russia has ceased to

be a possible deliverer for them, they
willbe the more willingto cease fighting
Eneland, though it is very doubtful if it
can be at allsafe for the British Govern-
ment to leave the country without garri-
Boning its principal strategic points heav-

ily. Meantime the winter is not over yet,

and itremains to be seen whether the sup-

plies of General Roberts are sufficient to

subsist his force until the passes are open
again.

PROTECTION FOR THE FORESTS.

We have observed with satisfaction the j
appointment in the Assembly of a Com- ,

mittee on Forestry, and hope the Senate :
willfollow tbi3 good example. The need
of legislation for the protection of the for- ;
ests of the State is extremely urgent. The :

Congressional report upon this subject, j
published a year ago, confirmed the giavest <

apprehensions of those who had been ob-
serving the rapid destruction of the timber,

and demonstrated the imperative demand
for protective and remedial measures. The
indifference with which Congress and the
State Legislatures have hitherto treated
'.'.is question is not creditable to the intel-
ligence of politicians, and is in effect a

sharp arraignment of their statesmanship.
While legislators are expending all their
energies upon partisan schemes and the
management tt> ephemeral politics, the for-
ests of the country are being destroyed at
a rate which if maintained must in a
few years produce an actual scarcity.
This, however, is' the least important con-
sideration. The rapid removal of the tim-
ber from the sides of mountain ranges

threatens to produce the most serious and
irremediable injury to the commonwealth,
and this State has more to fear in the near
future from the denudation of the Sierra
Nevada- than from any other injury be-
side the flowof mining debris. 'When the
mountains are clothed with their natural
growth of timber the snows of the winter
are retained where they fall, and melting
slowly throughout the spring and summer,
keep up a steady and moderate supply of
water in the rivers and streams. But
when the mountain sides are stripped of
their forest growth the snows become sub-

ject to disastrous slides, and melting rap-
idly because of their greater exposure,
pour down their water in swift and sud-
den freshets, which, rushing into the val-
leys, produce destructive floods, to be
followed by long drought. The greed
and blindnesss of man have inmany coun-
tries 'and at different times pursued this
reckless policyin regard to timber, and
always with the same consequences. !In
France, in the Tyrol, in Switzerland, in
Italy, extensive areas of fertile territory
have been converted into sterile deserts in
this way. Wherever the destruction of
the forest growth on steep acclivities has
been permitted, Nature has mercilessly in-
flicted the penalties she always visits upon
those who violate her laws. In France,
during the last quarter of a century, the
Government has inaugurated vast schemes
of what is called

"
reboisement

"
or re-

wooding, and an elaliorate code of forestry
laws have been put in operation for the
protection of the timber, and for the re-
habilitation of the ruined districts.

InCalifornia a few more years of stolid
neglect on this head will undoubtedly
produce consequences of the most serious
character. Itwillbe useless to attempt to
control or regulate the flood waters of our

rivers in the valleys so long as the denuda-
tion of the Sierra is allowed to proceed as
in the past. A time must come, if the;

present policyis pursued, when the denuda-
tion willhave reached a point at which the
operation of natural laws will come into
effect. Then the first severe snow-storm
willproduce avalanches which, sweeping
without check down the naked mountain
sides, willcarry everything they encoun-
ter before them to destruction. Snowsheds
wiilbe obliterated. Mills,houses, villages,
towns, whatever lies in the path of the
slide, will be crushed and overwhelmed.
Notimprobably the communications willbe
completely destroyed across the mountains.
And the work of the avalanche will be-
but the beginning of evil. The first mild
weather of spring willmelt the masses
of snow, no longer shielded by woods, and
the entire volume willbe poured into the
river channels, and sent in torrential form
down upon the valleys. No levees can
withstand the impact of such a flood.
They willgive way, and destruction will
spread broadcast over the Sacramento val.
ley. These torrents, too, will, by the
force of their descent, strip the neighbor-
hood of their sources of the soil which
could alone renew the forest growth. Their
destructive energy exhausted, terrible
droughts willensue. The rivers will
become unnavigable by May, the miners
will be deprived of water, and every in-
dusiry and interest willsuffer. There
is nothing imaginative in this picture. It|
is a mere application to California of laws
which have been seen in operation a hun-
dred times in other parts of the world.
This is what is certain to happen if notli-
ingis done to preserve our forests, and it
may be added that it is certain to happen
within the lives of men who are now mid-
die-aged. Inurging remedial action upon
Congress and the State Legislature, there-
fore, we are only asking that the State may
be protected against calamity the danger
of which cannot for a moment be ques-
tioned.

THE EVIDENCE OF ACCOMPLICES.

Abill has been introduced in the Assem-
bly which we believe to be against public
policy. It is to amend the Penal Code
(Section 1111), and is in the following
form: "A conviction cannot be had on"

the testimony of an accomplice, unless he
"is corroborated by other evidence, which''initself, and without the aid of testimony
"of the accomplice, connects the defend-

ant with the commission of the offense;"
and the corroboration is not sufficient if

"itmerely shows the commission of the
"offense, or the circumstances thereof.'
The Code at present provides that a con-
viction cannot be had on the. testimony of
an accomplice, unless he is corroborated by
other evidence which tends to connect the
defendant with the commission of the
offense. The change proposed consists
in the omission of the two words,
"tends to,", and in thus requiring
that the corroborative" evidence shall \ di-
rectly and absolutely connect the defend-
ant with the offense. There are many
crimes inwhich the evidence of an accom-

plice may be sufficient to secure conviction
if the principle of the.Code as at present
constituted, is observed, but in which the
escape of the defendant, however actually
guilty, would be almost assured by the

,change proposed in the law.- In the case
iof stage robberies, for example, where the
identification of defendants by their vic-
tims was frustrated by the common prac-

tice of wearing disguises, the evidence of
an accomplice might be the only means
of securing conviction, but that evidence
would be of no validity under the

'new ;law. The plea for the -change
put forward by those who urge it
is, we believe, the occasional failures of
justice which have heretofore occurred, by
which innocent men have been punished.
So long, however, as the machinery of

justice is human, it willbe fallible, and
sometimes innocence willsuffer.. But such
instances are far too few to justify a change
in the law which is so plainlyin the inter-
est of evil-doers, and which savors so
strongly of an attempt on the part of crim-
inal lawyers to make their professional
work easier. The avenues of escape from

I justice are already far too numerous, and it
cannot be for'the public good that they

should be multiplied. As,' however, the
\ subject is one upon which allpublic prose-
-1 cutors must be valuable witnesses, we sug-

gest to these officers the propriety of com-
-1 ing forward and stating their views on the
proposed change inthe law.

PUT IT IN ITS LITTLE BED .

The Senator from Santa Barbara, who
we believe styles himself

"
The Lone One,''

has introduced a rather singular joint res-
iolution. It instructs and requests our

Senators and Representatives in Congress
|to use their influence to secure the free
icoinage of silver, the retirement ofNational
jBank notes, and the prohibition of the
Iissue of interest-bearing bonds in time of

peace. Senator Chase entertains very

peculiar views upon a great variety of
question?, but his financial notions are
ultra-crotchety. We do not know how'
they might answer in the peculiar sur-

roundings of the "Summer Laud," but
we are very certain that they are in no
respect adapted to the requirements of this

imatter-of-fact world. Neither is it any-
way doubtful that it is incumbent on
California, as the champion State of
honest finance and hard money, to
eschew all fantastic and preposter-
ous currency vagaries. What Mr.
Chase asks is neither more nor less than
that our Senators and .Representatives
should urge the adoption of a single silver
standard ; the endowment of Congress
with absolute control of the paper money

of the country ; and the cessation of all
efforts to save the people's money by fund-
ing the public debt at a lower rate of in-
terest. Now the interests of California,
in common with those of the whole coun-. try, are diametrically opposed to each and
all of these propositions, and it would
therefore be extremely foolish for the
Legislature to make any such proposition
to our delegation in Congress. Viewing

this joint resolution from the standpoint of
uninspired practicality, we are disposed to
think that the Committee on Federal Re-
lations, to whichit has been referred, will
do well to prepare it for the sleep that
knows no waking.

STATE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.

The annual meeting of the State Agri-
cultural Society takes place to-day at 2 p.

M. At that time there willbe elected a
President and three Directors, and all an-
nual and life members willbe entitled to
vote. Itis probable that the membership
will take its usual interest in this meeting,
which is the initialpoint for a new year in
the history of the Society. Inone respect
the meeting willbe unusual, as itis under-
stood that there is no contest for the vari-
ous positions, and that the combined efforts
of the friends of the Society are made in
harmony in its behalf. In view of the past
achievements of the State Society under
his administration. M. 1). Boruck has

been solicited to again run for the po-
sition he most recently filled in the organ-
ization, but he is authority to us for the
statement that he finds the demands upon

his time too great to warrant himintaking
an active part in the management of the

Society.

DOMESTIC .\EIVS.

Washington, January 19th.— princi-
pal interest at the Capitol to-day centered in
the President's long-expected listof nomina-
tions for foreign missions, lor the Governor-
ship of Utah and Census Supervisors. They
had been carefully guarded, and were for the
most part a surprise, not only to the general
public, but to the greater portion of the Sen-
ators nod Representatives. Itwillbe noticed
that the foreign appointments are all promi-
nent and experienced officers in the diplo-
matic or consular service, Lowellbeing trans-
ferred to London from Madrid, Foster to St.
Petersburg from Mexico, and Morgan to
Mexico from Egypt, where he is now Consul-
General.

General Murray, whose name is sent inas
Governor of Utah, entered the Federal army
in lHlil as a boy of eighteen, and two years
afterwards became Major of the ThirdKen-
tucky Cavalry, then commanded by the
heroic Colonel Jackson. Remaining con-
stantly in the service throughout the war, he
rose to the rank of Brigadier-General, and
commanded a brigade of cavalry under
General Sherman

-
in the "march to

the sea." _He was United States Mar-
shal for Kentucky for several years, under
appointment from President Grant, and
is now the principal proprietor of
the Louisville Commercial, perhaps the lead-
ing Republican paper of the Southern States.
He is personally very handsome, but aside
from his soldierly dash and fine presence has
not made any particular impression among
those who know him in Washington. On
the contrary, he appears to be generally con-
sidered a man of large personal' vanity and
small intellectual ability. The President, in
making this appointment, has overruled the
almost unanimous wish of his Cabinet for
Governor Finery's retentioi., and has created
great.dissatisfaction among the friends of va-
rious other candidates to whom he had given
great encouragement as recently as last Sat-
urday._ -day's nominations for Census Super-
visors have already elicited many expressions
of dissatisfaction on the part of the Demo-
crats inCongress, who claim that one-half of
those appointments should have been Demo-
cratic. 'On a rough estimate it would appear
that the proportion of Democratic names is
from one-fourth to one-third of the total
number, and there is some talk of making a
strong tight in the Senate to obtain a larger
proportion ;but the whole list is, neverthe-
less, likely to be confirmed. Three of the
appointments for California, namely: Lang-
ley, Hardenberg and Dana, weremade on the
recommendations of the Republican members
of the delegation. Dunn was nominated at
the instance of Senator Farley and Represent-
ative Berry. He is County Clerk of Solano.

The Evening Star, editorially noticing the
favorable action of the Hon-.-"committee on
the billto restrict Chinese immigration, -.
"The members of Congress from the Pacific
States are unanimously in favor of the bill.
The question of politics does not enter into
their support of this measure, and they un-
hesitatingly declare that no party can receive
an Electoral vote from the States they re-pre-
sent that opposes the bill. The newspapers
of these States, without regard to party, re-
iterate this declaration, and in view of a
Presidential election it is easy to realize how
much influence this announcement willhave
upon Congress. The States of Califor-
nia, Nevada and Oregon have twelve
Electoral votes

—
more than enough iv a

tolerably close contest to decide the choice
of President. Toe Star is of the opinion
that the billwill pass the House, but as the
Senators are not so free in expressing them-
selves upon the pending measures as the
Representatives, the editor thinks it next to
impossible to predict the fate of the measure
in the Senate. He remarks :

"Enough has
been developed, however, to show that the
old fight over the Chinese question is to be
renewed, and that itwillwax very warm be-
fore the fight is over."

This is a controversy as to the title to certain
lands in the city of San Francisco which
were granted to the city by Act of Congress
March 8, 1866, and by the city deeded to de-
fendants. Trenouth set up a claim to the
lands on the ground that his grantors were
inpossession thereof at the time Ihe Act of
lSlili was passed, and that one of them was a
pre-emptor under the laws of the United
States. This Court sustains the opinion of
the Districtand Supreme Courts below, that
Trenouth's grantors, upon his showing, were
intruders, who never had bona fide possession
of the lands inquestion ;that the right of pre-
emption could not have been acouired by
trespass, and that the lands were claimed by
the United States under a foreign title

Rights of Allen Heirs So Sell Properly.

Washington, January 19th.— Supreme
Court, in a Virginiacase to-day, decided that
under the fifth section of the treaty of the
United States with Switzerland, ratified No-
vember 25, 1850, alien heirs have a right to
sell the property of deceased and withdraw
the proceeds therefrom within such time as
the laws of the State where the property is
situated may permit. The efficacy of tins
treaty has been guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion, aDd ithas therefore become the supreme
law of the land. The fact that the State of
Virginia has fixed no time within which the
property must be sold makes no difference so
far as the rights of foreign heirs are con-
cerned. Untilsuch law shall be passed their
right of action cannot be barred by lapse of
time, and they are entitled to recover and sell
property and to carry away the proceeds.
