Public attention is entirely absorbed by a disas-

trous conflagration at Tofcio, December 2eilh. This
is the third similar overwhelming calimity inseven
years—the first ill1872, the second in 1876 Now,
miles of ground Is laid waste, nearly 15,000 homes
are destroyed, and 50,000 persons rendered desti-
tute. The" attuil pecuniary loss is still undeter-
mined, but Is not so great as It would be in the
western countries, owing to the cheap construction
of amajority of tho houses. The loss of life is reck-
oned at about 100. Here, also, much uncertainty
easts, the progress of the flam— having be d bo
rapid as to overtake and destroy many who could
give no sign. In several instances numerous un-
recognizable bodies or fragments were found among
tiie ruins. Many, again, died from exposure to the
ecld. Tho night succeeding the fire was excep-
tionally bitter. As happened twice before in the
great fires, a considerable part of the foreign dis-
trict was destroyed, including several missionary'
establishments, one church, one foreign newspaper
otfiee—tho Toil- Times. Tho Legation of the
United Estates was in danger," but escaped
unharmed. Extraordinary measures of relief
were instituted by the Government authorities
and private individuals, and no efforts'
were spared to alleviate the suffering. Butall these
are necessarily insufficient, and there is a strong cry
forimperative action of the authorities in prevent-
ing future crowding together of Inflammable struct-
ures, and for the organization of efficient fire brig-
ades, which now arc unknown here, the common
multitude opposing them and clinging blindly to
the old usages. There is a confident expectation
that reforms illbe introduced, insuring that this'will bo the last of the fatally destructive fires in
Tokio.

There is much surprise and feeling at the an-
nounced intention of Japan to fix higher customs
duties upon American than upon English import*.
