MORE PATERNAL GOVERNMENT.

Assemblyman Braunhart has introduced
a billproviding that all school text-books
shall be printed by the State, and be
furnished gratuitously to the people, and
that noother text-books shallbemused. The
last provision is . clearly in conflict with
the Constitution,- which (Article IX.,Sec-
tion 7), provides that the local Boards of
Education and Boards of Supervisors and
County Superintendents shall "adopt a"

series of text-books forthe use of common"
schools within their respective jurisdic-

tion." As to the general proposition, it
is a bad one, and altogether within the
line of paternal jioveniment. To carry it
out the State would have to go into the
book publishing business on a large scale ;
\u25a0would have to spend hundreds of thousands
of dollars in plant ; would have to pur-

chase the copyright of a series of text-
books, at no one can say what outlay;
and when all this was done the ex-
travagance, wastefulness and inefficiency
of the whole undertaking would be guar-
anteed by the absence of all personal in-
terest from its management. The apparent
idea of the framer of the bill, that the
people would gain by having what is called
"free" text-books, is fallacious. Every
text-book would have to be paid for by the
people, in the form of taxes, and the
rational presumption is that they would
cost a great deal more than they ought to
do, because of the laxity which always
pervades government industries. In fact,
the proposition is to the effect that the
people of California -hall invent a ma-

chinery for the purpose of making their
text-books dearer and poorer, and for
adding to the already burdensome list of
political offices which are regarded as
the spoils of party warfare. Such

_ '
scheme, moreover, would be very apt
to stand in the way of educational
reform. The people are just learning that
far too much reliance has been placed upon
text-books inthe past, and that the most
effective education reduces their number
considerably. We do not, at such a junc-
ture, want any official and arbitrary rein- ;

forcement of the old methods. The pro-
ject, indeed, is objectionable throughout,

and it is in contravention of all enlight-
ened governmental doctrines. It is de-

sirable that governments shall do less than
at present, not more. Over-government is
one of the most insidious foes genuine
freedom and progress have to fear. And
it is no part of the functions of govern-
ment to enter into competition with its
own citizens in the manufacture of any

staple.

DIPLOMATIC APPOINTMENTS.

In the diplomaticappointments just sent

to the Senate, President Hayes appears,' to'
have ...lowed a more intelligent principle

Ithan has usually governed the liUittg of
those offices. --. Instead of patting aid
inexperienced nun into the vacant mis-
sions, he has taken diplomatists of well-
proved capacity. By this method he has
secured probably the most efficient diplo-

. matic service,, that can be had under this
form of Government. Ifit is worth while
to keep up foreign missions at all, it is
worth while to keep them up well, and
heretofore itcannot ,be said , that this has
been done. For the most part foreign posts
have been 'given to politicians who had
failed 'at home,, and it has only,been
thought desirable to seek something ap-
proaching competency in one or two of
the most important missions. Consulates
have generally been reserved as a means of
getting J rid.of people who. had some
jclaim .' upon the Administration, and
Iwho were considered ineligiblefor respon-

sible positions" at home.
" The incompetence

of many of these officials has been •much
better known in Europe than in the
United States, and not a few of them have
caused scandals which have brought dis-

credit upon the American name.
'
Itis cer-

tainly time that some effort should be
;made to secure efficiency in these appoint-
|ments, and the only way to do so is to

retain in office men who have demon-

strated their capacity. .Commonly our
\u25a0 Ministers and Consuls have been removed
;about the time when they were beginning
| to understand the duties oftheir positions,

and the new-comers have of course had to

begin at the beginning and learn every-
thing. The United States occupy far too

important a place among the nations at

present to be able to afford to let their
diplomatic service continue in this chaotic
state. If only out of self-respect this
service should be carefully :fostered, and
a system should be engrafted upon

, it. In all other •'..- governments the
i diplomatic service is conducted witha view
ito securing the best possible results, and to

this end faithful and intelligent conduct is
1 rewarded by promotion. ' Diplomacy is
j made a career, and one result of this prac-

tice is that our Ministers,are seldom lit to

; cope with their colleagues, because they
lack the requisite training and experience.
There has of late been more or less talk of
abolishing foreign missions altogether, the
argument in favor of this course being that
the telegraph has practically superseded

Ithem. But so long as all the other Powers
Iadhere tothe present system it is clear that

Ithe United States could not abandon it
I without loss of prestige, and besides, there
Iare frequent occasions where the need of a

j minister on the spot is strongly felt. .-

A just cause of complaint in this con-
{ nection is the insufficiency of the income
jattached to the more important missions.
jItis evident that an American Minister at

!a foreign Court ought to have the means of, i*•
9i'-S .' I. presenting as liberal an appearance' as las

jcolleagues. To enable him to do this is
ipurely a matter of national business, aud
Ino consideration of mere economy should

inteifere with it. A"Minister who cannot
jlive in the style common to the other
foreign representatives at the Court to
whichhe is accredited, is prevented from
exercising the influence he should

!possess, and his \u25a0 country ia humili-
| ated through him. At present it is
j notorious that only a rich man can

afford to take the Russian, English or

French Missions, and then the Minister
must spend out of his own resources about

• double what his Government allows him.

This is all wrong, and Congress ought to
put the leading Miss-Jons upon a better
financial basis. The best available diplo-
matic talent is by no means always to be
found among the richer class of citizens,

1but as the case stands no poor man, how-
jever capable, can take these positions. This
| is an injustice to tlio people, and it tends
; t.i make diplomacy the appanage of the
Iwealthy alone. The republic is too rich. to dicker over diplomatic expenses like
, some little South American Govern-
] ment. It ought to take \u25a0 a pride
j in sending some of its ablest men to foreign
I parts, and inmaintaining them handsomely

whilethey are abroad. It ought also to
iinsist that the principle applied by the
'< President to these new appointments shall
ibe made the rule and not the exception,
Iand that faithful diplomatic service shall
!hereafter be the guarantee of promotion
!and retention in office. We have all the
juses for diplomacy that any Government
Ihas, and the probability is that we shall
jhave more instead of less need for itin the
Ifuture.

ANOTHER SAND LOT BILL.

Assemblyman Maybell has introduced a

billfixing the rate of interest at six per
cent. What does he think.such a law
would do for his constituents ': When a
poor man stands in urgent need of money,
he has to pay high fo.r the loan, because
the lender runs considerable risk of losing
it. Ifthe poor man has no good securities
to offer he must pay an insurance on
the lender's risk. Usury laws forbid the
payment of that insurance, and in so doing
they prevent the poor man from borrowing
at all. The interest on money is regulated
by the state of the demand for it. If in-
terest is naturally high the effect of a law
reducing it willbe to drive capital into
other channels, and thus to make the case
of the necessitous borrowerharderthan ever.

Senators
Booth and Farley, at the request of the Sen-
ate Finance Committee, appeared before that
body to-day an 1 made oral statements of the
grounds upon which, in common withall the
other members of the California delegation
in Congress, they opposed the confirmation of
John M. Morton as Collector of Internal
Revenue for the First District of California.
The grounds, 'agheretoforpsuccini.lv stated in
these dispatches, are, first, that Morton'
has ' not sufficient experience and busi-
ness ability to till so important a
position properly, and second, that
he is not identified with . California,
and therefore should not be given an office
which her people have a right to expect to be
tilled by one of themselves. In support of
these assertions, Senators Farley and Booth
iiformed the committee that only about four
years ago Morton was .appointed a Treasury
Agent for inspection duty at the fur seal
islands of Alaska, from Indiana, to which
State, and not to California, he was credited
in bis appointment papers and in the United
States official register, or "blue book."
They fuither informed the committee that
when Morton was nominated last spring for
the position of United States Consul at Hon-
olulu, which position, with its handsome sal-
ary of 84,000 per year, he stillholds, it was
only as a matter of special favor and upon
Morton's personal solicitation that they con-
sented to bis being credited (orrather charged
against) the quota of consular appointments
allotted for California^ for they did not then,
any more than now, consider him identified
with California in any true sense of iden-
tification or abiding citizenship. This
consular appointment was made before
his long term of < ffice in Alaska as
an appointee from Indiana had expired,
and similarly, while holding the lucra-
tive office at Honolulu, He had been
nominated to their great surprise, us Collec-
tor for the extremely important district of
San Francisco without a single request being
on file from California for his nomination,

and without one word of request or recom-
mendation inhis behalf having ever been re-
ceived by any member of the California
delegation until after his nomination, in the
face of their united personal protest to the
President, has been sent to the Senate. Af-
ter hearing the California Senators, and
asking several incidental questions, tl-.e com-
mittee proceeded with the other business
previously [lending, butbefore adjourning the
Morton case was set down for consideration
and action at the next regular meeting on the
27th instant. It was rumored about the
Capitol to-day that this postponement of ac-
tion (which is believed to favor Morton's
chances by affording enlarged opportunities
for the exertion of sympathetic appeals and
Presidential patronage influences) was pro-
cured partly by the influence, of Washington
representatives of the Ohio whisky distillers
and high wine manufacturers, who, it is said,
expect to facilitate their long-standing efforts
to monopolize the California trade by having
the San Francisco Collector's office under the
control of seme Eastern man.

Representative Page, referring to the
criticisms of some California papers that the
passage of his joint lesolutioii for the ap-
pointment of a Debris Commission would de-
lay appropriation!, says that while he would
favor a direct appropriation, and work for
one withall the energy he possesses, yet be is
clearly of opinion that ids measure will
facilitate an appropriation in the only prac-
ticable way poat-bU.

The Presidential Question— Au Index of
Public fr.clliiK.

The Presidential
question is absorbing a great amount of at-
tention among newspaper men, nud inter-
views wilh leading politicians are. being held
daily.
