The Captain
of the steamer will be sllowed to come ashore,
after being well fumigated, to attend to nec-
essary business. All the freight on board will
remain untouched until the passengers come
ashore, when the ship will be thoroughly
fumigated, after which the goods will be
landed.

Terrible AfMMair- Three Men Suffocated in
a Mining Shaft.

OROVILLE, January 20th. — Three men,
named George Rolfe, Wm. Lucas and J. A.
McDonald, were suffocated in the Bonanza
shaft at Howland Flat, Sierra county, yes-
terday, from the effects of a blast. The first
went down to see the result of the blast, and
not signaling a second soon followed him. He
too not signaling, they became alarmed, and
after pumping air into the shaft awhile a
third descended, and he too failed to respond.
After forcing air down for some time longer
a fourth descended, lashed te the rope. He
found them all lying insensible, and signaled
to be drawn up, and came out nearly suffo-
cated. They again forced air down for some
time, and another man went down and suc-
ceeded in securing and hoisting the bodies of
the unfortunate men to the surface. One
was dead, and the two others died shortly
after. In hoisting the rescuer, and when
about fifty feet from the bottom, the rope
broke and he fell back and was very seriously
injured and bruised, but it is thought no
bones are broken.
