Pbe-kmptio** Decision.— xi case was
recently decided by the Secretary of the In-
terior in reference to the title to the north-
west quarter of the northwest quarter of sec-
tion 34, township 12 north, range 8 east,
Mount Diablo meridian, Placer county,
California, in which a new principal con-
nected with the entry of public lands is set
forth. The papers in the case can show that
foseph Kellymade homestead entry for the

north half of northwest quarter on November
10, 1875, and that E. D. Shiriand filed
declaratory statement for the west half of
northwest quarter of said section December
3, 1875, alleging settlement October 1, 1574.
Under an application of Kelly to commute
his entry, the question as to his right as
against Shiriand was raised, and upon inves-
tigation it was found that Kelly had lived for
many years in an adjoining township, and
acquired, by pre-emption, title to other lands,
ami hence he was held to have ac-
quired no rights to the land here in ques-
tion. This left Shirlaud's claim the only one
before the Government, but inasmuch as his
actual settlement was shown in the proof to
have heen several months subsequent to that
alleged inhis declaration ofsettlement, itwas
held to be illegal, and that no period of
residence had accrued to him under his appli-
cation and settlement. There being, however,
no advene claimant at present tothe land un-
der notice, and as Shiriand was now anactual
settler upon the land, the Register of the
Land Office in this city was instructed by
the Secretary of the Interior that under the
decision of the Department in the case of
Stanley vs. Fail-child, in November, 1876,
there being no adverse claimant of record,
the filing of a declaratory statement before
settlement does not invalidate a right, ami
that the pie-emption right of Shiriand would
therefore in this case be recognized, and com-
mence from the date of the receipt of notice
by the Register, E. F. Taylor, at Sacra-
mento, of the cancellation of Kelly's entry.

Fine Improvement.— Extensive improve-
ments and repairs are being made to the
buildings of the establishment of Hunting-
ton, Hopkins & Co., largely remodeling the
entire structure and in such a manner that it
willpresent a fine appearance when com-
pleted. A new front is to be put in on the
entire eighty-feet frontage of the premises and
a full second story added to the west forty
feet. Tho whole second story front will
have tight large ornamental windows,
while the crest of the front will he or-
namented with a heavy bracket cornice,
with a semi-circular center of about
twenty feet in width. A new truss-roof will
be put on the west portion, covering an area
of 40x160 feet ill-- second, .or of this part
of the establishment is to be lighted by three
large skylights, and an opening Bx3o feet
through the second floor will be constructed
directly under a skylight, for lighting the
first floor. Immediately under this opening
there willhe a large general office, while a
new private office, finely furnished, is to take
the same location as the present one, with
two large plate glass windows in front.
The whole interior of the establish-
ment is to be remodeled and refitted
with mostly new shelving, ore, etc.
The entire structure is to be provided with
iron shutters at all its doors and windows,
and even the skylights in the roof, thereby
making it absolutely fire-proof from contact
withother buildings. A new awnii g will be
constructed in front, and the whole, when
completed, willpresent a fine architectural
appearance. The cost of the improvements
willbe about $7,000.

STATE ENGINEER'S REPORT.

HISTOF.Y OF TEE OPERATIONS OF THE
ESGJ_-IEEE*3 DEPARTMENT.

The Drainage Question— lrrigation—Area of
Valleys—Discharge of Streams—

Debris Question.

Yesterday State Engineer Hall presented
Parts I.and 11. of his official report to the
Governor, as by law required, and Governor
Perkins willin due time

—
probably to-day

—
transmit ittothe Legislature. The report of
the Engineer is made in several divisions,
treating the subjects submitted to him sever-
ally. It is an exceedingly able report,

evidencing profound study of the matter in
hand, and as exhaustive treatment as was
possible in the time afforded Mr. Hall and
his assistants to gather data and make obser-
vations. It will, when given fully to the
public, be found to be of the deepest interest,
treating as it does upon topics of great mo-
ment. Itwas expected that the report, so
far as filed, wouldhave been transmitted to
the Legislature yesterday, and the outline
sketch of Part 1., presented herewith, was 1
prepared and placed in type with that ex-
pectation. For mechanical reasons the pub-
lication of the synopsis is made now. At an
early day the full text of Mr.Hall's valuable
paper willbe given in these columns.

Part I.embraces ahistory of the operations
of the Department. The objects of the work
the Engineer has held inview have been :

First
—

Solution of the problems of drainage
in the great valley of the State for the recla-
mation of lands, and the improvement of
rivers inthe future for navigation.

Second— The solution of the debris prob-
lem, so-called, that means may be suggested
for the protection of agricultural lands from
mining detritus, and relief of the rivers from
the burden of sediment brought into them.

Third
—

The solution of the irrigation prob-
lems. . j

DRAINAGE.

He holds that to perfect the rapid drainage
of a valley i- to prevent .the uncontrolled in-
undation of its plains. A perfect system is
as much a work of art a*is the sewerage sys-
tem of a large city;that a levee ina river is
but a side of a drain which forms a part of a
system more complicated inits parts than any
sewerage works ever can be : that all works
for rapid drainge tenel directly to prevent
overflow of the alluvial plains, yet there is al-
ways much to be done in accomplishing this
end which isnot designed directly for the pro- i
tection of any particular part of the lauds :,
that while the construction of ft levee may

'
not be essential tothe land immediately be- j
hind it,yet it may render thousands of acres
far below productive and fertile ;that facili-
tating rapid drainage in one part of a river
may be a great relief to the laud above, yet
the immediate result may be an overthrow cf
protective works on the lower river. While

'
the efficiency of all natural drains may be j
greatly enhanced, a partiiltreatment of them
may produce disaster.

As the experienced physician who under- j
stands the constitution of his patient, and

'
knows where to look for the seat of the dis- i
ease, and how and where to apply the rem- j
edy, so the engineer, who has had the oppor-
tunity of feeling the pulse and studying the
parts of a great drainage system, learns of its I
elefects and can shape a treatment for their
correction.

lie maintains that, because there is lack of
thorough study made of these matters, and
because engineers are called on to give opin- I

ions and design works without data to guide
them or proper power to inform themselves
and fortifytheir positions— because of these
things, there is failure. Inhis opinion works
for protection from overflow in California
have generally failed and millions of dollars
have been expended and lost. He sets forth '
the fact that inselling swarm, lands on con- .
dition of reclamation, the IState has set up
the owner of one swamp tract against the i

owner of another, and all el.orts to harmonize i

and achieve general success have failed, and |
now tracts formerly above overflow are

'
becoming subject to annual submersion, be- !
cause, in a great measure, of the effects of
works constructed for reclamation of lands
sold by the State to be reclaimed.

RAPID DRAINAGE.
-

\u25a0 Itis gleaned from Mr. Hall's report that
the State, through her Engineer Department,
has undertaken to collect the elata necessary
to shape the works designed to accomplish
the end of rapiddrainage, and to this end bis
study has been t» place the solutions of the
problems in hand upon the highest plane.
He considers the nature of the floods, vol-
ume ofdischarge, combination of volumes, anil .
sets out how the same have been studied, and i

also the natural capacity of the drainage
channels and the effect of artificial construc-
tions inincreasing or augmenting their capac- I
ity. He explains how the progress of the '•

flood wave has been measured, anel the vol- i

ume ascertained, anel the approved methods i
employed to these ends.

On the debris problem he reports upon all,
those riuestions submitted to him by the law,
and gives the result of his observations con-
cerning the relation of hydraulic mining to
river navigation ; flow of debris into the
rivers ; the threatened damage to adjacent I
Lands ;and willconsider plans for preventing
the injury resultant upon the flowof detritus
into the streams, withoutinterfering with the
working of the mines.

IRRIGATION-.
Irrigation next engages his attention, and j

the peculiar characteristics presented by each I
irrigation section, by leas m of topography,
geological formation or climatic influence, I
considered, as wellas the character of crops i

to be raised in the various sections, and the :
differences insoil, and the consequent neces-
sity for different methods of applying the i
water, and the variations necessary as to the

'
amount of water to be applied. He points
out how much depends upon adjustment of i
methods and on management in distributing !
the waters, aud the like necessity fur prac- .
tical knowledge concerning irrigation on the I
part of irrigators. He claims that from a I
comprehensive view of the practice, and an
extended study of the details of all the cir-
cumstances surrounding irrigation in differ-
ent sections, alone can a just conclusion be

'
arrived at as to the best methods and means j
to be employed. He willhold that irrigation :
is essentially an art, but one which is much !
abused and often degraded to a mere process )
to answer selfish ends and suit petsonal j
prejudices. He knows, he says, of no in- j
stance where cultivators by irrigation have ;
yet voluntarily brought the use of water to
near its highest standard, and even in old ir-
ligation districts itrequires, he says, constant
vigilance to prevent waste.

USE OP WATER.
Inusing water each cultivator using is op-

posed to his fellow. Ifevery man could hate
all the water he wants and when he wants it, j
there wouldbe little.' difficulty, for wherever ;
this could be iiligation wouldnot be a neces- ;
sity. Inhis report he considers the question
of"water supply i»different localities accord-

'
ing to season, and the question of the settle- |

ment of differences between claimants in the
distribution of water, and the attainment of i

that desirable end, the use of the water of the j
State for the greatest advantage of the whole •

community. Mt. Hall states unhesitatingly,
and has all along held that the State has been !

'

inerror inpermitting general appropriation I
of the waters ol streams, aad that itI
has resulted in waste, in trouble and I
iilitigation and unhealthy contests, for |
no checks had been provided as to appropria-

'
tion or diversion, and no vigilance exercised ,
as to proving up claims, or compelling a show
of compliance with the law, while there |
seems to have been no recognition of what is ;
an economical use of water. With a view to j
light on these points the work cf the En- |
gineer has been specially prosecuted and data I
gathered which will be given in full, and I
must prove of great interest in considering j
the sources of water supply, irrigable area,
practical results of irrigation, etc.

FIELD OF OBSEIIVAT 0 IS.
The chief fields inwhich observations have

been made are the Sacramento and San Joa-
quin valleys

—
the former being subject to

great inundations annually on lands where
reclamation has been attempted, the latter
beintr similarly afflicted, in a less degree, in
the lowerportions of the valley.

The two valleys joining at one outlet, their
rivers having a common delta and opening
to the bay, have afforded the problems of
drainage to be studied, and the surveys and
examinations for such purposes have been
made therein. The entire length of the San
Joaquin valley, from the Cosumnes riversouth-
ward to the Teion mountains, is 2.0 miles.
In the lowest' portion ifthe valley are many
thousands of acres of land subject toinunda-
tion. Alongside of this submerged plain lie
two higher ones, varying incombined width
from 30 to60 miles, and extending throughout
the San Joaquin, Tulare and Kern valleys,
the dividing lines between which are almost
indeterminable. These high plains require
watering, and have been the chief scene of
irrigation.

THE VALLETS.

The total length of the great valley com-
prising the Sacramento, San Joaquin, Tulare
and Kern is 410 miles, and its area

-
about

15,930 square miles, which is one-twelfth the
entire area of California, and is equal to half
of the State of Maine, is greater than the
area of Holland and equal to the area of the
valley of the river Po, inItaly. The area of
the Sacramento valley from Iron canyon to
Cosumnes river is about 4,7-9 miles. The
area of the San Joaquin valley from the
Tejon mountains to the Ci'sumnes river is
about 11,150 square miles. The waters

eJraiuin;* off from 30,470 square miles of belt
and mountain country are discharged into
this great vall.y.

'1he drainage area of the two rivers above
their common outlet is about 16.588 miles.
This is nearly equal tothe combined areas of
Maine, _\"ew Hampshire ami Vermont, and
is as great as the areas of either JNe.v York,
Pennsylvania or Louisiana.

Seventeen important streams discbarge
into the Sacramento, San Joaquin, Tulare
;aud Kern valleys

—
Sacrtunento river at

Iron canyon, with a discharge varying from
4,C00 cubic feet per second at low water to
about ICO,OOO feet at extreme floodstages.

rCKIHEB DISCHARGE.
The Feather, Yuba, Hear ami American

combined discharge from3,100 to200,000 cubic
feet per second. The Co-iimnes, JM«kclumuc,
Calaveras, Stanislaus, Tuolumne, Jlert-
ceil, Chowchilla, Fresno, San Joaquin,
Kings, Kaweah and Kern rivers combined,
discharge irom 2,200 to 250,000 cubic feet per
second. There are over 20 large creeks also,
such as the Putab, Cache and Stony creeks,
draining from the eastern slope of the (,'oa-t
liange into the Sacramento valley. The
greatest discharge of these aggregate about
150,000 cubic feet per second tor short periods
of time. Big Antelope, Mill, Deer, Chico,
Butte and.Horncut creeks enter the Sacra-
mento valley from the east, and their preat-
est discharges, combined, are about 50,000
cubic feet. Little John, Bear, Mariposa
creeks, Tide river, -White river and Posa
creek enter into the San Joaquin valley from
the east, and probably discharge as high
an aggregate as 00,000. • Los Uvac, San
Kraillo, Los Gatos, Cantua, Big ami
LittlePanoche, Saucelito, San Luis Orestim-
ba and Del Puerta creeks descend from the
slope of the Tejon and Coast Range moun-
tains. The total discharge of this cla^s of
creel's which enter the San Joaquin valley
when at a fullfloodstage isabout 100,000 cubic
feet per second. There are also twenty or
thirty smaller creeks discharging into the
Sacramento valley below Iron canyon, and
their greatest discharge is about 50,000 cutic
feet in the aggregate. Small creeks entering
the San Joaquin are stall more numerous,
and their greatest discharge is about 00,000
cubic feet per second.

IRRIGATION FIELD.
The fieldin which the practice of irrigation,

and the problems connected therewith, have
been sullied, extends much further south
than the limi's of the great valley. It
embraces, in the vicinity of Los Angeles,
two valleys through which flow the
Los Angeles, San Gabriel and Santa
Ana rivers. One of these valleys lies
between the Coast Range and Sierra Madre
Mountains, and extends from San Fernando
to San Bernardino ; it has an area of 970
square miles. The other is the Coast Valley,
which lies between the Coast Range Moun-
tains and the Pacific Ocean. The area of
this valley is about SOO square miles. The
mountain drainage area of the rivers which
flow through these valleys is 1,963 squire
miles.
