ANNIVERSARY.

LARGE CELEBRATION.BY THE GRAMMAR
SCH OL DEPART-BEST.

The Close of Ten Years' Superintendence
by Professor A. H. McDonald— A

Flea-ant Affair.*

The City Grammar School yesterday after-
noon celebrated the tenth anniversary of
Professor A.H. McDonald's Principalship of
that institution. The exercises took place inthe
assembly room of the Grammar School build-
ing, which was filled to its utmost capacity.
and upon the platform and throughout the
audience were seen many of the leading edu-
cational men of the State, members of the
Legislature, and a large attendance of prom-
inent citizens of Sacramento. The exercises
were opened . with prayer by Rev. H. H.
llice, after which the programme, consisting
of the following parts, was carried out:

song by the school, "Oar Way Across the
Mountains."

The songs were accompanied with piano
by.Mi-'i McMenomy, a teacher in the Gram-
mar School. The faultless manner in which
the several part* of the entire programme
was rendered was creditable io the highest
degree both to scholars and teachers, and re-
flected strongest indorsement upon the effi-
ciency and management of the Grammar
School Department.

.1. T. Griffitts, President of the City Board
of Education, at this point, upon request,
assumed the Chairmanship.

Professor McDonald stated that as this
was the tenth anniversary of his taking
charge of the City Grammar School, it is
proper that be should make some remarks
about the events connected with the school
covered by that period, and said :

About twentyyears ago, at the earuel-aolicitat'on
of friends, Itook up my former business in the
East— that of school-teaching— in a small mining
town in placer county. About that time the Sacra-
mento schools were looming op in importance, anil
my ambition was stimulated to become Principal of
the Sacramento Gramn-ar School. During the ten
years preceding 1870, Itaught in four different
schools, still having the same object Inview. By
referring to the minutes of the Board of Education
Ifind that on January '2., 1870, two-applications be-
ingbefore the Board, Ireceived for my present po-
sition the unanimous support of the eight School
Directors then holding office, my referees being our
present worthy President, \u25a0*. T. Grilßlts, and Mr.W.
H. Mills. Upon assuming the duties of Principal,
onJanuary 24, 1870, 1 resolved that, if possible, I
would make myself a necessity to the position
Bos Isucceeded is Dot forme to say. Ten of the
best years of mylife have been devoted to perform
the duties then conferred upon me. As a whole, I
received the generous support of the teachers us
ciated with me, as well as of the members of the
Board and City Superintendents during that time.
Attbe date of taking charge of the school the fol-
lowing teachers were the Grammar School Assist-
ants. Mary J. Watson, Laura _. Tempi Mary
E. Hall, Mrs. E. A. Southworth, Mrs. L. 11. Wells,
Miss Wall and Sarah J. Weir. Of these. Miss Wat-
son alone has remained continuously as one of the
Assistants. Miss Weir, another of the Assistants,
has had charge of some of the lower classes during
the time.

The present assistants of the Sacramento Gram-
mar School are: M. J, Watson, Vice-Principal;
Annie C. Weeks, First Grade ; Sue V. Heard, Jen-
nie Burke, Jennie McMenomy, Second Grade Ad-
die H. Wells, Grace E. Kidi,Clara L. Urth, Helen
It. Widdron, Third Grade: S. J. Weir, Mrs. H.
Deuel and Mrs. M. Micheuer. Fourth Grade; Pro-
tenor E.Kemer, Teacher *•_ German. These teach-
ers have taught inour school the following length
of time continuously, viz. :One taught 10 years,
two 11 ears, three S_ years, four -2J years, two 1_
years and one half a year. A more earnest, perse-
vering, pains -talcing corps of teachers it is difficult
to find. Number if teachers associated with me at
different times durin_ these ten years are 57. sub-
stitutes:., total .2. Many of these have quit the
profession, others are teaching iv different parts of
California, Nevada and elsewhere. Three teachers
passed away indeath, viz.:Mrs. M. K. Stab), .Mrs.
A.3. Jaycoa.. and Professor A.H.Unger. Several
of our former pupils are teachers inboth the gramm-
ar and primary schools of this city and county.
The number of our former pupils who are or who
have been actively engaged in teaching is113. There
have been certificates to teach granted to **0others
Who have DOt taught, so far as we know. Total
pupils receiving certificates are 147. The number
enrolled in the first grade for ten years arc 'Ml. A
large >>er cent, of these did not remain lung enough
to graduate, but received more or less first grade &_.-

struction.
The names of the School Directors who honored

me with a unanimous election are Henry Miller,
DavidliRoss, B. B. Keddinc*, Daniel Brown, Dr. J.I
K. Montgomery, J- F. Dreman, F. A. Gibbs and -\u25a0. j
W. Avery. Sine-; that time we have had thirty-two |
different persons elected, making a total of forty
gentlemen who have acted as members of the Board
of Education since 1870. Of these three respected
and influential members have died, viz: George
'lowland, Nelson and Henry Miller. There
have been four City Superintendents, viz:Rev W.
H. Hill,Hon. S. C. Denson, A. C. Hmkson, Esq., \
ami F. L. [Andes, Esq. You will pardon me if II
refer to a few of the more important points that
have occurred since, with which Iwas more or less
connected. Shortly after being elected Ifound that
the old Franklin building was not well adapted for
school purpose-, and was n tt sufficient to hold all
the grammar classes. Two classes were established
in the Jefferson building, Sixteenth and N, and the
succeeding year two more-classes were established in
the Washington building, Thirteenth and U. Ini
concert withothers Ibegan to urge on members the

"necessity of buildinga new Grammar School. The
proposition found favor with the City tSuperinten l-
SOt, S. C. Denson and several members of the
Hoard. Finally a committee consisting of C. EL
Cummings, J. F. Dreman, N. D. GoodeQ and myself
were appointed to go to Ban Frandsco and Oakland
to select a model for a suitable buiding. We went,
and decided upon the Oakland High School us being
the best suited.. The Board of Education, after im-
proving and enlarging the plan somewhat, unani-
mously adopted the report, and determined to begin
the building at once. Upon C. 11. Cummings, as
Chairman of the BuildingCommittee, devolved the
principal labor and oversight in erecting this beau-
tifulbuilding in which we are assembled to-day.
Be entered upon the duties with the perseverance
and energy characteristic of him. The following
year the hold-over meubers were ably assisted by
the uew members

—
Messrs Rowland, Tracy and

Falter— bringing the buildingto a successful com-
pletion. The charge that Mr. Tracy, as President of
the Board, gave to the first grade pupils, viz:
"To you is listed the care of this building while
v.'ii occupy itas a iiuating -: 1--," has been re-
peated to every' succeeding class, and generally coo-
scientiously concurred in.

In'72 or '73, at the request of many young per-
sons »ho could not attend Jin* day-school, Imade
application to the Board to establish a public ni.ht-
ttchool. After the sub had been d scusseil for
several evenings, it was decided that if twenty-five
persons would apply forsuch teaching a cl -.-» would
be -I'd. Undoubtedly Superintendent Denson
remembers the number who met in the Franklin
buildingupon the nigbt advertised lor those who
desired toattend topresent themselves.

Th. school was organized by
myself, and three assistants were furnished by the
Board. Itentered upon its popularity and useful-
ness at once, and has been taught every tall and
winter since then. Itha- proved i.. the greatest
importance to many persons, who otherwise would
have been deprived of obtaining tbe elements of SO

education.
Some two or three years after taking (Aksnreof the

schifol itwas Found uccessary to revise and simplify
the _our_e of study. A c mmittee, consisting of J.
I.Feber, Judge S. G. Denson, Prof. E. P. Howe and
myself, were appointed to perform the work. We
\u25a0pare 1 neither time nor pains t iselect the best
possallle course of study, also rules and regulations,
sod succeeded in recommending such a course as re-
ceived the approbation of the Board.

The examinations f-r promotions were all oral,
and the pupilhaving the miwt self-i-ossession tall)
succeeded in being promoted with the greatest
honor, whether possessed of ment or not. After
some effort, Isucceeded in introducing a partial
written examination, -vhieh. taken with the oral ex-
amination, gave equal advantages to all pupils,
But shortly afterwards the Board adopted the rule
that all promotions should be by written ex-
aminations only. It was finally ascertained that
promotions by

*
written examinations exclusively

were as much of an extreme as when only oral ex-
aminations were used. So the last Board selected a
wise and happy medium, by determining that here-
after promotions willbe made by t king into con-
sideration both the annual written examinations,
and the yearly standing ofthe pupil in the class.
During myconnection with the Sacramento Gram-
mar School Iwas determined to sustain the well-
merited reputation of our schools, but to do the
greatest good to the greatest number, and deprive
no pupil, not viciously inclined, of the greatest ben-
enfit timed from the public free schools.

Inconclusion, Idesire to tender my sincere thanks
to each member of the ten respective Boards, who
elected mo each year to my present position. Also
to each of the four Superintendents for their coun-
sel and assistance . to the sixty-two teachers who so
uniformly seconded mv efforts, and also to the
patron-. lud friends of our school for the many kind
words of encouragement received from them.

At the conclusion of these remarks the
Chairman arose, and. addressing Professor
McDonald, said : "The very pleasant duty
has been delegated to me by your assistants
ii this school, who have recognized your
high personal worth and merits as a teacher,
to present you a token of their high regard,
which they have selected iv the shape of the
works of Pope, and which 1 now present
you." '
•The finely-bound volume was received by

Senator Grove L.Johnson gave a brief re-
view of the workand success of the Gramm-
ar School during the past ten years, and
said he hoped that the present Superintend-
ent, A. H.McDonald, would be spared and
found at the same post at the end of another
ten years, which ftxpressi.n was received
with unanimous approbation, and applause.
Asimilar sentiment prevailed throughout the
remaiks of the other t-peakers, among whom
were Daniel Brown, ex-Superintendent A. C.
Hinkson, W. F. Knox, F. A.Hornblower,
D. W. Welty, Rev. Dr. lientley and Super-
intendent F. L.Landes. The following Ut-
ter from B. B. Bedding was read, after
which the exercises were closed :

and that the world willbe the better becau-e be has
lived in it. Without men and women who will
make this sacrifice, society would soon revert to its
original barbarous condition. Civilization is a per-
petual struggle. After two thousand years of
Christian teaching we can see daily that the cloak of
civilization is but a thin garment, easily discarded
and scantily covering the oiiginal savage. The
teacher, the clergyman and the Christian missionary

mid be most honored by society. They accept
small pay and make lifelong sacrifices that the race
may advance in knowledge and in virtue.

1bave great respect forMr,McDonald as a teacher,
and the highest regard for him a-, a member of so-
ciety, and Iregret 1 cannot be present when his pu-
pils and ex-pupils tender tohim the compliment of
their appreciation of his character, influence and
earnest work.

BURNS' ANNIVERSARY.

The Caledonian Club last evening at Tur-
ner Hall gave a concert and ball in honor of
the one hundred and twenty-first anniversary
of the birth of Hubert Burns. The annual
reunions of this Club have become very pop-
ular occasions, and for the last three years
the rush to the entertainments of the Club
has become each time a crush, so successful
heretofore has been the management? of the
Caledonians.

CAPITAL NOTES.

The expectation was that the State Prison
Commission would meet to-day and indicate
its policy incertain directions, but several of
the Commissioners have gone home, and itis

Ibelieved the next meeting will take place in
San Francisco, and not until late next week.

Abillis shortly to be introduced regarding
the publication of the debates and transac-
ti>ns inseparable therefrom of the late Con-
stitutional Convention. The purpose of the
author of the bill is to excl'ide all unim-
portant matters, and call only for debates
hid in Committee of the Whole and inCon-
vention relating to the Constitution, which
will tend to throw light upon the sections
adopted.

Amovement is on foot to urge the passage
of a bill concerning the publication of legal
notices of allkinds. Under the present sys-
tem, which conspires strongly against the
rights of absent parties, the notices go mainly
to the paper which is the lowest bidder for
their publication, and hence appear in jour-
nals least likely to convey the information
sought to be given to the party to be reached
by the notice. The "proposition now is to
pass a bill fixing a maximum rate at which
publications can be made, and !giving the
publication, in some instance--, to the paper
having the largest general circulation.
Itis proposed by many to have the debates

in theSenate and Assembly, on whatever law
passed relating to the revenue system, pub-
lished in pamphlet form, and son* to allAs-
______*-, Auditors, Supervisors and Tax-col-
lectors 'ii the State, that there may be a
clearer understanding gained concerning the
revenue system.

The Fish Commissioners will
oppose it. but it willhave a good deal of
strength in both houses.
It seems to be generally conceded that it

willbe almost impossible for the Legislature
to complete its 'labors within the constitu-
tional limit of 100 days. The Constitution,
it is said, obstructs legislation by requiring
lengthy reading of bills, and various other
things arise by reason of it, delaying action
and proving that itis not economical of time.

Observance ok the Sabbath.— A union
meeting was held last night in the Si .th-
street M. E. Church to consider the above
subject. Various aspects of the subject were
presented in sound addresses by the clergy-
men of the city. Rev. Dr. Dwinell spoke
on the right of legislation concerning the

'
Sabbath. He said the right to legislate is
based upon the fact that man needs the Sab-
bath, not only as an individual, but social
man needs it. The State has no right to en-
force the religious observance of the Sabbath,
but ithas aright to prevent Sabbath desecra-
tion. This right is made clear by the fact
of past legislation in this country and Europe,
and by the present laws onour statute books.
Rev. H. H. Rice spoke on the Sabbath as de-
manded by natural law. He showed that
communities in which the Sabbath is not
religiously observed, do not rise in social and
moral tore. The Sabbath law is one of
the Ten Commandments, and since the other
nine are plainly founded on natural law, we
expect this also to be thus founded. We
find, then, that the Sabbath, as a day of rest
and worship, is demanded by the law of the
body, the mind and the spirit -in short, by
the nature of man. Rev. Dr. Ben-ley spoke
on

*'Hindrances to .Sabbath Observance."
The greatest, he said, is the lack of public
sentiment, which must, therefore, be created.
We have forgotten too much of the history of
our country. The example of Washington
was cited, who never allowed anything to in-
terfere with his religious duties. He spoke
also of the lack of family government in
training up children to keep the Sabbath.
Rev. Mr. Gregory next spoke on "The
Methods of Promoting Sabbath Observance."
He said we must first keep the Sabbath our-
selves, before we can induce others to keep
it. Let it be sacred to ourselves, sacred in
our households, sacred in all parts of our life.
We need also to talk on this subject, and
preach about it; and we need the influence
of the press for Sabbath observance. Re-
quest was made for some public action on the
subject, which may be taken at some time in
another meeting.
