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THE FUSION LEGISLATURE.

AvGusTa, January 231.—The Fusionists
to-day met at Union Hall, but only part of
the members were present. 2

Dickey put the following order: That 5
A, Sawyer, Secretary of State, be directed to
notify municipal officers of towns and planta-
tions that a new valuation of the State prop-
erty is to be made by this Legislature, that
said officers may appear and be heard, and
that particular notice, with the broad seal of
State affixed, be forwarded to the towns of
Elsworth and Brunswick that their Repre-
sentatives have withdrawn themselves from
this House.

In the Senate, the President announced
that in the standing committees there was
much fault found because they had been re-
fused the privilege of taking stationery from
the State House.

Both branches then adjourned until 2
o’clock, when the Committee on Questions
for the Supreme Court will report.

The_municipal officers in towns where the
Fusionists have coutrol are sending to the
Secretary of State’s office valuation books,
for the use of the Valuation Committee.

The Senate directed an examination of the
accounts of the State Treasurer.

Absent Senators are requested to take seats
in the Senate to which they were chosen.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT.

AvucusTa, January 23d.—In the Republi-
can House the Committee on Judiciary was
ordered to inquire as te the amendment to
our Constitution so that certificates of elec-
tion of Representatives shall issue directly
from the municipal officers. The Judiciary
Committee reported a resolution providing
for an amendment to the Constitution—that
the Governor be elected by a plurality instead
of a majority of votes. The rules were sus-
pended, and the resolution was passed to be
engrossed. The Senate concurred.

Both branches adjourned till to-morrow.

FUSIONISTS RECEIVING THEIR SALARIES,

Boston, January 23d. — The Herald's
special from Augnsta savs:
Treasurer, White, who refuses to deliver the
keys of the sub-treasury to the Republican
Treasurer, Holbrook, began to-day paying
small sums to such of the Fusionist Legisla-

ture as chose to apply therefor. The money |

is not State funds, but part of a subscription
fund.

A high Republican authority has guaran-
teed the statement that Lreasurer White will
depart out of the treasury by forcible means
next week, and that if the banks where the
State moneys are deposited refuse to recog-
nize Treasurer Holbrook’s drafts legal pro-
ceedings will be begun, in order to vindicate
Holbrook’s title to the office.

THE PROPOSED QUESTIONS.

AuGusTA, January 23d.—At the afternoon
session of the Fusion Legislature the report
of the committee on questiens to be submit-
ted to the Court was read. Ingalls said:
““We know now that the Court will not rec-
ognize any laws that we may make, but un-
der our present condition we should submit
these questions, and then, like good, law-
abiding citizens, submit to the decision. The
questions sent to the Court by the other
hody were theoretical, but these cover the
facts at issue.”

THE FUSIONIST QUESTIONS,

AvuGusTa, January 23d,—The statement
drawn by the committee of the Fusion Legis-
lature to be submitted to the Supreme Court
details and defends the action of Governor
Garcelon and the Council, and cites the
opinion of the Supreme Court of the State
and other authorities to show that the Fusion
Legislature is a legally organized body.

SUDDEN CHANGE IN THE SITUATION,

BosrtoN, January 23d. — The Herald's
Augusta special to-night says: The whole
situation has since fifteen minutes past 11
o'clock entirely changed. By to-morrow
morning three companies of infantry—the
Capital Guard, of Augusta, the Avburn
Light Infantry and the Androscogzin Light
Infantry—will garrison the State House.

At ten minutes past 11 Governor Davis and
Inspector-General Tilden arrived at the Ad-
jutant-General’s office.

. In three minutes Governor Davis author-
ized this startling but well-justified military
movement., It was a timely act.

The military authorities were out of pa-
tience with the politicians whgf have for
several days had dominant iuﬂ*ce at the
State House. ¥

This has been the most sensational of any
night since the complications.

ut the rumors of stirring events to come
were not baseless. The Fusionists’ militia
are and have been drilling down town in this
city, and it has been ascertained to the satis-
faction of the military authorities that a con-
centrated attack upcn the State House was
likely to occur at any moment.

A plot to burn the residences of leading
Augusta Republicans was discovered to-night.
Triangular bits of paper marked the doomed
residences. They were tacked on after dark,
and were perceived by the vigilant police.
Had the Governor not given his order for
calling out the troops to-night, the military
men at the State House were ready to aban
don their watch, which was likely to result
in an inglorions ending.

The orders for the militia were given out
by General Chamberlain’s Assistant Adju-
tant-General, for the reason that part of the
militia would not, or it was fearea would not,
obey Governor Davis’ order.

The Capital Guard garrisons the State
House to-night, and partly relieve the work
of the police, who have been without sleep for
many hours.

A special train is ordered to-night from
Lewiston.

Probably the most aggressive movement of
the State Government will be to disperse the
Fusionist Legislature, and arrest every Fu-
sionist official who persists in playing at gov-
ernment.

MILITARY IN THE STATE HOUSE.

AugusTa, Jannary 23d.—Those who im-
agine that the Fusionist are inactive and
have abandoned tleir cause, are laboring un-
der a mistake. While the Government is
not alarmed, they fully grasp the situation,
and will make the State House perfectly im-
pregnable.

The first military company that ever en-
tered the State House marched in at mid-
night to night—the Capital Guard.

Messrs. Pillsbury, Blood, Channing and
others are known to be enrolling men in every
county in the State. Men are collected in
country towns ready for J. I. Smith’s call.
Captain Black, of Augusta, is drilling men
nightly.

THE MAYOR ALARMED.

Mayor Nash addressed the following note
to Governor Davis to-night :

In view of the threatening attitude of persons
hostile to the present government of the State, I
feel constrained to say to your Excellency that 1 fesr
my civil police force will be unable to sufficiently
protect the public property at the Capitol, or even
hold possession of the building itseif, against such
a force as the public enemies seem to be willing to
bring against it. CHARLES E. NASH.

SUSPICIOUS CIRCUMSTANCES,

There are suspicious circamstances which
lead to alarm, viz: The crowds of men col-
lecting at various points ; the continuance of
organization among the Fusionists ; the rais-

ing of movey to sustain them in their action ;
the activity of Major J. L. Smith ; the hold-
ing out of Sawyer, who claims to be Secretary
of State ; the drilling of secret clans of armed
men, and the incendiary talk of the Green-
back Labor Chronicle of Auburn that the
State House must be taken, though it costs
thonsands of lives.

GOVERNOR DAVIS EQUAL TO THE SITUATION.

From a consultation with the military au-
thorities, Governor Davis became fully con-
vinced of the seriousness of the situation,
and that the position of Mayor Nash is per-
fectly sound. He therefore ordered to the
State House the- Capital Guard and the
Richards Light Infantry, who, at 1 o'clock
this morning, were there. The Auburn
Light Infantry will leave that place for the
Capital at 2 o’clock this morning, and other
military forces will be brought here if neces-
sary. The information ot the operations of
the Fusionists comes from reliable men in
each county. The design is to take the State
House, but the prompt action of Governor
Davis will avert all trouble. Men are kuown
to be ready at the call of Smith from Lincoln
and Somerset counties, who are to take
sleighs acrosa the country, The prompt action
of Colonel Peaks prevented movements in
Piscataquis county.
REPUBLICAN DETERMINATION.

BostoN, January 24th—aA. M. — Augusta
specials say: The Richards Lizht Infautry,
of Gardiner, have just arrived (2 A. M.), and
marched into the State House. A Gatling
gun will be here in the moruing. All the
armories in the State are under :;u:ml. The
Republicans mean to hold possession, and if
the State troops are not adequate the Presi-
dent will be called on for aid.

Affairs at the National Capltal,
[Special to the RECORD-UNION.]

WASHINGTON, January 23d.—Several of
Consul Mosby's letters to the State Depart-
ment show that during Consul Bailey’s ad-
ministration of the Hongkong consulate,
from 1871 to the latter part of 1878, the in-
spection of Chinese emigrants to the United
States, under the Act of Congress requiring
Consular certificates of their voluntary emi-
gration, was a disgraceful farce, and merely a
weans of collecting fees which Bailey almost
wholly pocketed. Mosby in  one letter
writes: ** The following is a brief history of
the ceremony of examination: On the day
before a vessel was to leave with Chinese
emigrants the United States Consul was in-
formed that at a certain hour the passengers
would be ready on board for examination. At
the appointed time Peter Smith, an illiterate
keeper of a sailors’ boarding-house, appeared
with the Consular seal. The passengers
came on deck and passed in revie'w before
him, each being asked if he was a voluntary
emigrant, If he said he was, his ticket was
stamped with the Consular seal. It would
take, on an average, about one hour to com-
plete the investigation, This was the whole
proceeding.” Mosby also reported that
“the Act prohibiting the importation of Chi-
rese lewd women into the United States was
simply made a cover for extortion, it being a
ceneral understanding that any woman could
procure a Consular certificate by paying to
the Consul a premium of $10 or $15. A letter
received by Mosby from the San Francisco
Collector of Customs, dated August 28,
1879, congratulated him on his success in pre-
venting the shipment of lewd women to the
United States, thus demonstrating that the
previous failures to inforce the law were at-
tributable to a mere want of proper vigi-
lance and good faith. [The General stated in
his report of September 20th, of the results of
his investigations under the orders of the State
Departwent, as follows: *“ Upon the general
quasticn as to the voluntary character of Chi-
nese emigration, I find it difficult to form a
satisfactory judgment. Among the foreign-
ers in China the prevalent belief is that so
far as the Pacific States of the United States
are concerned, this emigration is mainly pro-
moted by the Six Chinese Companies or
Guilds of San Francisco, and that emigrants,
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after artival, remain in the power of these
| companies, and are in fact controlled by
| them. I find this belief so strong and
s0 general, even among persous who
differ as regards the expediency of the
emigration, that I must declare it worthy of
serious consideration ; but at the same time
[ have been unable to obtain any direct or
clear evidence to support it. This is possibly
owing to the secrecy which characterizes all
such combinations among the Chinese and to
the great power and influence they every-
where possess, and as long as the emigrants
continue to declare, throughout the several
searching examinations to which they are
subjected, no% only their willingness to go,
but that they go freely and voluntarily, it
may be imyossible to establish any unlawful
arrangement between them and the said com-
panies.”

The bill recently passed by Congress, to
authorize affidavits in support of applications
for mineral patents to be made by agents of
non-resident applications, has been threat-
ened with a Presidential veto, on account of
opposition of the Interior Department to its
retroactive section ; but Senator Teller and
Representatives Belford and Page have pro-
cured a reference of the matter to the Attor-
ney-General and convinced him that the bill
should be approved., It will therefore receive
the President’s signature,

The Colored Exodus Investigation.

WasaiNgToN, January 23d.—The Senate
Committee on Exodus to-day continued the
examination of O. S. B. Wall, of Washing-
ton (colored), President of the Emigrant Aid
Society, and also took the testimony of Jas,
E. O’Hara, a prominent colored Republican
of Halifax county., Wall, under cross-
examination by Vaunce as to the basis fer his
assertion that North Carolina was ‘““a God-
forsaken country, with a soil that would not
sprout black-eyed peas,” admitted that he
had very little personal knowledge of the soil
of North Carolina, and personally knew noth-
ing about the counties from which the present
exodus has started. He believed the exodus
from the South was spontaneous; that it
would continue until the colored people re-
ceived better treatment thsre, and that in
every probability there would be a re-
turn dnft southward, for the negro loved
the home of his parents, and would not
emigrate without some strong incentive. In
response to a series of questions by Senator
Voorhees, witness stated that information
received by him, as President of the Society,
that employment for North Carolina colored
people could readily be had in Indiana, was
derived from circulars and a letter of J. H.
Walker, mail agent at Terre Haute, and sev-
eral other personsliving in that State, whose
names he could not remember, but whose let-
ters he would hereafter furnish to the com-
mittee, and from Perry & Williams, of North
Carolina, agents of the emigrants. What
personal knowledge the latter had in regard
to the point at issue he did not know.

O’Hara (colored), the other witness, testi-
fied that he held office in Halifax for a num-
ber of years as Chairman of the Board of
County Commissioners, Chairman of the
Board of Education, and County Examiner.
He has also been a member of the North
Carolina Legislature, and of the Constitu-
tional Convention ; was one of the Presiden-
tial Electors on the Presidential ticket in
1876, and is now contesting a seat in the na-
tional House of Representatives. He
gave a very favorable account of the
condition and treatment of the colored people
in North Carolina, but in regard to their in-
dustrial and political status he testified that
alth‘ough' there was at one time some ‘‘ bull-
dozing ” in the counties bordering on South
Carolina, there never has been any political
persecution in the counties affected by the
present exodus, and none now in any part of
North Carolina. Nothing was more common
on election days than to see a white landlord
and colored tenant coming to town in the
same buggy, and voting different tickets.
White mechanics in North Carolina kad no
prejudice against working with colored me-
chanics, and no discrimination was made
against the colored people in the Courts or on
juries,

Senator Windom remarked at this point
that he had been looking for a negro paradise,
and now he had found it in North Carolina.

Witness, in response to interrogatories as
to the exodus from this State, said it was the
result of the efforts of agitators going about
the country, and not a spontaneous migra-
tion. The less industrious class of colored
men (what might be termed the floating pop-
ulation) were deceived by representations that
they would get $1 50 per day in Indiana
and a new suit of clothes, together
with ““ Government aid ” of some sort as they

by railroad companies in Kansas and else-
where, " In the course of his testimony he ex-
pressed the opinion that the intelligent negro
of the South has more to fear from white
Republicans in the South than from Demo-
crats. He explained this on the ground that
the white Republicans want all the offices
themselves, and if the colored people claim a
division they combine against the nezro.

The Railroad finking Fund Question—
Yorktown Movement—The Utah Gove
ernorship.

WasHINGTON, January 23d.—The bill in-
troduced in the House to-day by Representa-
tive McLane, to amend the sinking fund Act
of May 7, 1878, provides that there shall be
established a sinkiog fund in the Treasury of
the United States, into which the Central
Pacific Railroad shall pay $1,200,000 per an-
num, and the Union Pacific $§850,000 yearly.

The House select committee on Yorktown
celebration agreed to report a bill to the
House, appropriating $100,000 for the erec-
tion of a monument at Yorktown, and
$20,000 to meet the expeuses of the proposed
Yorktown celebration.

The Senate Committee on Territories
unanimously agreed to report back the nom-
ination of Eli H. Murray, of Kentucky, to be
Governor of Utah, with a recommendation
that it be confirmed.

Governor Tilden, through
counsel, demurred to the bill, and Judge
Blatchford decided against him, ordering that
he should answer the interrogatories. From
this order Governor Tilden appealed to the
Supreme Court. Sixty dayshave now elapsed,
and Governor Tilden has not yet filed his
answer, claiming that it is not necessary un-
til the Supreme Court have decided the ap-
peal. To-day District Attorney Woodford
moved before.Judge Blatchford, in the United
States Circuit Court, for a further order to
compel Tilden to answer the interrogatories
at once, irrespective of the appeal, which was
opposed by counsel on the otner side. The
case is set down for argument next week.

The parties engaged in the work have their
headquarters at Wichita, Ke. The subject
was discussed at a meeting of the Cabinet to-
day, and it was decided to issue instructions
to the Gtovernment officials in that section of
the country to forward all information prc-
curable regarding the matter. The War De-
partment will distribute troops so as to sup-
press and check such movement as soon as 1t
is attempted.

Fire and Loss of Life.

WisHITA (Kansas), January 23d.—Advices
from Cherry Vale say the building occupied
by the Giobe printing office, with sleeping
rooms on the upper floors and a furniture
store below, was burned night before iast.

tual result. I can state that the oldest lamp
in my laboratory, after burning 505 hours,
had its electrical resistance measured, and
there was not a difference of one-tenth from
the time when it was originally put in the
circuit, The surface of this carbon which
burned 505 hours is as bright to-day as it was
the day when firs% putin, whereas oxidization
makes carbon black.” Edison says he bas
not sold a share of bis stock.

Grant at Havana A Graad Reception-

Unfounded Statement.

St. PETERSBURG, Jannary 23d.—The state-
ment that news had been received from Persia
announcing a second defeat of the Russians by
the Turcomans, in consequence of which the
Russians were compelled to evacuate Tchi-
kislas, is declared to be unfounded. News
has been received at St. Petersburg from the
Russian expedition, which simply reports an
attack by the Turcomans on a Russian convoy.

WasnixaToN, January 23d.—After some miscel-
laneous business committees were called for reports
of a private nature,

The House then went into Committee of the
Whole on the State of the Union, for the purpose of
listening to Horr’s reply to Cox’s spaech of yester-
day. When Horr rose the scene was as dramatic
and exciting as when an important political debate
impends. The galleries were crowded with people,
and the members gathered around Horr, who spoke
from thespace in front of the speaker’s desk. He
stated that before he commenced his reply to the
eloquent and able speech of the distinguished and
welghty gentleman from New York (Cox), he would
@sk the Clerk to read the speech, or portion of it,
which he (Horr) had delivered a few days ago, and
which had ocessioned that fearful effort which the
House had listened to yes erday.

The Clerk then read the portion in which Horr
alluded to Cox.as “* My genial little irend,” which
created loud laughter.

Horr justified himself for using the words ““ genial
little frierd,” by explaining that they were spoken
in the heat of debate. [Laughter.] He had spent
his boyhood in manual labor and hard work, and
was consequently s metimes embarrassed, and in
his extreme diffidence dropped words which he was
sorry f-r afterwards. Nothing had been further
from his mind than the idea of belittling the gentle-
man from New York before this 2sscmbly. He ki
the gentleman’s weight and accomplishments
far be it from him to contest with him.

After quite a lengthy speech, during which the
House was kept n almost a constant roar of langh
ter, Horr said he was not a poet, but a friend had

written for him an epitaph upon the geutleman
from New York, which he thought just covercd the
case :

¢ Peneath this slab lies the great Sam Cox,

Who was wise 28 au owl and as brave as an ox ;

Think it not strange his turning to dust,

For he sweiled, and he swell d, till he finally burst.

Just where he has gone, or just how he fares,

Nobody knows, and nobody cares ;

Jut wherever he is, be he ange! or elf,
Je sure, dear reader, he is puffing himself.”

Cox making no reply, the Committee rose and the
House immediately went into Committee of the
Whole on the private calendar. Coxin the chair.

After some time the Committee rose aud @ num-
ber of private bills were passed.

The House then adjourned until Monday.
