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spondeant.
January 24th.—The Demo-
cratic members of the House Committee on
Ways and Means privately held an important
conference yesterday, with a view to deter-
mining whether or not a general tariff bill
should be reported this session. The senti-
ment expressed was decidedly against framing
any comprehensive bill, but there was con-
siderable disposition manifested in favor of
making some changes in existing tariff rates
by means of a separate bill, leaving each
change that a majority of the committee may
acree to recommmend to take its chances in the
House upon its individual merits, The adop-
tion of this plan will in a large measure pre-
clude log-rolling combinations, which hereto-

fore have had great inflnence in tariff legisla-
tion, and will greatly diminish the number of
possible chances. . i

Representative Daggett is preparing a bill
to provide for the relinquishinent to the Gen-
eral Governmens of all unsold sixteenth and
thirty-sixth sections heretofore granted to
Nevada for school purposes, and for a grant
in lien thereof of two million acres of non-
mineral lands, to be selected by the State, in
tracts of any size, from unoccupied United
States lands within her border. The lands
heretofore donated aggregate between three
and a half and four million acres, but owing
to their mountainous situation, or desert
character, only about one hundred thousand
acres have yet been sold, and consequently
the schocl fund has derived scarcely any ben-
efit from the grant. It is believed, however,
that if the State be allowed to take up sage-
brush lands in large tracts, they can be sold
to good advantage to parties who will under-
take to utilize them by irrigation, but who
would not incur the expense and risk of at-
tempting to bring water upon widely-sepa-
rated emall tracts. The last Nevada Legisla-
ture passed a bill authorizing the proposed
exchange to be made whenever Congress
agrees to it. The Commissioner of the Gen-
eral Land Office has also expressed himself
in favor of the proposition, and will recom-
mend the passage of Daggett's bill.

Daggett also intends to introduce a bill for
the encouragement of artesian well-boring,
but has deferred its preparation to await the
receipt of some additional information on the
.subject, for which he has written to Nevada.

The Colored Exoduas.

WASHINGTON, January 24th.—The Senate
Committee on the Colored Exodus to-day ex-
amined J. P. Duckshart, Sonthern Passen-
srer Agent of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company. He testified that he has made
several visits to North Carolina in the inter-
ests of the company, to secuie as large a share
as possible of the exodus travel, and that
he effected arrangements with local promoters
of the movement, by which the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad obtained the transporta-
tion of all the colored people who have, up
to this time, and since last October, emi-
grated from North Carolina to Indiana. The
through rate from Goldshurg to Indianapolis
for these emigrants was $16 65 for each person
above the age of 12 years; half fare for
children from 5 to 12, and younger children
free. In all these arrangements the company
agreed to pay Z. Taylor Evans, of Goldsbor-
ough, the colored man who worked up the
emigration, a drawback of $1 per head for
each full-fare passenger, and fifty cents for
each half ticket sold. This was a well-known
standing inducement held out by himself and
agents of the competition roads to men like
Jivans, Perry and Williams to get up as large
an emigration as possible. Evans told witness
that he commenced working up the exodus
sixteen months ago by means of mass meet-
ings, secret societies, etc. Witness, while in
North Carolina, had seen many circulars as-
serting that the colored people would find
plenty of work in Indiana at good wages.
Perry and Williams also cirenlated a report
that emigrants upon reaching Washington
would be provided with new clothes and
transportation to Indiana or Kansas. The
circulars were larzely made up of editorials
from the Greencastle (Indiana) Banner, and
also included what purported Lo be certiticates
from a number of the North Carolina cclored
people who had already gone to Indiana,
that they had found work, and advised their
friends to follow. Perry left the State sud-
denly during the winter, on account of an in-
dictment for forging school certificates, and
had not returned, but Evans and others were
still at work, and, in the opinion of the wit-
ness, the exodus would continue just as long
as the colored people could raise money to
pay their fare, or until checked by unfavor-
able reports from their friends at the other
end of theline. In this event, he would go
out to Indiana and try and secure them as

assengers back over the Baltimore and Ohio
ines. |Lauughter.]

H. W. Mendenhall, a resident of Washing-
ton, testified that he assisted in organizing
the emigration and society about a year ago.
He thought the movement would become
quite extensive. He had stated if Indiana
could offer any inducements to negro emi-
grants it would be well to have them go
there, as they were generally Republicans
and would strengthen the Repubiican party.
He could not tell what degree of approval
this movement met with with his friends in
Indiana. He had received a private letter
from United States Marshal Dudley, of Indi-
ana, who said that as a political measure the
Republican party in Indiana disclaimed any
part in the movement, but if employment
could be found for colored people in Indiana
he would be glad to see them come there. He
understood from the letter that the Republi-
can party leaders in Indiana would not par-
ticipate in the movement. Witness did not
know of any Republican politicians in Indi-
ana engaging in the movement as a political
measure,

Another Accident on the New York Ele-
vated Raliroad.

NEW YORE, January 24th.—At 1 o’clock
this morning the engine of a train on the el-
evated railroad was thrown from the track by
a misplaced switch, and fell into the street, a
distance of twenty-five feet. The engine,
rattling on at the rate of thirty milesan hour
or more, dragging its single car with twenty-
five or more human beings, all employes on
the road, struck the switch with a jerk that
threw every one off his feet, ran over on the
middle track and off it on the guard-rail,
crashing into a car standing there. As it

d it reached the west or the down
track, and at the curve jumped off, breaking
the rail, gnard-rail and ties, for a distance of
twenty feet, landing below squarely on its
wheels in the roadway. The three that were
in the cab went down with it. Those in the

excited hy the ecrash and

rear car, i -
shock, and realizing their danger, ran
for the doors, expecting every sec-

ond to follow, but the car stopped
abruptly at the broken rail, with one end
tipped over the abyss below. The coupling
broke, and onlv the engine fell. Had the car
followed, and fallen on it, instant death would
have been the fate, beyond doubt, of those
who escaped with comparatively slight
bruises. Those in the car above managed to
make their way out, and along the track to
the depot, a block further back, and thence
into the street. Many were bleeding fromn
slight cuts and bruises, and one brakeman
named Hayes, was taken from the platform
of the car into which the train had run,
tossed over from the platform of his own car
by the concussion and much bewildered,
though little hurt. Those who ran the engine
wxpected fully to find its three occupants
«dead under the wreck, but, to their astonish-

ment, met half way the engineer and fireman,
who had climbed through the shattered cab-
windows. The conductor was helped out the
same way. He, of all, was the wmost badly
hurt, one leg being broken in several places.
Satisfactory Termination of the Confer-
ence With the Piutes.

WASHINGTON, Jauuary 24th,—The confer-
ence with the Piute Indians from Nevada
has been satisfactorily ended. The Secretary
of the Interior to-day signed the following,
with which Winnemucca and his associates
express themselves highly pleased :

Piutes heretofore entitled to live on the Malheur
Reservation, who will make that reservation their
permanent home, are to have lands allotted to them
in severalty at the rate of 160 acres to each head of
a family and each adult male. Such lands they are
to cultivate for their own benefit. The allotments
to be made under instructions from their agent as
soon as enabled by law to do so. The Department
is to give L.dian patents for such tracts of land,
conveving Lo such oceupant a fee simple to the Jot
occupied  Those of the Piutes who, in consequence
of the Bannock war, went to the Yokama Reserva-
tion, and who may now desire 1o rejoin their rela-
tives, are at liberty to do so without ecxpense to the
Government for transportation. Those who desire
to stay upon the Yokama Reservation and become
permanently seitied will not be disturbed, None of

Nebraska Horticultural Society and the

Cattle Kings.

LincoLy (Neb.), January 24th.—The Ne-
braska Board of Horticulture is now in ses-
sion at Lincoln, "Awong other subjects
which have been considered is that of the
preliminary report of the Congressional Com-
mittee in favor of withdrawing all the public
land west of the 100th meridian, amounting,
in the aggregate, to 100,000,000 acres, from
entry by homestead and pre-emption, and
giving them, upon long leases, to the Cattle
Kings. The reason for this proposed change
of policy is that the land west of the 100th
meridian will never be fit for farming, not
even with irrigation. The Board considered
this allegation in the light of Nebraska’s ex-
perience, the continual westward extension of
the cultivated country, and successful farm-
ing without irrigation being opened one hun-
dred miles west of the 100th meridian, and
decided the report to be entirely untrue. On
motion of Professor Wilbur, it was resolved
that the Nebraska State Horticultural So-
ciety repudiate the Congressional report as
untrue and injurious to the State and nation,
and orders that statistics be forwarded to
Washington as disproof of the allegation,
and with a view to save this great body of
Western lands to the people of whom they
are the heritage.

NEw Yorg, January 24¢th.—The following
testimony was taken to-day in the Shepherd’s
Fold investigation :

Mrs. Mary H. McClellan, Principal of
Primary School No. 21, which several chil-
dren from the Fold attended, testified that
two children were dismissed on account of the
conditionof theireyes, and fortaking thingsnot
belonging to them, and that others were dis-
missed for having vermin on them. One was
dismissed for being unclean and having ring-
worms. The children’s clothing was insuth-
cient and ragged, and they said they were
hungry. One boy went to a neighbor’s for
food, and when spoken to about it, said he
was hungry, having been sent to school with-
out his breakfast.

Emma Bowman, aged 14, said she had no
parents and no friends. She testified that
there was but one bath-room in the house.
“Wedressedinthe bed-room. Someof us used
our clothing for pillows. We washed our
faces in the bath-room. There were five
towels for thirty-four children; we all ran
for the first wipe. There was but one comb
and brush for the:n all, and the brush had
no bristles in it. The first meal was had at
7 o’clock, and consisted of bread and con-
densed milk mixed with water. No cups
were furnished, and when the baker failed to
bring bread they had Indian meal. The
older children made the beds and did the
scrubbing, cooking and washing.”

Fanuy Howes, aged fifteen, said that two
weeks before leaving the Fold, Cowley
pvunched her in the back and kicked her so
that the marks remained for a week; and
on another ocecasion Cowley knocked her
down with his fist and stamped on her. On
that occasion he struck her three times, at
the sawe time kicking her on her legs.
Cowley found a cat-o’-nine-tails on Forty-
ninth street and used it on witness’s hands,
giving her ten cuts oneach hand. Once she
was locked up in a smull room which con-
tained nothing in the way of furniture. On
the first night she slept on the floor; after
that she had a mattress, During the week’s
confinement her food was bread and water.
For dinner they had peas and beans made
into soup, and sat around the table on soap-
boxes. As there were only twelve plates,
some had to wait until the others had finish-

ed, Tuhere were no cups. The children
after eating went to the hydrant
for water. Mr. and Mrs. Cowley had

for dinner roast lamb or beef or poul-
try, with potatoes, parsnips, beans and some-
times lager beer. Cowley generally asked a
blessing. In the evening, Cowley said pray-
ers, which lasted about an hour. There was
no one to overlook the children in their sleep-
ing-places. The door between the girls’ and
boys’ rooms was sometimes open and some-
times shut, but never locked. There was no
light in either room, and a boy had for a
month been in the habit of going to the girls’
room, generally about the middle of the
night, dressed in a blanket, and with a sheet
over his head. There were no coverlets on
the beds except on receptiom days, and wit-
ness suffered from cold. The girls’ beds had
two sheets each, but none to replace themn
while they were being washed. Witness told
Mrs. Cowley of boys going to the girls’ room,
but she said, “‘ Nousense,”

Judge Donohue here adjourned further
hearing till Tuesday. =

Conflict of Law.

NEW YORK, January 24th.—In the suit of
Wm. H. Gibbard against the Canada South-
ern Railroad Company, before Judge Wal-
lace, in the United States Court, a decision
was rendered to-day. The suit is brought to
recover certain obligations issued by the de-
fendant corporation, representing settlement
of interest due and unpaid on defendant’s
issue of first mortgage bonds, The bonds
were executed in Canada, and the interest
was due on the 1st of January, 1877, and was
payable in this city. The defendant iz a
Canadian, and insists, in defense, that the
corporation is discharged from payment by
virtue of an Act of Parliament o{!fhe Do-
minion of Canada, passed in 1878, whereby
defendant was authorized to issue new bonds,
payable in thirty years, in substitution of its
first mortgage bonds, and ing a lower
rate of iaterest. In giving his decision,

Judge Wallace says: *‘If any ome of our

States had passed such an Act as the one un-
der consideration, it would have been the
duty of the Courts of that State to test it as
an unlawful exercise of power; and certainly
it cannot be expected that this Court would
tolerate legislation by foreign States which it
would not sanction here, and which, if al
lowed to operate, would seriously prejndice
the rights of States.” In conclusion, the
Court says: ** Comity can ask no recognition
of such foreign legislation, and the case falls
under the qualifications of the gemeral rule,
which prescribes that when foreign law is re-
pugnant to the fundamental principles of lex

loci it will be ignored.”

SAMUEL BRANNAN'S CLAIM AGAINST THE
MexicaNy Repusric.—The following is from
the San Francisco Bulletin of January 24th :

I'ne press telegrams from New York yes-
terday reported that there was recorded at
the Register’s office in that city, the previous
day, a chattel mortzage, given by General
Sanchez Ochoa, individually and as agent
for'the Republic of Mexieo, to Samuel Bran-
nan of San Francisco. The instrument was
made, the dispatch stated, in September,
1865, in consideration of a loan for sixty days
of $33,478 25, and was a lien upon $10,000,-
000 of bonds of the Government of Mexico,
and that these bonds had been deposited in
the Bank of Commerce in New York. When
Maximilian landed at Vera Cruz, in May,
1864, he tound the Royalist party in posses-
sion of the Government, the Republican
troops were scattered, and Juarez and hisim-
mediate followers were fugitives. In the fol-
lowing spring, Samuel Brannan was a pas-
senger on one of the Pacific Mail steamers, on
his way from Panama to this city, and met
Juarez and other well-known Mexican officers
who were on their way to the Gulf
States of Mexico. It was in Northern Mex-
ico that Juarez formed the nucleus of an
army which overpowered the Imperial forces
and captured Maximilian. At that time
Samuel Brannan was a man of considerable
wealth, and sympathizing warmly with the
Republican cause, offered to aid the move-
ment with money. Jnarez accepted the
proffered assistance with alacrity. Imme-
diately upon his arrival here, Brannan sent a
sum of ready money to Juarez, and set about
raising a company of men to go to his sup-
port. Soon afterward General Gaspar San-
chez Ochoa arrived in this city, and arrange-
ments were perfected by which a detachment
of men and a supply of arms were soon after-
ward dispatched to Juarez. They succeedéd
in joining him and aided materially in his
future successes. It is not believed by friends
of Brannan in this city that any funds were
given him at this time, but the Republic al-
ways recognized the justice of his claim, and
promised pecuniary reimbursement. The
well-known want of funds, which is a char-
acteristic of the Mexican Treasury, has, how-
ever, up to the time, not resulted to the
financial benefit of Brannan. When he left
here several months ago he visited the City of
Mexico, and it is reported that the Govern-
ment gave him a large grant of land in lieu
of cash.

MATTERS AT WASHINGTON.

Proposed Bills Having a Bearing on
the Chinese Question,

PACIFIC COAST POSTAL CHANGES.

WASHINGTON,
resentative Horace Davis is wring, and
will shortly introduce in Co s, two im-
portant revenue bills, which indirectly have
an iuteresting bearing on the Chinese ques-
tion. The first will provide for an increase
of tariff duty on foreign rice from the exist
ing rate of 2} cents per pound to 4 cents, and
for changing the present 20 per cent. ad val-
orem duty on Chinese nut-oil to a specific
duty of 25 cents per galion. Last year the
total importation of rice to San Fran-
cisco amounted to 61,500,000 pounds, of
which about 6,000,000 came from the Sand-
wich Islands, under the reciprocity treaty,
free of charge, and 55,000,000 pounds were
from China, yielding a customs revenue of
$1,375,000. The quantity of nut oil imported
from China during the same period was 408,-
000 gallons, payving a duty of $43,060. Davis’
bill, in view of the fact that both of these
articles now pay a very light tax and are con-
sumed entirely by the Chinese, who pay
scarcely any tax, proposes such an augmenta-
tion of the tariff upon them as will increase
the revenue collected at San Francisco
§79,000 per aunum from nut oil, and
£825.000 from Chinese rice. About 8,000,000
pounds of rice were imported last year at At-
lantic ports, mostly from other countries
than China, and it may be found advisable to
confine the proposed increase of tariff duty
to Chinese rice alone (jnst as Manila hemp
pays a larger rate than Russian hemp), but
it is deubtful if any serious opposition
will be made to a uniform increase on
all foreign rice, in the line of
protection to American rice, and to our
breadstutfs generally. Davis’ other bill will
provide for imposing an internal revenue tax
of $3 or $4 per pound upon the manufacture
in this country of smoking opium from the
crude material. Theimported manufactured
article, worth from $8 to $10 per pound, now
pays a customs duty of $6, whereas crude
opium, which is worth $3 or $4 per pound,
pays a duty of omly $1 per pound, and
as it takes two pounds of the crude
material to make onme pound of smoking
opium, the Government loses $4 revenue
upon every pound manufactured for smoking
purposes in this country. The importations
in 1878 aggregated 66,000 pounds of smoking
opium, and 300,000 pounds of crude opium.
It is estimated, after making due allowances
for the use of opium in medicines, that a rev-
enue of at least 400,000 may be secured by
levying the proposed tax upon its inanufacture
for smoking, which will come into the United
States Treasury through the Internal Revenue
Bureau, if the manufacture continues in this
country, or through our Custom-houses, un-
der the present rate of import duty, if it be
transferred to China. In either event, the
proposed legislation would not ouly benefit
the treasury, but wouli be a legitimate at-
tack upon a pernicious vice, and alike clearly
within the dictates of geod morals and the
limitations of the treaty provisions, while at
the same time the enactment of it and its
accompanying measure would manifestly
make the United States a less desirable piace
of residence for all Mongolians who consume
the rice and oil and smolke the opium.

The Supreme Court, immediately upon re-
assembling after next month’s recess, will
announce its decisiogns in the great constitu-
tional cases that have been argued this term,
involving questions of extraordinary import-
ance, such as the extent to which the four-
teenth and fifteenth amendments authorize
the interference by the General Government
with State laws concerning juries and the
jurisdiction of State Courts. It is believed
that the Court will be nearly equally divided,
and that three of the Justices will deliver
opinions dissenting from the other five on all
these cases.

The Next Presidency.
[Speciai to the Recorp-UNien.]

New Yorg, January 25th.—The Herald's
Washington special says: It isreported here,
on what is believed to be trustworthy author-
ity, that the personal friends of the ex Pres-
ident in Philadelphia, who are nearest to
him, state to persons interested that before
the meeting of the Pennsylvania Convention,
ten days hence, an authoritative declaration
will be made in behalf of the ex-President,
conclusively taking him from the field as a
contestant for the Presidential nomination.
It is given out by persons in the ex-Pres-
ident’s confidence that he proposes to engage
in an important business enterprise, which he
prefers to any attempt to re-enter political
life.

NEw Yorg, January 26th—a. M.—Z. L.
White, the well-known and able Zribune’s
regular correspondent at Washington, be-
lieves that the recent events in Maine have
advanced Blaine’s prospects as a candidate
for the Presidency. He writes a long letter
to-day, giving his reasons for the belief.

The I'imes’ Philadelphia special says of the
Blaine boom in Pennsylvania: As matters
now stand, there will be a strong but not
effectively led delegation for Blaine in the
Convention which meets at Harrisburg on
Wednesday of next week. Out of 251 dele-
gates, perhaps one-fifth will be instructed for
him. Instructions have been given in his be-
half in Delaware county, which sends three
delegates ; Montgomery, 6 ; Lehigh, 4 ; Craw-
ford, 5; and in cne or two districts of Lu-
zerne, making, say 20—and instructions are
likely to be given in Chester, electing 5 dele-
gates, with the chances good of similar action
in Bucks, 5; Northampton 4, and perhaps
one or two others.

The Times' dispatches show that at least
half of the Ohio Republicans are for Sher-
man, while Blaine stands second. The Penn-
sylvania Democrats favor Hendricks.

Postal Pilfering—Route Agent Between
sacramento and Reading Arrested.

New YORg, Janunary 25th.—Special Agent
Starrets of the Postotfice last night received
a dispatch from the West announcing the ar-
rest, by Special Agent Sharp, of Charles W,
Booth, a Route Agent between Sacramento
and Reading, California. Complaints were
made for monthks past by merchants here, in
Boston, Philadelphia and other cities that
their letters had been tampered with by the
ends being torn open, and letters in which
they expected remittances never came to
hand. The Special Agents of the Depart-
went were set to work on the case, and for
some time they met with but little sunccess,
the depredations on the mails conticuing, but
finally they laid their hands on Booth as the
guilty person.

Important Capiure of Forzers.

New Yorg, January 25th.—Two more
members of the band of forgers to which
Ogle and Gilligan, who were arrested two
weeks ago, belong, have been captured.
They gave the names of Charles A. Bord-
way and Charles E. Farron. Between
Friday and Saturday night, a week ago, they
raised checks to the amount of 88,900, and
passed them on the Wall Street Bauk. Bord-
way is one of the smartest forgers in the
country.

The Distress in Ireland.

LoxpoN, January 25th.—At Saturday’s
meeting of the Dublin Mansion House Re-
lief Uommittee eighty applications for rehef
were received, and fifty-five grants, amount-
ing to £2.685. The total amount so far
granted is £8,340. Five hundred pounds has
been received from Washington and £1,500
from New York.

LoxpoN, January 25th.—A land meeting
was held to-day in the Connemara moun-
tains, which several thousand persons at-
tenced. Davitt and Kelly were present.
There were also land meetings at Bohola, at
which 4,000 persons were present.

John Bright, speaking at Birmingham yes-
terday, reverted to the Irish question at
length, and urged the Government to take
energetic action for the relief of the sufferers
in Ireland.

The Lord Mayor
fears that the public of London does not
realize the gravity of thecrisis, and that unless
prompt assistance be given thousands of peo-
ple must die of starvation. He cannot think

The Lord Mayor states that £8,000 already
has- been distributed out of the £20,000 re-
ceived, but that thisis a mere drop in the ocean
of need.
