The State Visited by an Old-Fashioned
Eastern Smow-Sterm.

CALIFORNIA.

The Weather—Snow and Rain. -

SaxN Francisco, January 26th.—There was
a snowy scene presented to the view on all
sides of the bay this morning. The ground in
Alameda county, from the summit of the in-
ner Coast range to the base, was clothed with
snow which had fallen during the night, giv-
ing the country a decidedly wintry appear-
ance. In this city snow fell on the hills and
remained there for some time after sunrise.
On the flats and in the valleys in the city the
flakes came down in the form of sleet. The
fall of snow is a very rare occurrence in San
Francisco. Yesterday, although the day was
clear and the sun’s rays warm, the tempera-
ture was very low in the shade and the cold
wind very penetrating. Tt continued so un-
til about midnight, when it set in to rain. At
one time during the night the rain descended
in torrents.

DavisviLLE, January 26th.—It commenced
snowing here about daylight. The fall con-
tinued for about three hours, covering the
ground to a depth of half an inch. It is now
fast disappearing. The wind is south, with
indications favorable for rain.

Lararor, January 26th.—We are having a
genuine old-fashioned snow-storm this morn-
ing.

Rro Vista, Tanuary 26th.—Many memo-
ries of the days of ‘* Auld Lang Syne ” were
awakened this morning by the unwonted
spectacle of thickly fallingsnow. It continued
for two hours, but melted as fast as it fell, the
thermometer being five degrees above the
freezing point. The sky is still overcast, and
a light wind from the southeast gives promise
of more wet weather. Total rainfall for the
season, 5.68 inches.

Fairrierp, January 26th,—It commenced
to rain here about half-past 4, and continued
till half-past 6, quite hard at times. Snow fell
till half-past 8, but melted immediately in
the valley. The hills surrounding us are
white. Heavy clouds indicate more snow or
rain.

Sanra Rosa, January 26th.—Snow com-
menced falling about midnight, and now
covers the ground alike of hill and valley,
This 1s the first time snow has remained on
the ground for six years,

CALISTOGA, January 26th.—Snow fell here
to a depth of one inch this morning. It is the
heaviest fall which has occurred here during
the past six years,

SHASTA, January 26th.— It commenced
snowing this morning, and still continues. It
is very cold.

PerALUMA, January 26th. —A heavy fall of
snow occurred here last night. The weather
is now cloudy and cold, with the wind south-
east. Another fall of snow is expected to-
night,

CASTROVILLE, January 26th.—Last night’s
rain was followed by a light fall of snow
here this morning. Total rainfall to this
morning 4,69 inches. All fears of a drouth
have disappeared.

SaxtA Pavra, January 26th.—It com-
menced raining at 1 o’clock P. M., and gave
us a nice shower. There are good signs of
more rain during the night, Snow was
lower on the wmountains to-day than it has
been for nine years.

Ugian, January 26th.—A  severe storm
set in this morning about 4 o’clock and
continued up to 12 M. Snow fell here to a
depth of about two inches, five inches at
Low Gap, and four inches at Little Lake, It
is severe on sheep.

of economizing than by reducing the ealaries
of teachers.
