Why, sit, the opposition has simply been
gpon the defensive. 1f 1 have occupied a part of
the time of this House it was because I would not
permit a representative of the peopie on the floor,
elected here by the people, to be driven
to the wall Ii these long-winded speeches
ara to bhe stopped, let them look to their
own households, and not charge the opposition
with obstructing the busincss of this session. Why,
it an unheard-of precedent on the part of any
wive body in this State to thrust into the
1ds of the two committees the entire legislation
n the most important subjects which will come
before the Legislature for their action. We bave a
right to be suspicious of the kepublican party. We
inow what their record has been in the past.
We are mnot prepared to intrust the
legislation upon revenue and taxation in the
hands of two commitiees, a majority of whom will
be composed of members belonging to the Republi-
can party. You sec, ] speak plainly. If I, on this
motion, would be supported by men elected on the
Republican ticket, I might speak otherwise; 1
m:zht be a little more discreet, but feeiing that the
record will show another result, I have spoken my
mind openly. Let me tell you who have Leen elected
upen the opposition ticke=t, that you wi'l see the time
here when youwill be called upon to protest theaction
of the joint committee in reference to this system of
revenue and taxation. [ thiok I can tell now what
the report of the committee will be. Why did the
gentleman from San Francisco take into considera-
tion what this resolution means? This very com-
mittee will have to pass upon a charter for the city
and county of San Francisco. Are the gentiemen
elected by the Republican party of that city pre-
pared to intrust their loca! affairs to committees
outside of their own delegation? [ hope not. If
they are, I think we of the opposition have cause to
be doubly suspicious. The geutleman from Santa
Clara says the Republicans are in the majority.

department is not held responsible by the people
for the iegislation that occurs during that session ?

I you do, the Republicans will
have to confess that the indictment is properly
drawn. Now what is the object of this resolution?
