Itwas estimated by the President and
others of the Vinicultural Society of St.
Helena and vicinity, at a recent meeting,
that no less than 2,000 acres of vines
would be set next Spring in that part of
the valley from Yountvillc up. Thia is
not the whole field, but suppose the abro-
gate to amount to no more than that :The
laud is worth not less than $75 an acre,
may bo more. At that figure the whole
amount is $150,000. The cost "of prepar-
ing it, at $8 an acre, ii(16,000. The
number of cuttings required is, in
round numbers, "2,000,000. The more cost
of making these, supposing the material
can be had for nothing, is about SI a thou-
sand, or altogether §2,000. Cost of sot-
ting, at •?.'> an acre, $10,000. Cost of cul-
tivating for four years, until a crop may be
expected, $10 an acre a year, .*4O for the
four years; total, 180,000. Grand total,
aside from any consideration of fencing,
taxes, interest, etc., for getting 2,ooo acres
of vineyard to productive age, $258,000.
Hut then, once arrived at •that productive
ago, the tide turns. Avineyard is pro-
duced which is worth probably §300 an
acre, and pays interest, at 1 per cent, a
month, on from two to live times that
amount.

The mail rider from
Weaverviile reports a big slide 2t tlie foot
of Burnt Ranch mountain, by which two
men lost their lives, one by tbe name of
James Collins and the other a stranger.
