Inall ages and localities have exhtec:
clergymen having traits of fine feeling,
masterly attainments in their pulpit miU'

istrations, and yet addicted to frequent
touches of eccentricity of character. Pos-
sessing all the qualifications of a populai
minister was the Rev. Mr. W., who tilled
one of the secession pulpits in G., yet
music seemed to be the ruling passion in
his life.

rather pleasant; and very noticeable by a
stranger. Mr. W. was beloved by his con-
gregation, but his passion firfiddling gave
offense to some of the straight- laced old
burgherlinual descendants of the Puritans.
His pruti ;iency on the violin was equaled if
not excelled by Mr?. W.'a performance of
the pianoforte. Itwas a treat of no ordi-
nary kind to hear husband and wifewailing
out some of the old Highland coronachs,
similar in pathis to the

Wounded

•Hussar." No other word of reproach
was raised against the dear, good
man by the unro ijuid, but aye, the cuckoo
cry,

"
HVs far o'er fond o' the fee-

die." The frtquency of these croakings
were htgimring to attract the notice of the
elders, bo. to put to silence the voice of
these distinguished friends, a meeting of
the sessif.n was convened privately, at
whichit was agreed a deputation should
\u25a0wait on Mr. W. and give a gentle re-
monstrance and hint to }>c les< demonstra-
tive in hi» musical proclivities. Friday
evoning ensuing was appointed for the per-
formance of this delicate ta9k, but a depu-
tation could nnt be found to face the try-
ing ordeal. After denial! to proposals, it
was ultimately arranged that the whole
session should go.

Ere Friday came some kind friends ap-
prised Mr. W. <if the whole scheme, and,

a warned man is half-armed," Mr. W.

was prepared for the emergency. Pre-
cisely at Sw'eloik a frit-udlytinkle sounded
at the door-bell. Beady waiting to receive
his guests, though they knew not a spy
(supposed to be the bedrel) had forestalled
the deputation, Mr. W. seemed sur-
prised to Bee so many dear
friends, ami ex|>re-Bed the pleasure
it give him to have all his session
at once as visitms. Mr. L. took speech in
hand and said, "

We were almost afraid to
call ;hearing music wiien wecame forward
we thought v"v had company." Laugh-
ingly Mr. \V. said, "Yes, we have
company —a goodly company of good
company. The wife has recently
got a present ot some new music
from grandpa, and we were just running
over ittogether. We'll just let you hear
a few pieces ; we think it very fine."
Without Waiting tor assent to his pro-
posal, the reverend gentleman brought his
cremona. Mrs. W. sat down tothe piano,
and for fully an hour the company of eld-
ers, or remonstrants, were with coronachs,
Highland wails, operatic music, reels and
strathsjiey kept entranced. When a pause
was made the plea-ed listener looked from
one to the other aa much as to say, "Now's
your chance to speak." As if divining
the thoughts of his duinb-stncken session,
Mr. W. again produced his fiddle, and
sotting the string on a peculiar key, gave
thfm a tine imitat on of the Highland
bagpipes, and followed with a charming
\u25a0election of operatic overtures, marches,
patriotic music, such as

Scots wha ha'e."

Reverting ina moment from grave to gay,
he gave the thvn popular street air in the
mouth of the gamin,

"
Pop goes the

weasel," and, as a finale, he gave them, in
a style that iiihclu most of them beat time
with their heel^, their hearts lieingin uni-
son with the tiddler's,

"
Do'il among the

tailors." They came away as they went
in, aud, when tlie story got abroad, the
minister was praised, and the croakers
laughed at. Truly itmay be said he gave
the elders a cordial welcome in, and fid-
dled them out well pleased with the enter-
tainment, but heartily despising themselves
for their want of courage to discharge the
duty, the cause of their vi*it. Pity 'tis
that more of the clerics do not resort to
the fiddle a^ a pastime.
