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Washington, January 30th.
—In response

to a resoiuti .v recently adopted by the House
of Representatives, the Secretary of the Navy
to-day sent to that body a mass of statistical
information, giving the facts and figures, al-
ready published iv California, showing the
extent to which the channels leading to the
Mare Inland Navy Yard have been tilled up
by deposits of mining debris. Secretary
Thompson, in his letter transmitting thin
information, recommends that provision be
made by Congress for the appointment of
a Commission of able Government en-
gineers to make a thorough personal
examination of the shoals, etc., to
investigate their causes, and to report
what remedy should be employed. In sub-
stance he recommends the authorization of
such a thorough scienti6c investigation of the
whoii subject as would practically commit the
Government to the policy of appropriating
means to carry out the Commission's plan.
This being quite in accord with Page's joint
resolution, itwill be amended bo as t'> pro-
vide that two of the five members of the pro-
posed Commission thall be navy engineeis,
two of them army engineers, and one from
the Coast Survey, instead of as at present re-
quiring that font .-hall be army engineers and
one an employe of the Coast Survey.

Representative Page, in his argument be-
fore the Committee on Postnfnce Officials
yesterday, concerning Wells, Fargo & Co.'a
carriage of letters, took the ground that the
people wanted uiordletter mail facilities, and
not a curtailment of their present facilities ;
and that unless it could be shown that the
transportation of stamped envelopes by ex-
press is a public injury instead of being, as
he claimed, a public benefit., the Department
Would not be justified in enforcing
against the express company any
regulation that is not applicable to
an individual or to any other com-
mon carriers. He called attention to the
fact that Wells, Fargo & Co., besides swell-
inu the postal revenues by the purchase of
800,000 worth of stamped envelopes per an-
num, saves the Government the cost of trans-
porting them, aud the letters inclosed therein.
He aUo remarked tliat the objection to the
employment of Postmasters as express agents
has no force, but, on the contrary, the Gov-
ernment is thereby, in many instances, en-
abled to keep a better class of men in its
service than could be obtained for the Post-
offiue salary alone.

Representative Pacheco returned from
New York today, and brought his family
with him, to remain here during the rest of
the session.

Letter from »( rr.-lnry Sherman.
Washington, January 30th.

—
The follow-

ing letter of the Secretary of the Treasury,
inrecard to the repeal of certain permaneirr.
and indefinite appropriation;, has been ad-
dressed to Hon. H. G. Davis, Chairman of
the Senate Committee on Appropriations :

Sir :Referring to Senate BillNo. 880, for the re-
peal ofcertain Uws relating to permanent and in-
definite appropriations, recently submitted for the
expression of my views rtgardinj: its provisions, and
fur a statement of the appropriations which willbe
affected thereby, Ihave the nnnnr to state that
white the system of annual appropriations and ex-

penditures is undoubtedly correct, its general adop-
tion should not be forged without allowingsufficient
time for proper consideration of the estimates of
the amounts required to place the appropria-
tions to be repealed. Especially so aa
the estimates of the various Departments for
next year have been already submitted to
Congress, md inmany cases retried upon by the
committees having them in charge. In view, also,
of the inconvenience, if not embarrassment, that
would fora time attend this chmge of system, I
would respectfully recommend that the date of re
peal be changed to take effect from and after June
30, losl. which it is believed is as early a date as
would be wise to adopt for the repeal of so large a
class of appropriations. The followingform of Dill,
which provides for a disposition of such balances as
may remain to the credit of the appropriations at
the expiration of the period of limitation, is be-
lieved to co\er more fullyall points at issue than
the one already introduced, and it is respectfully
suggested that itbe substituted therefor, viz:

Abill to repeal certain laws relating to permanent
and indefinite appropriations :he itenacted, etc.,
that all laws heretofore mide for the appropriation
of moneys from ihe general Treasury forpermanent,
specific and permanent, and indefinite objects, ex-
cept so far as they provide appropriations for a tiuk-
ing fund for the payment of the interest, premium
or principal of the public debt, or of the bonds is-
sued to the Picitic RjiiroidCompanies, or forexpen-
ses pertaining to refunding the national debt,
not exceeding one-half of one per cent of
the bonds authorized by the Acts of July
14, 1870, January 20, IS7I, and January 14, 1875,
be anil the same are hereby repealed, to take effect
from and after June 30, 1SSI ;provided, that noth-
ing in this Act shall be construed to interfere with
the present requirements of the law in relation to
the payment of annuities to Indians or witmoneys
received and held in the nature of a trust for a spe-
ciSc purpose, or for an excess of duties or taxes paid
into the Treasury ;and provided, further, that the
payment of expei.di ures which may be properly ln-
c rred withinone ye»r prior to June 36, ISSI, under
any of the appropriations affected by this Act, may
be made at any time within one year after
that dat£. At the expiration of ih.it time
any balance lemaiuing uu.-xpeuded of such ap
propriations shall be carried to the surplus fund.

Section 2. Aud be it further enacted, that all ap-
propriations hereafter to be made Bhall remain
available for two years, for the payment of expendi-
tures prope ly increased within the time for which
they are appropriated, except aDpropriations for
the construction of public buildings, rivers and
harbors, lighthouses and forts, which shall remain
available for like purpose for aperiod of four years,
itthe expiration of which period ail appropriat ons,
orbalance of appropriations, which shall have been
upon the books of the Treasury forsaid periods of
two »t four years, respectively, shall be carried to
the surplus fund, and with the exception of appro-
priations for the public debt, the limitations herein
placed upon expenditures snail apply to all appro-
priations now up >n the books of the Treasury.

Section 3. Andbe itfurthereuacted, that it shall be
the duty of the heads of the several Departments of
the Govermncut to include in their annual esti-
mates to Congress estimates of the amounts re-
quired for expenditure under the appropriations
affected by this Act for service for the fiscal year
l»i.and annually thereafter.

Button 4. Andbe itfurther enacted, that alllaws or
parts of laws inconsistent with UiUAct be and the
same are berebj repealed.

Accompanying the letter i« a lone schedule
of appropriations which will be affected by
the proposed bill,as well as those excepted
from its operations.

Washingt.in, January 30th.— The Secre-
tary of the Interior has affirmed the de-
cision of the Commissioner of the General
Land Office, rejecting the application of
Elijah W. Mull, to enter a certain tract of
land in the Marysville District, California;
also the decision in the case of Eunice Ann
Rees vs. Isaac N. Johnson and the Northern
Pacific Railroad, involving a certain tract of
land in Laerand District, Oregon ;also the
decision in the case of Samuel R. Watson vs.
the State of California, rejecting the claim
of WatSDn to a certain tract j>f laud in San
Francisco Di trict, and reverses his award of
the tract to the State. This case involves
some interesting points, which are briefly
as follows : First, where the State
of California had sold a portion
of the public lands to a purchaser under her
laws, and had made an illegal attempt to se-
lect the same, but had afterwards accepted
the surrender of the certificate of purchase
for the money paid, there is nothing left for
confirmation by the Act of Congress passed
July 2;i, IStiO, to quiet land titles inthe State
of California. Second, to bring a case within
such confirmation it must be affirmatively
shown that the purchaser fully complied with
the State laws, and mads all the payments
required thereby up to the date of the con-
firmatory Act. Third, under the Act of
March 1, 1877, relating to indemnity selec-
tions in the State of California,
title is not onutirmed. ifat the date of such in-
valid selection the 10th or 3rtth section named
as a bassis for indemnity was not in fact a
private claim, but was found already sur-
veyed, in place and subject to approbation by
the State under the school grant. Fourth, in
such case the State purchaser had a prefer-
ence right to pnrchase from the United
States to an amount not exceeding 320 acres
to one person, and upon failure to make such
purchase, after a proper demand, the land is
subject to disposal under the general land
Jaws of the United States. The certification
to the State, being found accidental, er-
roneous and invalid, upon showim; that it is
not confirmed by the statute, must be re-
voked, and the statutory provision for a com-
plete disposal of the lands by the Land De-
partment carried into effect.

General Boynton
tubmits the specifications, which are three in
number, to Secretary of War Ramsey fur the
inf''nii.it.ion of the President. He shows that
the legal right of a citizen to make such
charges is established by recognized opinions
of the Judge Advocate-General. He pro-
ceeds to state that on the 12th instant, a re-
porter for a newspaper, one E. H. Cowles,
approached General W. T. Sherman, in the
headquarters of the army, aud asked his
opinion of the refutation of the undersigned,
explaining to General Shermau that he and
some others acquainted with him had pub
lished the undersigned as a liar, aud that
General Sherman's "testimony" was also
desired to add co their own on that point, to
"show the public what a fraud he (the undtr-
tigued) is. In the cuurse of the conversa-
tion which followed, in which the reporter
acted inhis capacity as such, General Sher-
man said to him, with the full understanding

You could hire him to do any-
thing for money." "Fora thousand dollars
he wouldslander his own mother," aud that
he was

manufacturing falsehoods." These things
being spoken to a reixirter for publication,
and being uttered iv the pt<•.• \u25a0. i:v aud hear-
ing of others, constitute the crime ot
slander as denned by the laws iv force
in the District of Columbia. This con-
stitutes the hrst specification. The secoud
specification is in effect, that four days
later General Boynton, feeling confident that
however severely General Sherman might
criticise the review of his "Memoirs" by
the undersigned, of which he was more par-
ticularly gpeakin? to the reporter, he would
not so far forget what belonged to his high
office as to *ise language at unce so coarse, so
false, aud so unofficerlike, therefore called
the attention of General Sherman, in writ-
ing, to the reporter's article, and asked if the
words attributed to him were correctly
stated. General Sherman replied, indorsing
them in language iv soire respects still more
gross than that to which his at-

tention had been called. This letter
he subsequently exhibited to others, by which
exhibition he again violated the laws relating
to the crime of slander.

VALUE OF CONSTITUTIONAL DEBATES.

Since the press generally throughout the
State has commenced a discussion in regard
to the vnlHe of the preservation of the pro-
ceedings and debates oi Constitutional Con-
ventions, the following opinions are inpoint
as coming from two of the most distinguished
writers on constitutions this country has pro-
duced. Judge Jamison, in his work on "Con-
stitutional Conventions," page 41ti, says :
Itwouldba amost niggardly policy which should

refuse the expenditure necessary to the prescrva
tioiiof moat full and accurate reports of Its de-
butes and proceedings. Upon this subject, how-
ever, there has been no slight difference of views in
different Conventions. Inmany of the States vol-
umes have been published containing both the
journal and the debates of all their Conventions.
In others the subject seems not to have been re-
garded as of any consequence whatever ;and what
little has been preserved has been owing- to the
private enterprise of the newspaper pros'. The re-
suit is that memorials of the most important pub-
lic bodies ever assembled in those States are often
very meaner, and more often confused and inaccu-
rate. Such a policy is

"Penny wise and pound
foolish." Inafter years, when it has become im-
possible to rep'aee what has been lost, more
enlightened public opinion commonly finds cause to
regret a paltry economy which .deprives history of
itsmost important data. IItshould be remembered
that our conventions lay the foundation* of State?,
many of which are to rival the greatness and glory
of Rome, of England and of France. Ina hundred
years from now what treasure would they not ex-
pend could they purchase therewith' complete
copies of their early constitutional

—
docu-

ments standing to their several organizations in the
same relation as would the discussion of those an-
cient sages who framed the Twelve Tables of the
Roman Uw to the Republic of Rome.

* » •
When measures are under deliberation which rest on
principle alone, tbe opinions of commonplace men
are frequently of much value, and are likelyto be
quite as originalas those of the most gifted debaters.
Atall events, itis eminently useful to apublicassem-
bly to listen to the observations upon any subject
of many men of various callings and unequal attain-
ments, rif their thoughts are not generally pro-
found, they are often suggestive ;and, in a delib-
erative body, it i*not so much the remarks of those
who speak as the reflection upon them of those who
listen which ripen into measures. The truth of
this is seen in perusing the printed reports of the
debates inour Conventions. One cannot go through
the discussion of any important measure, in which
men of ordinary minds participated, without being
surprised to find fresh luht constantly flowingover
the subject from speeches which cot all the polish-
ingof the reporter could make otherwise than of-
fensive to the cultivated taste.
