His plan was to have the Boar lof Super-
visors cut up the counties Into as many townships as
would be ne_<ssary, but to have only one Justice of
the Peace in each township, BO that there wouldDot
be concurrent jurisdiction.

Mr. JOHSSO-- strongly opposed the motion. He
wanted bacramento to have three ,Justices of the
I.mm with concurrent jurisdiction," as at present,
and moved to amend in that way. Sacramento city,
was all in one township, and one Justice could not-
do allthe work.

Mr. PABfi-EB took the same position inregard to
Oakland.

Mr. Chase held the same views as Mr. Sattcr-

Mr. Wendell did not believe it constitutional to
say that Sacramento and Oakland should have three
and other townships one.

Section 274 was reached, providing for the compen-
sation of official reporters in Courts. The bill, as
originally introduced by Mr. Uittell, provided that
the compensation should he >.; per day and I.' cents
per folio of 100 words for transcription. The Com-
mittee on Judiciary had reported an amendment
putting the compensation back at the present rate-
#lo per day, and 20 cents per folio, and providing
that where more than one case was tried on the
same day the Court should divide the per dieni

| among the cases m tried, -so that the reporter

should receive $10 for the day work, irrespective
of the number of ca^es tried. ."

Mr.Cheney moved to amend by striking out all
of the amendment after the words.''twenty cents
per folio,"so as to leave the law as at pr sent. As j
he understood the amendment proposed by the
Committee on Judiciary a reporter could not re-
ceive more than $10 a day, no matter how many
cases he reported That might be all very well for
San Fran Jseo or Sacramento, where the official re-
porter of the Court has employment from day to
day throughout the year; but Senators must re-
member that there are counties in this State that
are far removed from cities and large towns, and
whose Courts demand and need a reporter as much
as the Courts in siie cities, for they have just as
important cases, and frequently more important,
cases than are tri<-d in the city Courts. InPlumas
county, one of the counties of his district, there
were only about forty days occupied in the trialof
causes during the year, and if the reporter could
only receive SlO per day he would get only about
$400 duringthe year. Itwas not always that cases
were transcribe . To do justice to the reporters
ami to off-r inducements te really first class 11 en
who are familiar with their profession and who are
competent to io the work, he thought it no more
than right that they should have #10 for every case
they reported.:

Mr.SATT-Rwnrnt. said that th» remark of the Sen-
ator inregard to securing first-class men reminded
him how often -he same argument bad been used in
order to keep up official salaries. It was easy to

have letters from every short-band reporter, and
County Clejfc.

Sir. CiiEN-.ysaid that $10 for each case was not '\u25a0•

high salary. The reporter in his judicialdistrict
was a very competent man, and he knew him well.
That reporter bad reported for the counties of Phi-
mas. Lisstn and Manioc, and he was perfectly satis-
fied tliat out of all three counties the reporter di1
not receive to exceed $1,500 a year. Now itwas
necessary for the reporter toconfine himself to one
county, becau.e ah the Superior Courts would be in
session at the same time. it wouldnecessitate three
reporters for those three counties. They needed and
must have a reporter in Plumas county, but unless
he wispaid a f_irsalary— a bread-and-butter salary
of $10 for each case they could not have him.. Mr Dickinson favored the amendment <ffercd by
Mr. Cheney. Th^praclical application of the amend-
ment proposed by the Committee on Judiciary would
he to make the salaries cl the reporters very small.
Every" lawyer knew that a great part of each day in
Court is taken up inhearing applications for contin-
uances. Duringifat lime the reporter receives noth-
ing. He onlyreceives compensation when testimony
is being taken down in a ease. There would be very
few days indeed when more than one case would
come on for trialin any Superior Couit in the State.
There might be some cays when the reporters would
rspeive twenty, thirty, or forty dollars ;but there

•millbe many u,ore cays when he would lose his
time entirely*_y going to the Courtand no case com-
ing 'for trial, and his services not being required
at allfur-the day.

Mr.Uittellsaid that the reporters were the great-
est tax on litigation in this State. He came up here
with the intention, and in fact drew the billso as to
cut down their salaries to $0 per day and 15 cents
per folio. The Judiciary Committee had decided
that that was rather small lor the reporters in the
outside counties, and had agreed upon the amend-
ment which had been presented by the committee.
He must say that for himself it was with a great
deal of reluctance that he.consented to Uie amend-
ment allowing $10 a day and 20 cents per folio, pro-
vided it was not fixed by the Judge. He could not
see what difference itmade to the reporter whether
he reports in one case all day orin four or fivecases.

Mr. Dickinson said he apprehended itwould make
no difference if he was regularly employed.. He
would ask the gentleman ifhe did not know there
were many times when the reporter bad nothing to
doat all.

Mr. Etm_EU said that his experience was confined
chiefly to the Courts of San Francisco. In the
Courts of that city he had known the reporter to re-'
ceive as high as $30 and $100 a day in per dicrus,
and that was an outrage. They came to the Senate
and served for $8 a day. They might or miirhtnot
be worth it,but he had onlyto say that the re-
porters of these Courts were the greatest tax that
there is upon litigationin the State, and ifbe alone
could cut _

-A11 their salaries he would certainly do
it. He was opposed to any change In the amend-
ments a3 offered by the Committee on Judiciary.

Mr. Cheney read a sworn statement of there-
porter of the Thirteenth Judicial District (Tullre
county), to the effect that his salary did not exceed
$1,200 a year. He insulted that ifit was intended
tohave case? reported In the country counties they
must pay £10 for every case that was reported or
the reporter could not live. He thought it a case
that appealed to the common sense and judgment
of all the Senators.

Mr. Zuca agreed with Mr. llittellin reference to
the fees of reporters. He had had aqpoe occasion
toexamine the matter, and had been interview d
by a numßer of reporters on this question. He
had several letters inhis pocket from re iorters, and
to hear their arguments you would think that their
services were inaispeni-alde, and that they ought to
have a salary of five or six thousand dollars
a year. He thought you could buy them by
the dozen for about twenty-five hundred or two
thousand. Hie had never found any difficultyin ob-
taining ,ireporter. Inanswer to the Sen .tor from
the Twenty-sixth he would say that the fees came
out of the litigants, and if they could not obtain a
reporter forSo they could makeup the difference.
He did not want a rep irter fastened on Santa Clara
county, or any other county in the State f.t $10 a
day. Pre was opposed to the amendment, and the
amendment to the amendment. lie wanted the
original section— 9B a day and 15 cents a folio fur
transcription. He thought that was sufficient
salary for the character of tho 'services rendered.
These reporters all admitted that they only paid 10
cents a folio for having it transcribed ;that they
can net the verybest clerical assistance at 10 cents
a folio. That leaves them a margin of i,cents a folio
at 15 cents a foiio.

Mr.Dickinson asked if the gentleman meant that
these amanuenses transcribed from the short-hand
notes into long-hand.

Mr.Zi:ck said that the feporter simply dictated
the notes and the amanuensis wrote itin longhand
for ten cents per folio There was a profit of five
cents. He thought ifthe reporters received nothing
at all per folio and :s_ a day, it was ample compen-
sation. Youcould go into the interior banks and
employ competent cashiers or book-keepers at .150
or #175 amonth. He could not sec- where reporters
had any mure responsibility attached to them than
these men. It was true that they wre not em-
ployed all the time,but a mau might! do more than
one thing to get a living.

Mr. Johnson hoped that the amendment offered
by Mr. Cheney would be adopted. The Senator
from Santa Clara said he could get aman for .150 a
month to run a bank. He had no doubt that he
could get 51r. Duncan to run a bank
for a good deal less than that. He believed
that §150 amonth was more than the average re-
porter earned. Sacramento was a reasonable.
county, with as many inhabitants as Santa Clara,
and our reporter did not receive $150 a month. He
had no doubt Senator Cheney would be willing to
make ita salaried office. He would say that 10 a
day and fifteenrents a folio was sufficient compen-
sation, ifthe work was steady, butitwas not, lie
agreed with* Senator Cheney that poor pay would
bring poor work. He held that the position of the i
reporter was the most Important that could be com-
mitted to any one man, because upon the notes
which he takes hangs the property, the liberty and
the lifeof human beings. Upon me correctness of
his reports depend whether you lose your property,
your liberty,or, it may be, your life. Talk about
paying a man 80 a day a: <i running the chances, It
might be that the Courts of San Francisco had
tried ten or twelve suits in a day, but he would
like to wager that no Court in San Francisco ever
tried three cases a day. The general complaint in
San Francisco was that the Courts did not try
their cises. He had a case in one of the jSan
Francis-,- Courts that had been there since Octo-
ber, ls7S. Even where more than one case
was tried in one day it did uot work any hard-
ship if the reporter received his pay in each. Tha
fee came from different parties, and a party who had
a suit tried would have to pay the SlO if no Other
case was tried on the same day, and if another case
was tried the same day he bad to pay no more. Ho

Imped the amendment to the amendment would be
adopted and that they Would have nomore of this
penny wise and pound foolish legislation. He
wanted to see how it wdbld be when
this bill rune in for the SG.OOO sal-
aries, lie wanted to see a deceit salary pail
these men. Ifthe gentleman from Sant .Clara did

'
not want it for -hat comitylet him die an excep-
tion for that county. InSan Francisco the Courts
only trycases on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday. Friday is law day, and. t]*eydo nut hold
Court Saturday and Sunday. So iireporter could
only have, four days work in the week, even if the
Courts runall the time. He never knew- a reporter
possessing the wealth of a Rothschild or a Flood or ,
O'Brien. So far as he was acquainted with them \
they were all poor men, except, probably, Charles
A. Sumner. But Jlr. Sumner had a salary of £3,0.0
from the Supreme Court, which, he supposed, ena-
bled him to have more money than the rest.

Mr. Satter white insisted that the amendment
offered by the Committee on Judiciary was the one
t. at oueht tobe adopted. Itwas the . oldhowl ,
for high salaries. The Constitutional Convention
was the only body of men ever assembled in the
State that bad had the courage to cut down fees and
salaries,

Mr.Johnson wanted to know if they cut down
theirown.

Mr. Satt:.rw:;:te said they did not; but that was
like allmen. He believed \u25a0 hat now th- reporter
made as much as the avera re lawyer, and they ought
to. There were many lawyers in the Slate that did
nut make $100 a month. He considered that a good
living,and would like to be guaranteed $100 for the
rest of bis life. He held that til"a day and -20 cents ,
per folioought tobe allowed.

Washington, January 31st. —

Committee to-day the ex-
amination of M. T. Lewnaa, Sheriff of
Greenville, Intl., was concluded. lie testi-
fied that a colored man named. Heath told
him that one reason for the colored people
leaving North Carolina was to better their
condition, and another reason was that their
friends in Washington desired as many of
them as possible to get out of North Carolina
and into Indiana before the census was taken,
about May Ist, so as to decrease the repre-
sentation ofNorth Carolina and increase that
of Indiana. Ten thousand intended to come.
Heath supposed, when he was making these
statements, that witness was a Republican.
He said the Republicans had agreed to pay
half the expenses of the trip..On cross-examination by Windom, witness
stated that his county is well settled .up ;
there is no demand for labor. The dissatis-
faction felt on account of emigration is not
because of the emigrants' color, but because
they reach there destitute and have to be sup-
ported by the county, and because they over-

[stock the labor market. There is ill feeling
among laborers of both political oarties. It
sometimes takes the shape of threats. One
man who hired some negroes had his barn
burned a few days later. This matter was
before the Grand Jury. Witness preferred,
on that account, not to speak of it. There
were bad men of both parties there. Perhaps
Democrats had burned the barn. Could not
say whether this conduct would have the
effect of deterring people from hiring emi-
grants, and bo cans-, it to appear that there
was nodemand forlabor. He met Heath at
the depot when he came inon the train, and
on representing himself as a Republican got
intoconversation with him. He told Heath
the Republicans wanted a good many negroes
to come to Indiana. ,- Heath said there was
n-i doubt they could get all they ; wanted,
but it would be necessary to pay half ,their
expenses, because those that had horses would
not leave home, and those without horses
could not afford the expense. Witness got
the impression that no arrangements had yet
been made whereby their expenses were to be
paid. Heath found fault with the store-order
system of pay inNorth Carolina. The next,
morning witness met withMr.iiridges (Dem-
ocrat), who said he had seen Heath and was
informed that he (Heath) had fallen into the
hands of Democrats instead of Republicans
the night before, and Heath therefore hur-
riedly left town. Some of the negroes de-
sired to return home. Itwas necessary for
the Sheriff to dissimulate in order tooUtain
information from suspicious characters. The
dissatisfaction inthe county is not confined to
Democrats, butitis felt by many Republicans,
•-specially among the laboring class. No ob-
Ijection wouldbe made to self -supporting emi-
grants. All the Republican papers which
witness had read condemned the committee
and approved the exodus.

London, January Mist.—lnanticipation \u25a0\u25a0'.
a State ceremonial on the sth of February,
when Queen Victoria will open Parliament,
arrangements are perfecting for a royal pro-
cession to and from Westminster. The Queen
and Princess Beatrice, attended by the lores
and ladies of the Court, will proceed from
Osborne to Buckingham Palace, where they
will be met by the Prince and Princess of
Wales. Prince Leopold and the Duke and
Duchess of Connaujjh., and the wife ofPrince
Henry of the Netherlands arrived early yes-
terday at Buckingham Palace. Previous tothe
hour fixed for the departure of the royal pro-
cession from the palace, Her Majesty's crown
and regalia will be conveyed from the tower
to the Lord Chamberlain's office, when the
regal jewels .-i.ibe taken in a state carriage,
escorted by yeomen of the guard and detach-
ments of household cavalry, to the House of
Lords, where they willremain under guard-
ianship of Court officers until the Queen's
arrival. Her Majesty will leave Bucking-
ham Palace instate at a quaiter to 2 o'clock
inthe afternoon, the iir.t live carriages of the
procession being drawn by six bay horses
each, led by four grooms. These equipages
willcontain the great officers of state. • Im-
mediately following willbe a carriage drawn
by six black steeds, in which willbe Prince
Leopold, Master of Horse, and lady in wait-
in;:. The Queen nod Princess Beatrice end
Mistress of iiobcswilloccupy state equipages,
escoited by yeomen of the guard r.nd detach-
ments of household cavalry. The Queen and
Princess Beatrice willreturn to O.bnrneon
Friday. The Queen is expected to take up
her residence at Windsor February 20th.

Labor Strikes.
London, January ..Ist.—The Wages disputes

in the cotton trade are still threatening. The
proposition of Oldham employers for an in-
crease of liveper cent, in March and no fur-
ther demand for a year, is unacceptable to
operatives, who are willing, however, to wait
until tbe end of 18S0. A general strike at
Oldham is improbable, because the limited
companies are just beginning to prosper and
cannot afford to quit ;but there may be par-
tial strikes, which willgive the operatives the
benefit of the ike fund from mills which
continue working. Oldham operatives num-
ber 7,000, of whim 8.000 are members of the
Union. There is a strike of weavers at Burn-
ley, and one also impends at Rochdale, where;operatives demand an advance. The striking
spinners at Morsley and Ashton-under-Tyne
have accepted an increase of fiveper cent., to
take effect March Ist, and the promise of an-
other increase of five per cent, in July, if
trade continues to improve, and the strikes
there, which have lasted a fortnight, are now
ended. The dyers at Bradford have struck
for a reduction of hours. Two thousand per-
sons made a demonstration to-day.

Army- Bismarck's I'rosramtne.
NEW York, January 31st.— A dispatch

from Berlin says, quoting from "an earnest
and zealous supporter of the Government:"
The increase of the effective strength of the
German army is the first move in the deep-
laid plan directed solely against France.
Following is the programme of the German
Chancellor : This sinister demonstration of
the military strength of Germany is a signifi-
cant invitation to France to participate in
the law of international repression against
Nihilists, Socialist*, Internationalists and
other organizations intended to subvert exist-
in.' governments. These dangerous elements
have attained a power that renders combined
action OS the part of the various cabinets ah-
soliftely necessary. In the Chancellor's
opinion, neutrality on the part of any
of the Great Powers is inadmissible. In
case France refuses to co-operate. Ger-
many will formally demand her com-
pliance^ and an immediate mobiliza-
tion- of ith? German and tie Austrian
armies -ill take place, inaccordance withan

Ioffensive and defensive alliance which hasIbeen entered into between the two Empires,
IShould this repressive lawbe rejected by the
;Chamber and passed by the Senate, there
Imay be a dissolution resulttng-from antagon-
|ism of the two houses. Itis thought certain
that the French Republicans willnot vote
for the measure. The solution of the ques-
tion willthen hang upon the result of the
elections. Should aRepublican majority be
returned to the new Chamber, a refusal of
the demands of Bismarck v.ill probably fol-low, and after itasanguinary war with the
two allied Powers. On the contrary, if a
Conservative majority be returned, the revo-
lutionary movement willbe crushed through-
out Europe, and war may be avoided in this
way. In the event of the passage of a law of
repression and its vigorous enforcement, Ger-
many willat once take the initiativeof a gen-
eral disarmament, which, by relieving her
budgets, willtend tosecure for her internal
tranquillity, the friendship of Russia, and the
preservation of conquests of the latter Power.

Fire at Dayton; Butte County.—

Ho immediately
gave the alarm, but the opening of the
door allowed a current of air to enter, and
the whole interior of the store was soon in
a blaze. The cans of powder on the shelves
commenced to explode, making it danger-
ous for any one to enter to save anything,
and the whole in a very short time became
a total loss. The Hensley blacksmith
shop adjoining took fire and was also con-
sumed.

INDIAN...I'TINII AT WBASGEL.
\u25a0 On Saturday, the 2_.ii instant, the Cali-
fornia arrived at \Vran;---i and found an
Indian war racing. Tv compieheud the
condition of things, it willbe necessary to
understand the Indian mode, of lifein tubal
settlements, and their system of retaliation,
or

"Huihui." (Ja the shores of Chatham
Strait., which is a long stretch of narrow
water rawing northward from the southern
point ol Baratutfl Island lor two hundred
miles, is the settlement uf lltochenoo tribe,
from which is named the famous Aladean
whisky. A portion of the tribe, numbering
about 150, have settled along the shore, im-
mediately adjoining the white settlement
at Wrangel to the westward. Fronting .
the whites to the eastward is the Stickeen
tribe. The whites have ioug had a Btickeen
Indian lured a.-, policeman to prevent the

; manufacture cf huoc_.ci., v iveither ranch, in
which he has been generally successful. On
Sunday, the llthinstant, Kt-v. Br. Corliss, a
missionary, found some of his Hoo'cheuoo
congregation drunk, antl quested the police-
man to break the stills from which they were
supplied, and this was accomplished without
disturb, nee. . ..ext day the polk .man's
brother Charlie, inattempting a similar ac-
tion, had his face hurt by Hoccbenoos. Iti
retaliation for this his brother, with a party
of Stiekeens, went to the Hoochenoo's ranch
and withclubs and pistol, severely beat some
of that tribe.

THE FIGHT.

The same night the Hoochenoos sent word
that they would attack Charlie's house next
day, and take from him "huihui." On -far-
ing this, Charlie locked his house una went
to some other part of the ranch. About 11
o'clock a band of about eighty armed Hoo-
chennos marched through town, and on
reaching- the Stickeen village deployed into
line and advanced to the attack. The
Sticketns gathered to meet them, and after a
littleskirmishing the lines approached and a
volley 'vas delivered at about one hundred
yards. Several were killed, and a number
wounded ra both sides. Among the killed
wi-.. Toy-Att, a friendly chief, very much
liked by the whites. The Hoochenoo-, being
closely pressed, took refuge in Charlie's house
and fortifiedit,and were besieged for the re-
mainder of the d_y. At night they cut a
hole through the side of the house, and escap-
ing. returned to their own village, leaving,
their dead behind. They completely sacked
ihe house while init.

THE WHITES ..-.._. .'. BAND.
On the two succeeding day a great leal of

skirmishing and desultory ririm: took place,
resulting, rrom the situation, in much damage
to the white settlement— several . -being
struck by bullets.

Major li.D. Crittenden, Deputy Collec-
tor, bailing that ':.. whites were in danger
summoned tho citizens, who formed a com-
mittee, enrolled eighty men and established
a guard and issued orders forbidding armed
Indians from approaching the limits of the
white settlement, and requiring them to keep
out after 10 o'clock p. tr. Previous to that,
Indians had been rushing through the streets
withloaded guns, even threatening that they
would seize the powder inthe etoies.

MajorCrittenden then summoned the chiefs
of the warring tribes to hi.- othee, and in the
presence of the committee, who ieted incon-
cert withhitn, gave them 11on lerstand that
the strife must cease, or they must light on
some other line. To this they proposed to
assent, and offered to compromise with blan-
kets. This settlement, however, is delayed
through the illness of the wounded chiefs, and
on whose lifeor death everything bangs. The
committee having forwarded a request to
Captain Beard-lee, of the Jamestown, for
men or arms, men were furnished, with a
(-ailing gun and fifty stand of rifles, with
ammunition, in charge of Gunner CharlesStuart, and men to work the Catling. Every-
thing was still in statu quo when the Califor-
nia Bailed.

Rev. S. Young. Presbyterian missionary,
was very zealous in his efforts to quiet the
disturbance, and in his anxiety to stop the
fight whileinprogress, so much posed him-
self that son of his Indian friendsseized him
and bore him to a place of safety.
