XXUI SESSION—TWENTY-NINTH DAY.

SENATE.
Sacraueszo, February.2, 1880.

The Sensts met in regular session at 10 A. M.,
Pres.dent Mansfield in the chair.

Roll ealied and a quorum present.

The journel of yesterday was read and approved.

PETITION.

Mr. Bakre presented a petition from Mrs. R.
Montgomery, Mrs. P. Lee and Mrs. H. Kuapp, of
San Jose, Santa Clara county, asking that they be
allowed the right to vote, “all date Constituiions
and gtatute laws to the contrary potwithstanding.”

On motion of Mr. NEUMANN, it sas referred to the
Committee op Judiciary.

REPORTS.

Mr. Ny, from the Committee an Judicigry, re-
ported back favorably a substitute for Scuate kill
No. 55—an Act fixing the compensation of the mem-
bers, officers and emp oyes of the Legislature.

Mir. Jouxsox preseated a minority report on the
same bill, holding that the salaries in the substitute
were fixed too Jaw. The main objection urged wug
that the Act was to take effect immediately, and he
held that to be ip the nature of a breach of faitk
with the officers and employes of the Legisl
now in session.

ASSEMBLY MESSAGE.

The Senate took up the Assembly message :

Assembly Concurrent Resolution No. 12— Relative
to the appuintment of a joiut committee to confer
with Hons. 1saac S, Belcher, Thomas P, Stoney and
{ A. C. Freeman, in refard to the work they have
{ done at the joint suggestion of Governor Perkins
and ex-Governor Irwin. Referred to Committee on
Judiiary.

Assembly Bill No. 15—An Act to repeal Section
420 of the Penal Code.

On motion of Mr. JoEssoy, it was ordered on the
file with Senate Bill No. G7—an Act to repeal Sec-
tion 420 of the Penal Code.

Senate concurrent resolution relative to the im-
provement of Humboldt bay. Assembly amend-
yuent concurred in.

BILLS INTRODUCED.

Bills were introduced, read first time at Jength
end referred as follows :

By Mr. Jouxsox—An Act to amend Section 3466
<f the Political Code, in relation to the coilection of
delinquent charges and assessments in Swamp and
Reclamation Districts, made for reclamation pur-

ses. Committee on Public, Swamp and Over-
flewed Lands.

Also, an Act to amend Section 3181 of the Politi-
cal Code, in relation to Swamp Land Districts. Com-
mittee on Public, Swamp and Overflowed Lands.

By Mr. Jouxsros—Aun Act to provide for the
election of Trustees in Swamp and Reclamation Dis-
tricts in eases where there is no Board, and to pro-
vide for future elections of such Board of Trustees.
Commuttes on  Public, Swamp and Overflowed
Lands.

Also, an Act granting relief to taxpayers whose
lapds have been sold to the State. [Gives one year
for redemption after the passage of the Act.|
Committee on Puablic, Swamp and Overflowed
Lands.

By Mr. HitTeLL—An Act to amend Sections 871
and 900 of the Code of Civil Proeedure, relating to
proceedings in Justices’ Courts. Committee on
Judiciary.

SECOND REAPING OF RILLS,

The Senate took up the general file of the day for
the second reading of bills and disposed of bills as
follows :

Senate Bill No. 5—An act to provide for the im-
provement of Normal School square, in the city of
San Jose (by Mr. Baker)—was read a second time as
:n Committee of the Whole. The Committee on
Public Buildings reported an amendment mzking
. the appropriation 320,000 instead of §25,000.

Mr. BAKkR opposed the adoption of the amend-
ment, and read in support of his position the report
of the Committee on Public Buildings of the As-
sembly of the last session. He wrged the Senate
strongly to make a suitable appropriation for this
purpose.

Mr. SATTERWHITE moved to amend the amend-
| ment by striking out $20,000 and inserting $5,000,
| He urged the adoption or the amendment and held
the sum to be sufficient. That was enough to im-
prove 28 acres. The principal result of the Normal
School in the pasc had been to educate young men
to the professgn of the law. Hewould not see how
.they were going to expend £20,000 in the improve-
ment of 28 acres.

Mr. Baxer warmly defended the Normal School
and its usefulness, If the apprapriation was reduced
to £5,000 he would vote against the bill. He con-
sidered the original amount a very low ove;
the last sum mentioned was of absolutely no value
as it would not make anything like the necessary
improvement.

Mr. SatanrWwHITE said that the votes of the gentle-

wen from Santa Clara to reduce the payef attaches
had probably saved the State 85 or 6 a day for 100
days, and now the Seunators desired to vote away
,000 Lo improve 23 acres of land in their own
unty.
Mr. Cuask said that he had noticed the dilapi-
dated conditien of the State property at San Jose,
and he did not believe that $5,000 was sufficient,
and he did not think $20,000 was extravagant.

Mr. Davis c2id that in voting en | appr
tions of this kind members should
outside influcnce. He had listened to state-
ments of both Senators Baker and Satterwhite and
he did not think 85,000 was enough for this purp.se
He defended the State Nurmal School and believed
that it was an institution thought well of by the
people of the S:ate. It was the poor.man’s school.
He die not believe there was a State in the Union
that sepported a State Normal School at so little
expensze as thi te does. The present condition
of the place w a1 eyesore in the city of San Jose.

Mr. Zc<ck thought the matter @iad been ably pre
sented Ly hi ague, Mr. Baker, and he heartily
concurred in what he said in regard to it. ile

a
thoughtthe votes he had cast heretofore had estab-
lished hif position 28 an eeonomist, but he believed
it was upwise to make an appropriation short of the
necessary sum. He mght that every dollar of
$20,000 weuld be nec y to make the desired im-
100l Square, and he urged

yroventente on Normal S
the adoption of the amendment offered by the com-
mittee at censiderable lengtih.

Mr. Gorpax confessed that from what he had
heard he was in doubt which way to vote. He
thougnt the matter.should be put of until the re-
port of the Committee on Fublic Buildings should
be submitted. He wanted to see the appropriations
as low as proper, but.zot too low,

Mr. BAKER gaid that committee had wnanimously
repertel in favor of $20 000 for this purpose.

Mr. JoussreNy oppesed the amendwment to the
smendment. As s member of the Committee on
ublic  Buiidings  he had  thoroughly exam-

ined the matter. aud wag criginally in tavor of the
£25,000 appropriation. The committee had been
.geenomicully inc¢ined and amended it to $39,000. He
thought th:at sum was little enough.

Mr. Jorrssax opposed the amendmert to the
amendment. e faroredgiaking apprepriations for
State buildings just as large as was necessary. He
congratulated the. ecoromical Senators Satterwhite
¢ and Zuck on theirdivision of sentiment in this case.

He thouglh the Senator who had been parsimanious

about a clerk was aimply frugal in regard to an ap-
| propriation for an iumnuth:n.‘!l his county. Be-
fore:the end of the session he might become reason-
able in,regai'd to matters of appropriation foroether
things outsidle of his county.

Mr. DickinsoN favared ihe billas amended by the
committee.

Mr. Ny also thought the appropriation was emall
enoughand spoke in eulogy of the State Nonwal
Schoel.

Mr. Satterwhite’s amendment was lost.

Mr. SamrerwWHITE offered an amendment stiiking
out $20,00% azud ins erting £10,000, and spoke in faver
of that amendment. He held Senater Zuck excusa-
ble for falling down in his economical;’deas, because
this was for his comnty. He urged the Senator to
cut down thase appropriations,

Mr. CARg, of Yuba, ofiered a resolation pursusnt
to notice, changing Rule 6. At present, a mo
tion to mcrease a committee must be reported fa-
vorably on by the Committee on Rul:s before it can
pags He wished it changed so that three members
of that eommittee cannot hold the whole House in
check.

Mr. May opposed it, becanse it would open up all
the comimit!ees to be changed.

Mr. DeL Vanee favored 1t on the ground urged
before. It is desirable to have the diffecent parts of
the State represented on the Committee on Corpora-
tions. He believed that the house ought to have
the right to rule themselves, and not allow one com-
mittee to put a veto upou their wishes,

Mr. MAYBELL 1 0ok the same view. He was oppesed
to surrendering the preroggtives of the house te a
single committee.

Mr. TyLER said the house lad already found how
wise that rule 1s. He was in tavor of sticking to the
plan already acopted. It will save 1 gre.t deal of
discussion.

Mr. Corcorax said it never has been in the power
of any committee to say toa legislative bedy that
they shall not do this or that. But in this matter
threec members of that Committee on Rules cau die-
tate to and control the action of the house.

Mr. You~a said these matters should not be left
to an impulsive Assembly to charge committees at
will. It is a bad precedent. 1t ought to be refesred
to the committee, and have a thorough examinaton
bifore any cov mittee is inereased. M.n may seek to
get on committees for selfish reasons, and it is not
desirable that they should be allowed to do it.

The ayes an  nocs was called for, and the gesolu.
tion was lost by a vote of 4 ayes to 15 noce,

The Chair ruled that two-thirds means two-thirds
of the house, and not two-thirds of the mem!ers
present.

change permanently the rules of the session, and
it will require 54 votes to restore them.
