The doors
are ordinary wooden ones, with large glass
transoms ; on the west side arethree large
windows opening to the outside of the build-
ing, and they are unsecured by fastenings of
any kind ; the floor, ceiling and partitions are
of wood, and, separated from this office by a
thin wooden partition, on the north side is a
small room now used for the storage of pro-
bate papers, A fire is liable to catch in this
room at any hour from a carelessly thrown |
cigar or match, and the records are con-
stantly menaced with damage or total de-
struction from that quarter; the rooms and
hallways in the story above the office are
