EXEMPTIONS FROM TAXATION.

Speaking broadly, itmay be said that all
exemptions from taxation are against pub-
licpolicy. As a matter of fact such exemp-
tions are, however, numerous, owing either
to express provisions of law, or to provis-
ions which afford the means of evasion to
the dishonest. It is a constant source of
complaint that rich men escape. taxation,
or pay but a fraction of what they ought
to. Itis equally true, if less frequently
remarked, that poor men whoare neverthe-

less not in actual straits, are quite as apt
at shirking their duty as citizens. It is

notorious that when the modes of taxation
require an inquisition into the amount '\u25a0

and nature of every man's possessions,
the results of such inquest are blackened
with the most wholesale and shameless
perjury. Yet at every legislative ses-
sion there are fresh projects for exempt-
ing this or that property from taxation,
inthe alleged interest of "the pcor man,"
and when upon debate the most contra-
dictory statements are made, such as that
the exemption willprevent the collection
of any taxes, and that it willhelp the rich
instead of the poor, it is nevertheless not
perceived that there must be something
radically wrong about a system capable of
such paradoxical construction. The kind
of taxation which is for the best interests
of the poor man is perfectly equitable
and perfectly rigorous taxation. No man

who can pay his quota of taxes
'

should be
exempted, but no man should be liable
for more than the value of his quota.
Here is where the abuse of tax-sales
comes in. They involve confiscation of
all for a debt requiring only a fraction,
and the plea that the

'
State cannot

substract what is due to itunder such cir-
cumstances, .is puerile in the extreme.
Make taxes just and even intheir applica-
tion and they would cease to afford so
much ground of complaint. The present
personal property tax is a farce as now ap-
plied. It is very doubtful if such a form
of tax is economically advisable, but when,

as at present, the property.-owner is allowed
to assess his own possessions, the State can
only secure her just dues by a series of
miracles ;and miracles aro events which

:never happen. Ifthe personal property
inquest is necessary, let the Assessor make- it. He willbe sure to blunder continu-
ally, but he willblunder on the side of the

\u25a0 people, and t whoever is over assessed has
recourse •to the Board of Equalization.

;that people willassess themselves equi-
tably when they know that there is :no

check upon them. The way to compel
honest payment of taxes is to throw upon
the taxpayer the onus of proving that he

is not worth what tho Assessor says he is.
If that plan is adopted it may be neces-

to be proscribed for their honesty and in-

A TEST OF CALIFORNIA OPINION.
aOilSaturday we printed dispatches frcm I
-»-rer fifty places in this State, giving the jJ

general tendency, of public opinionin re- \u25a0

gard toPresidential candidates. This was !
probably as trustworthy a test as could :
have been made, and it represented the

direction of Republican and Democratic
preferences with sufficient accuracy to ba-e
an estimate upon. The Republican choice |

inCalifornia, judging from this expression
of opinion, is Elaine first, and Grant sec-
ond, but the preference for Blame is most
emphatically indicated. Among the Demo-
crats Thurman and Bayard are most fre-
quently spoken of, but the presumption is
that of the two Bayard would command
the most votes. Blame has been a favor-
ite in this State for several' year3,

and his position on the Chinese question,
and his action in the recent Maine
conspiracy, have tended' to strengthen
him greatly. His energy and fire, his
outspoken and unfaltering championship
ofRepublican principles, his oratorical gifts,
and the frankness and manliness of
hischaracter, have always commended him
peculiarly to Californians, who are special-
ly prone to admire public men .of that
robust and vehement type. It is also by
nomeans improbable that there has occurred j
a certain reaction from the enthusiasm of
the Grant reception. Itis not sufficiently
realized by those who are urging Grant's
candidature that the citizens of a democ-
racy do not take so kindly to hero-worship
as people who have been accustomed to
look up to certain classes or members of
the community. No matter what
just title any man may

'

have to

the admiration of a republic, the
latter will grow, weary ,* of, -rec-
ognizing it if it is insisted upon too
strenuously. It is also very much easier
to procure popular acquiescence in the
deification of a departed hero orleader than
in that of a contemporary. Washington
was not regarded by his generation with
anything like the veneration that is ac-
corded to his memory. During his public
career he was probably the worst abused
man of his day, and his opponents never
hesitated to bring the gravest charges
against him. It is also probable that in
regard to Grant a feeling may exist of re-

|sentment at the manner in which a spon-
:taneous tribute to his deserts has baen
utilized to subserve a political purpose.

Itis worth noting that this test inquiry
was made after the meeting of the Penn-
sylvania Convention, and that it may
therefore be regarded as throwing light

on the popular belief as to the significance
of the proceedings of that body. Evi-
dently the general idea is not to the effect
that Cameron's factional triumph indicated
a genuine desire for the nomination of
Grant. Men are of course apt, consciously
or unconsciously, to be influenced by what |
they think is going to happen, and in this i

case the common interpretation put upon

recent political
'
incidents is that Biaiue

has been helped instead of hurt by the
Harrisburg episode. Itis interesting to
remark that similar efforts to ascertain the
tendency of public opinion have been made
in most parts of the North and West, and
that the outcome thus farhas been generally
akin to that here. In tho West Blame ap-
pears to possess a great deal of strength,
though Garfieldis more spoken of there than
in California. In the NewEngland States
opinion is more divided between these two
andSherman than between either ofthem and
Grant, to whom we should be inclined to
give the thirdrather than the second place
in currant estimation, judging from these
expressions. This movement among the
leading journals of the great centers of
population to findout and record the bent
of public opinionhas indeed already cov-
ered so large an area that the effect must
be to force these indications upon the at-
tention of party leaders, and to cause them
to reflect seriously upon the situation.
The Grant "boom" has been from the
first based upon the assumption that
he ,was the most acceptable candi-
didate. But if, as now seems apparent,
this is an erroneous assumption, the
expediency of urging his candidature is
likelyto take on an entirely new aspect.
Itis not to be supposed that party leaders

have any personal feeling in the matter.
Their position as leaders depends upon
their ability to strike popular keynotes.

Ifit appeared that Grant was less likely

to poll the fullstrength of the Republican
party than some other man, the main
reason for supporting him would disappear.
Some such demonstration is being gradually
developed by the efforts of the press to
discover what the people want. A great
many of them say they want Grant, but a

far larger number say they want Blame or
Sherman or Garfield, and of those who do
not make Grant their first choice, the ma-

jority are for Blame. As indications of
the drift of -preference these tests are both
interesting and valuable, and politicians
cannot afford to disregard them.

A STATS DETECTIVE FORCE.
'
A circular has been published giving

reasons for the creation of
-
a State Con-

stabulary or Detective force. They are so
weighty that in our judgment they ought
to determine the matter. ,For example,
this circular gives a partial list of mur-
der.-, highway robberies, incendiary fires,
burglaries, etc., the perpetrators cf which
have not been captured, committed inthe
State of California during the past four
years. And this list is appalling. In four

jyears there have been no less than seventy-
nine unpunished murders, in California,
and infifty-three cases the murderers were
and still.are absolutely unknown. We do
not hesitate to affirmthat this is the most
disgraceful exhibit ever made concerning a

State 'having any pretensions to civiliza-
tion, and not cursed with customary feuds,
turbulent factions, civilwar, or an abnor-

Imallyquarrelsome people. Ifwe had been
Iinfested by Timers the list of mysterious
murders could hardly have been larger
than it is, and it is perfectly .apparent
that the immunity attending these crimes
must have been primarilydue to the want

;cf police. Ina great territory like Cali-
; fornia the localities are few in which an
Iactive man cannot, with a littlevigorous
[ exertion, place himself in a few hours
Ibeyond the reach of the county, or mu-
jnicipal authorities, .-.nd whenever this
happens the chances' of

"'
ultimate

j escane are very great, because the local
officers are seldom able :to keep up a pur-

suit of "the criminal. ;The:result of this
defective executive machinery is that the
ends of justice, are practically dependent
upon a promptness of arrest which 13 very

! unlikely to be possible, since criminals do
jnot usually perpetrate crimes ia the pres-
!ence of the officers. But it is not only in
j the case ot homicides that better ;police
i service is needed. During the four years
1 last past there have been 45 successful
1 stage robberies, and in several of them the

thieves got away with large booties. The
I worst of the whole series was that of last

\u25a0 September,' when the fstage ) from\Moore's
jFiat toNevada City was robbed of $7,200,'

and one of the • passengers, W. Cummin:-*',;

was murdered. Stage robberies are only
possible because of the \u25a0 absence of "\u25a0\u25a0 any
special fori**charged with tha function of
preventing such outrages. The' dangerous
classes are thoroughly informed as tothe
weakness of the county and municipal au-
thorities, and they are able to time their
robberies so .A3 to render pursuit almost
impossible. '_ . \u25a0

The circular before us is accompanied by
the draft of a billproviding fer the crea-

tion of a State Detective Force, to consist
of a Chief and corps of State detectives,
not to exceed twenty-five members. San
Francisco is to be headquarters, but the
State is to be divided into fourteen con-
stabulary districts, among which the de-
tectives are to be apportioned on an aver-
age of two to each district. The Chief is
to be appointed for four years. This we
regard as a mistake. The Chief of such a
force ought to hold office without term, his

tenure being terminable only forgood cause.
Itshould be impossible to remove him for
political reasons, for it is of the very first
importance that a corps of this kind should
have the unity and harmony which can

only come from the retention of the
command in the hands of one man.
It is sought to keep the State Detect-
•ve Force out of politics by provid-
ing in the bill that no member, of
it "shall be permitted to be a dele-"

gate or representative to, or member
"of,any politicalor partisan convention the
"purpose of which is to put innomination"

any candidate for any political office."
Of course it willobjected to this that it is
a proposition to disfranchise the members
of the force, and to deprive them of their
rights as citizens, as was said of the I'reii-
dcnt'sCivil Service order. Itis, however, to

be presumed that • the Chief would keep
his men strictly to their duty, and that as

they could not attend to that and politics
at the same time, they would let the latter
alone. A good provision of the billmakes
itthe duty of allpardoned convicts to re-

port their whereabouts to the Chief of the
State Detective Force as often as once a
month from the time of their discharge
until the expiration of the term .for
which they were sentenced. The ob-
ject of this is to acquaint the
authorities

"
with the

'
business jin

which ex-convicts* are engaged. The
importance of such information may be
gathered from the fact that three out of
the four men concerned in the late Mendo-
cino murders -were ex-convicts. • The
billgives the Chief of the Force $-{,000 a

year and a clerk, and the other members of

the Force are to receive ?I,SOO and their
expenses. A good feature in the billis
tho prohibition of the acceptance of re-
wards by members of the Force except in
special cases. The system of offering re-
wards has been shown by experience to be
a very bad one, numbing duty, stimulat-
ing greed, aud not seldom paralyzing jus-
tice. On the whole the proposed billseems
to us a judicious and well-guarded measure,
and as the need of a State Detective Force
is demonstrated by the criminal record of
the State inthe most indisputable manner,

the Legislature ought cot to hesitate to

enact this or some similar law for the bet-
ter protection of life and property. '

THE THEATER QUESTION.

A correspondent thinks that there is a
great obstacle in the way of building anew
theater ; namely, that in case that was

done, "the owners of the Metropolitan"
would be compelled to renovate it to"
compete with the new one, and then

"itwould be here as it is now in San Jose,
"a strong and bitter competition for"

patronage." We are not alarmed by this
suggestion, and we do not recognize init
an obstacle to the buildingofa new theater.
The argument used by our correspondent,
if valid, wjuld doom Sacramento forever
to the squalor an.l discomfort of the old
theater, for it is perfectly clear that there
never could come a time when itwouldhot
apply as forcibly as now. Ifthe argument
has any force, however, how is itthat new

theaters or buildings of any kind liable
to competition ever get erected ? • But it
does not follow that if a new theater
was built the owners of the old onei
would be

"
compelled to renovate it." On

the contrary, if, as our correspondent

alleges, the result of such a course must be
to produce a competition fatalto the profit-

ableness of both theaters, it is evident that
this consideration alone would deter the
owners of the Metropolitan frominvitingso
fatal a competition, if they possessed any
business prudence. The competition spoken
of, moreover, need not be feared by the
owners of the new theater. The very
reasons which we have already given for
buildinga new theiter conclusively prove
the futilityof any attempt to construct a
formidable competitor out of the old one.
The latter could not be so renovated as to
compete with a new and commodious
building. The new theater would secure

all the pat.xnage, and a very brief experi-
!ment in that direction would convince the
!owners of the Metropolitan that they had

\u25a0 better convert; the building to other and
Imore profitable uses. We believe that
jif a new theater is projected, the old one
willnaturally and quietly be 'abandoned
for dramatic purposes, but whether it is

or not we are thoroughly convinced that a
new theater has nothing toapprehend from
any competition that*old tumble- down

barn can bring to bear. The thing to

Ido, for the interests of Sacramento, is to
build a new, convenient, well situated and
handsome theater. No other schemo will
meet the' requirements of the case. . The
Metropolitan cannot be made to fillthe
bill, not even by rebuilding it,and that
fact ought to convince the community that
tfiere is reallybutone sensible and practical
course in the matter.

But though they could
jnot supply more tlian one-tenth of the
market if foreign :, steel was. abso-

[lutely excludeel, whoever buys for-
eign steel rails is forced to pay
these imposters a commission of 220 per
cent, for no . consideration whatever.
Really, when we reflect upon the,utterly
outrageous and iniquitous character of this
proceeding, it is difficult to retain any re-

ispect for the boasted civilizationand pro-

Igress of the age, for it would puzzle any
one to discover in the records of the most
barbarous periods a more flagrant exhibi-
tion of ignorance, follyan 1injustice.

THE OAKLAND TRAGEDY.

That was a frightful occurrence in Oak-
land on Saturday, when a bar-room fight
resulted in the slaughter of a poor woman

who happened to be passing along the
street outside, and who was shot dead by
a stray ball issuing from the saloon. The
most horrible feature of the' case was the
circumstance that the victim was about to
become a mother, and that thus the bullet
destroyed two lives at one stroke. The
brutal drunkard who was the primary
cause of this hideous deed, though he

does not appear to have fired the shot
himself, was no doubt one of that
class of reckless men who think it
manly to carry a pistol, and thus
to give themselves the best possible
opportunities of committing, murder on

the slightest provocation. ;• If, how-
ever, innocent passengers are liable to be
shot dead inthe streets of California towns
inthis way, it willbe necessary either to
disarm those who drink fightingwhisky, or
to take measures toprevent the drinking of
fighting whisky. This case is a most dis-
tressing one. A happy family is plunged
into the depth ofaffliction by the sudden
anil shocking murder of the wife and
mother. The lives of all these innocent
persons are blasted as by the curse of the

Almighty. Aud all this unspeakable sor-
row and pain is the result of drinking.
We cannot wonder, whilesuch occurrences

are possible, that the advocates of tem-

perance sometimes are carried away by
their horror of the results of intemper-
ance into the championship of extreme and
impracticable measures.

MILK DIET IN HEART DISEASE.

M. See, inhis book on the treatment and
diagnosis of heart disease, regards milk,as
a powerful diuretic. liHe does not approve
of exclusive milk diet, which, in his opin-
ion, reduces the- patient to a state of ex-
treme inaction, but prescribes a mixed
milkdiet of about two liters and a half of
milk per diem added to the patient's usual
food. This docs not in the least interfere
with the diuretic effects of the milk.These
effects must not be attributed merely to
the water contained in the milk, as lias *

been supposed by some authors, because
the same quantity of pure water would in
no wise produce the same results. Itis evi-
dent, therefore, that onlythe sugar and salts
possess the diuretic properties, their action
being similar to that produced by salts of
potash and soda by their osmotic power.
These diuretic properties seem to be much
more powerful than when the milk has not

j been boiled. Itshould, therefore, be taken I
junboiled, and fresh from the cow if possi- ]
jble, or at least lukewarm, as cold milk
does not act inthe same way.' Itseems as
if boiling the milk destroyed these proper-
ties;nevertheless, itmust never be forgot-
ten that some patients can

'
digest milk

only when boiled, so that the rule is not
without exception. Another curious point

:in the action of milk is that it is equally
!powerful in cases where the cardiac affec-
!tionis not combined with dropsy. M. See
jhas often observed that patients whoeither
no. longer suffered from dropsy, or never
had suffered from it, were extremely bene-
