KEEP YOUR EYE OPEN.

A writer in Harper's Bazar has an
article on the care of the eyes, but as he
fails to exhaust his subject, we add a few
additional rules, and ifthey succeed inex-
|hausting the reader, we shall feel amply
repaid lor our time and trouble in compil-
ing them : . -V

Never read, writeor sew bygas-light ;it
is exceedingly hurtful to the eye. Always,

when possible, use a kerosene lamp, one

low enough to enable you to sit withit
immediately under your nose. Not only
is this practice recommended by the worst

occulists, but there is also the delicious
perfume so grateful to the cultivated taste.

When outdoors always protect your
visual organs with colored glasses. Besides
being a great ornament to the nose, they
prevent the daylight reaching the eye.
Nothing is so bad as daylight for the eye.

Of course you will move your glasses
when you enter an artificiallylightedroom.
Itis only natural light that hurts.

One of the very worst things you can do
for the eyesight is to tell a man bigger
than yourself that his veracity is doubted.
One instance of this kind has often de-
stroyed a poison's sight for months.
Itis also a dangerous practice to use the

keyhole as an avenue of vision. The party
on the other side may own a bradawl or

To toughen the eye, it is recommended
by good authorities that one sit in the
steam-car beside an open window. This,
to be sure, is heroic treatment, but if per-
sisted in the eye willbecome so tough that
nothing can penetrate it,not even light.

Heading at twilight is excellent practice.
Itaccustoms the eye to the changeful gra-
dations of receding light, until complete
darkness ensues. When blindness inter-
venes, this darkness is permanent and ex-
ceedingly restful.

In reading, always place your book on
the table before you, and bend your face
down over it. This willserve to concen-
trate your attention upon the volume. If
you become short-sighted, as you probably
will,so much the better. Your thoughts
willnot be likelyto be distracted by dis-
tant objects.
Itis a rule followed by all careful gun-

ners to close both eyes when pulling the
trigger. The danger of any detached
pieces of percussion cap striking the eye is
thus obviated.

When an infinitesimal atom of dust
strikes your cornea, immediately mop your
eye with a coarse pocket handkerchief. It
willcause you to forget the pain made by
the first-named foreign substance.

Space forbids giving the correct rules for
removing a cinder from the eye. There
are 473 of these rules, any one of them
perfectly efficacious except in the case un-
der treatment. As signs of rain fail in a
dry time, so do rules for extracting cinders
from the eye when there is one there.

Eyes are likegood children, and should
never be crossed.

TUNNELING OP MONT BLANC.

Tragedy—A Woman Ratal!/ In-

Jurctl by Her Srpbrw.
Londonderry (N.H.), February Sth.— A

fearful tragedy was enacted near this place
yesterday, in which Mrs. Sarah, aged 33, wife
of E. V. Dillingham, a respectable farmer,
was the victim, and anephew of her husband,
Frank Dillingham, aged about 20, was the
criminal. Frank went to live withhis uncle
last April, and yesterday Mr. Dillingham

went to Manchester, leaving his nephew at
work near the house. During the afternoon
William Wallace, a brother of Mrs. Dil-
lingham, called to see his sister, and
found the doors locked, and the curtains
drawn down. Supposing her to be asleep,
he returned home. Soon after Frank went
to the country store of David Burns, only
about forty rods from the place of the tragedy,
and called forFrank Burns, who came to the
door, and young Dillingham said, "Ihave
shot Aunt Sarah." He was immediately
taken into custody by persons in and about
tho store, who took him to Dillingham's
house. Upon entering a fearful spectacle
met their gaze. Mrs. Dillingham was lying
on the floor in the front room, on her back,
with several garments thrown over her head
and body. Upon examination they found a

rope drawn tightly around her neck. Her
clothing was disarranged and her face purple
from the severe choking produced
by the rope. A bullet wound was
discovered at the base of the skull,
the bullet having passed through

the brain. Physicians were immediately
summoned, who pronounced the case fatal,
and her death is.momentarily expected.
Frank says that he was cleaning a revolver,
which was accidentally discharged, but does
not attempt to account for the rope around
his aunt's neck, or for the disordered condi-
tion of her under-clothing. He says he went
into the woods back of the house and tried to
shoot himself with the same revolver, but
failed through lack of courage or some other
cause, though an ugly bullet hole was made
in his forehead. The ball penetrating the
skull. Mrs. Dillingham, the victim of the
terrible affair, is a comely, modest-appearing
young woman, very highly respected. The
conclusion can hardly be avoided that the
unfortunate woman was ravished either be-
fore or after the shooting and choking, and
that her assailant then seeing the fearful
crime he had committed hastily fastened the
door, pulled down the curtains and returned
to the fore-t in the rear of the house, with
the intention of ending his miserable exist-
ence. His wound is not thought to be fatal.

Horrible Affair at Oakland— Woman

YAY. Accidentally Killed. J»:*:f-
Oakland, February 7th.

—
This afternoon,

at about half-past 1o'clock, a shooting affray
110k place on Second street, in which Mrs.
Stetson, a woman about 35 years of age, was
accidentally killed. Allthe parties engaged
inthe affray were arrested and taken to the
City Prison. They consist of Jacob Lenz
and his brother John, who keeps a grocery
store at No. 220 Second street, and Patrick
McFadden, a teamster. • Your reporter in-
terviewed the men at the City Prison and
obtained the following version of the affair:
Jacob Lenz is a police officer in Alameda,
and at about 1o'clock met his brother on
Alice street, near Second. The two pro-
ceeded to tho store and found several men
there standing on the sidewalk, among whom
was a man named Knoll,and also Patrick
McFadden. The latter was quarreling with
Knoll and calling him all manner of vile
names. Mr. Lenz then interfered and suc-
ceeded inpacifying McFadden, and some one
proposed that they all take a drink. They
started to enter the grocery, when the owner,
John Lenz, refused McFadden admittance,
saying that he had already drank enough.
This enraged McFadden, who was quite in-
toxicated, and he began abusing the entire
crowd, and then said,

"
I'llfix some of you!"

and went away. Iv about fiveminutes after-
wards he returned witha Colt's revolver in
his hand, which he flourished in the air, and
said he would

'
hurt somebody. Jacob Lenz

was out on the sidewalk all this time, and
toldhim to go away, not thinking he would
shoot, when suddenly McFadden pointed the
pistol at htm and fired, the ball grazing bis
wrist. Lenz then retired inside the grocery,
when McFadden again fired. John Lenz told
Jacob to shoot McFadden, whereupon Jacob
pulled out a small four-shooter and fired, the
hall taking effect in McFadden's arm. Again
McFadden fired, and Lenz fired back until
allfour of the barrels of his revolver were
emptied. One of the bullets also hit Mc-
Fadden on the head, inflicting a slight scalp
wound. Lenz's pistol was broken and he
ran out into the back yard, from whence he
soon after heard cries from the grocery, and
entered again to find his brother in the
grasp of McFadden, who was then arrested.
Mr. Colville then came in and said that
there hud been a woman shot. He was com-
ing along the street and heard the shots, and
saw a woman coming along, and when che
was just opposite the grocery she threw up
her arms and exclaimed, "Mv God, Iam
shot," sank down upon the ground and was
carried into her house, a few yards distant,
where she soon afterwards expired. A visit
to the house, which is No. 231 Second street,
was made by your reporter, where a ghastly
spectacle was presented. The woman lay
dead, with a bullet-hole in her breast, near
her neck. She was withinone month of con-
finement. She was cold, and still, except a
few faint flutterings that gave evidence that
the unborn was stillalive. The deceased was
the wile of WilliamStetson, who works in
some planing mills in San Francisco. She
leaves three children, a little girl aged 12
years, a boy aged 8, and a pirl 2 years old.
McFadden says he was set upon by four or
five of these men and did not shoot at all,bat
only flourished the pistol toscire them. He
borrowed the pistol from Al. Kirchoff. Mc-
Fadden is said to bear the reputation ofbeing
very quarrelsome when drunk. On this occa-
sion he was drunk. One of the bullets fired
at him was taken out by Dr. Woolsey after
he was taken to the City Prison. Ithad
passed through his arm. Mr.Lenz is spoken
of as a quiet, peaceable citizen, and was en-
tirely sober when the affray occurred. The
Coroner will hold an inquest Monday. Al.
Kirchoff. the man who furnished McFadden
the revolver with which the affray began,
has not yet been arrested. .

SCIENTIFIC RECORD.

ArtificialProduction of Diamonds.
The daily papers have widely published
the announcement that James Maclear, of
St. Rallox Chemical Works, Glasgow, had
made a statement to the Glasgow Philo-
sophical Society representing that he had
succeeded, after thirteen years of investi-
gation, in producing the diamond by arti-

ficial means. The accounts further de-
clared that the results had been submitted
to Professor Tyndall and jMr.Maskelyne,
of the British Museum, by whom they
were pronounced to be unquestionably dia-
monds. These announcements are doubt-
less premature ;they are certainly so re-

specting Mr. Maskelyne, who has publicly
stated his belief that the crystals submit-
ted to him were not diamonds, but proba-
bly crystals of a silicate. As toProfessor
Tyndall's reported confirmation of the iden-
tity of these crystals with the diamond, we

have carefully looked over the accounts of
the circumstance as published in several
leading English technical journals, and fail
to find any statement purporting to come
from him. The simple fact is named, in
relation to these gentlemen, that Mr.Mac-
lear had submitted .samples of what he af-
firmed to be diamond crystals to them for
examination. Our purpose in writing the
above is simply to protest against the
hasty conclusions on scientific subjects,
which the newspapers are prone to accept
and circulate without due reflection and
before they are verified by competent au-

thority. There is nothing inherently im-
possible in what Mr.Maclear asserts he has
succeeded in accomplishing, although
many experimenters have essayed the same
problem and failed. We prefer, however,
to waitbefore accepting this piece of news-
paper science, until we hear definitely
from Tyndall or Maskelyne. The- latter
has already spoken, as above stated, and
adversely ;though, in justice toMr. Mac-
lear, we must add that he affirms Mr.
Maskelyne to be wrong, and asks a tempo-
rary suspension of judgment.

Armor Plates.
—Composite (or steel-

faced) armor plates are rolledat one of the
leading Sheffield works, in the following
manner : To the iron armor plate to be
faced is attached a frame of iron bars. This
frame is capable of |holding a quantity of
steel, about half the thickness of the iron
plate, and, when fixed, is placed in the j
furnace and brought to a welding heat. On
withdrawal the framo is filledwithBesse-
mer steel, and after cooling, is reheated and
rolledinthe usual manner. The finished
plate is irononthe back, whilethe face is of ]
steel. The English Mechanic, describing
these plates, declares that their power of
resistance is something wonderful. Ashot,
for example, that pierces a 12-inch iron
plate, onlymakes an indent of from 3 to 4
inches in one of the "composites,' and a
0-inch steel-faced plate is affirmed to be |
equal to a 12-inch plate ofiron. This fact,
it is noticed, willpermit of a considerable
saving in the weight of armor ;and armor-
plated ships, thus provided, willbe able to j
exhibit more rapidity in their movements, j
and willbe more economical intheir work-
ing. H. M. S. Ajax is to be supplied with
plates made onthis principle, some of which
willbe liiinches inthickness,

Incendiary Silks.
—

The danger of
spontaneous combustion, to which weighted
silks are liable during transportation, has
lately been forcibly demonstrated in the
case of the steamship Mosel, which recent- !
lytook tire in mid-ocean. The fire was I
fortunately discovered and extinguished. |
On reaching her destination a careful in-
vestigation afforded unmistakable evidence !

that the firehad originated spontaneously j
in certain silk goods that had formed part j
of her cargo. Samples of the silk, under |
the microscope, presented a remarkable ap-
pearance. The fibers ran very irregularly, ;
and were partly covered with scales of a
metallic luster, while on other fibers,
heavy, sponge-like knot3of a dark color
were observed. A chemical examination I
revealed the followingremarkable results :j
100 parts of the silkwere composed ofpure \u25a0

.silk fiber, 21.35 per cent.; oxide of iron, j
13.45 per cent.; moisture, 9.15 per cent.;
fatty oils, 1.85 per cent.; organic dye- j
stuffs and coloring matters, 50.90 percent; \u25a0

mineral matters, not determined, 3.30 per i
cent. For each part ofsilk liber, therefore,
it was shown, 0.75 part of oxide of iron
and 2.50 parts of coloring matters were
used. *

Oxidation* of Ikon* anu Steel When
in* Contact*

—
G. Radcliffe, ina paper read

before the Iron and Steel Institute of Great
Britain, incidentally mentioned a case in
which steel boiler-plates, which had been
exposed to the same conditions as adjacent
iron plates, had distinguished themselves
by pitting more than the latter. The steel
plate next to the iron one was oxidized
considerably more than any other. This
fact wouldappear to point to a species of
galvanic action set up by the contact of the
two varieties of metal inan exciting liquid,
the steel playing the part of the positive
element. Mr.Eadoliiio does not attempt,
however, to offer an explanation, but
simply concludes that, under the above
named circumstances, it willnot do to
place ironand steel side by side.

The St. Gothard Tcxxel.—Of the
present state of work at the St. Gothard
tunnel, it is reported that a serious ob-
stacle has lately been encountered in some
soft strata, the enormous pressure of which
has, up to the present, resisted all attempts
at successful penetration. The most solid
beams are bent after a little time, and a
resistance- wall of 1 meter thickness was
completely crushed. Another of 2 meters
thickness is now constructing. In these
strata, the boring-machine is useless, and
only hand-labor can be employed. •

The §Pater Trade.
— The j immense

growth and prosperity of the paper trade
in the United States, which has steadily
grown, even through the years of business
depression from which the country has just
emerged, is shown by the following com-
parative figures : 1809—Imports, $8,527,-
--405; exports, 53.777 ; 1879— imports,
1128,863; exports, .*?1.2113, 312. The im-
ports of this class of goods at present con-
sist almost exclusively of fashionable and
fancy, writing and wall papers, and are
drawn,chiefly from France. ,
