THE STATE NORMAL SCHOOL.

Itis to be hoped that the destruction of
the State Normal School by fire willbe
made the subject of a searching inquiry.
Our dispatches yesterday morning inti-
mated that the fact of incendiarism had
been put beyond doubt, though if, as
stated, thebuilding was entirely consumed,
itis difficultto see how this evidence could
be forthcoming. There seems, however,
to be more than a natural coincidence be-
tween the recent studied attack upon the
school, and its destruction by an incen-
diary fire. The latter event has occurred
almost too opportunely for the enemies of
the institution to put it beyond suspicion,
and for this and other equally obvious rea-
sons an investigation ought to be had.
The loss of the building, moreover,
should not affect the Legislature in its
course upon the destiny of the
school. A great many evidently
loose statements have been made of late
inthis connection. Before it is decided to
do anything the past history of the insti-
tution should be carefully examined, and
its capacities for training a corps ot State
teachers. It seems to us that the com-
plaints made thus far, as for example that
the students of the Normal School do not
jas a rule .become teachers after the State
has educated them for. the work, are, if
true, rather impeachments of the educa-
tional system than of the school chiefly
concerned. For itsurely must be possible*
to obtain from those who seek to avail
themselves of the advantages of such an in-
stitution some guarantee that they willde-
vote a certain time to the exercise of the
knowledge of teaching they have attained..No doubt it is very difficultto devise any
plan which would hold -good against the
matrimonial tendencies of young women,
:but in the absence of statistics the dis-
cussion of -. this question is evidently un-
profitable, since itmay be the case tint a
majority of the Normal School graduates
have \u25a0 become teachers. The need :of
such an institution as an auxiliary to any
well-ordered - educational system appears
incontestable, nor do we think that a Chair
of Education at the State University could
be made to supply its place.

THE INSURANCE QUESTION.
The provision of Senate BillNo. ISS, I

compelling all foreign insurance companies i

to deposit a certain amount of capital in

the State before they are allowed to do
business, is one for which no rational jus-

tification can be found. The undoubted
purpose of it is to drive out of business
the fifty-two or three Eastern companies
which now have agencies inCalifornia. It
does not affect the foreign companies, the
majority of which would probably be will-
ing to meet the requirement, but it is \

aimed at, and would strike, the Eastern
companies, which now constitute the ma-
jority of the insurance corporations doing
business here, and to the extent that it
expelled them it would be a public disas-
ter.

t
Last year seven local companies car-

ried risks amounting to §59,000,000, and
fifty-eight Eastern companies carried risks
amounting to §55,000,000. The result
of the proposed law would therefore
be to compel the redistribution of
the 555,000,000 cairied by these Eastern
companies, among the seven local com-

panies, giving them about §110,000,000 of
risks, on a total capital of 200,000.
These 'local companies are now carrying

risks 3S times greater inproportion to theii
capital .than those borne by the Eastern
and foreign companies. Itis now proposed
that this already dangerous excess of risks
over assets shall be doubled, and this de-
mand is made of the representatives of the
people— that .is to say, of the insurers.
The fact is. that the business of the local
companies is not now upon a safe basis.
They carrying far heavier risks than their

capital justifies. They ought not only to
be estopped from taking more risks, but
they ought to be compelled either to in-

crease their capital or to cancel a large
percentage of their present risks. What
they require of the Legislature, through
Senate BillNo.ISB, ispractically the destruc-
tion of all security for the insurers in this
State. It is proposed that of S5 compa-
nies now represented here, CO ormore should
be driven out, and that the property of
every insurer should be placed at < the
mercy of seven local companies, who
would every one be bankrupt ifa great fire
should ever occur in San Francisco. We
have no hesitation in asserting that this
bill is against public policy;that it em-
bodies one of the most mischievous and

unjustifiable propositions ever brought be-
fore a legislative body.

The other provision, that every com-

pany doing business in the State shall have
$500,000 capital, is also aimed at the East-
ern companies, a large number of which
would be excluded by it. The impolicyof
such a provision is shown in the fact that
in the greatest commercial center of the
country, New York, the capital required
from insurance companies is only$200,000.
Again, there are many of these Eastern
companies which possess assets largely in
excess of their nominal capital, and whose
surplus is sometimes greater than that of
allthe local companies put together. These
are obviously the most sound and safe of
corporations, but thty would be ruled out
under this bill. In fact the bill is a
measure the only effect of which could be
to decrease security, and at the same time
increase the cost of insurance ; for it
is very certain that the first result of
the expulsion of the Eastern companies
would be to put up local rates. Nothing
more emphatically hostile to the interests
of the public could therefore have been de-
vised, and its enactment would argue a
studied contempt for the needs of their
constituents fatal to the prospects of any
Legislature. The safety of insurance de-
pends upon the wide distribution of risks.
The more companies there are, and the
more distant are their main reserves of
capital from the location of their risks, the
greater the security afforded by them. If
we were dependent solely or mainly upon
local companies we should practically be
deprived of insurance altogether. 'In
this case, however, it is impudently pro-
posed that the people shall pay higher
rates for less security. We confess our
inability to perceive upon what ground of
public policy the bill can be defended.
Local insurance companies have no doubt
the be3t possible reasons for advocating it,
for it is unmistakably in their interest.
But local insurance companies are not the
people of California, and it is the first duty
of the Legislature to protect the latter.
Senate BillNo. ISS is directly against the
public interest. It is a most impolitic,
dangerous and unjustifiable bill. Its adop-
tion would literallydestroy the security of
allproperty insured in the local companies,
and at the same time prevent recourse to
safer methods. The discussion ithas elic-
ited has, however, brought to the front
some defects in the status of the local
companies of so grave a character that we
think itwillbe necessary to demand reme-
dial legislation against them during the
present session.

THE ANSWER TO THE PRO-CHINESE
MEMORIAL.

We are sorry to be compelled to say that
the answer to the pro-Chinese memorial
recently addressed to the Legislature is
quite as unsound and reprehensible as the
document against which itis directed. It
is in fact simply an extravagant tirade
against the Chinese, so wild and reckless
as to be almost Pantagruelian incharacter.
The framers of this very undignified and
intemperate answer have created an im-
possible monster and called it a Chinaman ;
and having done this they have pelted
the grotesque and fantastic creation
of their heated imagination with all the
opprobrious terms they could gather to-
gether. It is needless to say that the
result is not in any true sense an
answer to the memorial. It is

'
merely

an expression of strong dislike toward
the Chinese, and an expression so dis-
torted by prejudice as to be entirely
without value. Itis not true, for example,
as this answer affirms, that the Chinese are
the most wicked and depraved and vicious
and false and ungrateful people on the face
of the earth. They are in almost all re-
spects strongly akin to their fellowhuman
beings in other countries. ; They possess a
different civilization from the Anglo-Saxon.

They cultivate some vices which whitemen
are not so much addicted to. But itis not
at allbeca-use of their viciousness that they
are objectionable, and ifthere were no bet-
ter arguments against them than such kind
ofstuff as this preposterous "answer" con-
tains, it would. be perfectly hopeless to ex-
pect that intelligent and enlightened peo-
ple wouldido anything -to;help, their re-
moval.;The Chinese willcompare favorably
enough with any other people as regards
morality." They are ':no;more iprone '; to

A PLEA FOR THE CHILDREN.- ———- -

Ordinances fall so thick and fast about
the ears of the children in these days that
the poor things will soon be - deprived of
the last of their toys and games. For
between the rigor of schoolmasters and
the zeal of municipal authorities, the boy
of the period has a somewhat hard time of
it. He must not playball, or spin his top,
or shoot his marbles, or fly his kite, any
more. His playthings are taken away

from him, his customary playgrounds are
tabooed, and yet nobody seems to think
that playthings and playgrounds are

necessities of juvenile life. No doubt it is
annoying when boisterous boys frighten
horses and cause accidents, and no doubt
there are toys, such as the sling, toodanger-

necessary to inquire what the children are
to do when all their spontaneous methods
of amusement are prohibited. Nor is the
question a trivialone, for the tendency in
such cases must invariably be towards
something less innocent than the old
vetoed games. When boys are left to
themselves they establish regularly recur-
ring seasons of games. There is the
top season, and the marble season,
and the kite season, and the ball season,
and each is as sedulously observed
as are the fashions of grown-up people.
We never knew how these seasons are es-
tablished, or how their limits are recog-
nized, but every boy knows when tops are
"out

"
and when marbles are "in,"and no

self-respecting boy will knowingly violate
the close season for any game. The boy
republic thus administers its pastimes in
a sufficiently regular way, and provides a
series of changes well calculated to sus-
tain interest and afford the requisite
variety. But when the stern hand of
the adult government is laid upon allthese
innocent and healthy recreations, the boy
is thwarted and thrown out of his natural
groove, and at such times his restrained
energies are very apt to carry him towards
hoodlumism. The truth is

—
and it is a

truth parents and teachers must take into
careful consideration

—the opportunities for
wholesome play are far too few in our Cali-
fornia citie3. In San Francisco, and also
in Sacramento, the boy is treated very

much as a nuisance to be abated. No pro-
vision for play-grounds is made in his
behalf. He is driven from the streets with
his games. There is no back country for
him to retire upon. What is he to do ?

The too frequent answer to this question
appears in the increase of hoodlumism.
The matter deserves anxious thought, and
we commend it to whom itmay concern.

NOT FAIRLY REPRESENTED.

Some of our contemporaries arc mislead-
ing the public, or are themselves misled,
as to the nature of the ruling made by
Speaker Cowdery on Monday, in denying
to Assemblyman Corcoran a question of
privilege. The Speaker is charged with
having ruled that a statement in a news-
paper concerning the conduct of a member
was not ground for a question of privilege.
The fact is that no such ruling was made.
The .rule of the Assembly covering ques-
tions of privilege reads :"Amember may
"rise and explain a matter personal to
"himself, with leave of the Chair."
Two things are here set forth. First,
the explanation sought to be made
under a question of privilege must
be 7of "a matter personal" to
the member desiring to explain, and,
second, "

leave of the Chair" must be ob-
tained. In the case under consideration
Mr. Corcoran arose and said : "There
"have been allusions made in this hall,
"and also published inthe daily papers,

reflecting upon certain other gentlemen —
"gentlemen on this floor who have dele-
gated me to represent them in this mat-
"ter." Inall questions of privilege, the
first duty of the member claiming to exer-
cise the right is to state the ground upon
which he claims the privilege of explana-
tion. Mr. Corcoran did this by plainly
declaring that he arose as the delegate of
others. He did not state a single fact
which would Have entitled him to the
privileges of the rule, and the only issue
raised by the rulingof the Chair is one in-
volving an interpretation of the words
"personal to himself," as used in the rule
above quoted. By his decision the
Speaker merely assumed the ground that
to arise by the authority of a number of
gentlemen— possibly a class, or a whole
party

—
was not a question of privilege

within the meaning ofthe rule. That Mr.
Corcoran did not, in the statement of fact
made by him, present a good ground for a
question of personal privilege, willbe ap-
parent to any one in the slightest degree
familiar withcommon parliamentary usage.

POLITICAL PLEDGES.

during a canvass. If we do not err this
billhas already been rejected, but as the
theory of itseems a favorite one incertain
garters it may be of some use to recall
the fact that at least one man in this State
has already been hanged for keeping {a
campaign pledge. We refer to TroyDye,
who, while stumping this county

the office of Public Administrator, an-
nounced wherever he went that ifelected

a killer;" and who,

having undertaken to redeem this pledge
after his election, was forthwith arrested,
tried, convicted of murder, and executed.
This case would seem to indicate that the
fulfillment of political pledges is not al-
ways compatible with the enjoyment of
long life,- and ,it may. therefore suggest
some new ideas to the advocates of the
measure above referred to.

Hongkong, January 17th.—The Governor

The Peking Government is de-
termined to resist the application, although
the Portuguese express confident hopes of

Doctor Elmore, Peruvian Envoy to China
and Japan, is now inShanghai, preparing for
immediate departure home.

ANTI-FOREIGN POLICY.
The signs at Peking increase of a deter-

mination to inaugurate a strong [anti-foreign
policy. Viceroy Shen, who died recently at
Nanking, leftanurgent memorial, nowsaid to
be secretly circulating, advocating unbending
resistance toan extension of intercoursejand
pleading for the exclusion of allmaterial im-
provement, such as railways or telegraphs, of
foreign origin. This manifesto produces great
effect, Shen having been an officialof power-
ful influence and a man of high personal
character, unusually free from suspicion of
corrupt motives or practices. Ithas double
weight, coming together with the finalsuc-
cesses of the Chinese army in Central Asia
and the diplomatic triumph, as here consider-
ed, of Chung How at St. Petersburg, insecur-
ing the restitutionof theHiterritory. LiHung
Chang, Viceroyof Chilhi.although still the
most influential subject in the Empire, is
understood to feel itnecessary to yield to the
new sentiment kindled by these combina-tions, and in fact Li is not really favorable
to foreign affiliation, sanctioning Western
ideas and improvements only to the extent of
making them serve his purpose of acquiring
a knowledge of them and then dispensing
with those who bring them. Unless the
growth of the present feeling is checked by
some unforeseen event, it will shape theChinese policy entirely within the next year
or two;but the development willbe gradual
and extremely cautious, and no person must
expect to see any sudden manifestation. The
whole movement will be so regulated as to
disarm suspicion, if possible, both here and
elsewhere.

THE CATTLE PLAGUE
Prevails in the neighborhood of Shanghai.
Its existence has been kunwn for two years,
but no steps were taken to eradicate it, and
now the meat and milk supply of Shanghai
is threatened. The Japanese Consul-General
announces that exportations of cattle to Ja-
pan is prohibited. *

IMPERIAL DISPLEASURE.
Notwithstanding the rejoicing over Chung

How's achievements in Kussia, that official
has incurred Imperial displeasure for leaving
Europe prematurely, and without pursuing
still further his supposed diplomatic advan-
tages. He is temporarily suspended from
bis functions, and ordered to give explana-
tions,

VICEIOT OF LIANG KIANG.
Lien Kwang Vi has been appointed suc-

cessor to Shen Pan Chen, just de\d, as Vice-
roy of the Liang Kiang provinces, a post of
great importance and power, which may be
made to yield the possessor §2,000,000 yearly.
Chen took nothing. His integrity was pro-
verbial. Lien has hitherto been one of the
sternest and cruelist of rulers, having ordered
the decapitation of 4,000 persons dining the
four years of his term of office. The Viceroy
of the Kwang provinces has no such high
reputation.

SENTENCE COMMUTED.

The sentence of I.i Yung Choi, leader of
the Annam. rebellion, his been commuted to
decapitation only, the former decree being
torture and mutilation before execution.

Japan.
Yokohama, January 2Gth. new and

unexpected trade is developed between Hong-
kong and the Japanese port of Hiogo, incon-
sequence of the establishment of a branch
line of steamships by the principal company
of Japan. This route is the result of sug-
gestions offered by Governor Hennessy when
visiting Japan. A strong commercial con-
nection is anticipated. V

EDUCATIONAL MATTERS.
The latest report of the Ministry of Edu-

cation shows a steady increase of public in-
struction throughout the Empire. The school
attendants now number nearly 6,000,000,
males, however, unduly preponderating. Uni-
versal interest in education is proved by
the fact that in five years there have been
private voluntary donations to schools and
colleges of nearly §9,000,000 and upwards of
700,000 acres of land.

JAPANESE INCOREA.
The Japanese residents inCorea now num-

ber 1,500. Ahospital and school has been
established at the Fusan settlement. The hos-
pital is largely resorted to by the natives, and
the relations are friendly.

777' ILLFEELING INCREASED.
The displeasure of the Japanese Govern-

ment with the German Envoy, caused by the
quarantine violationordered last year by that
officialduring the cholera epidemic, is now
increased by the discovery of the publication
by him, ina Yokohama newspaper, of a pri-
vate document submitted confidentially to
the diplomatic corps on treaty revision.

. AN ORNAMENTAL POSITION. j
The Spanish Envoy has left for home, his

term of service having expired. His successor
has not yet arrived. The position is merely
ornamental, and there is considerable wonder
why itis maintained. ;There are noSpanish
residents in Japan except officials, and no
trade.

GRANT'S INFLUENCE. ;

.There are constant evidences of the influ-
ence established by Grant inall public mat-
ters on which he was consulted. More than
one change of policy is attributable to his
friendly representations. There are obvious
efforts, on the other hand, to weaken the asso-
ciations which he created by agencies opposed
to closer relations between Japan and the
United States.

THE THREATENED RUPTURE BETWEEN CHINA

AND JAPAN.

Notwithstanding the plain proofs of the
impossibility of a serious difficulty between
Japan and China, efforts to provoke rupture
continue.

These are conducted byinterested

European agents, some holding high stations,
others -"concerned only in the trading inter-
ests. The former hope for opportunities of
diplomatic distinction, the latter count upon
large sales of war material. Itappears evi-
dent that public opinion in America is misled
on this point. There never has been any real
ground for apprehending active hostilities, al-
though outside efforts produced a state of
things resembling danger.

POSTAL MATTERS.
Aportion of the American attaches of the

Japan Postoffice are about to return home,
their term of office having expired. Itis
generally felt by foreigners that their dis-
missal is premature. The Japan Postoffice
stands pre-eminent in working, but this is
owing to the devoted and extraordinary en-
deavors of the American employes. Itis
doubtful whether the same perfect manage-
ment is possible without the aid of these ex-
ceptionally able and untiring superintend-
ents.

THE RAVAGES OF CHOLERA.
Cholera was completely subdued at the

close of last year. The final report, just
issued by the National Sanitary Board, shows
168,000 cases, and 101.000 deaths. The pro-
portion of cases to the entire population is
reckoned at one to every 500. In certain
southern districts the ravages were frightful.
InLeo Choo "25 of every 10,000 inhabitants
were attacked. :The conviction of the Gov-
ernment is unalterable, that the disease
gained admission through the opposition of a
few foreign Envoys, led by Sir Harry Parkes,
to the establishment of a rigid quarantine.

COURTESIES EXCHANGED.
Courtesies continue liberally exchanged be-

tween the Duke of Genoa and the Japanese
nobles and officials. Italian decorations have
been conferred on nearly a score of Japanese
of various ranks, from Prime Minister down.
Japanese decorations have been awarded to
the Italian officers in attendance upon the
Duke.

'
THE BUSKED DISTRICT OF TOKIO.

The rebuilding of the vast burned district
in Tokio proceeds slowly, the Government
proposing to introduce precautionary im-
provements in laying out the streets, con-
struction of houses, etc., to guard if possible
against a similar devastation hereafter. The
public loan is to be raised by the city au-
thorities to aid in erecting dividing walls in
the thickest parts of the Capital. None of
these measures willbe effective set long as the
present corrupt and defective fire depart-
ment exists. Itis a powerful organization,
and the Government •hesitates to over-
throw iit, although it is well known
that it is not only useless, but often
increases the spread of fires to secure pe-
cuniary advantages which can easily be man-
aged, and is regarded as a natural order of
things by the community. Previous at-
tempts to introduce steam fire-engines created
riots, and caused a hasty retirement of the
projectors of reform. The popular suffering
by the last fire was much less than ever be-
fore, owing to the prompt and extensive re-
lief from the Government and other sources.
Ten thousand dollars' worth of rice and
blankets were distributed within twenty-four
hours. The foreigners in Tokio, Yokohama
and Kobe contributed upwards of §5,000
more. The Emperor and Empress gave
§3,000,

y MISCELLANEOUS.
The Government contemplates opening to

foreign trade the port of Dairi,in the Bu/.en
province, opposite Simonoz*ki, on the strait
of that name, but the matter is not yet de-
cided._ It is highly improbable that the United
States' offer of mediation in the Loo Choo
business willbe accepted. The quarrel never
reached such a point as to render mediation
necessary or desirable.
