
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Relief for Ireland.

—
To-day the com-

mittee appointed at the recent meeting called
to aid the relief fund for the suffering people
of Ireland willbegin a canvass of the city.
-Taints Maguire, Messrs. Ryan, O'Brien and
other? are of the committee. There is every
reason to expect that they willbe received
withliberality and sent away with bountiful
contributions wherever they may call. The
cry of distress is increasing daily, and every
hour's delay may mean |the death of men,
women and children from the horrors of
starvation. The committee is authority for
the statement that this will be the
only call made, and that every dollar
given willbe directly applied to mitigate the
woes of the suffering. What is wanted is
money tobuy food. The people will not be
called upon to contribute provisions or cloth-
ing. The collections should not be affected
by the fact that an entertainment will be
held on St. Patrick's Day and the proceeds
given for the relief of the suffering, as all
purchases of tickets for that occasion willbe
purely voluntary, and people willnot be im-
portuned regarding them, the desire being
that the moneyed contributions of this week
shall represent as fullyas possible the offer-
ings of our people inaid of the starving poor
across the sea.

New Court Seal. The Superior Court
of Alpine county has adopted a seal and sent
a copy to the Secretary of State. As a mat-
ter of art, the interior ornamentation cannot
be said to be a success. Itconsists of a left-
handed miner standing withpick drawn back-
ward and about to strike at a ledge of hard
head-rocks, as if in self-defense, and that as
soon as he had "let drive" he intended to
run. In fact, the right foot has already
turned in an awkward way and got started
some distance. A loaded wheelbarrow of
small bowlders that water would not carry
away as mining debris to the expectant
farmers in the valley, stands by his side,
flanked withanother ledge of rocks, which is
relieved by a background of landscape, con-
sisting of a half tumbled-down broken ladder.
The engraver has also given the miner such a
horribly swelled face that itso strongly sug-
gests an ulcerated tooth or neuralgia as to
elicit the most heartfelt sympathy, and maka
a man involuntarily put his hand in his
pocket and pull out a half-dollar to give the
poor fellow to go and have his tooth pulled.

THE EXTORTION CASE.

.! Pacific Mutual:Life Insurance :Company
vs. R. F. Fitzgerald. V

." The Police Court yesterday, was engaged
'

all day '\u25a0 in the examination of R.'F.Fitz-
gerald, charged ,with an attempt -to extort
money frcm the Pacific Mutual Life Insur-

, ance Company by verbal threats to publish
injurious statements about the condition of

• the company. There was the usual cross-
questioning .of witnesses and annoying ob-. jections. The examination of the company's

: book-keeper was especially rigid, but he kept
, piling up figures until tbe Court, jury, and

spectators were satisfied that he was a clear-
headed young man.

MB. MOOBE,
Who testified on Tuesday, was placed on the
stand again for the purpose of cross-examina-
tion. He was questioned on some minor
points, when a controversy arose as to a let-
ter alleged tohave been received by defend-
ant from an employe of the company while
acting as agent at Lakeport. .This letter, of-
fered by the defense, was intended to offset
the effect of one offered on Tuesday, showing
that defendant had at one time been requested
by the company to return. Tbe letter offered
by the defense yesterday was alleged to have
been writtenby one of the clerks in the com-
pany's office, and was to the effect that Fitz-
gerald had better remain where he was, as he
was giving good satisfaction to the corporation.
The letters were finally read, and tended to
prove that the defendant was a bona fide so-
licitor. Inregard to the letter authorizing
Fitzgerald to remain at Lakeport, witness
went on to explain the relations of defendant
with the company. Defendant had, during
witness' absence, gone to Lakeport, and
when witness returned to the cityhe wrote to
Fitzgerald at once the letter of recall. Subse-
quently itwas deemed fit tohave him remain
at Lakeport for a time.

YY' JEROME C. CARROLL
Was next called, anil testified as follows:On
December 10. 1870, Isaw Fitzgerald 'go into
the Vice-President's office;Moore was there
when Fitzgerald entered ;on the ltithIcould
not hear what he said ; Iwas sitting at my
desk ; Iheard them talking, but could not
understand what was said ;on December 18,
187% Iheard another conversation ;Itook a
piece of paper and made a memorandum ;I
heard Fitzgerald say that Warren Heaton
had given him §100 to publish an article
about the company, and he would have to
give that money back or have 6100 fromus ;
Iheard the Doctor ask him if he would
make an affidavit that Heaton had given him
$100 for that purpose; defendant said he
would rather work for us than against us ;he
said he would have to give the §100 back to
Heaton if he did not publish the article ;I

On cross-examination the witness said :I
knew Fitzgerald was there ; Heaton had
given him $100 to print the article ;Idid
not. hear all the conversation; Fitzgerald
presented a billagainst the company ;Idid
not hear anything about the account against
the company, nor about the column adver-
tisement for six months ;Ido not know who
spoke first ;the first Iheard said Ido not
recollect :Dr. Moore said he would pay §23
for the affidavit ;Isaw a long account Fitz-
gerald presented ;Ididnot notice its balance ;
Ithink Iheard Dr. Moore say he would
look on the books and see what was due ;
on December 23d we settled withFitzgerald
and took his receipt in full for §20; he
claimed §100 at that time ;his interest was
in deferred premiums ;onDecember 18th I
think he owed the company §40 ; onDecem-
ber 23d we settled, and we owed him §14 on
general account.

The attorneys for the defense thought it
unnecessary to introduce any evidence, and
Court adjourned until this afternoon to hear
argument.

LECTURE BY MAYOR KALLOCH, OF SAN
FRANCISCO.

I. S. Kalloch, Mayor of San Francisco,

lectured at the First Baptist Church last
evening, his subject being

"
California." He

was received by a large and excellent audi-
ence. The lecturer was introduced by Rev.
Dr. Frost.

Mr. Kalloch began by saying that great
size is not synonymous with strength. Yet
there is something insize

—
just as a big dog

ismore formidable than a poodle. The Amer-
ican of all others glories insize, and boasts of
his country's great rivers, lakes, mountains
and States, and the Californian especially is
proud of the size of his State and its natural
curiosities. The lecturer explained that the
lecture was prepared for delivery at the East,
and therefore might prove of less interest
here. He gave the area of the State, com-
pared it to the area of other States, Terri-
tories and countries, and passed to a consid-
eration of the climate ofthe coast, humorously
comparing itwith the climate of other parts
of the globe, and drawing the conclusion that
no other is so equable and so generous. He
drew a vividpicture of the rigors of the cli-
mate of the northern Atlantic coast, where
but one crop per year can be produced, and
the tiller of the soil is shut up half the year,
unable to do more than keep his household
warm and his stock fromstarving. His pic-
ture of autumnal California was a brilliant
specimen of word painting. He thought
California has the most hideous hoodlum and
the most fearful tramp known to the world,
and both are products of the climate.
The hoodlum roams San Francisco like the
ownerless dogs of Constantinople. He is
never alone ;he is thin and wiry;a plump
hoodlum would be as great a curiosity as a
fat greyhouiM. He is the child of an out-
door climate and the restaurant. Almost
every boy at some time is an incipient Tom
Sawyer. The boys of California are not
forced to live indoors, and thus brought so
immediately as they should lie under home
influences. Itis uot strange that those with-
out any homes worthy the name, driven to
the wharves and hay-yards, should develop
into hoodlums, tramps and thieves. He
glanced briefly at the growth and mineral
products of the State, which he pronounced
enormous and exceeding by far the general
understanding on those subjects. In stating
what are the marvelous earth-products in
California, and giving a humorous account of
enormous potatoes, mammoth beets and
Munchausen onions, he indulged in some in-
cisive hits at the love of the Californian to
indulge in boasting tales of the wonderfully
fruitful character of the soil. But climate
does not produce the best men, the greatest
intellects or the highest state of civilization.
Money, miles, millions do not make a great
State alone. Itis only great as it originates
great ideas, adheres to great principles,
fosters great intelligences and is loyal
to truth and true progress. We owe
the soil of our birth nothing, he said,
when it affords us but a mere existence, and
begrudges us our very graves. That is our
country which makes us most truly and in
the best sense men. That is not our country
which, by the act of welcoming our inferiors,
compels us to step down and out from our
life vocations, and forces us to beg for bread ,
for our wives and children. When it does
that, he added in vigorous language, itmakes
us rebels, and rebellion is holy. The man of
sturdy will and independent tho-*ght is of
more value to the State than mines of dia-
monds and the wealth of Golcondas without
number. The unadulterated forty-niner he
next considered, and said that he is hope-
lessly himself. What he left behind him
he brought with him; what he brought
with him he ,has forgotten. He ',
is hopelessly conceited and irreclaim-
ably a forty-niner. InCalifornia Christians
need more lead in their shoes and grace in their
souls. Stock gambling he looked upon as
one of the most material obstacles to our
progress. Speculation in stocks he pro-
nounced to be gambling, as much to as is
faro. Itis a reckless, foolish business, and
we willnever become a successful people till
we stamp it

—
indeed, it is running the

State, breaking up homes, and breaking up
hearts and souls. A paper of this city (re-
ferring to the Record-Union) had plainly
reviewed this subject, and properly and truth-
fullypictured San Francisco under a boom,
and under a going down of stocks,
and a San Francisco paper had weakly
attempted to reply to the accurate
sketch. The young men of California,
born insuch a feverish state of expectation as
regards speculation and sudden fortunes,

'
are

birth-marked and booked for unhappy and
brief lives. He declared that what the
State wants is homes, and men of the right
stamp in them hardy and small farmers
likethose cf the 'West. Ifhe read the record
aright, . the State is upon the eve of great
danger, resulting from rampant communism
on the one side and unfeeling capital on the
other, with no saving class of small land-
owners between, r The missionaries say that
the Chinese are here under the providence of
God. So is the smallpox, but no one wants
to foster it. Beecher had said that if wecannot
endure the menace of the Chinese our religion
and civilizationought to go down under the
contact ;and that is as sensible as to say that
if we cannot have unresisting contact with
the small-pox and not suffer, that we
deserve to go down to our graves.
He denied that these questions had been
properly stated by Beecher. The real issue
is, Can American labor compete with Chinese
labor and not be degraded ''

The trouble is
in California that capital does not feel or
realize its *responsibility and duty to the
human race. The need of the State is a pop-
ulation, not of inferior races, but people for
her broad acres, people of brain, sinew, hon-
esty, industry ;American in idea, sentiment,
and ail other desirable qualities. The mani-
fest destiny of California he next considered,
and said that despite the danger of the hour
it wouldpass the Chinese evilis but a para-
site—the other evils are more serious, but all
willbe overcome and the State enter upon
a bright and happy era. The American
people have taken possession of this heritage,
and propose to hold the fort

—
corporations

and coolies, preachers and missionaries to the
contrary notwithstanding. They are abrave,
patriotic, energetic people, devoted to their
free ; school system, which ;even corrupt
school boards ai-d antagonistic religions can- ]
not break up. and willbuildup here a State i
filledwithhomes against which the hordes of j
barbarism shall charge invain.
