IHe held that a location on military scrip was a sale

within the meaning of the Acts referred to. . The
lands were given as a bonus to those who served
the Government inplace of so much money.

Thurman made some remarks on the bill, saying
that he was not yet prepared to oppose or advocate'it,but sought information It s.-emol t.ihim tint
land in military districts and various reservations
in Ohio, granted to soldiers, were included in the
sales, as interpreted by the Senator from Indiana
(McDonald). Ohio was poor, and Deeded this money,

value of $100 each for export, etc.; for the coinage
of silver dollars and fractious thereof of the full

* Willis,from the Education Committee, reported a- resolution asking the President for information re-

After the morning hour the House went into
Committee of the Wnole onrevision of the rules.

Blackburn offered an amendment to the first
clause of rule 21, relative to the reading of bills.
Adopted. .* White offered as a new clause to the same rule the
following:

"
The general appropriation bills shall

embrace nothing bat appropriations for the ordi-
nary expenses of the different departments of the
Government and the interest on the public debt.'
Allother appropriations shall be made by bills con-
taining only items of appropriation relative to the
subject matter of the bill.*' He spoke in favor of
the amendment, which would make it impossible
foran appropriation committee to legislate on ap-
priation bills.

Conger pointed out the inconsistency which mem-
bers from the South had shown in voting for the
famous rule 120, which permitted legislation to be
placed upon appropriation bills, inasmuch as the
Constitution of the Confederacy prevented any such
legislation. That Constitution was in direct opposi-
tion to tbe votes of ever}'man from the South. As

, to the proprie'y and expediency of that rule, ithad
become necessary for the present Speaker to ask his
Southern friends tochange their views and sustain
him in changing the old rules of the House. He
looked upon the action of the Speaker, when he
placed himself at the head of the whole Confederate
army in the House, and compelled them to ignore

.ths action of their wisest and best men, and follow
him, as the grandest triumph which a Northern
man ever gained over the Brigadier-Generals of the
House.

Randall was not familiar with the Confederate
Constitution, but he said he believed there was no
such clause as Conger had stated. He was proud to
lead the army of the Forty-fourth Congress, regard-
less of where they came from, in regard to economy.
[Applause.}

After some further sharp-shooting, Go-ide urged
the propriety of the rule from the point of safety in
time of need. It was right to withhold appro-
priations in cose of bad legislation. The rule had
permitted the majority to repeal the laws allowing
the use of tr ops at the polls, and accomplished a
saving of $30,000,000 in one year, and put white
'jurors in the box where colored had been almost ex-

clusively.'"'
•'.'-\u25a0 Reed reminded Goode that in his enumeration of
* the varied benefits which had resulted to the
country from the rule, he had forgotten to enu-
Imerate the greatest benefit

—
the extirpation of the

Democratic party, which was to occur the next time
Ithat the people of the United States had an oppor-

tunity to pass upon it. [Applause.] It showed the
people what that party was so eager to do, and

Iwhat itwould do whenever it had the power, and
the result of erring of the Democratic party before
the country was always a great and interesting
benefit to the people.

Springer called the attention of the House to the
fact that Garfield had a few years ago been at the
head of the Committee on Appropriations, and that
when lie held that position 150 sections of legisla-
tionbad been placed upon the appropriation bills.
There bad never been a time when legislation had
not been placed on the appropriation bills, and he
thought ita just and righteous way of legislating.
'

The House must not giveup this rule.

White withdrew his amendment, and allowed
Spear to introduce one making itin order to insert
a less sum of money fora greater in bills. litkm
above partisan considerations. He depicted the
anarchy, repudiation, despctUm and slavery which
would ensue if the appropriation bills faile... [Ap-

\u25a0 Hawley quoted from State Legislatures, showing

that 25 out of 3S prohibited legislation on appropri-
ation bills.

Cox supported the rule as a means of repealing I*3-
-riders laws whichhad been enacted by riders, and
for repealing obnoxious legislation. He was byno
means sure that the Democrats would be beaten, as
Reed had predicted.

Speer withdrew his amendment, and Lowe
offered an amendment prohibiting any partisan
amendment to the appropriation bills, and favored

Garfield offered an amendment that it may be in
inorder tostrike out a sum of ni>n;y from an ap-
propriation billand insert a less sum. He offered
itregardless of party or minority or majority, but
as plain business work.

McMahon thought that the young member (Sneer)
ought to shake in his boots to find the Republicans
standing sponsor for his amendment.

\u25a0 Speer said he was young, but was of a number
whose follies cease with their youth, [Laughter. I* McMahon urged his party not to give up this rule.
Itwas substantially giving up their cause in the
next President election, being a virtual confes-
sion of. the failure of tconomy. He was surprised

.at the unanimity of the Republicans. Itwas one of

.the worst parties ever in power. The rule pro-
vided :First, that legislation must be germane;
second, that it should retrench expenditures. He
was proud that the Democrats supported it.

ceded that to make use of a threat to withhold ap-
propriations was entirely unjustifiable. [Applause
on the Republican side.]
