Bench and at the Bar our brother had attained a
high position by reason ef his profound learning,
marked ability and faithful service, and had pre-
served throughou* his long battle of life, to an
unusual degree, that purity of character which is
rarer than geuiu-i and more precious than earthly
fame ; therefore, be itby the Bar of Sacramento,

Heaolved, That in the death of Hon. Thomas Con-
ger we have lost a pure, upright and able lawyer ;
our city is deprived of a wise and n?cful citizen ; -\u25a0-

ciety willmis*- forever a courteous and conscientious
gentleman, and his children are bereft of a valued
and affectionate parent.

RetoUxd, That from aknowledge of his long and
blameless life, we feel that in death he but "wrapped
the drapery of his couch about him and lay down
topleasant dreams."
