THE BALANCE OF TRADE ON THE WRONG SIDF.

WasHINGTON, February 14th.—The bal-
ance of trade has, comparatively, for so long
a time been in our favor thal the popular im-
pression has been created that it is destined
permanently to remain so. Sagacious and
experienced business men have, however, an-
ticipated a return of the period when the bal-
ancs of trade would ghift, and the outflow of
specie from this countr{ recommence. This

- has been the view of the Treasury Depart-
ment ; and while there has been po appre-
hension felt as to the ability to maintain spe-
cie payments, it has been seen that over-con-
fidence might have the effect to-serionsly
check the era of prosperity on which the
country has entered. ¥rom returns received
at the Department it is shown that imports
at New York for the last month were greater
than ever before for the same month for any
yesr, reaching in value $40,000,000. New
York does about two-thirds of the import
business of the country, and one-half of the
exports. It is caleulated from the figures for
the month of January that the balance of
tradé against the United States for the last
moath was not less than $10,000,000, and it is
thought that this balance will increase rather
than decrease., Should this be the case, its
effect will soon be felt in every department of
business, The character of the importsshows
that our people are again running into the
extravagance and indulgence in luxuries
which pertained to the war era.

THE NEW RAILROAD BILL.

Notwithstanding the general impression
that the substitute bill, adopted yesterday by
a majority of the House Committee on Com-
merce, was entirely acceptable to railroad
companies, if not directly procured by their
influence, it is ascertained that the ninth sec-
tion of the bill is sxtremely objectionable to
thein, and that on account of its incorpora-
tion in the measure they will oppose the whole
bill in the House, unless it be eliminated, or
materially modified. The objection to it is
that they are not willing to intrust the men
appomted by the President, who would form
a controlling majority of the proposed Board
of Commissioners, with absolute power to de-
termine what rates of toll are ‘‘fair and rea-
sonable,” The section referred to is as
follows :

Sec. 9. No company or companies, railroad cor-
poration or corporations, person oOr persons 0 em-
ployed as aforesaid in operating a line, or lines, or
railroad through two or more States, or parts of
States, as aforesaid, shall charge, coilect, demand or
receive more than a fair and reasonable rate of toll
or compensation for the transportation from one
State or Territory, or another State or Territory, or
to and from any foreign country, 8o far as the rate
shall relate to the commerce between the States, of
freight of any kind or description, or for the use
and transportation of auy rajlroad car upon its
track ; and for each and every violation of this Act
by charging, collecting, demanding or receiving
more than such reasonable rate, the company or
companies, corporation or corporaticns, organiza-
tion or organizations, person or persons, so offending
shall be jointly and severally liable for extortion,
and subject to forfecirures and penaliies hereinafter
provided.

PROCEEDINGS IN THE HOUSE,

The House met for debate only, and was
addressed by Bright on funding the public
dehbt. He attacked the money oligarchy
which had for so long a time dictated legisla-
tion, the rapacity of which there appeared to
be no bound or bottom.

Finley advocated his bill to equalize
hounties. He asserted that it would not prob-
ably involve the expenditure of more than
$920,000,000, instead of $100,000,000, as esti-
mated by the Secretary of the Treasury.

Hayes discussed the mary phases of the
financial question, stating that he hoped that
for one session, at least, Congress would
cease all attempts to change or disturb it.
The people wanted no more Congressional
tinkering with the currency.

Joyce epoke in opposition to the reciprocity
treaty between Canada and the United
States.

Myers followed, in favor of the bill intro-
duced some time ago by himself for the re-
tirement of National Bank notes.

Labor Agitation in Denver.

DexveRr, February 14th.—Denver is at
present undergoing the first labor agitation of
its history, and as the agftation is general,
the feeling manifest among laboring men and
others is quite intense. The laboring classes
have for several months past been gradually
forming Unions, until twanty-one organiza-
tions of the kind have been peifected. They
comprise printers, carpenters, plumbers,
brick-masons, stone-inasons, painters, plas-
terers, Morse-shoers, saddlers, cigar-makers,
molders, barbers, waiters, cooks, blacksmiths,
cabinet-makers, locomotive engineers and
firemen. These Unions met in mass conven-
tion to-night, and tock steps to organize a
Trades Assembly, which, it is claimed, will
constitute a voting strength of 1,900, and a
commercial patronage of $125,000. Itis be-
lieved by the leaders of the movement that
this consolidation of the working classes
bids fair to play a strong partin the politics
of Denver and the entire State. The steps
taken to-night in consolidating these dif-
forent trades were caused directly by the re-
cent action of two of the newspapers in re-
ducing the price of composition. During
December the local Typographical Union
advanced its schedule of prices from 40 to 45
cents per 1,000 ems for night work, and made
corresponding advances in all branches of the
trade. The advance was uccepted at the
time, though with poor grace, by the propri-
etors. Sowme two weeks ago the FEuening
Times dewanded a reduction on the part of
its workmen to the old prices. This they
declined to make, and the oifice was filled
with nen-Union men, Early this week the
Rocky Movntain News duplicated the ZTimes’
demand, which was at first rejected, then
accepted, and again rejected; the result being
that the News offics was filled with printers
not members of the Union. The meeting
to-night was enthusiastic, though orderly,
and was attended by fully 1,500 people. It
was addressed by several persons, including
Brick Pomeroy. Among other schemes
which the Workingmen have on foot is that
of starting an afternoon paper, with Pome-
roy at the helm.

Storms on the Atiantic.

New Yorg, February 14th.—Vessels now
arriving bring terrible stories of a storm on
the Atlantic February 1st. When the Guion
steamnship Wyoming arrived yesterday two
seamen were sent to the hospital with broken
legs. The Anchor steamer Devonia sent one
wan in the same condition. The Wyoming
reports that the storm came up io the after-
noon so suddenly that before the summons
“all hands on deck” could be obeyed the
storm struck the vessel, and the entire deck
watch of eight men were disabled. Other
veasels bring similar reports of exceptionally
heavy weather.

Narrow Escape of Royalty.

Cuicaco, February 14th.—The Z'ribune's
Ottawa special says : The beauty and fashion
of the city assembled this evening for the
purpose of being presented to the Governor-
General and Princess Louise. At 9 o'clock,
the hour fixed for the arrival of the vice-regal
party, it was announced that an accident had
occurred to the Governor-General’s party.
The greatest excitement prevailed, and the
ceremonies were at once postponed for the
evening. The escape of the royal party was
most miraculous. It appears that the party
were driving in a cov sleigh, and on turn-
ing the corner near the entrance to the Ride-
hall grounds, it capsized, throwing the driver
from his seat. The horses took fright and
ran away, dragging the sleigh on its side and
tossing the occupants about in a dangerous
manner. While running at a furious rate
the horses were caught by two men, who
skmng out in the street and at the risk of
their lives seized the horses by the bits. The
vice-regal party were taken to a house and
physicians summoned, who dressed their
wounds. It is thought that none of the party
are seriously injured.

Acklin’s Case,

New York, February 14th.—The World's
Washington special, on Acklin’s situation,
says: One member of the committee said to-
day : “Don’t ask me what the report will
be; the facts are bad enough.” Another
member said: ** We shall probably be com-
pelled to report that Acklin is guilty as in-
dicted by the newspapers, and let the House
taka such action as it may deem proper.”

A Washington special says: It is now
probable that Acklin, of Louisiana, will be
expelled for his counection with the alleged
bogus report from the Foreign Relations
Committee. If expelled, it will be by votes
from both sides of the House.

DEeN1sSoN (Tex.), February 14th.—For the
past two years trains on the Missouri, Kan-
sas and Texas road have been fired at just
after dark, near Caddo, Indian Territory.

FOREIGN NEWS,
The Distress in Ireland.

Lox%oN, February 14th.—Shaw Lefevre,
Liberal member of the House of Commons
tor Reading, will, in committee, offer an
amendment to the bill for the relief of the
distress in Ireland, to leave out the restriction
of two months as the term for which out-door
relief may be given. He will also move a
new clause, giving tenants the right to claim
compensation for disturbance to tenure, under
Gladstone’s Land Act of 1870.

Chaine and John Mnullholland, Conservative
members from Ireland, waited on the Chan-
cellor of Exchequer in relation to loans from
the Treasury to railways and other pablic
undertakings. The Chancellor promised to
appoint a committee to inquire into the sub-

Trealy Between the United States and
France Xeg:rding Claims Resalting
from the War of Secession.

Loxpoxs, February 14th.—The substance of
the treaty between the Unpited States and
France, signed at Washiugton on the 15th of
January, for a settlement of claims of French
citizens resulting from the war of sccession,
has been published here. The treaty pro-
vides that a commission of three members,
one appointed by France, one by the United
States, and the third by the Emperor of Bra.
zil, shall meet in six months after the ex-
change of ratifications to arbitrate definitively
on the claims of French subjects and on any
counter claims of American citizens who sus-
tainei losses under like circumstances. The
treaty applies solely to demands for indem-
nity originating from acts of injury com-
mitted with cognizance of the Federal
autherities, the United States Government
having absolutely refused to accept the re-
sponsibility for acts of the Confederates or
for any loss arising from loss or emancipation
ot slaves,

Growl from a Russian Organ.

Brussers, February 14th.—The Russian
organ Le Nord says: The system of incite-
ment of provocation in respect to Russia has
never had such full play as now. In London
everything seems aone that §s calculated to
harass Russia and stir up public opinion
against her, both by covert official denuncia-
tions and by sensational telegrams, the inven-
tions of journals.

ECCLESIASTICAL WITS,

The Bishop of Winchester was once very
neatly *“ sold ” by one of his own clergy in
the diocese of Oxford, the Rev. Frank Bur-
gess. Mr. Burgess was an ardent.fox-
hunter. The Bishop, although a thorough
horseman, detested sporting parsons. But
Frank Burgess was not an easy man to
deal with. He was independent and testy.
Wilberforce tried two or three plans indi-
rectly to let the fox-hunting parson know
that he disapproved of the pastime, but,
finding that these had no effect, the Bishop
determined to speak for himself, and, meet-

gently led up to the obnoxious topic.
“You had a capital day yesterday, Mr.
Burgess, for fox-hunting in your neighcor-
hood.” . ** Yes, my lord,” said Burgess,
‘“ most excellent, and a capital field and a
splendid run.” *‘I suppose you do not
hunt now ?” said the Bishop, interroga-
tively. ‘‘Not much, my lord,” replied
Burgess, and then, recollecting the Bishop’s
objection, and thinking that this reply
might be construed casuistical, the Vicar
added, *“ Not so much as I should like, my
lord.” ““No, I dare say not,” said the
Bishop, *‘but—but”—looking with that
peculiar glance of his, a glance half
sarcastic and half iromical—*‘do you
think, Mr. Burgess, that your presence in
the hunting field adds to your influence
among your parishioners?” ‘I do not
know whether it adds to my influence, my
lord,” replied Burgess; ‘‘but I do not
know that it detracts from it.” The
Bishop thought it necessary to be frank
now in his turn, and putting on a severe
tone, he read the Vicar a sharp lecture
upon the unprofessional character of a fox-
hunter in a black coat. Burgess listened
as respectfully as he could ; but when the
lecture was over he bowed and asked per-
mission to make one observation. This
avas to point out to the Bishop that in the
newspapers of a day or two before his
name had appeared as one of those present
at a State ball. ~ ““Ah, yes,” said the
Bishop, promptly, *‘but if you had been
there you would have seen that I was
never in the same room with the dancers,
Mr. Burgess—never in the same room.”
¢And that, my lord,” said Burgess, with
equal promptness, ‘‘is my case. I have
such bad cattle that, though I ride to
hounds pretty often, I am never in the
game field with the hunt—never, my
lord !”

And the Bishop once provoked an

equally neat, if less personal, retort fromn
a fox-hunting parson, who rode so regu-
larly to hounds that Wilberforce lost his
temper with him. *‘You go galloping all
over the country, and your parish is going
to the dogs.” ‘‘That, my lord,” replied
the incorrigible priest, ‘‘is why I hunt.
When my parishioners are going, as your
lordship says, to the dogs (with a slight
emphasis on dogs), it is, I submit, my
lord, my positive duty to go also, if only
to look after them.”
But Wilberforce, as a rule, was as ready
with hig repartee asa man in his position
must be. Heonce spoke to a keeper upon
a neighboring estate, where he sometimes
spent a quiet day shooting, about not go-
ing to church. The man pleaded guilty to
the Bishop’s impeachment, but added that
he read his Bible on Sunday afternoons,
““and, my lord,” said the keeper, ‘I do
not find there that the Apostles went
shooting.” *‘ You are quite right, my man,
quite right,” replied the Bishop; ‘‘but it
was becaunse there was no game in the Holy
Land. They went fishing instead.”—

THE WRONG SERMON.

Parson B. lived a few miles ‘“out” on
the road running from a certain elm-
howered city of Maine to a small manu-
facturing village just beyond. The parson
was known as the embodiment of oddities
and quiddities, and also as a very con-
venient resort when one of the city pulpits
needed a ‘‘short-notice” supply, and the
village of Sacarappa had a reputation,
equally well established, for manners and
morality for which ungodliness was a gen-
tle term.

These were the ‘first circles” of
P , aristocrats in velvet and silk ; their
church had the tallest steeple and the hand-
somest front in the town, and their minister
commanded a higher salary than any other
church in Maine could raise. The parson
felt a blush stealing to his cheek. He hur-
ried through his sermon, closed it, and
reached uncomfortably for the hymn-book ;
then, with a quick little movement, be
wheeled about, and cocking his wizened face
to one side, piped out, in his queer,
high-pitched tone : ‘I hope no one in the
audience will take offense at any remarks
offered in my address this morning. I was
sent for in great haste, had no time to make
a selection, and the truth is, this sermon
never was written to come in here; it was
written for Sacarap folks.”

A WHISTLING BUOY.

A new buoy his been invented by M.
Perrin, of Havre, which includes the
novel feature of announcing its position by
means of whistling, and hence is known as
the antomatic whistling buoy. In shape
the body is similar to the ordinary conical
buoy, except that about three feet from
the extreme top itis made flat. On this
are fastened two small tubes, through
which the air goes into the interior, and
between these a tremendous whistle is
fixed. Around the whole is a hand rail,
and two steps are placed, so that the sum-
mit may be reached from a boat for paint-
ing, repairing and other purposes. Be-
sides, there 1s a manhole. From the bot-
tom of the cone a large iron tube, about
30 feet long and between 6 feet and 7 feet
in circumference, is attached. When in
use, more especially in a heavy sea, the
wind, on going down the small tubes in the
top, is immediately forced out.through the
whistle by the perpetual bobbing up and
down of the buoy. The noise, 1t 1s ex-
pected, will be so great that it will be
heard for miles off from the place where it
is moored, thus giving ample notice of the
dangers tbat surround it. .

Another device for making buoys con-
spicuous at night is by painting them with
laminous paint. This paint is prepared by
mixing with the ordinary materials a sul-
phate of lime or other phosphorescent ma-
terial. Oa exposing the painted surface to
daylight, the light of burping magunesium
or of the electric arc, the light waves seem
to set the molceules of the salt into a vi-
bration which lasts for several hours. The
result is that on taking the painted surface
into a dark place a pale violet light is
emitted. It is claimed that buoys painted
in this way would be visible at nigh%, but
the idea hardly seems practicable. Light-
ing such buoys by compressed gas bae,
however, been tried with considerable suc-
cess on the English coast.

DOMESTIC NEWS.

Organization of a National Blaine Club.
(Special to the Recorp-UNiox.]

WasHINGTON, February 15th. — A large
number of prominent gentlemen met in this
city last ight and organized a National Blaine
Club, with Congressman Price of Iowa as
President of the organization, and a long list
of Vice-Presidents, including the names of
Senator Booth of California, Senator Blair
of New Hampshire, General S. A. Hurlbutt
of Illinois, Governor McCormick of Arizona
Territory, Delegate Brents of Washington
Territory, James F. Wilson of Iowa, William
E. Chaundler of New Hampshire, Jeremiah

Wilson of Indiana, J. W. Bartlett of
Massachusetts, Congressman  Williams
of Wisconsin, Mitchell of Pennsyl-

vania, Ketchum of New York, Browne
of JIndiana and Haskell of Kansas,
and a number of others. Addresses were
made by Congressmen Calkins of Indiana,
Reed of Maine, Price of Iowa and Williams
of Mississippi, and by Colonel Brown of Ken-
tucky, strongly advocating Blaine’s nomina-
tion for the Presidency, and with equal
earnestness condemning the Grant third term
project. The headquarters of the club were
established in Washington, to remain open
until after the meeting of the National Con-
vention. The organization of this club has
been hastened by the recent positive an-
nouncement put forth by close personal and
political friends of General Grant, that
*‘should the Republican Convention nomi-
nate him in the same manner as any other
candidate would be nominated, he would
deem it his duty to the country and to the
party to accept.” The meeting Ilast
night was also intended to be the
initiative of a general movement on the
part of-Blaine’s supporters throughout the
country, having for its object the develop-
ment and manifestation of such an amount
of opposition to Grant’s nomination as to
deter the third term managers from present-
ing Grant’s name to the Ccnvention. Itis
proposed, in the event of Grant’s friends re-
ceiving control cf the New York and Illinois
delegations, to call a Convention of all anti-
Grant Republicans to meet in May, a few
weeks in advance of the Chiecago Convention
and then make such a demonstration as will
compel the Grant managers to withdraw
from the contest, or else risk certain defeat
by defections from the Republican ranks on
the Presidential election. This purpose has
been strengthened by the knowledge of sev-
eral significant declarations made by Don
Cameron to some of his friends within
the past few days. He says that his
gurpose is to support that candi-
ate, whoever he may be, whose chances
of election seem best. As to General Grant,
unless those now managing his case become
convinced before the Convention proceeds to
business that he can be nominated on the
first ballot, his name will not be brought be-
fore the Convention at all. Further than
this, unless his friends still feel sure when the
Convention meets that he can be elected if
nominated, his name will not be presented.
The Fire at Chicago.

Caicaco, February 15th.—The fire in the
Empire warehouse, discovered about mid-
night last night, had gained considerable
headway before the first engine arrived on
the ground, and spread so rapidly among the
inflammable materials ioside that the engines
were powerless to do more than to prevent it
breaking through the doors into the bonded
warehouse adjoininls, which was pro-
tected by a fire-wall. Even thislast was ren-
dered extremely difficnit by the intensity of
the heat, and up to 2 o’clock it was doubtful
whether the bonded section would be saved.
Shortly after that hour, however, the firemen
prevailed, and at 3 o'clock had the fire prac-

ticaliy under- control. It continued to
burn, however, until daylight, and bhas
been smoldering all day. A revised

list of losses is given below, all of them oc-
curring in the free warehouse, which
was worth $£50,000. Its machinery was
valued at $15,000. This building was owned
by Wadsworth & Dickinson, and occupied by
Wallace, Kingman & Co., seed merchants,
and by the Ewpire Warchousing Company.
Wallace, Kingman & Co. hold in storage
about $152,000 worth of seed, mostly timothy.
Of this the firm owned 365,000 worth, but
were secured by warehouse receipts and in-
surance, The other owners were Colgate
& Coney, $15,000; McGowan Bros., Steu-
benville, £40,000; Conklin & Reeler, Bing-
hamton, N. Y., $40,000. Various Chicago
firms owned the rest, Chopin & Gore had
600 barrel different brands of choice whis-
kies stored”™ They put their loss at $125,000
to $150,000. E. P. Howell & Co., flour,
850,000; Foster, Lee & Co., flour and seed,
$10,000; Sprague, Warner & Co., dried
fruits, 810,000; O. F. Gibbs & Co., seed,
£8,000 ; Phenix Distillery Company, seed,
$13,000. The goods stored in the bonded
house were not injured in the least. The
origin of the fire is a complete mystery.

CHicaco, February 15th.—The total value
of property at risk by the Empire Warehouse
fire is placed at $472,000; insurance, £174,-
600 ; saivage, S?0,00U to £60,000.

New Yogrg, Febrnary 15th.—The ZTimes
says: O#icers of the Pacific Mail Steamship
Company announced a few days ago that
their new reducazd schedule of freight rates
to San Franciseo would be ready yesterday.
Yesterday they said they did not propose to
issue ary schedule, but would make private
terms with shippers, giving to large custom-
ers and for long terms an advantage over
those whose contracts would prove less profit-
able to the company. They declined to make
public any figures, alleging that shippers did
not desire it., T'hey said they had entered
into no contracts for as long as a year as yet,
being engaged for the present in getting as
favorable terms as possible for a large amount
of freight oftering. Thus far they had found
no difficulty in filling their vessels at a com-
paratively small reduction. It is the opinion
of many that the recent backdown of the
firm spirit of defiance thrown out to the Pa-
cific railroad companies means that there is a
possibility of concluding a new working ar-
rangement between the rival lines, and that
the public will not be so greatly benefited as
was at first believed.

He left a
note showing that his death was the result of
deliberate intent, but assigning no cause.

San Francisco Workingmen—Large Meet-
ing at the Sand Lots—The Law Re-
specting Chinese Fmployes.

Sax Francisco, February 15th.— The
largest gathering for nearly a year assembled
at the sand lot this afternoon, in spite of
the inclemency of the weather, the rain
descending at times in showers. Kearney
addressed the meeting, and said that he
wanted the unemployed to come out and
parade, He read the bill adopted by the
Legislature, calling. upon corporations to
discharge their Chinamen. e was not
afraid of its constitutionality, for the man
who tested it would be in danger of losing
his head. [Cheers.] The Federal Courts
would not declare it unconstitutional, and
he would go further, and say that they

would not dare to. [Applause.] 'The
law of this State now echoes the
cry that the Chinese must go. Senator
Kane introduced the bill. If Selby or any

other man tests it, and the Federal Courts
declare it to be unconstitutional, like the
firing on Sumter it will arouse the slumber-
ing people all over the Union to action. Ifa
Dred Scott decision is contemplated by the
corporations, to the effect that this bill 1s un-
constitutional, let me warn the Directors of
these corporations that the decisions of eight
to seven Judges cannot permanently over-
throw the liberty of a great people de.
termined to be free. Now that the law is
passed and signed by the Governor, we want
it enforced, Governor Perkins, to his credit
be it said, was as anxious to sign the bill
as the rest of us were to have it passed.

AMERICAN FONG BIRDS.

With regard to tue virds of North Amer-
ica, I cannot doubt from what I saw and
heard that as songsters they are inferior to
our own. This is the testimony of Mrs.
Grant, of Laggan, who was familiar with
both. It is a curious circumstance that
between one Canadian bird and the cor-
responding species at home, the only differ-
ence I could detect was that the American
species was silent, while our own is always
talking. I refer to that charming bird the
common sandpiper (Zotanus hypoleucus),
abounding on the banks of every stream
and iake m the Highlands. Its American
(Z'otanus macularius) is equally
abundant on all the rivers of Canada ; but
whileat homeits call notes are incessant, and
themale bird has evena continuous and most
lively song, I did not hear a solitary sound
from the sandpiper of Canada. This, how-
ever, may have been an accident, and the
sand-pipers are nowhere reckoned among
the bird of song. One hears the migratory
thrush (robin) everywhere, in the midst of
the gardens and villas of towns aud cities,
and 1n every little clearing of forest on the
outskirts of human habitation. Itisa pleas-
ant song, but decidedly inferior to any one
It is infenor in
power to the missal thrush, in variety to
our common ‘‘mavis,” in melody to the
blackbird. Near Niagara I heard one very
broken and interrupted song of fine. tone
and of considerable power. But although
I was-in the woods and fields of Canada and
of the States in the richest moment of
spring, I heard little of that burst of song
which in England comes from the blackeap
and the garden warbler, and the white-
throat,-and the reed warbler, and the com-
mon wren, and (Jocally) from the night.
ingale.

Above all, there is one great want wkich
nothing can replace. The meadows of
North America were to my eye thoroughly
English in appearance, the same rich and
luxuriant grass—the same character of
wild flowers—and even the same weeds.
The skies of America are higher and wider
and more full of sunshine. But thereisno
skvlark to enjoy that ‘“‘ glorious privacy of.
light.” *‘The sweetest singer in the Heav-
euly Father's choir ” is wanted in the New
World. 1 cannot help thinking that it
might be introduced. Ol course the win-
ters of Canada and of the Northern States
would compel it to follow almost all the
other birds which summer there, and to re-
tire with them till the return of spring to
Virginia or the Carolinas. 1t would be an
interesting experiment. I do npot know
whether it has been tried. If not, I would
sugzgest it to my American friends as one
wortin trying. It would be a happier in-
troduction than that of the ** London spar-
row.”—[Letter from the Duke of Argyll.
