DR. MAY ON PRESCRIPII)N COMMIS-
SIONS.

Dr. May yesterday let in considerable
¥ght upon the subject of the percentage or
commission paid to physicians by drug-
éists, and in doing so enforced the argu-
ments in favor of the bill directed against
that practice. He disclosed a professional
secret by informing the Assembly that
when some doctors wrote prescriptions for
their patients they added to them certain
letters which indicated to the druggist
how much he was to charge for the medi-
The method foliowed is that used in
trade-marks ordinarily, A word is selected
containing ten letters, or a number of
words which together contain the same
number, and each letter is made to repre-
sent a numeral. In the case cited by Dr.

May the word used was ““republican,” and |

in the instance quoted by him the letters
taken from this word and put in the
prescription informed the druggist that he
was to charge §2 50 for medicine not really
worth the odd fifty cents. Of course it is
evident that if the physician has the power
of fixing the price to be charged for drugs,
he can graduate his charges in accordance
with his knowledge of the patient’s finan-
cial condition. It is a method which dis-
penses with all the commercial principles
which govern ordinary business, however,
and partakes largely of that refreshing
freehandedness which we are accustomed
to associate with the habits of ‘the extinct
order known as knights of the road,
or, vulgarly, highwaymen. Patients do
not pay, under such a system, the
commercial value of the medicines pre-
pared for them, but they pay whatever
their doctor thinks they can stand, or
whatever will leave a sufficiently band-
gome margin for commission. It is, we
think, sufficiently clear that this abuse
has reached the stage which justifies legis-
lative interference. It is one of those evils
which cannot be left to their own working
for cerrection, for the reason thatitisa
combination by which two persons profit
at the expense of a third, who, from. the
very nature of the conditions, can exercise
no influence upon the result,

SATTERWHIIE'S WATER BILL.

A debate occurred in the Senate yester-
day upon Satterwhite's water or irrigation
bill, some of the peculiaritics of which we
recently pointed out. Though the bill is
of the briefest, it is not easy to determine
its ‘‘ true inwardness,” without special in-
.formation such as is only open to a select
few in cases of this kind. What is evi-
dent upon its face, however, is, that it
puts the riparian proprietor at the mercy

of some indeterminate snapper-up of
water-rights, who may at any time
step in and virbeally confiscate the

whole of the stream that flows through
any man’s land, and not leave him enough
tg cook his dinner or wash his face with.
The apparent pretense for the creation of

this right of deprivation or confiscation isy what

the paramount importance of irrigation,
but it is obvious that in such a case a great
deal remains to ‘be said on behalf of the
ripatian proprietor. In the face of such
a law, the existence of a stream on a piece
of land put in market would amount toan
actual dawback to its value, for Mr. Sat-
terwhite has reduced the riparian propri-
etor to bis very lowest denomination by
making him merely the tenant-at.will of
the world at large, and vesting all and sun-
dry the rest of the community with the
power to dispossess him at any mowent,
by merely pronouncing the talismanic
word “irrigation!” We caunot see that
a law of this kind is in any way calcuiated
to improve the existing conditicn of water
rights, which are already tangled and con-
fused to such an extent that apparently
nobody has any real rights or privileges
with regard to water but professional mon-
opolists. To iuvent mow a statute by
which a riparian proprietor shall be made
fair game for any plotting water prospector,
does not strike us as in the line of sound

legishﬁon.

of the constitutionality of the law just en-
_acted prohibiting the employment of
Chinese by corporations, the statute will
apparently be submitted to by those who
are affected by it. But it does not appear
from the developments already made that
it is likely to help white labor in any way,
while it is evident that in specific cases it
will injure the very element it was in-
tended to benefit, It seems probable that
in a number of cases where the force of
workmen employed was partly white and
partly Chinese, the business conducted
will be closed, thus reducing the employ-
ment of white labor. No doubt it will be
alleged by the Sandlotters that these cor-
Jporations ought to fill the places of the
Chirese with white men, and continue
their business, but that is obviously a
matter which the corporations will decide
for themselves, and if they conclude that
it will not pay to continne work under the
new conditions, there is no way by which
they can be compelled to act against their
own judgment. There are many young
and struggling industries in the State
which have only got a foothold through
the advantage of a particularly cheap
form of labor. In most of these casesib
has been the practice to employ white men
for all the less mechanical and servile op-
erations, and Chinese for those which de-
manded only steady application. As with-
out Chinese labor the fair presumption is
that none of these industries would have
been projected at all, it follows that the
employment they afforded to white men
was so much clear gain. The theory of the

Sandlotters,~that it makes no difference to
! the profits of a manufacturer whether
| white or Chinese labor is employed; is, un-
| fortunately for them, one which can only
be tested by the employers; and if they
declare that they are unable to manufac-
ture profitably if forbidden to employ Chi-
nese, we do not see how any appeal from
that decision is to be taken.

In regard to the railroad companies, in-
quiry shows that they are not now employ-
ing more than a score or so of Chinamen
in the State, and therefore the new law,
even if constitutional, could make no open-
ing for white labor in that direction. In
fact it seems probable that the corporations
generally either do not employ Chinese
at all, or employ them in such relations
with white labor that one cannot be dis-
carded without the other. It is tolerably
clear that no gain to the Sandlotters is
likely to come from the strictest applica-
tion of the new law, therefore; while it
is equally plain that in certain instances
positive injury to the cause of white labor
will result from it. Of the Chinese in Cal-
ifornia a very small percentage would
seem to be employed by corporations.
A considerable percentage is no doubt ab-
sorbed by domestic service and the laun-
dry business. When the manufactures of
cigars and boots and shoes are added to this
list, the bulk of the working Chinese will
be accounted for. The corporation law
therefore cannot be said to exercise any ap-
preciable influence upon the labor situa-
tion, but what influence it does exert is
prejudicial to white labor. Thisis a curi-
ous outcome of sand-lot legislation, though
it ought not. perhaps, to surprise those
who have noted the vague and impractical
tendencies of that kind of statesmanship.
The first effect of the passage of the
statute is to increase the number of
unemployed white workingmen in
Francisco. So far there 1s no indication
that it will make a single new
opening to compensate for this direct
injury., If manufacturers close their fac-
torics now, moreover, the chances are that
that they will keep them closed, for if
cheap labor is indispensable to the con-
tinnance of their business, and they can-
not employ Chinese, it follows that the

only way white men secure the
vacated places is to accept Chinese wages,
and as they are not prepared for that,

can

the prospect of a restoration of manufact-
uring industry must be regarded as very
poor. The Sandlotters are now trying a
series of experiments of a very dangerous
kind for themselves and the community,
and if these experiments produce unex-
pected and calamitous results, they will

only have their own folly to blame for it.

A NEW YORK CRITICISM.

The New York Znsurance Monitor is the
best of that class of special publications in
the country, and is recognized as high an-
thority on all questions relating to insur-
ance. In its February issue it has a brief
article on the insurance bills before the
California Legislature, in which it remarks
that Senate Bill No. 107 ‘““appears to be
“one of those vicious measures which
‘“short-sighted men will advocate when
‘“ they attempt legislation on those topics
““ with which they have no real intimacy.”
The Monitor characterizes the following as
‘“among the objectionable features ™ of the
bill : *“(1.) That all the local compayies
““shall increase their capital to $500,000.
*(2.) That all foreiga companies whose
““paid-up capital is less than $500,600
““ghall be excluded. (3.) The main-
‘““tenance of an office in California
““where transfer of stock shall be
“made. (4.) The valued policy feature.
¢ (5.) The nullification of the arbitration
““‘and appraisement clauses in policies, as
“well as the requirement to submit to
¢ examination under oath of the insured.
“ (6.p Providing for the personal liability
‘“of stockholders in all companies doing
“‘ business in the State. If the law passes,
“and its requirements in detail should be
¢t sustained by the Courts, it would banish
““the bulk of the companies now doing
“business in that State.” The Monitor
does not seem to realize that this is pre.,
cisely what the bills now pending are in-
tended to do, and that if that result can
| be attained, the supporters of the bills

will be entirely satisfied, though in such
a case the interests of the public must
| be sacrificed. It is, however, some-
reassuring to observe that the
Senate Committee on Corporations (as
will be seen by our legislative repert this
morning,) does not intend to recommend
these bills for passage in the shape they
were in when referred.  Our enly doubt is
whether it can be possible to make a really
safe and good bill out of either of them,
for while, as we bave pointed out, there
are existing abuses in the insurance busi-
ness which call for abatement, it is very
questionable whether the remedies for them
could be satisfactorily engrafted upon such
conspicnously bad foundations.” It would
probably be both the wisest and easiest
course to draft an entirely new bLill to meet
the requirements of the case,

MORE BAD BEHAVIOR.

Two members of the Assembly yester-
day renewed the disgraceful conduct which
at the beginning of the session brought
that chamber into so much discredit. May-
bell began the offensive business, and Tyler
follewed suit.

It is impossible that
the puoblic business can be transacted
properly while such scenes as that of yes-
terday are permitted, and it ought not to be
necessary to point out that every member
is insulted and discredited whenever the
dignity of the Assembly is thus outraged,
and the rules of parliamentary procedure
are thus brutally viclated. The very next
time any outbreak of this kind oeccurs the
Speaker should inflict a punishment suffi-
ciently sharp to bring the unruly and
turbulent members to their senses, and
the House should sustain him resolutely in
the infliction of it. If this course is not
taken it is clear that the Assembly will
soon be degraded to the low level of a
ward club or a common “dive.”

National Capltal AfMairs,

WASHINGTON, February 16th.—Represent-
ative Page to-day presented to the House the
monster petition signed by about 1,600 citi-
zens of San Joaquin valley, and the accom-
panying memorial of the Stockton Citizens’
Committee of Thirty-five, asking Congress for
an appropriation for the improvement of nav-
igation of the San Joaquin river. Page also
had printed copies of these documents laid
on the table of each member of the House of
Representatives, ready for their perusal be-
fore the House assembled.

Senator Farley und Representatives Davis
and Page to-day presented to Cungress the
joint resolution of the California Legislature,
urging an appropriation for the completion of
the ironclad Monadnock, now awaiting com-
pletion at the Mare Island Navy Yard.

Senator Farley introduced bills providing
for the appointment of official stenographers
to United States Courts, and for the pay-

Tie Ponca Indian Investigation—Bishop
MHare's Testimony.

WasHINGTON, February 16th,—The Senate |
special committee investigating the causes of
the removal of the Poncas took testimony
this morning from Bishop W. H. Hare, of
the Protestant Episcopal Church, the mis-
sionary in charge of the Poncas and other In-
dians. He testified that from the time of his
first personal knowledge of the Poncas, in 1873,
up to the date of their removal to Indian
Territory, they were in trouble on zccount of
the failure of their crops by reason of drought
and grasshoppers, and on account of rains and
depredations at the hands of the Sioux, and
that they were anxious to be removed
from Dakota. He had understood from high
and reliable sources that they gave their con-
sent- to removal to Indian Territory, but
when the time came they were opposed to it.
The negotiations having been concluded and
arrangements made, he thought it essential
that the Government, having gone that far,
should proceed to their removal. It wasthen
essential, in order to preserve the authority
of the United States among the Indian tribes
of thatregion. The Poncas had for years been
suffering from failure of crops and from the
incursions of the Sioux, and friends of the
Poneas who had long been making efforts for
their welfare, to have them fed and to pro-
vide means for their protection, at last con-
cluded that it would be best to remnove them.
He thouzht so himself, and in view of all the |
clrcumstances, although he knew it would |
involve hardship for the Poncas, he united !
with Inspector Kemble in a telegram advis-
ing the Department to stand firm in its de-
termination to carry out the Poncas’ removal.
3ishop Hare, in this connection, informed the
committee that he believed the course of In-
spector Kemble towards the Pencas was
straight,henorable and philanthropic through-
out. The Sivux, in making these raids upon
the property of the Poncas, violated the reg-
ulations against leaving their reservation,
but they were so formidable a tribe that the
Governwment was afraid of them, and was not
afraid of the Poncas.

Senator Dawes—So it appears that the
Government took the Poncas away to the
Indian Territory to keep the Sioux from
hurting them ?

Bishop Hare—Yes ; it may be looked at in
that way. You know the Indians have a
common saying, ‘‘The better we are the
worse we are off "—the Indians who kill and
steal are likely to be well provided for.

Senator Kirkwood—Is it easier to procure
apgnpriatiuns for warlike than for peaceful
tribes ?

Bishop Hare—I understand that it is.

Senator Kirkwood said he asked the ques-
tion in order to show that Congress must take
part of the blame for the condition of facts
referred to.

Senator Morgan—Was the Government’s
failure to protect the Poncas due to a want of
Congressional appropriations ?

Bishop Hare—No; I think not. The
Government authorities were afraid of the
Sioux.

Important Subject for Legisiation.

‘WasHINGTON, February 16th.—A very im-
portant subject for legislative action ::1{1 be
laid before Congress in a few daysin the form
of a series of codified laws, accompanied by
reports and voluminous testimony from all
parts of the Western country. The Com-
mission appointed by Congress at its last ses-
sion, composed of Professor Clarence King,
United States Geologist, Professor J. W.
Powell, Hon. J. A. Williamson, Commis-
sioner of the General Land Office, Hon.
Thos. Donaldsorn and A. T'. Britton, to ex-
amine into the condition of the resources of
the public domain, and make such recom-
mendations for a codification of the laws, ete.,
as might seem best adapted to the needs of
the country, have about completed their
lubors. This work involved an examination
of the country from the Mississippi river to
the Pacific coast, and from the British line
to Mexico. A vast amount of testimony
was taken, which will make an octave
volume of 600 or 700 pages. The
codified laws will make many sections, be-
sides many reports of a special character, re-
lating to pasture lands, timber culture, home-
stead entries, irrigation, mining, improved
méthods of surveying and disposing of various
lands, ete. The duties of the Commission
have been v:(riy great, and the subjects treated
and examined of such an important character
that unceasing labor and study were required.
The homestead system has been simplified,
and everything relating to grazing, farming
and mining in the West has been carefully
examined and studied, and modifications,
changes and every improvement recommended
which will proteet and benefit those seeking
homes in the West.

The Bistress in Ireland.

LoxpoN, F¥ebruary 16th.—The Duke of
Edinburgh has ordered the coast guard of the
west of Ireland to take charge of the relief
stores and provisions deposited with them,
and convey the relieving officers inland from
the coast.
