cards, 11 newspapers—total 34,144 ; De-
cember, 22,746 letters, 1,243 drop letters,
3,188 postal cards, 6385 local postal cards,
13,797 newspapers—total, 41,659 ; January, |
25,669 letters, 2,084 drop letters, 3,727 postal
cards, 625 local postal cards, 16,239 newspa-
pers—total, 48,344, There were collected
from the street letter boxes in October 14,365
letters, 2,126 postal cards, 992 newspapers—
total, 17,483 ; November, 16,440 letters, 3,
cards, 1,510 papers—total 21,609 ; December,
20,119 letters, 2,752 cards, 1,802 papers—
total, 24,633 ; January, 33,557 letters, 3,
cards, 1,941 papers—total, 38,541.

ANOTHER NORTON—A PUZZLE.

Recently a large number of prominent cit-
izens have received, per post, weighty letters
postmarked Torino (Turin), Italy. Each let-
ter contained a half-sheet circular in Italian,
with what purports to be a translation, at the
foot, into English. The upper left-hand
quarter of the sheet is filled by a rude wood-
cut, representing a long-haired and full-

bearded individual, sitting upon a throne
mounted on a pedestal. The figure wears

| flowing robes, has a scepter in his right, and

a rod or staff with a banner in his left hand,
while his head is surmounted by a crown
which strongly represents a dilapidated bird-
cage, on the apex of which stands a figure in
a toga, and with his right arm uplifted, while
its left bears aloft the staff and banner, The
text which follows is the most un-
accountable gibberish, and puzzles Ital-
ian scholars to make heads or tails
out of it. The citizens who have been fav-
ored with copies of this emanation of a sec-
ond Emperor Norton—which, however, Nor-
ton would never have been guilty of issuing—
have in each case been compelled to pay ten
cents for extra postage, the lunatic who for-
warded the proclamations having pre-paid
but half postage. The recipients, in every
instance, on receiving the document in the

| great envelope, and bearing the Italian post-

mark, promptly planked down the required
dime, imagining that some important business
matter was about to be communicated. A
record of the ejaculations following the open-
ing of the document would make up an as-
tonishingly vivid glossary of lively and
irreverent phrases.

AN UNWRITTEN CHAPTER OF THE PALMY
DAYS.

In the good old days of ’64, when the
Virginia excitement was in its flush, the
now quiet shores of Donner Lake was the
scene of bustle and life. Great ‘“moun-
tain schooners” drawn by five and six
| span of mules or horses, daily passed along
| its northern shore, and two six-horse daily
stages rattled over the smooth road, which
was kept free from dust by sprinkling
wagons, and ‘which a large force kept con-
stantly in repair. This was known as the
Dutch Flat road, the site where Truckee
now stands being covered with barren
rocks and trees, with the exception of one
solitary house. There were three hotels
near the shores of the lake, a store and half
a dozen dwelling houses, and a constant
stream of travelers offered their patronage.

Among the settlers at the foot of the
lake was a man named Lane, who came
with his family in an emigrant tramn across
the plains. He camped at the lake, and
being short of means was glad of an oppor-
tunity offered him of laying in a winter’s
supply of wood for the hotel, which took
many weeks.

A half-breed Indian, known among the
whites as Joe, hung around the hotel, and
for some cause Joe and Lane had a quarrel,
in which the Indian was worsted. Days
| passed, and it was supposed the affair was
| forgotten. But the dogged Indian nature
| clung close to him and showed itself. The

insatiable desire for revenge was in his
{ heart. Joe lurked areund the place, and
{ one afterncon the wife of Lane discovered
that her eldest child was missing from the
{camp. This was an adopted child, being
| thie son of Lane’s deccased sister.
Search was instituted high and low
| through the woods and over the mountaing
| and down Donner creek. All hands were
| on the track. It was not known that the
| Indian was the cause of the child’s disap-
{ pearance, but the Indian disappeared at
| the same time, and a camp a mile from the
llake was thoroughly searched and vigi-
lantly guarded—but all to no avail. The
| child had been in the habit of playing near
{ the lake, and after the vigilant search it
| was the generally accepted theory among
|the settlers that he must have been
{ drowned.
Time passed, and hope began to fade.
} But the sequel is the saddest part of this
! romance of real life. The child, whose
{ name is unknown to us, died among the
| Indians three weeks after its abduction.
| The cause we can only presume. The lit-
tle fellow could not endure the coarse food,
{the barbarous usages, the exposures and
| privations, of Indian life. Pining for home,
he became weak and emaciated. The little
spirit was above the hard endurance, the
cold and fatigue, which wore away the
body by day and night, with nothing to
cheer, oo kind heart, no tender hand—the
repugnant and garrulous talk of his cap-
tors constantly sounding in his ears. Per-
haps at night he found comfort listening to
the plaintive murmur of the gurgling
brook, which had a song-like and melodi-
ous voice, produced through that delirium
which precedes death. Perchance he
watched some little star and saw it set be-
yond the black mountain, and felt lonely
until the night came again, when his little
cempauion twinkled once more, and he
seemed to talk to it, and waited again for
| another night, still watching that little
| star with his hollow eyes and his weak
{and wasted body, till his shining bea-
{con again faded beyond the horizon, and
!hnpe sinking in his breast, his little soul
| went forth to reach it. This was atacamp
jnear the place where Verdi now stands
{down the river. Lane left for California
| on the approach of snow, but returned in
| the spring in hopes to learn something of
| the child. The Indian Joe became fright-
{ ened when the search began and found his
| way to Virginia City, and afterwards went
| to eastern Nevada, and now lives near Bel-
{mont. He speaks English fluently, and
QLometimes chops wood for the whites.
Thomas Molley, who was engaged as a
miner there, now living in Truckee, vouches
[ for the truth of this strangeincident. He
oives us the facts as he learned them from
| the Indian. The whole camp were too

The ** Dive Ordinance” in San Francisco
Declared Unconstitutionai—Released on
Bail.

Sax Frawcisco, February 18th.— The
Judges of the Superior Courts sat in banc to-
day, to listen to argument in the habeas cor-
pus cases of S. J. Robertson and Maggie
Brewer, who were arrested under the *‘Dive
Ordinance.” The arguments were in effect
that the new Constitution, Section 20, Ar-
ticle X VIII., gave women cqual rights with
men in all lawful vocations, and that a
woman had the same right to serve as an at-
tendant in a saloon as a man. The decision
rendered was that the ordinance was clearly
in violation of the Constitution, inoperative
and void. Eight Justices concurred, two dis-
sented and two were absent.

August E. Gans, arrested on a charge of
illegal voting, has been released on bail. He
claims that the prosecution is wholly ma-
licious, and that he will be able to clear him-
self. He denies the charges as to his deser-
tion, etc., and claims that the charges against
him are icspired by the fact that he has pre-
ferred charges at Washington against United
States Surveyor-General Wagner.
