Discharge of Chinese Employe*.

San* Fbakcisco, 'February 20th.
—

The
Superintendent of the Sulphur Bank Quick-
silver Mining Company, of Lake county, of
which Tibtucio l'arrott is President, this
week discharged all the Chinamen employed
by it. The refusal of the company to do so
caused a complaint to be lodged against Mr.
Parrott, on which he was arrested last week,
and which case willcome before the United
States Circuit Court Satuiday, inorder that
the constitutionality of the law may be
tested. Last week the Superintendent of the
Sulphur Bank mine informed Mr. Parrott
that the feeling of the people in Lake county
had become so bitter against the company for
.its refusal to discharge its Chinamen that it
would be best to let them go. Mr.Parrott
therefore discharged all the Mongolians em-
ployed by the company. The case testing
the constitutionality of the Act of the Legis-
lature will,it is understood, be pushed on to
adecision. " "
