On the second
floor there are 42 ..ells of dimension stone, pieu
hammered ;two cells with Boor, rod and one side
of dimension Sinn's, and the remaining cells are
rubble misonrv. but the work shows that the arti-
ficer was losing all Interest in the work, and the
walls and angles are roughly constructed in many
cases. And some of the walls tipped out with ex-

ding small stones, ami insome cases are left with
a piece of lumber partially supporting the heavy
roof stone covering, which has in one or two cases
split the top portion of the side walls. One or two
joints are left open, so that itwould not be impos-
sible to set fire to the roof timbers from the
cells. -Many of the joints are left from
six to eltht inches open on the under
surface, and narrowing up to the top, making
itaditlicult task to tilltbem. The last masonry work
done on the work is decidedly the moit Inferior.
He recommends that all those cells built of rubble

A change is also recommended in reference to plas-
tering, substituting iron lath In ice of wood forall
the ceilings and stud partitions, and to omit all
furringon outside walls ami plaster directly en tlie
stone walls, tomain itas near fire-proof as possible.
The report commends the workmanlike manner in
wbich the wrotight-hon work, plumbing, tinning,
car.-ojntcr and joiner work has been done.

San Vkaxcbco, February 17 h.— 11.
H. Toland, one of the most prominent
physicians of the State, died!to-day of po-
pkxv. Mr. Toland came to this city in1851.
He was a native of South Carolina, and at
the time of his death was 72 years of age.
He was the founder of the Tola d Medical
College, which he subsequently donated to
the University of California. He was one of
the eailv pbysiciai.s to the United States
Marin-;Hospital, in which work he was asso-
ciated with Dr. Mac—_a_ He enjoyed fur
a period of 25 years the largest .ml most lu-
crative practice in the State and possibly in
the United Slates. Dr. Toland has served
several terms as a member of the Board of
Health, and held a seat in that body at the
time ofhis death. He had a won fulcapa-
city for work, which he disposed— with ex-
traordinary ease and readiness. His charity
practice to the indigent poor was something
immense. His office, at certain times of the
day was always crowded ,with, this classof
patients. He amassed, through his extensive
practice as a physician and judicious invest-
ments in land, a large fortune. But daring
all his arduous duties he still found time for
some literary woik, and was the author of a
well-writtenmedical book.

San Francisco, February 27th.— At 2
o'clock this afternoon another meeting of the
unemployed workmen and workwomen was
held at the sand lot, which was addressed by
Mayor Kalloch as follows:
Iappear before you once more, not because Ide-

sire to hear myself talk, nor because Ihave any
reason to suppose you desire to bear me, but be-
cau-e 1 have something to say that 1 think itis im-
portant for you to hear, and some advice to give,
which1 hope itwillbe consistent for you to follow.
You have made a peaceful ami continuous demand
for work. Talk, as you well know, is about the
cheapest, and maybe, about the most pernicious
thing inthe world. And itoften happens that men
with the least (rileranees grumble the loudest, as
barrels nearest empty roll with the most noise.
While yourgrievances are real, and your talk, for the
most part, has been sensible, yet a "i.iistint continu-
ation of such gatherings as these willonly afford .in
opportunity for the utterance ofill-timed expressions
that may retard, rather than advance, the object
you have in view. \u25a0 You will remember that Isym-
pathized with you inyour first gathering, and that
)have frequently expressed ms gratification at the
honorable and dignified manner in which you have
made your complaints. Ba! as there are those who
arc bound to misrepresent you, and as Ican assure

General Review or the Labor Agitation
by the "Uecoril-l'niou" Sped*! Re-. -porter.

San Francisco, February 27th. So far as
can lie ascertained from close observation
an.l analysis of the true inwardness of the
Workingmen's. movement, there is no proba-
bilityif any riotor serious disturbance here.
The persistence with which the sand tot
committee has pursued employers of Chinese
labor, and the threats made by windy mem-
hen of the party, have exasperated business
men here, aud undoubtedly there are many
who wouldbe glad of an excuse to suppress

\u25a0 the Kearney demonstrations, but there is
no prospect that the latter will furnish any
occasion. Their leaders don't want any fight-
ing. Itis,so far, essentially a politicalmove-
ment, and willbe kept up just as long as they
think anything is to be gained by it. To
this extent the rank and file of the following
is being deceived. The leaders hold out the
encouragement that something is about to be
done. They raise, among the masses, the ex-
pectation of some great good on the eve of
accomplishment through the demonstration
now being made.

At the sand lot this afternoon Mayor Kal-
loch spoke a few minutes to the crowd, tell-
ing them that their parades were having the
effect to irritate business men and toprevent
any steps being taken to relieve their wants.
He advised them to postpone further meet-
ings and parades untilcertain movements for
their benefit couldbe carried out, adding that if
something was not done, they might meet as
much and talk as loudas they chose, free from
any interference on his part. That this was
taken as an intimation that, so far as he
could help it, the authorities should not in-
terfere, was evident. The crowd accepted
his advice, and adjourned to meet at the call
of their Committee. There were probab'.y
1,500 men and women present at the meet-
ing, most of them respectable in appearance
and showing no sign of

'
buffering. Their

leaders don't amount to anything, Tind will
never make any serious trouble. Itis en-
gineered from the inside, however, and the
nominal heads of the movement have been
put forward by the real manipulators of the
Workingmen party. The object is to influ-
ence legislation, t.. frighten the employers of
Chinese, but, more than all, to keep up an-
excitement and keep the party alive. Kal-
loch is concerned inall their operations, but
be has no notion of doing anything but to
stir uppolitical feeling and profit by the re-
sult. Whenever the spirit of the party begins
to lag, some such means willbe used to wake
it up, and then, at the proper time, he and
others will counsel peace, and claim credit
for having saved the city from a riot.

The indefinite expectations being raised
may stimulate a spirit of turbulence beyond
the control of. the leaders. Many among the
miss of the followingindulge vague hopes of
radical changes in their condition, to be
wrought by these revolutionary proceedings.
When these expectations are disappointed
the discontent which is btiaa constantly aug-

mented by them may have engendered suffi-
cient force to produce serious disturbance.
Meanwhile the movement is taking on more
definite organic form than in any former pe-
riod, of its history, and observations of its
progress willfurnish an interesting feature of
the news from .is city for some time,

The owner of the sand lots has informed
Kearney that if a gallows was erected they
would not be permitted to use the lots for
their meetings ia future.

Tbe San Francisco Trouble --Views of
Chicago 'Journals.'

Chicago, February jf 27th.
—

The Inter-
Ocean* editorial, after fully reviewing mat-
ters in Sail Francisco, says :"The people in
San Francisco are reported to be very much
excited. If there is a conflict at all, it is
likely in the present state of public feeling to
be a serious one ;but some years ago the citi-
zens of San Francisco organized to clear the
local atmosphere, a-.'.rl Succeeded so wallthat
they may safely be intrusted with the man-
agement of the present trouble. Incase of a
serious outbreak the Governor would order
out the militia, sad possibly, the. President
might order out. United States troops to pro-
tect the Chinese against a defying mob.
While the people of California are uncom-
promisingly hostile to Chinese immigration,
it is not fair to conclude that they will en-
courage or sustain the action hinted at by
Kearney."

The 2'rioune's editorial says :"The mer-
chants and business men of San Francisco
propose to take measures in time for the pro-
tection'of their city against the threatened
uprising of the hoodlum blatherskites on the
Chinese question. These .-olid and respect-
able citizens have no fondness for Chinatown,
and would not go far out of their way to pre-
vent the expulsion of the Chinese from the
State, as is contemplated under the new Con-
stitution ; but they evidently intend that
whatever is done in this direction shall be
done decently and in accordance with law,
and to that end they have formed a secret
organization similar to the Vigiluites of 1856,
the purpose of which is to reserve order and
keep the peace in the city.
