Mr. MORELAND mov:d that it be made the special
order fur to-morrow moruing immediately after the
reading of the journal,

The motion p.evailed by a vote of 21 ayes to 12
noes.

The-committee proceeded to examine the several

hills before it in relation to the management of the
State Prisons, and to adopt from them one general
bill covering the entire subject. Considerable pro-
gress was made, and another meeting will be held
this evening to continue the same work. The re-
porting of the sub-committee to the full committee
in relation to the Folsom Branch investigation was
deferred to some future meeting.
* The Senate Finance Commitiee considered Senate
Bill No. 345, relating to the State Board of Equali-
zation, and soamended it as to leave it discretionary
with the Board as to visiting the different counties,
instead of its being mandatory, as originally pro-
vided by the bill. The 3alaries of the members of
the Board, with the exception of the State Con-
troller, are also changed from $4,000 per aunum to
$3 per day for time actually em: loyed, and the sal-
ary of Clerk from 82,500 to §1,800 per annum,

Senate Bill No ), appropriating £150,000 to be
expended ty the State Board of Harbor Commis-
sioners upon wharves, piers, ete., of San Franeisco,
was before the committee, and the clerk was in-
structed to communicate with the Board and ascer-
tain what amount, if any, is required for purposes
named in the bill.

Assembly till No. 04, to validate assessments of
cities and counties, was agreed to and passage ree-
ommended.

T'he present trouble differs omiy from the dis-
turbances that have preceded it in that it has
been the result of adeliberate and systematic
scheme, while former excitements have, in a
great measure, been spasmodic and spon-
The whole thing
was planned before a step was taken, Mys-
terious hints of the formation of a gigantic
secret organization were given out. The
fences and dead walls were garnished with
vague threats of destruction, andin due time,
as if without previous concert, the so-called
“unemployed ” began their demonstration by
parading the streets and holding meetings.
The recognized leaders of the Workingmen
were conspicuously absent., Gannon and
Steinman and Mrs. Smith took the lead, out
there is no shadow of doubt that the pro-
gramme was arranged by Kearney and Kal-
loch and their associates. Even the men who
were to take part in the procession and the
establishments to be visited were agreed
upon. The following were to some extent
kept in ignorance of the designs of their
leaders, but even some of them seemed to
realize that they were mazquerading. The
object was simply to keep life in the party by
giving the individual members something to
talk about ; to inspire vagne hopes of accom-
plishing some great advance in their cause ;
to keep the movement in the newspapers and
in people’s mouths; to irritate and excite
capitalists and business men. It was prob-
ably known to the leaders that the order de-
claring Chinatown a nuisance would be issued,
and that certain prosecriptive measures wonld
be adopted by the Legislature, They wished
to make it appear that the Workingmen were
all-powerful to influence legislation, and to
flatter their ignorant followers by showing
that the whole State stood in terror at their
parades. So far as irritating the business
men here was concerned they have succeeded
better than they expected to. People are be-
ginnine to realize that a fizht and a final set-
tlement would be preferable to this continual
agitation. The uneasiness, the constant
dread of a disturbance, the annoyance of
these repeated alarms, has damaged San
Francisco far more than an open outbreak
would have done, Pittsburg, dreadfully as
it was harried in the summer-of 1877, has es-
caped far better than we have, and not a few
of the merchants have arrived at the conclu-
sion that the sooner the atmosphere is cleared
by a wholesome violence the better, Dut the
Workingmen’s leaders want nothing of the
kind. In the first place they are arrant cow-
ards, and could not be induced to fight any-
thiug more dangerous than an inoffensive
Chinaman, and in the next it would not serve
their turn to bring things to a conclusion in
this way. What they want is constant agi-
tation and disorganization. In settled times
they stand no possible show, but if the up:
roar that has prevailed for the past few years
can be prolonged, there is no telling what fat
things may fall to their share, Already they
have made themselves comfortable places in
the city govemment and the Legislature,
Some of them expect to get into Congress,
and they have not by any means lost the
hope of securing control cf the State gov-
ernment, when, of course, the rank and file is
to be rewarded by employment on public
improvements, with short hours, easy work
and big pay as the inducements, In
pursuit of this programme these scoundrels
will keep up their agitation, giving it some
new phase as often as their ingenuity can in-
vent one, threatening fearful vengeance on all
who oppose them, but always stopping short
of actual violence. It may be inquired, Is
there not danger that they will loge control of
their following and be cairied against their
will into a riot ? Your correspondent thinks
not. They will always yield to a display of
power by the lawful authorities, their design
being to get entire control, and when under
the shadow of law to carry out their illegal
ideas, There is far more probability that
respectable people here, disgusted with the
continual agitation, will suddenly take these
loud-mouthed agitators at their words and
erect a gallows on the sand lots themselves.
The organization of the Vigilance C.omt_mtgee
may have only been talk, but the city is ripe
for it, and an immediate repetition of the
perforrances of the past two weeks would
probably bring it about. This the Working-
men appear to urqgerstand, and it is likely
that, unless some unexpected trouble arises
within a few days, they will subside long
encugh to allow the public to regain its cus-
tomary peaceable condition.

Weather—Question Settled - Charged with
Prenatal Murder-Incendiarism,
PorTLAND, March 1st.—The weather is cold
and showery.
The Supreme Court to-day, in the case of
the State of Oregon vs. Ah Lee, the Chinese
murderer, affirmed the decision of the lower
Court. This decision settles the question,
and places the fate of the murderous Celestial
beyond the reach of the Courts. The date of
execution will have to be fixed by Judge Bel-
linger. The case has been in the Courts for
nearly two years, and has attracted much at-
tention.
Dr. James Keck, who has been indicted by
the Grand Jury on a charge of manslaughter,
was arraigned in the State Circuit Court, and
entered a plea of not guilty. Defendant is
charged with the commission of prenatal
murder. He claims that he is innocent, and
that the prosecution is an attempt to extort
blackmail.
An unsuccessful attempt was made to burn
Bickel's Bleck, on Stark and Second streets,
last night. A small fire was discovered in a
barber shop in the block, at 8 o’clock, which
was quickly extinguished. The walls were
saturated with kercgene, and a package of
powder was found in a cupboard. The block
was partially destroyed by an unexplained
fire Jast November. There is no insurance on
the block, and the cause is unknown.

Concerning the late snow-storm, the
Modoc Independent says: The mail-carrier
between South Fork and Marsh’s, on the
Susanville route, after two or three inef-
fectual attempts to get through the snow
over the hill, was forced to go back and
carry the mail through on snow-shoes. The
carriers on all the routes report this last as
being the worst to block up the roads and
drift of any previous storm. First, stages
had to be abandoned, then horses, and if
snow-shoes fail the mail will not be forth-
coming.

The recent storm brought the heaviest
fall of snow of the season. At Northrup’s
it was forty-twoinches deep and about five
and a half feet at Strawberry, The snow
lying in the mountains is a sure guarantee
that miners will have a full supply of water
this summer with a certainty of continuing
later than usnal.—[Sonoera Demoerat.
