The following statement in regard to the
action of the Union and Kansas Pacifie
Railroad Companies in assuming entire con-
trol of the telegraph lines along the route of
these roads is made by J. N. Dillon, coun-
sel for the American Union Telegraph Coin-
pany:

The disputed lines of telegraph on the Kansas
Pacific and Union Pacific Railroads were built and
are owned by the two railroad companies. In the
case of the former road this contract claims to give
the Western Union Telegra; h Company a monopoly
for commureial business for 25 years. In the
other case the Union DPacific made a lease,
giving the Atlantic and Pacific Telegraph
Company a perpetual monopoly — in  both
cases subject to the rights of the Government.
Both of these lines have been at all times worked by
emploves of the railroad company, and have not
been at any time in possession of either of the teie-
graph companies. The raiircad-cowpany has not
seized the lines, already baving possession thereof.
All that the railroad company has done is to operate
its own lines independently, as its charter requires,
giving equal privileges to all and exclusive privi-
leges to none. It is denied at the headquarters of
the Union Pacific Railroad Company here that the
American Union Telegraph Company had seized the
wires, or has, or 1s'to have any exclusive rights or
privileges over the Western Union or Atlantic and
Pacific Telegraph Companies. The crisis was precipi-
tated by a formal demand upon the two railroad
companies by the American Union to receive and
transmit its telegraph business at Omaha and Kan-
sas City vpon equal terms with that of the older
telegraph companies, and this demand made it
necessary for the railway company to operate and
control the telegraph lines in crder to comply with
its charter and escape the penalties for refusing to
do business for all persons and companics without
discrimination,
