But if the Parks
bill is adopted there is nothing to
prevent the application of whatever
amount Congress may thereafter grant, to
the carrying out of the provisions of that
bill, . and in the meantime active
measures wounld be proceeding for the im-
pounding of the debris in the mountains.

"The people in the districts cutside the city
take a cifferent view of the watter, and after
having studied the matter for two years, dur-
ing wanich time 1 have personally investiga-
ted the diainage canal, foot by foot, from
the city to its southern terwinus, I believe
the outside property-owners will he justified
in resisting every effort the city may make to
levy any contribution on them.

I'ne course taken by the canal is not the
natural outlet for water from this city., Sac-
ramento has turned hér drainage through the
highridge extendingsouthfromthe City Ceme-
tery, and in theabsence of a canal constructed
through to tide water, with high artificial
banks, would necessarily deluge some of the
outside property. The caunal, as originally
constructed, was very imperfect. It simply
served tb do a great deal of injury to property
in the Pocket, while it afforded buta poor re-
lief to the city. While prior to 1868—the
vear of the consirnction of the canal—the
land in the Pocket was annu=lly in a high
state of cultivation, with houses and rcads
interspersed, where now there is an impene-
trabie mass of tules, and profitable to its
owners, the partial comnpletion of the canal
to that point is the commencement of a long
series of disastrous years, The truth of this
can be established beyond controversy by the

of the value of land in th® Pocket as that
time, as well 2s by the testimony of thirty or
forty owners, who have battled with the
greatly-increased and taci'itated flow of water
in rainy seasons. Now, if these are the facts
of this case, it is only just that the city bear
the whole burden of carrying off the water
that flows down the canal to the Pocket. No
water flows from the lands in the Pocket into
the canal, and therefore, as a means of drain-
age, it is of no value to those lands, and in-
deed it does not drain any land in District
No. 1, with the excaption of a few acres on
Willow slough. DBut another, and as many
thiok, a serious aspect of the matter is this:
Tustead of proving to be a benefit, as the City
Trustees allege, the canal, unless the city car-
ries the work forward to Snodgrass slough,
will prove the greatest disaster to the low
lands south of this city. It is well known to
thosa interested on both sides that the canal
runs into Sutterville lake at the north end,
and its continuation begins again at the south
end of the lake. The city has not taken any
steps toward building up the natural bank of
the lake 50 as to prevent the lake from over-
flowing the low lands, as it is very likely
to do in extreme high water. ~Again,
where the canal iz continued from the
south end of Sutterville there is a depression
in the land through which it extends. Now
it is clear that the city has not excavated
and she did not need to excavate s much soi
from a depressed place as from a higher point.
The consequence is that everywhere else she
has constructed a canal capable of carryin
three times the 3ulntity of water that it wi
contain at this depressed point. The effect
will be that in high water it will overflow at
this point to the destruction of the low lands;
and the canal, havitg been deepened and
widened and the banks raised from Beach's
lake up to the Pocket, and no canal havin
been constructed beyond Beach's, when, in
rainy seasons, that lake fills beyond its natural
capacity, as it frequently does, it will flow up
the canal and empty itself into the low land.
Between having facilitated the flow down cn
to and up against those lands from the oppo-
site direction, I submit that there is nothing
due this city from Disirict No. 1. T think a
spirit of fairness will prevail.

NEew Yozg, March 24.—Fuller details are
given of- Powell’s winority report on Public
Lands, published this morning. Powell sug-
gests geveral important amendments affect-
ing the disposal ®f pasturage and mineral
linds,  First of theseis as follows:  Inlands
patented under the provisions of this chapter
all subterranean mining property and rizhis
for mining purposes are hereby reserved from
surface preperty and rights for pasturage pur-
poses, and whenever surface properiy and
rights for pasturage purposes to any tract of
land have passed from the Government under
the provisions of this Act, subterranean prop-
erty and rights for mining purposes therein
may be acquired under the provisions of
Chapter X11. of this Act, ete.

It is also, recommended that every patent
issued for pasturage lend shall contain the
following clause : ¥xcept and excluding from
these presents all subterranean property
richts in any mine of gold, silver, cinnabar,
lead, tin, copper, coal, iron or other valnable
mineral deposit, and property conveyed in
this patent shall be subservient to easements
necessary for discovering and working mines
therein, ete.

In ali patents for mineral lands it is recom-
mended that there be inserted a clause ex-
cluding all surface property rights, with the
proviso ‘‘that there shall be dowminant in
property conveyed easements on the surface
property necessary for the discovering and
working mines therein,”

In support of these amendments to the
Lill prepared by the Commission, Powell
uses the foliowing language: ** About one-
half of all the lands in the western portion
of the United States, bearing gold, silver
and other cres of like geological occurrence,
are covered with forests, and hence are both
timber and mineral lands. Provision has
been madein the tentative bill for the sale of
timber, that the fee of the land is to remain
in the Government, and such lands are to be
held free to exploration and acquirement of
title as mineral lands,”

The other half of these mineral lands are
pasturage lands, It is believed that the en-
actment of a pasturage law, as recommended
by the Commission, without the amendment
above indicated, would result in passing a
large amount of mineral lands into the hands
of people engaged in pasturage industries, and
thus the mining industry of the country would
be greatly retarded. A pasturage homestead
is neceszarily very large, and if it is given to
| the settier he should not consider it a hard-
lship if mines contained therein are severed
| from his ownership. It is believed that at
| least ninety-nine-one-hundréddths of all the
coal lands of the western portion of the Uuni
ted States are sitnated in lands belenging to

| pasturage lands, It has been recommended |

Celebration.

St. PrTERSBURG, March 2d.—The city is
gayly decorated, and the day is being ob-
served as & general heliday in honor ofsthe
twenty-fiith anniversary of the Czar’s acces-
sion. At 10 this morning vast crowds as-
sembled béfore the Winter Palace. Troops
were massed in the central quadrangle of the
palace and immediate vicinity., The Czar
appeared on the baicony of the palace for
twenty minutes, saluting the multitude, amid
great enthusiasm.  Members of the Council
of the Tmpire, including the Chancellor,
Prince Gortschakoff, at half-past 11 went to
the Winter Palace and presented a congratu-
latory address. Decrees have been published
granting pardons to prisoners, remitling ar-
rears of taxes owing by the rural populatior,
and awarding orders of distinction, 'The
Official Messenger publishes a letter from Em-
percr William, countersigned by Bismarck,
congratulating the Czar in terms of warm
and earnest iriendship on the twenty-fifth
anniversary of his accession, and on his es-
cape from injury by the recent explosion in
the Winter Palace. The Emperor expresses
his gratification that the friendship which
nuited their fathers has been maiutained, ard
has confidence that it will continue nu-
changed to the end of his life,
