Joseph Cook is continuaily getting him-
self into difficulties throngh his strong
propensity to draw on his imaginatien for
his facts.

In five years from to-day, if
nothing is done, the Sacramento river will
in all probability have left its banks,
the tule lands on the west bank will
have been converted into a per-
manent marsh, navigation will have
been utterly destroyed, and the city of
Sacramento will be surrounded by a deso-
late region of sand-covered waste. The
beds of the rivers once filled with coarse
debris, they will never be scoured out.
The precipitation in the mountains will
then rush down the canyons in the form of
torrents, which will spread all over the
valley, carrying debris further and further,
excavating capricious channels here and
there, putting a stop to agrieultnre, and
wiping out scores of millions of property.
That is what the engineers assure us must
happen if nothing is dene. They also tell
us that when we resolve to do something
we shall throw away cur time ard money
unless we adopt a comprehensive plan,
and carry it out under one head until
the whole great work is 2ccom-
plished. And no matter what this
works costs, it has to be done if we are nc ¢
prepared to abandon the valley to desola-
tion. If it cost twenty millions of dollars
we should be warranted in spending the
money. But it need not cost one-fourth of
that amount, and, therefore, there ought
to be no hesitation about the course to be
adopted.

PREPARING FOR THEM IN NEW YORK.

NeEw Yorx, March 3d.—The anngunce-
ment that several hundred of Chinese are on
the way to New York caused general satis-
fuction among boarding-house keepers, who
expect to reap a rich harvest, K Exteusive
preparations are being made to welcome the
refugees. Additional rooms have been en-
gaged in anticipation of a general inflax of
Celestials, and the prospect seems bright for
all who are disposed to quit San Francisco
and make their home in the metropolis, Yes-
terday a Chinaman and his wife arrived at
the railroad depot and went to th2 heuse of
Woo Kee, Mott street. They are the

almond-eyed exiles, who are about to
pour into this city if the situation in

Chinese lady was well dressed and good-look-
ing. Her husband left because he feared that
a general massacre was about to take piace in
San Francisco.
